THE KEYSTONE KINGS

Story of the Lives of Pennsyl-
vania’'s Masters of the
Game of Polities.

Senator Quay and “Chris”
Magee and the Careers
They Have Led.

National Interest in Two Men
Who Will Meet at Harris-
burg To-Morrow.

Simon Cameron’s Influence
on Each--Will They Engi-
neer a Compromise?

HARRISBURG, Pa., Aueg. 18.—Matt
Quay and Chris Magee are again to-day,
as they have often been before during
the past twenty years, two very pict-
uresque characters in American poli-
ties. They are again to be brought to-
gether by a master hand in the arts of
public affairs. Had they heeded a great
man’s advice of many years ago this in-
terposition would not now be necessary.
They were both educated under the
same strong manager, but since his
death have neglected his watchword:
“Never fire your own camp.” Some-
times it may be necessary, but only the
gravest emergency justifies it. Yetit
has baen done, and this is how:

I think it about eight years ago since
Quaf’ and Magee fell out over the nom-
ination of a state treasurer, when
Magee broke Quay’s slate and named
his friend Livesy. Most people then
thought this was a game between them
and their assumed anger only a bluff.
But this was a real split, and their dif-
ferences have grown into open rebel-
lion, until Mr. Magee beat Mr. Quay’s
candidate for governor last year. With
a presidential election approaching
and a state campaign now on, with

many dangers threatening the
party. comes the necessity of
reanion between leaders and
a read justment of forces. You

find the best evidence of it where the
line has been broken and has not yet
swung well together. But who is to
harmonize the conflict between the im-
portant leaders? Nearly every man in
politics has tried to bring them to-
gether, without avail. There isone
man that can do it, and, according to
general belief, will do it ere long. That
man is Blaine. They are both in favor
of his nomination for president, and
both will be in the econvention that will
name the candidate. But the old
grudge is still a bar, and the question
is how both men are to labor in the
state convention Wednesday.

Preceptor of Quay and Magee.

Both Quay and Magee were educated
in polities by Bob Mackey when he was
the autocrat of the Republican party of
this state in the Cameron interest.
Magee has in a wmarked degree followed
his precepts, while Col. Quay has not.

When Mr. Magee was yet a boy Mr.
Mackey lived in Pittsburg and had large
financial interests there. He helped the
young man to become a local leader.
The two used to see each other eévery
day, and Mr. Mackey guided the boy’s
footsteps in sucecessful direcrions. Each
was useful to the other. 1 think the
oflice of city treasurer was the only one
Magee ever held, and that was just
after he was twenty-one years of age.
Mr. Magee has never been a politician
in the sense that Mr. Quay is, but he
might have been had he not received
some good advice early in life that
turned his ideas in a different direction.
Just before his term as city treasurer
had expired he came to Harrisburg to
see General Simon Cameron, the Ereat-
est politician of the generation in Penn-
sylvania. The veteran had taken a
fancy to him before that visit.and asked
him about his future. Young Magee
said that he was going to be re-elected
city treasurer of DPitisburg. Cameron
asked:

*How old are you?”

“About thirty,” replied Magee,

“How much are you worth?”’

“Hardly anything saved,”said Magee.

“That is exactly it.”” continued the
old general. *“Leave politics alone un-
til you have made a fortune. Then you
may enjoy its play with independence,
and treat it as an amusement. But of-
ficeholding and dealing in politics for
bread and butter is one of the worst oc-
cupations in which a man ever engaged.
1 have often thought that I was foolish
to have anything to do with public af-
fairs. I had a great knack for business,
and would have been a very rich man
had 1 left polities alone and stuck to it.
Let me advise you, young man: don’t
hold oflice until you are rich. Politics
is the finest game in the world, but the
poorest business.”

Cameron’s Sage Advice,

“There's no man more useless in ordi-
nary affairs of life,”” continued the
veteran politician. *than the habitual
officeholder. Once acquire the habit of
officeseeking and you are never good for
anything else, and are at best depend-
ent on somebody’s pleasure. You are
city treasurer now: may be state treas-
urer three years hence, and if you have
extraordinary good luck you might be
elected governor of Pennsylvania after
that. You can’t go any higher than
that. By that time you will be ineca-
pable of doing anything except holding
office. All the force, industry, origin-
ality, enterprise will be gone out of you.
Take my word for it, before you were
fifty you woulid be fit only for a clerk-
ship paying $1,200 a year.

“A man can get so accustomed to
sucking at the publiec teat,” ended the
octogenarian politician, who had in his
own time been state printer, legislator,
United States senator, secretary of war
and minister to Russia, *‘that it be-
comes impossible for him to earn a liv-

ing. Take my advice, Chris, and get
out of politics. You can do better in
business.”

