All Possible Steps Taken to Pro-
tect Americans in China.

\u25a0Washington. Auk. 20.—1n conver-
sation with Acting Secretary of State
Uharton to-day regarding the Chinese
situation he said: **ltls a mistake to
believe that this government is moving
slowlyin this matter, ami that the same
energy displayed by France, England
and Germany is lacking m the United
States. The government has been
keeping apace with those powers in all
movements except one. for the proper
protection of her citizens in China. The
one exception is in the display of naval
equipments. The latter is an impossi-
bility. The United States has but two
vessels in Chinese waters, and how can
she expect to make a respectable show-
ing with tbose?

•The navy department has done all in
its power, and has ordered three vessels
from the Pacific to reinforce the skele-
ton of a squadron alone the Asiatic
coast. Every possible precaution has
been taken to protect American inter-
ests in China. Wo have united with
the other great powers in making every
prouer demand from the Chinese gov-
ernment. Our minister, Mr. Denby, re-
ceived his instructions long ago, and
every cousul within the borders of the
empire lias instructions to use all means
within his power to preserve the dignity
of his government and to protect her
citizens. What more can be done? We
have the promise and assurance of the
empeior that our requests shall be
granted, and we re sending every ves-
sel that can be spared across the Pacific
to assist by its presence the preservation
of peace."

THE ItAILKOADSTRIKE.

Xo Freight Is Brine Moved by the
Roads.

Pf.oria, 111.. Aug. 20.—The switch-
men's strike here is unchanged. Pas-
senger trains with mail cars attached
are going out on time, but no freigbt is
moving. The serious trouble expected
ia-it night has been averted for a time.
The Lake Erie & Western avowed
its intention of sending a
through freight train out at
11 o'clock to-day, but the scheme was
abandoned, as bloodshed was anticipat-
ed in such an event. The sheriff has a
big posse of men in the yards and every-
thing is quiet. Two coaches loaded
with switchmen from Dayton and other
points on the "Big Four" are expected
this evening to take the strikers' places,
and there is likely to be trouble when
they enter the yards. The men here
say the train will not get over the
bridge. No freight cars have been
moved for forty-eight hours and the
yards are hopelessly blocked.

American Wheel Company in a
Receiver's Hands.

company. The total assets are given as
$4,105,000, and liabilities $1,800,0C0.

Atlanta, Ga., Aug. 20.— The South-
ern Lumber company, a corporation
stocked at $150,000 and worth about
$300,000. with two large mills in South
Georgia and owning about 2,500 acres
of timber land In that section of the
state, is now in the hands of a receiver,
with liabilities estimated at 1125,000.
The stringency in the lumber market
prevented "the company from paying its
laborers, and consequently about $15,-
--000 in laborers' liens were about to be
taken out.

Wilkin Manufacturing company, manu-
facturers of saw inill machinery, etc.,
