NOIE AND COMMENT.

To-night there will be another couneil
meeting. The question of granting a
franchise to private parties for laying
er mains through the streets of

eapolis will come up again. An
attempt will, in all probability, be made
to pass the ordinance over the mayor’s
veto. Mayor Winston has vetoed the
measure. His reason for so doing will
be fully explamned to the aldermen.
They will be found weighty in the esti-
mation of all public-spirited ecitizens.
The public at large is behind
the mayor in this matter. 1f the alder-
men of the city of Minneapolis real-
ize that fact the better for them. There
1s no good reason for giving away fran-
chises. They are the property of the
people. 1f they are to pass to the own-
ership of ivate corporations they
should be paid for. The city council
that gave to the street railway company
the exclusive right to operate carson
the sireets of Minneapolis, gave away
that right without one cent of compen-
sation, is still remembered in the curses
of the people. It will not be well for
the present council to incur a like re-
membrance. As Supervisor McConnell
has pointed out, this franchise may not
be very valvable now, but should
the time ever come when the eity
must purchase that franchise—and the
time is coming when every public con-
venience will be owned by the city—it
will be found expensive enough to sat-
isfy the most inveterate purchaser of
costly bric-a-brae. There is no public de-
mand for the giving away ot this fran-
chise now. A few people who expect
to make money out of it are the only
oues clamoring for it. Itisalso time
for those Democratic aldermen who
may vote to pass this measure over the
veto to remember the platform upon
which they were elected. That plat-
form declared in most positive terms
that the Democratie party was pledged
to put a stop to the practice of giving
away valuable public franchises.

T'hi not the first time that this pa-
per has suggested to the park board that
the people now living 1 Minneapolis,
and paying the bills of the park board
deserve a little consideration. 1t 1s
commendable this buying land and be-
ginning to impreve it for the use of
posterity. The gocd father looksout
for the welfare of I’s children, and does
what he can for his grandchildren. To
