A PESSIMISTIC - VIEW,

President Miller, of the Mil-
waukee Road, on the Year’s
Operations.

The Railrcad Situation as He
Sees It Is Very Un-
promising.

Denial of the Allegation That
the Roads Are Over
Capitalized.

Erroneous Statements Made
by Roads in Northwest-
ern Elind Pcol.

NEw York, Aug. 27.—The annual re-
port of the St. Paul railroad for the fis-
cal year ending june 30 was issued to-
day. It shows gross earnings $27,504,-
224, an increase of $1,098,516; operating
expenses, §18,366,500, an increase of
£1,193,402; net earnings, £9,137,724, a de-
crease of $94,856; income from other
sources amounted to $334,207, making a
total income of £9,471,931; fixed charges
were $7,237.261, leaving a balance of
£2,234,680. After paying 7 per cent div-
idends on the preferred stock there isa
surplus of $699,168, The company dur-
ing the year obtained control of the en-
tire capital stock of the Milwaukee &
Northern road, giving its own stock in

exchange share for share. It receiveda4
per cent dividend on its 61,582 shares
of Milwaukee & Northern stock,amount-
ing to $246,330.

In his report President Miller takes a
very pessimistic view of the situation.

He says: *“Itisan unavoidable conclu-

sion that when so large an inecrease in

gross earnings produces no increase in

pet revenue, the rates obtained for
ssapnsportation are too low. This con-
clusion is often met by the assertion

that existing rates would be high enough

for all needs if they were maintained.

It seems idle to talk of maintenance of
rates when pooling is prohibited by lee-
islation. Maintenance of rates wiil not
relieve American railways from the

competition of foreign roads. They are

compelled to either reduce through

rates, under penaity of being compelled

to reduce intermediate, pay subsidies to
foreign roads, or lose the traffic.””

On the matter of wages he says that
there is a constant pressure that has re-
sulted in a considerable advance in
wages without a corresponding increase
in net revenue. It is Impossible that a
liberal standard of wages can long be
maintained unless the capital which
sustains the enterprises is emploved
also and permitted to receive a liberal
compensation for its use. The pay-
ments of the company for labor gjrectly
employed in its service last year were
§12,463,362, and for material and sup-
plies £6,955,777, of which 75 per cent or
$5,216,832, were for labor in production,
making a total of 17,680,195 expended.
President Miller denies the charge
that the principal lines of railway in the
West are overcapitalized, and asserted
that thése roads cannot be duplicated
for their present capitalization. On the
rate question he also says: “During the
past vear efforts to improve the general
situation gave rise to the Western Traf-
fic association, which has this feature,
that especially distinguishes it from
other associations, that the governing
authority rests in the boards ot direct-
ors of the various companies. Itis not
to be expected that it should atonce
cure all the evils it has to deal with,
but it has certainly been of vaiuable
interest to railway interests.””

ERRONEQUS STATEMENTS.

Roads in the Blind Passenger
Pool Have Made Them.

CHICAGO, Aug. 27.—Whether by aec-
cident or desizn. some of the roaas in
tie Northwestern passenger blind pool
have been furnishing erroneous state-
ments of their business to the advisory
board. The percentages are made up
on the basis of these statements, and
the resuit of such errors might be a
diversion of considerable traffic to a
line that is not entitled to it. Chair-
man Finley has notified the interested
roads of the discovery he has made,
and announced that it will be necessary
to issue revised statements of percent-
ages for the months of June and July.

AN ENGLISH SCHEME.

Foreign Export Business to Be
Done at Port Royal, S. C.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 27.—The Manu-
facturers’ Record of this week an-
nounces that the controlling interest in
Port Royal, S. C., which has the deepest
harbor south of the Chesapeake bay, has
been purchased by English capitalists
represented in this country by the
Jarvig-Conklin Mortgage and Trust com-
pany, of Kansas City. Pat Calhoun and
others connected with the Richmond
Terminal railroad system, will be asso-
ciated with the purchasers, the in-
tention being to develop foreizn export
business through this port and to divert
heavy Western shipments via steamship
lines from Port Royal to Europe. The
American association, limited, the En-
glish company which has built up Mid-
dlesborough., Ky., and which owns
nearly 100,000 acres of coal lands,-is
preparing to develop new business for
that part of the South by building up a
coal shipping business from Port Royal
as the Norfolk & Western and the Ches-
apeake & Ohio railroads have done at
Norfolk and at Newport News.

A BOLD PROPOSAL.

The Interstate Commerce Com-
mission to Be Bluffed.

KAnsAs City, Mo., Aug. 27.—The
regular monthly meeting of the Trans-
Missouri Freight association will be
held next Tuesday. The eall has been
issued, and bears many subjects of
importance to be considered at the
coming meeting. One of the most im-
portant subjects is the proposition that,
when complaints be made before the
intersiate commerce commission against
one or more lines, the defense be made
in the name of all companies in the as-
sociation, and managed by the chair-
man, with the assistance of such at-
torneys as the chairman may ecall
upon. 1n other words, although the
law forbids pooling in any form, and
the commission is supposed to enforce
the law, it is the proposition that the
roads pool under the nose of the legal
body and plead all cases, not as 1ndi-
vidual roads, but as lines combined to
fight each other’s battles.

