FOUND IN THE LAKE.

Mrs. George W. Camp Committed
Suicide by Drowning.

Mrs. Camp has committed suicide.

That was the sentence passed from
lip to lip at the Hotel Lafayetlte yester-
day morning, passed fram cottage to
cottage around the lake and brought
into the city by the first train. It was
ail tootrue. At 7 o’clock vesterday
morning the lifeless body was discov-
ered resting on the ealm breast of Min-
netonka. cold in death.

Maj. George W. Camp arose a little
before 7 o’clock and went to his wire’s
room. She was not there. The pillows
had been arranged between the covers
to give the bed the appearance of con-
taining a sleeper, but it was tenantless.
In alarm he aroused the family and
search was begun. They had not far
to look. The body of whom they sought
was found close beside the steamboat
landing. She had been dead several
hours. The suicidal act had been care-
fully planned. It seems that on more
than one occasion during the last week
Mrs. Camp, while out driving, had in-
quired of the coachman concerning the
depth of the water at various points on
the lake shore. She had also taken pre-
cautions against the possibility of her
clothing supporting her body in the
water. Around her waist was tied a
little bag in which had been placed
some weights taken from the family
storeroom.

This abrupt departure from the scenes
of earth was actuated by a mind dis-
eased. For several years Mrs. Camp
has suffered from nervous disorganiza-
tion. On that account her husband has
taken her to California every winter.
Last spring her condition had become
so serious that she wss removed to the
sanitarium at Hudson, Wis. There she
improved rapidly, se much that she
was brought home a few weeks ago.
Ever since she has been unusually
cheerful. She seemed in such good
spirits of late that her husband thought
she was entlrely recovered. It was a
rude awakening that he experienced
yesterday morning. The funeral services
will be held to-morrow at Wayzata at 2
o’cloek in the atternoon. The body Wlll
then be brought to Minneapolis for in-
terment in Lakewood.

Mrs. Camp was the daughter of Noah
Draper. of Fredonia, Chautauqua coun-
iy, & Y5 lhe major married her there
Apnl 11, 1853, coming to Minneapolis
directly after the wedding tour. They
had four children, but only one of them
1s living, and now is the wife of Henry
Von Weddlestaedt, of St. Paul.

Brame Must Pay.

C. E. Brame must pay h is fine for con-
tempt of court or go to jail. Judge Canty
so decided vesterday. The case came
before him on habeas corpus proceed-
ings to set aside the decision of Judge
Elliott, of the municipal court, adjudg-
ing Brame in contempt for not appear-
ing as a witness when summoned.
Brame’s attorney argued that the mu-
nicipal court had no greater jurisdiction
than a justice court, the maximum fine
of which is $20.
