The Martin Will Case.

The contest over the will of the late
Richard Martin will begin to-day before
Judge Hicks. The trial will be held in
the law library of the New York Life
building. Mr. Martin left a good deal
of his property to charitablo institu-
tions. ‘The heirs think they have been
slighted, and will contest it. The terms
of the will that cause all the trouble are
summarized as follows:

The will was rzade on the 24th of Septem-
ber, 1883, After making the usual directions
as to settling funeral expenses, debts, etc.,
he placed in the hands of his uncle, Edward
Martin, of Red Rock. Y. Y., and Isaag Atwa-
ter, Minneapolis, his executor and trustee, as
guch, $21,000 to be invested Judiciously. The
interest therefrom is to be divided gqnarterly
between his sister, Anna 8, Russell, and his
brother, Walter S. Marlin, in the proportion
of eight parts 1o six parts; Lo reveral others
$1,000; to St. Barnabas hospital, $25,000, and
135 acres of land, and to his trustees, as such,
180 acres of land known as the Keegan farm,
and §25,000 to be used for the erection and
maintenance of the Protesiant Eplscopal or-
phans’ home,

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ED MUST LOOK OUT,

Morrill May Turn the Tables
on the Foxy Eighth
Warder.

Last Night the Siege of Vera
Cruz Was Successfully
Presented. 2

Preparations for a Harvest
Celebration by the Busi-
ness Men’s Union.

Missouri’s Popular Young La-
dies in Town--General
City News.

Yesterday some more light was

thrown on the prosecution of Rev. G.
L. Morrill for criminal libel. It has
been supposed all along that this action
was begun at the instance of Charles
tebou. ‘I'hat seews not to have been
the case. While Mr. Rebou’s name
was used in that complaint as the
libeled party, the complaint was not
signed by him at all. In faect, if stories
be true, he knew nothing of  the com-
mencement of the action _until it was
published in the newspapers. The
named signed to the complaint on which
Morrill was arrested was Ed A, Stevens.
All this came out yesterday, when Mr.
Rebou sent for Messrs. Hunt & Morrill,
the attorneys for the reverend prisoner.
Last night Mr. Rebou told a GLoBE
man all about it.

“‘After that article was published in the
Tribune,” said Mr. Rebou, *Mr. Morrill came
down to see me, He explained the whole
matter to my satisfaction. He told me that
he had been misquoted—that he had said
nothing at ail about my place. Then I took
him all through my house and showed him
every part of it. He said that he could see
nothing wrong about my place. I have noth-
ing against Mr. Morrill at all. He treated me
like a gentleman. When he saw that stuff in
the paper about my place he came straight
aown here and told me just how the matter
stood. I don’t think he lied about it A
minister ought not to lie.

“I don’t know one thing about this case in
the mumcipal court against Mr, Morrill, I
did not start it. Mr. Stevens is not acting for
me in this matter, Mr. Stevens is not my
lawyer. 1 had no conversation with him
aboutit. Itis not my case at all, Ihave
nothing to do with it."”

This statement of Rebow’s compli-
cates the plot a trifle. If Ed Stevens
was not acting for Rebou, who was he
acting for? If he was not acting for
Rebou, why did he use Rebou’s name in
making out the complaint? These ques-
tlpns are likely ta be asked in court.
The matter will not rest where it is.
If Mr. Morrill’s attorneys so desire,
they could have the case dismissed on
this technicality and on another that is
said to exist, but they are not going to
take any such course. When Mr. Mor-
rill is acquitted it will be on evidence,
uot on tecnnicalities, they say. Then
it is not at all unlikely that Ed Stevens
will be made the defendant in an action
for malicious Frosecutiou. If it can be
shown that he had no authority for
sweur}ng out that complaint against
Morrill in Rebou’s name, it will go far
toward making it a case of maliclous
prosecution. There is more fun in sight,
as Morrill has his fighting blood up,
and when he fights he fights to win.

A BLAZE OF GRANDEUR.
The Siege of Vera Cruz Opens in
a Highly Satisfactory Manner.

“The Siege of Vera Cruz” opened its
season last evening literally in a biaze
of grandeur. As a spectacle it is a
brilliant success. The picture itself is
a striking evidence of the possibilities
of the scene painter’s art, showing the
city of Vera Cruz, the castle of San
Juan Ulua, Forts Concepcion and San
Diego, and the market place in the fore-
ground.

The performance opens with a clever
and entertaining ballet and a march of
the Mexican forces, which is followed
by a fete scene on the plaza, including
a characteristic Mexican dance, athletie
performance and a mock bull fight. Then
follow the arriyal of the American
troops, represented by Company B, N.
G. S. M., and Battery A, before the city,
the demand for the surrender, the re-
fusal, and Afinally the bombardment
itself, which is realistie, thrilling and
full of life and action. The realism of
the scene 1s greatly aided by clever and
puzzling mechanical and ‘pyrotechnical
effects. Asa whole, itisa grand rep-
resentation and interesting throughout.
Following the surrender of the city is a
grand display of set fireworks, which in-
cludes many features never before pre-
sented in this city. ‘Theattendance was
good, and, although there were a few
slight hitches, the performers acquitted
themselves very creditably for a first
production.

