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PIGTURES IN STONES.

Mosaic Art Has Become Thor-
oughly Established in St.
Paul.

Local Marble and Granite Suc-
cessfully Replacing the
Foreign Article.

An Artist Lucidly Explains
How the Small Stones Are
Manipulated.

fAmerican Workmen Cannot
Compete With Italians in
Mosaic Work.

Mosaic art is an ancient one, stolen
5,000 years ago by the Greeks from the
Chinese, since which Roman and Vene-
fiar mosaic work has become world-re-
powned. Marble and granite mosaic
work for decorating floors, walls, ceil-
Ings, mantels and hearths is a new in-
fustry in the United States, and not
more than a half dozen of our cities
bave such an industry. 7The only city
west of Chicago having such an industry
Is St. Paul, and it is only within a few
months that this city has been favored
with a genuine worker in marble mosaic.

G. W. Tussner & Co. is the name
of the firm doing the work here
In that line and for the North-

west, clear to the Pacific, including
such cities as Milwaukee, Minneapolis,
Portland, San Francisco, Duluth and
West Superior. Mr. Tussner is an in-
lelligent Italian, and he has a force of
nineteen men at work, all of whom are
from Northern Italy. Recently he be-
gan the business of doing work In mar-
ble and granite mosaic in the old skat-
Ing rink at the corner of Tenth and
Jackson streets. A GLOBE reporter was
given an opportunity of inspecting the
method of doing this ancient art.

Mr. Tussner explained the modus
operandi and imparted information rel-
ative to the material used, how and
where it is procured and the effect pro-
duced by an artistic arrangement of the
marble or granite particles so as to pro-
duce from inanimate material a picture
that seems life-like. Said he:

*Anything that can be done with the
brush may be done in mosale. For in-
stance, here is a sketch of the body of
Cwesar, borne upon the shoulders of
three gladiators, which I am doing in
Mosaic for exhibition. 1t will be a very
expensive piece of work, as it requires
the

Greatest of Care
in collecting and arranging the vari-
colored Venetian enamels and marble
necessary to produce the desired effect.
Here is another desigzn,that of the May-
flower and the landing of the pilgrlins
at Plymouth Rock. I am preparing it
for exhibition at the Chicago Columbian
fair. It is a particular plece of work,
costing me $1,000 to produce.”

A number of other designs executed
in mosaic were shown that indicate the
marvel of the art—such as are used in
various ways in the decoration of build-
ings. ‘They show the care in design and
workmanship of a true artist. Beside
the ordinary designs showing angles
and curves in varied colors and shades,
there were representations of persons,
animals, birds and flowers.

Mr. Tussner said:

“There are numerous specimens of
this work in thiseity, such as the Metro-
olitan opera house, the Germania Life

nsurance building, the Lowry arcade,
the residences of Messrs. Taylor, Brown,
Clark and Tooker, on St. Anthony hill:
the Endicott block, California Wine
house and the Merehants’ National
bank. Orders have been received to do
like work at Lansing, Mich., and Lin-
coln and Omaha.”

Mr. Tussner said that it was a gratify-
Ing surprise to hium to find St. Paul peo-
ple so much taken with mosaic work.
Speaking of the expense, he said it was
costly, but very durable, as floors may
be seen in China that have lasted 4.000
years. A tour around the workshop
showed a scoregof Italians at work,
either pounding the materials into par-
ticles or assorting them according to
color and glueing them to paper under
the direction of an artist, ready to be
used for the decorations for which they
were designed.

“Only ltalians from the northern part
of 1taly or the French do such work,”
gaid Mr. Tussner. *I had two Amer-
icans working for me, but they failed to
give satisfaction.”

Stored 1 various parts of the sink
are great piles of work, arranged on
sheets of brown paper, ready to fill an
order when it comes in.

“I am prepared," said Mr. Tussner, to
lay 50,000 feet of granite or 20,000 feet
of marble mosaic on aday’s notice.
These sheets are taken to the place to
be decorated. A bed of cement is pre-
pared upon the surface intended to be
decorated, if it is a floor or hearth.
Then these sheets are turned with the
paper side up into the bed of cement.
The paper is then removed, and the
crevices filled up with pulverized mar-
ble, granite or Venetian enamel, as the
shading requires. Then the work of
polishing begins, This 1s done with a
stone

by men who get down upon their knees
to the work. The process is tedious.
and is very trying upon the men. Ma-
chinery has been tried for this work,
but did not give satisfaction.”

