SCIENTIFIC STRANGERS.

The Geologists Who Will Be St.
Paul’s Guests This Week.

This morning President Gilbert, of
the St. Paul Academy of Science, ac-
companied by Prof. Phelps, Hon. Al-
bert Scheffer, Hon. C. F. Lienau and
City Treasurer Reis will go to Red
Wing to meet the members of the Inter-
national Society of Geologists, who are
making a tour of the Northwest, en
route to the Yellowstone park. The
party 1sexpected to arrive at the union
depot at about 10 o’clock in the fore-
noon, where citizens will be in waiting,
under the auspices of the academy of
science, for a drive about the city and
to Fort Snelling. At the latter
point, and along the banks of
the Mississippi the geologists
will make scientific investizations,
especially concerning the theory that
at some remote time in the past St.
Anthony’s Falls were located there-
about. These eminent scientists, 1n-
cluding nearly all the nationalities, will,
unfortunately, have but a few brief
hours at the command of the local
savants. They go from here to Minne-
apolis, where they will in turn be enter-
tained, and then they will take up their
trip for the National park country,
where nature’s peculiarities will chal-
lenge their admiration. The result of
their investigations in this feature will
doubtless be of paramount interest to
the scientists of the nation.

FIGHT OVIT]KMINERAL LEASES

The St. Lonis County Cases Trans-
ferred Here for Trial.

The trial of the action brought by The
Mountain lron Company against Robert
Jamison has been transferred from Du-
luth to St. Paul by consent of the par-
ties. The sult is to secure possession
of sections 16 and 36,.in St. Louis coun-
ty, located in what is known as the
Mesabi iron range. The Mountain Iron
company claims the right to the lands
by prior title under application made to
the state for grantsof leases and by
reason of prospecting and expending
money in improvements to the amount
of over £5,000. It is alleged that the
state of Minnesota selected the lands
prior to 1888, through its land commis-
sioner, as authorized by act of
congress of Feb., 26, 1857, which
act authorized the formation of the
state and the selection of government
lands in St. Louis county. On January,
1888, the land commisser filed a list of
selections in the Duluth land office, and
these selections were approved by the
secretary of the interior of the United
States, and by him, Mareh 26, 1891, cer-
tified so that the state became vested
with the title thereto. In the year 1859
Leonidas Merritt, K. D. Chase, Alfred
Merritt, Mark D. Flower and C. C. Mer-
ritt, who were residents of the state,
filed applications for mineral leases of
the lands, tendered the $25 fee in each
case and demanded of Auditor W.
W. Braden, to make leases to them.
Auditor Braden then refused te make
the leases on the greunds that the
lands had not beeu patented to the state.
The several gentlemen, who filed the
applications, assigned their rights to the
Mountain Rangﬁ Iron company and it
in turn to the Mountain lron company.
This latter company, within a year from
tne first application by the gentleman
named, made application to the land
office for a contract for the lands. Sev-
eral times prior to April 24, 1891, the
plaintiff also made application to the
auditor for leases of the lands. At first
the state treasurer refused the $25 fee
for each application, but finally upon
order of State Auditor Bierman sac-
cepted the sum April 25, 1891, After
the lists of lands had been approved
and the entry fees paid to the
state  treasurer, it 1s -alleged
that, Robert Jamison prevailed upon
Auditor Bierman to reject all applica-
tions of the plaintiff’s assignes, and to
refuse to execute the leases. It is al-
leged that A. Bierman, as land commis-
sioner, then executed the leases for the
same lands to Robert Jamson. The
plaintifl claims prior right to the min-
eral leases for the land in question, and

the court is asked to declare that Jami-
son only holds them in trust for the
Mountain Iron company, and that he be
required to assign them to the plaintiff.

General Bunker, of the national
guard, has just issued his report for the
current year. It isa voluminous docu-
ment, replete with information of in-
terest to the state and to the members
of the guard, especially. Among the
features of importance is the exposition
of the standing of the different com-
panies upon inspection. 1t follows:

In reviewing the First regiment more
specifically, Gen. Bunker says:

“In the year that has passed this regi-
ment has maintained its position in the
national guard. The first places in or-
der of merit in this command are, in my.
judgment, held by Companies A, D and
K. in the order named.

“The commanding officers of Compa-
nies B and 1 are entitled to great credit
for the work they have performed since
last inspection, as it is due to their un-
tiring efforts that those companies have
been maintained and brought to their
present very eflicient condition.””

Gen.Bunker noticed no special change
in the Second regiment since the last
previous inspection. ‘The interest has
been well sustained except in the in-
stances of Companies F at Mankato and
H at Blue Earth City. The latter com-
pany’s rating was so bad the general
felt constrained t0 recommend its im-
mediate muster out, and this being
done the regiment is ieft with but nine
companies. The first place in the regi-
ment is accorded B and E.

In commenting upon the Third regi-
ment the following information is
given, together with a severe criticism
of Capt.Creigh,the Minneapolis veteran:

“Since the last inspection Companies
E, at Owatonna, and H, at Morristown,
have been mustered out of the service
and their piaces filled by the reserve
companies stationed at Spring Valley
and Luverne. I think that Companies
D, A, 1and B are entitled to the first
places in this regiment.

*Since my report of July 25, 1890,
Company G has made some radical
changes in its internal government, and
now admits to its ranks Sons of Veter-
and. Asa consequence it is now near-
ly a full company of young men, and,
under a competent commander, this
company could easily be made the lead-
ing company in the regiment. In my
judgment, Capt. Creigh is not an effic-
ient commander, and the good of the
company demands that he be relieved.”

The report recites the faet that the
First battery of mounted troop is
a well-drilled company, but its equip-
ment is shabby. The uniforms are
Id, and many of the men were un-
tidy at the inspection. The Second bat-
tery, while a fairly good company, is in
need of dnstruction and a new equip-
ment throughout.

The encampment of the First reziment
it is recorded, was made more satisfac-
tory this year than last, by increased
attendance and increased interest, and
then compliments in this respect are
tendered the Second and Third regi-
ments.

The report criticises the manner of
guard-mounting, in the matter of in-
spection by officers of the guard,because
the duty was indifferently performed;
Then Gen.Bunker alleges that there was
a great want of promptness in turning
out the guard on the approach of a gen-
eral or other officer entitled to that
courtesy.

The report also comprises a whole-
some lecture on the importance of dis-
cipline.
