Loxpoxy, Sept. 9.—The refusal of the
trades congress committee to propose a
toast that would include the Prince of
Wales is regarded here asan echo o_f
the widespread non contormist senti-
ment which has set a mark of condem-
nation on the social life of the prince.
The discussion in the committee of ar-
rangements is said to have been very
pointed, and took in the whole range of
the royal blood of Queen Victoria.

One delegate boldly asserted that the
family of the queen, apart irom herself,
had no claim whatever on the country,
aud that it was an outrage that the peo-
pie should be expected to confribute to
their support. The long list of royal de-
gcendants was canvassed in vain for a
name that workingmen could consist-
ently honor by special mention at their
banquet, but not one could be found
worthy on his own account of any such
testimonial, The baccarat trial was
gone over, and, altogether, it was a dis-
cussion to make the ears of royalty
tingle. The conclusion was that none
should be honored but the queen.

FORCING THE FIGHT.
fitaly Preparing —Britain Growing
Belligerent.

Loxpox, Sept. 9.—The news that
Ttaly is hastening tosupply herself with
a vast quantity of new rifles does not
tend to allay the war feeling, as in the
embarrassed financial condition of that
country no expenditure, even for mili-
tary purposes, would be made except
for a convietion of immediate necessity.
The Italian fleet bhas also received in-
structions to be ready for service upon
call, and many officers and men have
been recalled from leave of absence.
It is rumored that the British fleet
now in the Mediterranean will shortly
be ordered to Constantinople as a hint
to the sultan of the possible fate of this
city should he become too aggressive
toward England. It is also stated, in a
dispatch from Stamboul, that the Brit-
ish fleet, when it arrives, will pass the
Dardanelles into the Black sea, and
give notice tnereby to Russia that the
Black sea is not a Russian lake,

GREVY IS DEAD.

Yhe Ex-President of France Is at
Rest.

PaAris.Sept. 9.—Francois Jules Grevy,
ex-presidentof the French republic,died
to-day.

M. Grevy was born, according to the usuai
statements, at Mont-Sous-Vaudriez, in the
Jura, Aug. 15, 1813. Theregister of his birth,
however, shows the factto be that he was
born in 1807. He was educated at the College
Poligny. studied law in Paris, and in due
course was admitted as an advocate. He
took part in the Revolution of 1830, and in
1848 was appointed commissary of the pro-
visioaal governmentin his department and
was sent 1o the constituent assembly from
the Jura,

In the legislative body M. Grevy, while re-
serving the right of independent action, gen-
erally voted with the Extreme Left. Feb. 17,
1871, M. «( v was elected president of the
national mbly, in which most important,
and, at that time, trying position, he ex-
hibited remarkable tact, judgement and mod-
eration. In 1873 he resigned this office, being
succeeded by M. Buffet. In 1876 he was re-
turned to the national assembly by the ar-
rondissement of Dole, in the department of
the Jura, and on the meeting of the chamber
he was elected its president. He was re-
elected by the new chamber of deputies Nov.
10, 1877, and again in Jannuary, 1879. After
the resignation of Marshal McMahon, M.
Grevy was elected president of the French
republic Jan. 30, 1874,

The aeath of M. Grevy was quite un-
expected. No alarming symptoms were
noticed, and no anxieiy was felt when he
was taken ill. The funeral will take place
Monday at Mt. Sous Vaudrey unless the
cabinet decides for a funeral with pub-
lic honors, to which the decased js en-
titled as a former president. No prece-
dent, however,exists for such a funeral,
the Thiers family having refused to per-
mit a state ceremony on the occasion of
the deatn of the first president of the
republic. :

WASHINGTON, Sept. 9.—The Star this
afternoon prints the following: **The
Itata is to be returned to the Chilian
government in accordance with the
terms of a compromise effected at a
conference between ex-Mayor Grace, of
New York, and the congressional rep-
resentatives here on the one hand, and
Secretary Tracy and Attorney Gen-
eral Miller on the other. It is not
an unconditional surrender of the ves-
sel and a simple back down on the part
of the United States, though it is
verv generally agreed now that the
Itata could net be held by the Unlted
States. The terms of the agreement are
that the Chilian government is to pay
the United States a sum equal to the
expense incurred in pursuing and cap-
turing the Itata, and that then the case
will be nolle prossed in the courts and
the vessel turned over to the new
Chilian government.
