Hon. Redfield Proctor, now secretary
of war and soon to be«ne of the United
States senators from the Green Mount-
ain state, arrived in St. Paul early yes-
terday morning, and. after breakfasting
at the Aberdeen with Gen. Merrill,
proceeded on his way to Fort Keogh,
Mont. The distinguished Vermontet

was accompanied by a number of prom-
inent men, among whom were:
<;ov. Carroll S. Page, of Vermont;
Gen. Batchehler. quartermaster general
of the United .States army; Lieut. Guy
Howard, of the Twelfth 'infantry, and
Maj. Sch wain, of the adjutant general's
office. Atthe depot he was met by Gen.
Menilt with his orderly and aides, and
bj them the party was "escorted to the
Aberdeen. The party was expected to
»t<;p iv JSt. Paul long enough to inspect
the troops at Fort Spelling, but this has
been deferred until the return of the
party from Yellowstone and Fort Keoith,
which will be not lets than two weeks
later.

The party returned to the special car
and started West n little after it o'clock
over the Northern Pacific A Globb
representative boarded the train and
chatted with tlie distinguished to-be
successor of Senator Edmunds as far as
Minneapolis.

"Who will be appointed to succeed
you as secretary of war?"

"1know nothing beyond the fact tliat
a number of gentlemen are beiug men-
tioned for the place. 1do not tfiinkany
appointment willbe made before 1 re-
turn to Washington. So far as Iam
concerned 1shall assume the office of
United States senator from Vermont on
Nov. 1, as Mr. Edmunds has signified
his intention of retiring at that time.
As there willbe no vacancy before Ghat
date. 1do not anticipate that the presi-
dent willact very much before then."

The secretary of war, who is, by the
way, not as austere a looking gentle-
man as his pictures represent him to be,
chatted in an entertaining way about
the revival of business in the East ani
the good crops West, for some time, but
a question as to the probable Kepubli-
ean nominee for president next year
caused him tobecome silent. He smiled,
and repeated his remark that he had
nothing to say on polities. Another
question regarding the strength of
Blame in New England did not
move the secretary of war, but it did his
companion. Got. Carrol] S. Page, of
Vermont, who asserted that Harrison
was as strong in Vermont a? the
Plumed Knight.
. "Those people,'" he continued, "who
think that Secretary Blame is the only
mail who has friends in the race for
president in the New England states
are mistaken. Mr. Maine has a
great following, but President Har-
rison has just as ardent friends
and supporters. In my opinion, there
will be no contest between the presi-
dent and his secretary of state for tlie
Republican nomination, as the question
willbe settled long before the conven-
tion mefts next year."

JUSTIFIES CELEBHATING.

.Inspector Clausen Thinks the
Crops Warrant the lour City
Fete.
State Grain Inspector. A.C. Clausen

said yesterday that lie hardly under-
stands the object of the People's party
inopposing the harvest festival at Min-
neapolis, as he cannot see the object to
be gained by trying to let the impres-
sion go abroad that we are not blessed
with a great crop of wheat this year.
Pursuing the line of thought further,
lie said: "We have a grand and un-
usual crop this year, and the People's
party can't conceal it. 1 don't
see, anyhow, why we should
not rejoice over the bountiful
harvest. It is true that there has been

|heavy damage to crops iv the northern;part of the hard wheat territory, but' that willnot affect the surplus yield in
the aggregate to any appreciableextent.
We have a large area in the two Da-
kotas and Minnesota, and itis only, a
natural result that some sections ot this
territory should fail in producing an
enormous yield. Some of the wheat
was damaged by frost and some of it
was reduced in grade by being cut too
early to escape prospective frost, but
the yield per acre in this area is unpre-
ceaentedly large. 1 don't know
definitely what the percentage
of increase this year will beover that of last year, as it is too early
forstatistics as to bushels, but we have
official figures as to the acreage, which
show that Minnesota has 281,196 acres
more wheat this year than last, and the
acreage of wheat in North Dakota is880,530 acres greater than last year. 1
don't have the acreage at hand for
South Dakota, but the increase there is
probably correspondingly great. The
fact that we have a large increase in
acreage as.well as in yield per acre seems
to me to justify celebrating the event."

THE TREND OF TRADE
St. Paul Fairly Overwhelmed

WithBusiness From ths
West.

Nothing1 Like the Rush Even
Known to the History of

the City.

Jobbers Must Irlcreasa Their
Forces toKeep Up With

Orders.

Immense Importance to St.
Paul of the Magnificent [\

Crops.