Simon Cameron’s genius always in-
spired absolute faith in his followers.
It was impossible to efface the imprint
of that powerful mind when the great
politician became interested enough to
give advice. The influence of his coun-
sel was sure to haunt the:mind of him
who received it with something ltke the
force of a prophecy.

Christopher Magee, the young Na-
poleon of Pennsylvania politics, went
home the next day with Cameron’s
words,already forgotten probably by the
the veteran, ringing in his ears. A
week later he dumfounded his friends
by announcing that he should resign
the city treasurership. an oftice worth
$10,000 a year. He soon did so, and lit-
erally began to earn his living in legiti-
mate business. He has never regretted
the step. To-day he is worth probably
£400,000, and his only dissipation, bis
only amusement, is the game of poli-
tics, which he plays with all the greater
enthusiasm because *“it’s not my busi-
ness, you know.”

Quay’s Different Experience.

Col. Quay took a different turn, and
has held office most of his life, all the
way from county clerk to United States
senator. He is much the older of the
two. He was Mr. Mackey's lieutenant
when young Magee first tackled state
poiitics. The two men became friends.
T'here were no divisions in the party in
those days, and probably never would
have been had not Mr. Quay reached a
point in his ambitions where he believed
nimself all-powerful, and accepted sug-
gestious only with a club. Mr. Quay
and Mr. Macke( approached peolitical
batties by entirely different routes.

r. Mackey was a careful or-
ganizer, and looked well after the
counties, If there were ditTgten es

won. He never went into a convention
without knowing exactly where he
stood.

Mr. Quay was never a man of method.
He always believed in doing heroic
things; many people have often called
them arbitrary. When he was a school
teacher, or riding a mustang in Texas,
long before he went into polities, lack
of system was always as apparent as
his ability to deal with strength with
any emergency that arose. {(n other
words, he has never shown those quali-
ties which would make him a superior
bank president.

When he succeeded Mr. Mackey in
the command of the Republican forces
of this state he was as fond of pleasure
as any of the boys. He loved to enjoy
bimself rather than bother with the
small matters of politics that he felt he
could handle in an hour when the time
ceme for action. This very trait of
character made him severe, and a more
self-reliant man never lived. But it
also sled him into no end of trouble
when controversies arose in his party
which he thought he could settle with a
sledgehammer whenever he chose,
which he did for years, and his success
gained for him the deserved nickname
of “Ola Brains.” He bhad so long
wielded the scepter of power unques-
tioned that he lieved there was no
end to it.

How many great men, both In pea ce
and war, have split upon this rock.

This year Senator Quay is allowing,
or seeming to allow, the people to have
their way about the offices to be filled
by the results of the pending campaign,
He is looking around among some of the
insurgents of last year for allies. I saw
him in Pittsburg a few days agzo en-
gaged in his missionary work, and he
seemed as cheerful as ever. When he
left for his country home 1n Beaver,
some fifty miles distant, where he be-
gan life as the editor of a country
weekly and county clerk after his re-
turn from Texas, he said when asked
about the situation:

“I think it will be all right.” He
never was fond of talking politics for
the multitude, and less so this year
than ever.

How Quay Lives at Beaver.

Beaver is not much of a place, and is
principally noted as the home of Mr
Quay and the place that Chief Justice
Gibson, one of the greatest jurists this
country ever produced, moved away
from. Col. Quay goes there only as he
goes fishing—-to think and to plan. It is
so quiet up in his rural retreat that he
is rarely-ever disturbed, and the towns-
people never bother him about the
greater affairs of his life. He has plenty
to lnlink of just now, and his ways are
much

they used to be. He finds in the
present emergency that necessity
for cousultation and  considera-
tion for others that he never

acknowledged before. ile has been so
Jlong in an ofticeholding life, and such a
rover—for he 1s rarely a week in one
place—that he has never piled up many
dollars. He lives plainly, and has few
extravagances except what polities re-
quire. There is no limit to expend-
iture, either generousiy to reward
friends or amply to punish enemies.
His one aim is suecess. This has caused
many attacks on his personal character
that have veen overdrawn. Men of
power, viewed from a long distance
through a microscope, show many de-
tects that are never seen in closer con-
tact,

type of man. He approaches his politi-
cal traps with caution, so as not to lose
any game, and sets them long before the
season for the run begins. Being en-
sed in business affairs, he has never
spread out into the woods of state poli-
tics, except when conveutions met and
driviug time began. Not wanting any
office for himself, he has always been a
power to those whom he favored. He
always had and has the large Pittsbure
delegation at his back, and has content-
ed himself with using it for the benefit
of his section without undertaking
to capture the state.. This has kept
him solid with his people and a power
in the state, because his force is ever re-
liable. Pittsbure is the cheapest gov-
erned eity in the country of its size and
one of the best managed for its tax-
payers, and Magee is the absolute mas-
ter of the Repukblican anachine, which
is as supreme tiere as Tammany is in
New York, and with exactly opposite
results. ’
Either Kill or Compromise.