St. Lovuls, Aug, 27.—At to-day’s ses-
sion of the National Brewers’ associa-
tion thereport of its committee on griev-
ance was to the effect that the members
of the local union of the Pacific coast
should join the national branch and
order in San Francisco and Portland
without the initiating fee, but on pay-
ing the pro rata tax from date of admis-
sion. The president of the American
Federation of Labor and the executive
committee of that body was censured
for failing to carry out instructions
given at the meeting in Detroit in De-
cember last to settle troubles between
the Paciiic slope and the national organ-
ization. 'Contrary to expectation the
boyeott placed upon the Anheuser-
Busch and William J. Lemp beer brew-
eries has not been raised. Quite an op-
posite stand has been taken. A resolu-
tion has been passed notifying all local
unions that they must, if necessary,
draw their last cent out of the
treasury to push the boycot to the bit-
ter end. The American Federation of
Labor and the executive board of the
Knights ot Labor will be requested to
do likewise.

BULGED AT THE START

December Wheat at Chicago
Was Nearly Two Cents
Up Early,

Afterward Skirmishing Up
- and Down, and Closing
at $1.04%,

Fears of Frost Affect Deal-
ings in Corn--Oats and
Provisions Strong.

Prices Ruled Lower in New
York on Realization and
Reaction.

Cuicaco, Ang. 27.—The weather map
started the wheat market with an additional
ctop scarce, and December wheat was un-
purchasable in any quantity undl it was 184¢
higher than the close yesterday. There were
transactions at the same moment at top fig-
ures, ranging all the way from $1.05 to $1.0615.
After a seale or two at $1.06% the buying or-
ders at unlimited prices appeared to have
been exhausted, and at the same time as the
call price had been reached selling against
those privileges came into playand very soon
knocked one cent off the carly bulge. The
price was very irregular all forenoon. dechn-
ing and recovering agam very rapidly and
within the range of $1.05% and $1.05%. bul
about one hour berore the close there was a
very weak feeliug induced by New York re-
ports of lower cables and foreigners re-sell-
ing there, and a drop to $1.4558 was the re-
sult.

The clearances from the Atlantic seaboard
were again very heavy, but the foreign mar-
kets were reported in the private dispatches
earlier, and prices likely to decline with any
improvement in their weather. The closing
cables showed an advance at Liverpool, but
continental markets were lower, but even
Liverpool was quoted lower in some of the
private wessages, and the first effect of the
frost scare had by that time been recovered
from. The drop in vrices above referred to
was rather sudden, and resembled in its
eonsequences to the Jong what has more fre-
quently of late been the experience of short
sellers: upon the attempt of the former party
to unload their earlier purchases no buyers
could be found between $1.0314@1.048, and
it was not unal it was being offered at $1.044
and $1 0458 that any quantity could be dis-
posed of.

New Yorrk, Aug. 27.—The stock market
was not so active to-day, esgecially in the
afternoon, and displayed in the main a reac-
tionary temper under beavy realizations, and
prices ruled almost throughout the day at a
slightly lower level than those of last even-
inz, The efforts for a reaction were made
with more confidence this morning, as Lon-
don was again a seller of stocks, everything
except Union Pacific, among the favorites of
that being among the stocks disposed and re-
ports of frostin the far Northwest came in to
help the bearish senitimeunt among the traders.
Prices were higher at the opening, bat the
pressure brought to bear was was at last suc-
cessful in forcing prices below the opening.

The bullish sentiment in the street, how-
ever, remains unimpaired, and the extremely
stubborn resistance shown by prices to 1e-
act, even under the most discouraging cir-
cumstances, shows that the present move-
ment is based on a firmer foundation than
any upward movement within the last two
years. Commission people report a steadily
growing interest in the market, and the in-
creased inquiry is seen in the widening of
the market and the extension of the trans-
actions to a large number of stocks which
have lain dormant for months. The busi-
ness of to-day and yesterday was more widely
distributed than that of any day for the last
year, the number of stocks dealt in reaching
about 125. Another encouraging sign for the
market is the comparatively insignificance of
the dealings in the unlisted dspartment, the
incubus of the manipulation of -those prop-
erties being removed from the market gives
legitimate securities a chance 10 reach their
proper level.

The effects of the frosts in the West were
not of material consequeice, and the decline
in prices went further than fractions, al-
though a few stocks here and there included,
because of pressure or other eircumstauces.
The industrials were more active. and all
were helped by special cirenmstances. Sugar
being strong in the reported deal with the
opposition refineries. Lead because of the
lack of opposition to the reorganization
scheme at the meeting, and cordage con
tinued its reaction from its late depression
There were frequent changes during the
day. The mearket finally closed only fairly
active and heavy to -weak. The trading
reached 246,850. Railroad bonds were not
so active, and were rather inclined to follow
the share list downward. though few weak
spots were seen. Among the most important
advances Hocking Valley sixes rose 213: gov—
ernments were dull and steady; state bonds
dull and steady.