There was a very large crowd at the
Exposition vesterday, and the people
seemed to be very much pleased with
the numerous attractions which are to
be seen at the big show. Xlanager
Brackett declared it to be the biggest
crowd present an any Monday during
any exposition held in the eity of Min-
neapolis. It seems as though the people
who come to the Exposition go home
and tell their friends what they have
seen and advise them to come to see it
themselves. The celebrated Sanford
Sisters’ orchestra is proving to be a
great attraction. . During the progress
of every concert it is almost impossible
for the people to secure seats, and the
hall is packed to the doors. One of the
things which seems to cause no small
amount of surprise is the extreme
youth of these talented yonng
ladies. The oldest is only ‘eight-
een years old, and she does
not appear to be even that age. The
exhibit which is made by the La Fava
Diamond company on the second floor
draws quite a crowd. The stones which
are exhibited are made from a crystal
which is found only in France. Many
admonitions have been given to Mr.
Field, the manager of the exhibit, in re-
gard to the unsafe display of so many
fine diamonds, and a great many per-
sons are fooled by the brilliancy of the
stones.

Crowds are to be constantly found in
the art gallery, where the remains of
the ancient cliff dwellers are placed on
exhibition. The collection of fine paint-
ings receives a very large share of at-
tention, and the general excellence of
the entire collection is remarked by
every one.

TEACHING THE TEACHERS.

Supt. Bradley Makes His Annual

Address to 600 of Them.

The teachers will begin anew their
battle against the legions of ignorance
this morning. 1t 1sthe custom of Supt.
Bradley to get the teachers all together
and read them a little lecture every
year before turning them loose on the
small boys. He summoned them to
meet him at the Central high school
building yesterday worning. -Nearly
all of them were there. Not less than
550 ladies who drill the young ideain
target practice answered the call. The
teachers in trousers swelied the number
to something like 600. As soon as the
ladies had done Kkissing one another,
which did not come to pass for some
time, Supt. Bradley requested attention
and proceeded to talk business. The
superintendent’s address was mainly
on the subject of waste in the work in
teaching. During the course of his re-
marks he said:

“The first waste to be mentioned in the
work of education is the use of poor facil-
ities. All over the land educational work is
contending with the disadvantage of crowd-
ed rooms. Buildings adequate to receive
1,000 pupils are made to shelter 1,500,

“The second cause of wastein the work of
teaching 1s friction. Itis worry rather than
work that wears. Undoubtedly there are
men who overwork, but many sins are laid
at the door of overwork which ought to be
charged to friction. Friction kills ten men
where overwork kills one, Freshness, en-
ergy, ccurage are all dissipated by friction.
Friction is pure waste. It is so much cap-
ital, so much working power, thrown away.

“Another waste in educational work re-
gults from attempting to teach children
things which they are not yet mature enough
to comprehend, Did youa ever pluck a green
apple? How it clings to the bough. How
bitter and insipid it proves to the taste.
When ripe, it drops into your hand at your
touch and delights you with its flavor. No
less wonderful is the change which a briet
veriod effects in the mind of a child. No
ess marked the contrast between the ease
with which he aecquires the knowledge
adapled to his mentul develorment and the
difficulty and disappointment which must
ever attend the effort to teach him the same
things prematurely.”

Mrs. Dumont Charges Baldwin

With Abduction.

Ed Baldwin was arrested yesterday
on a warrant sworn out by Barbara Du-
mont, who charges him with the abduec-
tion of her three-year-old grandehild.
He waived examination and was bound
over in the sum of $100 to the grand
jury. The case has.already been aired
to some extent in the district court and
the facts are well known.

Baldwin admits having taken the
child, but claims that he is its father,
and that by virtue of a common law,
marriage between its mother and him-
self, it is legitimate. The grandmother
insists that the child is illegitimate,
and that she is therefore entitled to its
custody.

As soon as he started to leave the
court Deputy Sheriff Menard stepped
up and served upon him a writ of
habeas corpus, signed by Judge Loch-
rengordering him to produce the child.

MEN OF LEARNING.

They Will Come to Study St. An-
thony Falls.

It is announced that a party of men
of much learning in the scientific world
will be in Minneapolis next Friday
afternoon. They will come here from
Washington, D. O, There are 100 of
them, all geologists of the old werid.
They have been in Washington for a
week or more attending the Fifth Inter-
national Congress of Geologists. Prof.
N. H. Winchell, the state geologist, is
the man who caused them to decide to
visit Minneapolis. He read a paper be-
fore the congress on the formation of
the Mississippt river bed between Fort
Snelling and the Falls of St. Anthony.
Scientists claim that at one time the
falls were opposite the point where the
fort now stands. The water has worn
them away. These scientlsts want to
study the matter. All of them are men
eminent in their line of research.

Ever Drawn in the Northwest.

The largest map ever drawn in the
Northwest has just been constructed in
Minneapolis. It is the work of J. Me-
Gowan,and stands in the land office of J.
W. Barney & Co., i the Guaranty Loan
building. The map is 15x21 feet, and
takes in Wisconsin, Minnesota, North
and South Dakota, and portions of Iowa
and Nebraska.. Mr. McGowan has been
steadily engazed in this work for the
past six weeks, drawing each county by
itself, and, when finished, piecing them
together on a solid framework of planks
50 nicely as not to show where they
had been joined. The map, asa whole,
is a very-complete work, and very true
to detail and proportion, showing every
small lake, creek and village, and every
mile of railroad track. It refle:ts great
credit upon the firm and upon the
draughtsman,