In preparing mantels, hearths or
floors where larger pieces are used, and
the effect is less artistic. the work is
done in the shop and the prepared
pieces are placed in pcsition after being
polished. Scattered over the work shop
floor were hundreds ot piles of brass
and barrels of the materials used in the
art.
“Most of these,” said Mr. Tussner,
*are imported, but we are finding many
materials in this country to take the

lace of some of the imported particles.

lere is the celebrated pipestone of
Minnesota, which takes the place of the
Venetian and marble, and here are sam-
les of yellow and blue marble found in
issouri. They take a good polish;
and it is a noteworthy fact that such

material  has not been  found
elsewhere in the world. The Teun-
nessee p marble is  also valuable.

Igeta green marble from Marquette,
Mich., and use the Minnesota granite,
which I find to be very satisfactory. It
is a good thing that we find so many of
the materials in this couatry to take the
places of the imported enamels and
marbles because the duty upon im-
ported marble, even if it be in small
particles like these (here he picked up
a handful of pieces of Venetian enamel
of a reddish shade), is very expensive.
Two pounds of this costs f);om 20 to 50
francs for the duty alone, and we have
to pay 200 francs per foot for 1t in
Europe. In order to get materials to
do all the shading in mosaie, it is still
necessary to go to Europe, notwith-
standing the fact that the duty in many
instances adds 50 per cent to the
cost. We get the royal red and
also a dead black marble from
Belgium. The French white, you
see, is different from the Italian
white,” said he, comparing the two
“The Italian variety being pure white,
while that of France is nearly a straw-
color. The duty on these last two adds
nearly 50 per cent to their value.”
Another work of art that is a rarity in
the United States, but done in St. Paul,
s stucco, which is the Inlaying of mar-
le or enamel on walls and ceilings that
are put on with plaster. Another is im-
itative marble columns for the interior
of buildings or mantels that are made
with plaster by a secret process. The
Boushmg is an art requiring great skill,
ut the grtistic effect producedis highly
gratifylog,
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ture and wealth of her citizens, Only
those of superfluous means, and ‘having
an eye for higher art, indulge in such
luxuries as marble or enamel mosaic
or stucco work. And the fact that such
industries thrive here is ample evidence
that St. Paul is one of the great cities of
thus fair land.

AN OPPOSITE VIEW

Taken by Chief Justice Gilfillan in
the Cable Note Case.

The chief justice dissents from the
decision of the supreme court in revers-
ing the order of the court below on the
question of -payment of debt by giving
a note. It is the case of the Combina-
tion Steel and lron Company, appellant,
against the St. Paul Railway Company
and Others, respondents. It is related
that the plaintiff sold and delivered to
the New York Cable Construction com-
pany a certain quantity of steel rails,
used by the latter in the construetion of
dgefendant’s railway, and claims a lien
for a balance due upon the works and
structures of the railway company. The
material was all delivered, and it was
used by the defendant, and it was set-
tled for by the construction company
and receipted tor in general terms by
the plaintiff. At the trial the re-
ceipts were introduced, and thereupon it
was shown that, instead of being paid
in money, the plaintiff received the note
of the construction company for
§3,349.57, pavable in thirty-five days
and dated Oct. 3, 1887, with interest. 1t
also appears that an action was brought
by the plaintiff against the construction
company. in December, 1837, for dam-
ages, for its refusal to accept other rails
tendered under the contract. Itis re-
cited that the rails were paid for by
note or in cash. The company was
short of money when the note was ex-
ecuted,but it was represented the money
would be forthcoming in thirty days
and the plaintiff accepted a thirty-five
days’ note. T'he syllabusis quite clear:

The Combination Steel and Iron Company,
appellant, against The St. Paul City Ralil-
way Company et al., respondents. Order
reversed, VANDERBURGH, J.
Syllabus: The acceptance of a note ““for”

or “on necount of,” or *in payment of” an

existing debt, in the absence of an express
agreement or understanding thai it is taken
in satisfaction or discharge of the dent, is to
be understood and interpreted as a condi-
tional payment only. The mere recital ina
receipt or other writing of the fact of pay-
ment by note is not, by itself, suflicient evi-
dence of absolute payment and that the
creditor assumes the risk of its being paid,
but is upon the implied understanding that
the note will be {mld. and only shows that
when paid it shall be a discharge of the orig-
inal debt.