The Globe's trade article, printed
last Sunday morning, showing the re-
markable impetus given toall the vari-
ous lines of business by the magnificent
crop harvested, although comprehensive
In its handling of the situation, did not
illustrate fully the extraordinary
change that has occurred since the crops
were seeded in this state and the Da-
kotas last spring. Here is a bald state-
ment of fact. Minnesota and the I)a-
--kotas, with Montana bringing up "the
rear, have entered on a period of pros-
perity that willexcel anything in the
History ot either state. Minnesota has
never suffered very severely. She is
not subject to so many adverse condi-
tions as either of the other states men-
tioned. The Dakotas have bad failures
repeatedly amounting to famine. Oe-
spite these.unfavorable conditions the ag-
ricultural population inallthe four states
has been tremendously augmented.
This fact Is what has kept the sales ot
St. Paul jobbers in the past few years
up to a fair average, basing the latter
ou the sales made in the former pros-
perous seasons. Now, tlie result is
easily to be seen. With the crop much
in excess of an average the increased
agricultural population is made plainly
apparent. The railroads have miscal-
culated the meaning of a full crop ev-
erywhere, aud now they are at a loss
to transport the grain that must go to
market; and the wholesalers never
dreamed that under any conditions
they would be so

Overwhelmed With Bu»lnes«

as they are at present. In th« East a
good crop means to the wholesalers that
they may look for a continuance of the
trade which has been theirs for two dec-
ades, less the shrinkage by emigratieu
to the West. A good crop in the North-
west means to St. Paul jobbers that they
must supply not only their established
trade, but also that produced by a 15 per
cent increase in the agricultural popula-
tion of the country they serve.

The other day 1 saw lying ready for
shipment to a small general store at
Elkhart, Dak., where starvation and
rags have been the regime for years
past, a billof goods amounting to$8,300.

"What on earth are they going to do
withall that stuff in that little place?"
Iasked of one of the firm.

He looked at me in a daxed sort of
way. as tliough he wasn't quite clear
about it himself, and then replied:

"Well, it's a complete stock for a gen-
eral store. The people for whom the
goods are destined have had no money
for several years. They have worn'
rags and endured the rigors of cold and
hunger. Now they have been touched
by the magic wand of prosperity. They
have plenty of money, aud once more!
they willlivein the true sense of the
word. This is only one of hundreds of
similar orders. The star of the West is
in the ascendant and the farmer is
king."

Here is what li.G. pun &Co. have to
say about the condition of ttade. K.E.^
Leonards, of the agency, wlio is on the
gui vive at all times iv such matters,
and wlio,by the way. Is out among the
very ppople doiug all the business, said
yesterday :

Views ol*Dun.
"There was an increase of 85 per cent

in the business of August in all lines of
trade over that of any one mouth in the
history of St. Paul. Ido not regard it
as likely that collections will be very
brisk for the next couple of weeks. It
is a matter of small moment to the cred-
itors. The people have the money to
pay. They have not had it before in
several years. The farmer is peculiar
as a type about matters of this
sort. He would sooner get his
fall plowing done and pay
12 per cent interest on his debts, than
haul grain before his fall work is com-
pleted. Thus itis that the crop is not
coming in the market very rapidly at
present. Everywhere, however, there
is complete confidence in the present
and the future. There is money insight
to pay every cent of the back indebted-
ness, and it willbe paid this fall."

"Will the result be a boom in other
directions in St. Paul— real estate for
instance?"

"
"No. St. Paul never had a boom.

From my point of view, no man up to
date ever paid a dollar for land iv St.
Paul which will not pay him goodly in-
terest when real estate regains its nor-
mal value. At the height of what has
been miscalled the boom here, land
was sold for a genuine value. The pres-
ent and past depreciation was due to
the same causes that produced stagna-
tion ivtrade all over the country. The
values placed on St. Paul realty then
were not fictitious, they were real, and
willbe regained with'prosperous con-
ditions in other directions."

InGeneral Jobbing.

Now, the Dun people are conservative
almost to pessimism in their views re-
lating to trade prospects; They have
to deal with facts and figures, and they
assert positively that 25 per cent is a
conservative estimate of the increase in
the jobbing business over any other
season in the city's history to date.

There are two wholesale hardware
firms (thelight lines) in St. Paul whose
reports may be regarded as representa-
tive of the trade. They are Farwell.
Ozmun & Kirk and.C. W. Hackett &
Co. Itsounds like useless repetition to
repeat what they say, but such talks
from the men themselves carry con-
viction.

Mr. Hackett says his business exceeds f

his most sanguine hopes, and he hasn't
a dollar's worth of paper that he can't
realize on in thirty days if lie desires.'.