Roscoe Conkling used to say that the
only way to get along with an enemy
was either to kill him or compromise
with him. Mr. Quay is in that attitude
toward Mr. Magee.

Mr. Quay has found killing a danger-
ous experiment, and now takes up Mr.
Conkling’s other view of the situation.
Other great men have had to do it be-
fore him, but how long his views of
compromise will last is a serious ques-
tion. It is hard to teach a master of his
age and character new lessons. Yet
Mr. Quay is a very able man, full of re-
sources, and is apt at any moment to do
some courageous thing, but it looks now
as thouzh he would not, this year at
least, play with a buzz saw. Yet the
convention of next Wednesday canonly
answer this question, and Mr. Magee
will be here to watch and act.

1t is one of the marvels of this strange
situation that the name of Don Cameron
is rarely heard. His father’'s pame
awakened men like magie, but his son’s
is rarely ever spoken. Itis said that
the senator will not be at the state con-
vention. Unless there shall be some
awakening it looks as though the name
of Cameron would drop out of polities as
the lost rivers of Arizona sink into the
quicksand. -

The careers of Col. Quay and Mr.
Mazee illustrate the difference between
the arbitrary and the kindly methods in
politics. Chris Magee learned some use-
ful lessons in the direction he has taken
from Gen. Cameron, and has followed
them to good purpose. Living in this
comimunity from boyhood, where he be-
gan life without money or influence, he
has drawn men to him by acts of
kindness that are at times far more
potent than any wmere party obligations.
This was Gen. Cameron’s view, and
there was not a county in Pennsylvania
where by some single act of Kkindness
he has not made friends outside of his
own party who were ever faithful to
him in time of need.

SANK IN THE OHIO.

Two Young Ladies and Their Es-
cort Drowned.

CINCINNATI, Aug. 18.—A most shock-
ing river tragedy was added to the dark
list of sueh horrors on the Ohio river
this afternoon. A party of two young
girls and two young men entered a skiff
for a pleasure ride. They were Miss
Clara Fechheimer,aged eighteen,daugh-
ter of J. K. Fechheimer, of this city;
Miss Laura IHamberger, her guest, a
teacher in the Chicago art school: Emil
Bloeh, of this city, and George Solomon,
of New York. The party crossed the
river, and in doing so encountered
the - waves of a harbor steamer.
Mr. Bloch handled the oars and rode
the waves successfully, until he acei-
dentaliy dropped an oar. The entire
party attempted to regain it, and, while
n that position, a wave struck the boat
and overturned it, throwing all into the
water. The men were expert swimmers
and made heroic efforts to save the
drowning girls. Bloch seized Miss
Baumberger and the twe sank almost
at once. Solomon went to the rescue of
Miss Fecheimer and had nearly saved
her when her sirength failed and in the
swift current she was swept away.
Solomon himself was only saved by Joe
Carter, a colored boy. Search was at
once begun for the bodies, but was not
successful.

A Prussian Calamity.

BERLIN, Aug. 18.—A terrible col-
lision occurred to-day at a point be-
tween Ostrowo and Loswitz, in Prus-
sian Poland. Two passenger trains
collided while going at full speed. The
trains were terribly wrecked and ten
persons were killed and many injured.
Coals from the locomotives set fire to
the wreck. and some of the injured
burned to death while men were striv-
ing to rescue them.

Killed by a Falling Wall.

CHICAGO, Aug. 18.—A brick wall,
eight stories high and fifteen feet wide,
in the new Bart building, fell at noon
to-day and instantly killed John Hart,
a carpenter. Fifty other workmen were
in the building, but none were seriously
injured. The collapse was due to a
tunnel having been cut through the
wall to admit the passage of a portion
of the engine being built in the base-
ment.

Cyclonic in Michigan.

JAcksow, Mich,, Aug. 18.—The storm
last evening developed into a small tor-
nado and swept across the townships of
Leoni, Napoleon and Norvell. On the
line of the storm houses and barns were
wrecked, and the inmates sought safety
1n celiars,