The Post _says: The inclination to realize
which showed™ itself stronily yesterday, but
was met by an even strou/or dispesition to
acquire stocks, continued to-day with more
effect. Speculators working for a decline
were probably aided, in the case of stocks of
roads closely interested in the traffic of the
corn belt, by the continued reports of frost
in the Northwest.

The special reason for the strength of the
Chesapeake and Ohio was the reported ac-
quisition by that road of the Ohio and Mis-
sisgippi on which, it is understood, to
loug have had its eye.

FARM NOTES.

1t is not an easy matter to breea up a
herd of good cows. To begin with, halt
the calves will be males. Then half op
more of the heifers will have some de-
fect, something that is disagreeable if,
it does not spoil them. And the higher
a dairyman’s ideal, the more difficult it
will be to get good cows. Raise up heif-
ers and you will find one is a natural
kicker, another is a hard milker. an-
other is hard to get in calf, and I have
had two injured by coming in when
they were eighteen months old.

Good bedding is as necessary for the
cows in summer as in winter. It serves
to protect against filth and permits of
more rest. But in the summer the bed-
ding will become the harboring place of
insect pests unless it is removed daily.
The practice of drying the bedding in
the sun for the purpose of using it again
should be condemned, as bedding once
saturated with liquid manure becomes
disagreeable, giving the stable an am-
moniacal odor, which is sure to effect
the milk to a certain extent. The best
place for bedding that has been used 1s
in the manure heap.

Few reflect when they are talking
about fat globules how small a thing a
fat globule is. Of the largest of them,
laid along in a row, it would require
1,500 to measure an ineh. Of the small-
est of ther, 27,000 laid in a line would
no more than cover an inch. The largest
has six and a quarter times more diam-
eter than the smallest and 224 times
more volume. In a drop of milk the
size of a pin’s head there are from 1,000
to 4,000 fat globules. The average nums
ber of fat globules in a quart of milk ig
estimated at 2,000,000,000,000. .

Nothing on earth will upset a horse’s
stomach. This is not because the horse
does not feel pain, but sinply because
the horse has no gall bladder. Has any«
body ever seen a horse sick at sea! Hag
anyvbody ever known an emetie to have
any effect on a horse? At a bull-fight a
borse may be seen eating with its en-
trails trailing on the ground. As for
the contention that a horse is not so
sensitive to pain as a man, 1 think that
probably the horse is a great deal more
so. There is no living creature, not
even a hysterical woman, so nervously
sensitive as a horse.

Buckwheat keeps down most annual
weeds, and it ripens so quickly after
sowing that those which grow among it
cannot perfect the seed. It also hasan
advantage over most other crops in not
furnishing desirable feed for wire-
worms and white grubs. One or two
seasons with it will clear insect enemies
ouf, and leave the land richer than be-
fore, as if grown year after year its
scattered seed furnish green manure to
keep up the supply of vegetable matter
in the soil.

When you find your barn has become
too full, and your grain and hay crops
are heavy, it will be better to procure
more stock. The farmer who sells his
raw material in the shape of some prod-
uce, such as meat, milk and butter, re-
ceives a profit from two sources, Heis,
to a certain cxtent, a manufacture, his
animals being the agents for changing
his foods into more salable articles,
while the refuse products (manures)
may be used another year.

1t is an impression on tne part of soma
that fowls that were hatched in incuba-
tors differ in some respects from those
hatehed under hens. Suech is not the
case. Whether hatched in incubators
or under hens it is only ap application
of heat, and when the chick comes out
of the shell it makes no difference how
the heat may have been applied to it, as
it is then just what its parents are, and
will partake of thesame characteristics,

To keep the boys on the farm Ys a
problem under discussion. One method
is to make the farm interesting to them.
Start the little ones by giving them a
few Bantam chicks to raise, and as they
become advanced allow a pig or lamb.or
even a colt. But always allow them the
proceeds of their labor. Chiidren ap-
preciate ownership of stock, and the
early lessons lead to a deeper interest
later on.

Canada thistles have been destroyed
by sheep, but to secure the best results
the thistles should b slightly sprinkled
with salt as fast as they appear above
ground. which will induce the sheep to
eat them close into the rcots. As fast
as they appear sprinkle more salt. They
will gradually lessen in number and
finally disappear. The roots cannot
live if top growth is prevented.

Instead of depending wholly on hay,
turnip or silage, as some do, the saga-
cious and experienced flockmasters. add
to that cabbage, kohl-rabi, thousand-
headed kale, rape, vetches or whatever
is suited to the climate and location.

To use corn, wheat bran and oats for
butter mix as follows by weight: Two
parts cornmeal, two of bran. and one of
oats. Always feed clover hay for but-
ter and constalks if you can. Silageis
the best form for the cornfodder.
During the warm season reserve your
grain for another time. Stock need but
little grain in summer. Grass is better
for all animals during the warm season
than any other food, and they will keep
in better condition on such food than
when fed on grain.