Chief Justice Gilfillan dissents, as follows

Idissent. The receipts of plaintiff and the
admission of payment in its complaint in the
action against the construction company
made a prima facie case of payment, which
1do not think was so far rebutted by the
otherevidence as to make it error for the
courtbelow to find in favor of payment.

UNDER NEW RULES.

Litigants Must Still Pay, But Court
Regulations Are Changed.

The judges of the district court have
made some changes in the rules of prac-
tice in the court and added some addi-
tional ones. The most important rule
relates to trying divoree cases at regular
times instead of at general term and one
each special term day. The modifica-
tion in the practice as enunciated will
be found in rules designated as seven,
eight, nine, ten, eleven and twelve of
special rules of the district court. They
are as follows: e

Rule VII. A case shall not be made in nar-
rative form, but shall be in the form of ques-
tion and answer as at the trial,and Rule 39 of
the general rules of thedistrict courts of the
state, so far as applicable to this court, is
modified accordingly.

Rule VIII. Actions for divorce will not be
tried at special term, but must be placed
upon the general term calenaar.

Rule IX. Applications by creditors for
leave o file claims or releases in insolvency
proceedings after the time limited by the
court therefor has expired. must be made
upon affidavit filed, excusing the default and
notice of such application personally served
upon the assignee and service by mail upon
all ereditors who have filed their claims and
releases, at least ten days before the hearing.

Rule X. Applications by receiver or as-
signee for leave to sell the assigned estate
will not be entertained by the court, except
in extraordinary cases, and upon such notice
as the court may direct to all parties inter-
ested in the estate: provided, that in case of
sale of real estale application may be made
to the court to confirm the sale.

Rule XL.—The fees allowed receiver and
assignees shall not exceed, in ordinary cases
10 per cent upon the amount received by
them up to $1,000; 5 per cent upon the
amount in access of $1,000 and not exceeding
$5,000, and 2 per cent upon the amount re-
ceived in excess of $5000. The allowance
for attorneys in ordinary cases shall not ex-
cecd $75 where the estate does not exceed
$1,000; 8100 where the estate does not exceed

2,000; $150 where the estate does not exceed
$4,000, and $200 where it exceeds $4,000.

Rule XII.—In insolveney proceedings affl-
davits of service by maii shall state the time,
place and manner of service, and the name
aud postoffice address of the person served.

SOME LARGE PREMIUMS.

Big Prizes Offered by the State
Fair for Fine Displays—A $15,-
000 Aggregate.

The state agricultural society has al-
ways been very liberal with exhibitors
at its fairs, but never more so than this
year. A grand total of 15,000 is to be
paid to those persons contributing to
the success of the Fair by bringing
something interesting for exhibition.
This large amount is divided among
over one hundred classes. A consider-
able sum goes to the horses winning
races, but the most will be given to ex-
hibitors of the products of Minnesota
farms. In the horse division the pre-
miums range from £50 down, and in
nearly every instance there are first,
second and third premiums, so that any
animal of merit will be aPt to get some-
thing. This is true in all departments.

For cattle the biggest premium is $500
for a herd of cattle of any beef breed.
There are several $100 prizes in the
dairy division. One of these Is for the
best display of creamerﬁ; another, in
the form of a sweepstakes cup, given
by the Cornish, Curtis & Greene com-
pany for the best twenty pounds of but-
ter made in Minnesota. There is also
a fine silver teasset and a $100 cheese
prize cup offered in the dairy division.
Apples, grapes and flowers are en-
couraged by premiums ranging from
$30 down. Over $600 is given for county
exhibits, $200 being first premium in the
first class. This same hberality runs
through the entire list.

ABUSED HIS WIFE,

For That Reason Hermann Muel-
ler Is Hauled Into the Divorce
Court.

Louise Mueller, aged twenty-eight
years, demands a decree of divorce
from Hermann Mueller, who is thirty-
three years old. They were married at
St. Paul, April 26, 1887. 1t is charged
that the husband has treated his wife
in an exceedingly abusive manner,

icked her out of bed, threatened her
life with an axe and choking her when
she had their sixteen-months-old child
in her arms. 1t is alleged that he re-
fused to provide for his wife and child,
and that she had todepend upon friends
for subsistence; that his abuse was so
excessive that the wife went to ber
friends to live. It is claimed that the
husband owns a house and lot and is in
good circumstances. The wife says she

contributed $300 to the erection of a

house upon the lot standing in the hus-

band’s name. The mother asks for the
custody of the child, in addition to an
absolute divorce.
