Speeches Were Made by All
the Prominent Citizens of
Minneapolis.

Charles Lumley Grows Tired
of Life and Uses the Usual
Bullet.

Facts About the Press Club
Entertainment--Burglars
Rounded Up.

The harvest home festival project for
Minneapolis is assuming proportions
which promise an eclipse of the historic
Villard blow-out of seven years ago.
The manufacturers have taken, hold of
it, the retail dealers have caught the en-
thusiasm, and even the ministers are
exerting their influence in benalf of
their plan.

The mass meeting at Armory hall last
evening was not crowded, as was ex-
pected, although the attendance was
good, but what was lacking in numbers
was made up in enthusiasm.

The meeting was called to order by
President George M. Brackett, who
called upon Mayor Winston to preside.
On motion of Col. M. W. Glenn, Col.
Charles W. Johnson was chosen secre-
tary, Mavor Winston, in taking the
chair, addressed the meeting urging his
fellow-citizens to use every exertion to
make the harvest festival a success.

C. L. Smith was then called upon, and
responded with an elaborate speech, in
which he congratulated the people of
Minnesota not only upon her great crop
of wheat, but also upon the large crop
of corn: the large droves of hogs, and
lastly, the large crop of boys and girls
who were growing up to be men and
women ready to take their places in the
world and do their share of the work.

Bill King Says It Goes.

Mayor “Winston then ecalled upon
€Col. W. S. King, who, standing on his
chair in the audience, said: **Now, gen-
tlemen, this ceremony is going to pro-
ceed, notwithstanding that Mr. Don-
nelly has forbidden the banns. And I
will say right now that it is going to be
a grand success. We hear that this one
and that one won’t help us, but when
this is investigated we find that such is

.not the case. Some people said that the
railroads would not help us, but the
railroads never responded more readily
than when asked to aid in this project.
1 tell you we're going to pull together
end make this affair a grand success.
And I can also tell you that the mayor
has said that he proposes to make this
an administration issue, and close the
door of every store in Minneapolis on
the 23d, and make its proprietor join
with us. *

Rev. 8. W. Sample made a hearty and
eloguent address, urging the people of
Minneapolis to take hold of the harvest
festival with awill and unite in a grand
effort to make it a success.

A letter from Rev. M. D. Shutter was
received, in which that gentleman ex-
pressed regret at being called elsewhere
by the sudden death of one of his parish-
joners, but proclaimed himself as
heartily in sympathy with the project.

Scores Donnelly,

‘W. H. Eustis said:

“] am glad that the Lord made a ma-
jority of humanity hopeful. The skunk
tribe is not very nfimerous, and the men
who spread the mildew of their pesse-
mistic views over all things are scarce.

A. J, Blethen, on being called to the
platform from the back of the hall,
stated that he had recently returned
from a trip through seven states, and
that nowhere had he fouud the pros-
pects so promising as at home. Hesaid
that Minneapolis. needed advertising,
and advocated the harvest festival as
an excellent manner oi advertising the
city. He recalled the Villard celebra-
tion, saying that it was the first effort
Minneapolis had made, and that it had
done more to help the city than any-
thing else he knew of.

Prof. Bradley on being called out sug-
gested that the boys and girls be called
upon to do their share, and on behalf of
the boys- and girls promised their most
hearty assistance.

Secretary Johnson then read a list of
160 firms who had promised to eome into
the parade with from one to five floats
each.

A resolution requesting the business
men and manufacturers of the city to
give their employes a holiday on Sept.
13, and requesting the mayor to issue a
Eroclaumtion designating that day as a

oliday, was unanimously adopted,after
which the meeting adjourned.

Col. C. W. Johnson, George A. Brack-
ett antd Col. M. W, Glenn also spoke
briefly but earnestly, setting forth the
necessity of work and assuring the sue-
cess of the testival.

TOOK His OWN LIFE.

Charles Lumiey, a Sufferer From
Cancer, Shoots Himself.
Charles Lumley, a wine dealer at 627
Sixth street south, eommitted suicide
early yesterday morning by firing a
bullet into his brain through his left
ear. Lumley had been afflicted with
cancer of the stomach for several years.
Last February he submitted to an op-
eration, which did not prove entirely
successful, and from that time he was
confined to his bed, only leaving it once
about three months ago, when he was
taken up town. At that time he se-
cured a revolver, and frequently afier-
wards he spoke of suicide. Latterly,
however, he appeared in better spirits.
During the past week he was very
low, and it was not expected that he
could live more than a few weeks.
Yesterday morning between 4 and
5 0’clock he called his nurse and asked
to be lifted into his arm chair. He then
sent the nurse away, and a few minutes

later the fatal shot rang through the,

house. Lumley only lived about thirty
minutes and did not regain conscious-
ness.

T'he revolver which he used had been
covered with a pasteboard funnel, upon
one end of which was a large screen of
the same material,which completely hid
the weapon from his view. The bullet
entered the left ear and, glancing from
the skuil, entered the brain. Lumley
was sixty-eight years of age and was a
native of Yorkshire, Eng. He bhas
lived in Minneapolis since 1867, and
most of the time has been engaged in
the grocery trade.

During the past ten years he has
dealt in wines at 627 Sixth street south,
where he also lived. Besides his wife he
leaves a grown-up daughter. The cor-
oner has decided not to hold an inquest.

THIEVES ROUNDED UP.

Three of the Local Detectives Do
Some Good Work.

Inspectors James Howard, James
Dovle and John P. Hoy haye just com-
pleted a good job. They have returned
against two burglars enough indiet-
ments to keep the men in jail for forty
years. The two men are William
Young and J. P. Riley. Trere are six
indictments against them, all of them
for burglary. Doyle arrested Young
and Riley Aug. 29. They were accused
of going through the residence of J. J.
Ankeny. Both were held to the grand
jury at that time. There had been a
good many burglaries in Minneapolis
along about that tline, despite the an-
nouncement from the office of the chief
of police that there was absolutely no
crime_in Minneapolis, or words to that
effect. The detectjves were satisfied
that nearly all of the burglaries were
the work of the same men. All the jobs
seemed to be done in precisely the same
manner. They set to work on the cases
and traced the crimes down to Young
and Riley. Both denied everything at
the start, but Young weakened when

The detectives dld a lot of work in
running down these crimes. They had
to go to Chicago to get some of theip

Pond’s dress shirts was taken, and this,
too, Young had on. A fine opera wrap
was not taken, because the thieves had
all they could carry. In cash they got
$27.50, belonging to Mr. Pond, and
€30 belonging to his hired girl.
J. M. Bartlett’s residence, 1801 Haw-
thorn avenus, was burglarized by Young
and Riley shortli( after the Pond burg-
lary, and the following goods taken: A
sealskin cloak, yalue, $450: one dozen
each, solid silver knives and forks; haif
a dozen solid silver spoons, one ladies’
long gold chain, one gold wateh chain,
a silk dress and a gold tooth pick. A
heavy fur overcoat and a second seal
sack were left behind, because the
thieves had all they could ecarry. “We
intended to return for them,” said
Young, “but were unabla to do so.”
The deteetives think that these are
the men who went through the homes
of H. F. Legg, Charles A. Mitchell and
Lucien Swift. The character of the
goods secured in those hauls was such
that it could be easily disposed of.

THINK IT A WINNER.

Said That Flax Can Be Raised for
Both Seed and Fiber.

The American Fiber Machine com-
pany of Minneapolis claims to solve the
problem of raising flax for the seed and
the fiber at the same time. It clainis to
have some patents that will handle flax
so that the farmer can make two profits
out of it instead ot one. This company
has one machine that is said to thresh
the flax without injuring the guality of
the fiber. Then it is.said to have other
machines that‘will prepare the flax for
the linen mill and do it in better shape
than it has ever been done before. The

atents are on inventions of George

. Smith and John McGrath. Both are
experienced mechanics and McGrath has
had extensive experience in the linen
mills of the old country. They have
formed a company for the manufacture
of these machines, and hope todo an
extensive business in the Northwest,
since the farmers of this section have
taken to raising flax in large quantities.
It is proposed to establish in all the im-
portant Northwestern towns plants for
the manufacture of tow, cut line and
long fiber. Then these produets will be
brought to the parent factory and made
up into yarn, twine and linen goods of
all kinds. Itis also intended to make
bags for the mills. The flour manufact-
urers now use over $1,000,000 worth of
jute bags. The men at the head of this
new enterprise claim that they can
make a better bag than the jute for a
little more than half the money that is
now paid for the jute. The company is
now doing business in the building re-
cently erected at Bryant avenue and
Sixth avenue north by L. F. Menage.

AROUND THE WORLD.

Arrival of a Distinguished Mis-
sionary in Minneapolis Yester-
day.

It wasa remarkable woman that sat
in the parlors of the Central W. C. T.
U. yesterday afternoon and received
the callers that were crowding in to
grasp her hand, look into her eyes and
hear her relate in her own words the
story of her wonderful experiences.
Every one was received with the smile
of a mother. Mrs. Mary Clement
Leavitt, for she was the woman, had
nothing but smiles for any one. Mrs.
Leavitt is known as the “‘around the
world missionary of the W.C-T. U.”
She has been in ail parts of the habitable
globe, and has established unions
among people of whose language she
knew not one word. She has been en-
gaged in that work for over eight
years. During those years of travel she
stopped in no place longer than two
months ata time. As an index to some
of her experiences she related this yes-
terday.

“During my journeyings I have
crossed the eguator eight times and
have had some peculiar and trying ex-
periences. I have been for days at-
tended only by uncivilized men who
could not understand a word I said. ana
whom 1 could not understand. During
these times we were in an uninhabited
country, a few bananas for food, and
none ot the conveniences of civilization
were possible. However, during all my
treavels I was treated by all classes of
men with whom 1 came in contact as
kindly as if I had been their mother,
and as respectfully as if 1 had been
their sovereign. I never once felt

fear, although I was often in
dangerous situations. I remember
once in Madagascar I took a

public gharry to go from one point to
another. Untrained horses had been at-
tached to it for the pur)}ose of breaking
them. Ot course this I did not know
until I was on my way, and for many
miles it seemed abont an even chance
whether I should escape with my life or
not. Still 1 experienced no fear, al-
though I realized my situation "per-
fectly.”

Mrs. Leavitt says that the greatest in-
convenicnee from which she suffered
through all her travels was the biting
and stinging of the insects in many of
the lands visited. One of the most re-
markable features of her journeyings is
that she succeeded 1n paying all of her
expenses without calling upon the W.
(i b She will speak in the Pilgrim
Congregational church this morning
and then go to St. Paul.

an enormous attendance. All daY long
the people poured into the big building,
and the clicking of the turnstiles was
incessant. The State Fair seemed to
have lost its charm for them. There

were in the neighborhood of 85,000 peo- |

ple in the big building during the morn-
ing, afternoon and evening, the attend-
ance for the first part of the day being
nearly as large as that of the afternoon.
It was children’s day, and the little ones
were all out in honor of the oceasion.

There were over 13,000 children’s tick-
ets sold yesterday, and there were over
10,000 tickets sold for the pony track
and riding ring. Capt. J. Murray Hoag
and his men were busy all day long
looking after the children, to see that
they all had their turn in riding the
ponies and in driving around the track
in the tiny vehicles.

Over 2,000 catalogues were sold in the
art zallery, and the ecrowd in that por-
tion of the building was an immense
one. All of the settees and chairs were
occupied, and, in fact, they were at a
premium. Art Director H. J. Smith
was in his element and wore a smile all
of the evening.

In the evening the attendance at
“The Siege of Vera Cruz’ was very
large, and every seat in the inmense
amphitheater was taken. The great
crowd of visitors surged into the gi-
gantie out-door amphitheater, and after
the seats were all gone they sat on the
railings and stood in a dense mass at
the rear of the seats. The management
of the Exposition estimated that there
were over 11,000 people in the amphi-
theater. A number of special pieces of
fireworks were given at the conclusion
of the regalar programme, and the great
audience was very enthusiastic over the
excellence of the entertainment. A
very fine programme is being prepared
for the day of the great harvest jubilee,
the 23d of this month. Some of the
features will be a barbecue, with a
whole ox, a May pole dance by the bal-
let of **The Siege of Vera Cruz” and the
illuminating of the entire roof of the
Exvosition building during the evening
with a gorgeous assortment of fireworks
which will be especiaily designed for
the occasion by the pyrotechnical art-
ists of Pain & Son.

The exposition directors held a special
meeting yesterday afternoon for the
purpose of transacting business relative
to the harvest festival which is to be
held on the 23d of this month. A com-
mittee, consisting of Messrs. Travis,
Donaldson and Ragan, was appointed
with the power to act in all matters rel-
ative to the harvest festival and to ar-
range for a programme for that occa-
sion.

The play is com-
pared to Sheridan’s **School for Scan-
dal” and Goldsmith’s. **She Stoops to
Conquer.” 1n *A Modern Mateh” Mr.
Fiten has endeavored to portray metro-
politan life as seen by him in the upper
circles of New York society. Synnott
& Hunt, an emivent banking fir, fail
in business, and it istheir downfall that
brings to light the good and bad quali-
ties of the charactegs in the play. The
contrasts he has made are bold. vivid
and lifelike. In Mrs. Hunt, the part as-
sumed by Miss Minnie Seligman, he
shows us the heartless woman of the
world, whose only thoughts aro self-
gratification and self-indulgence. In
Mrs. Synnott, on the contrary, he has
drawn a picture of a noble-minded
woman, whose admirable qualities shine
torth in all their glory when her hour
of trouble comes. His contrast between
Hunt and Synnott is equally strong.
Hunt (Nelson Wheateroft) is a picture
of a noble man. Robbed of his fortune
in Wall street and betrayed by his wife
at home, he rises above his troubles and
man-like begins the struggle again. Syun-
nott has neither the patience norcourage
of Robert Hunt. When overtaken by
misfortune his weaknesses are all made
apparent, and fearing to face his fel-
low men he seeks a poltroon’s death, In-
terwoven with the above-mentioned
characters are those of Mr. and Mrs.
Jack Farren, aloving and happy couple;
Susan Thompson and Mrs. Thompson,
the mother and sister of Mrs. Huut;
Gerald Rankin, a shallow-brained e¢lub
man; Paul Manners, a bright youug
banker; Cecil Manners, the ubiquitous
reporter; Dorothy Hunt, the daughter
of Mr. and Mrs. Hunt: James, the
family butler, and Dr. Walters, the
family physician. The action of the
play transpires in New York city.

On Thursday evening this same
organization will appear in another
orizinal American play entitied “*Geof-
frey Middleton, Gentleman,” by Miss
Martha Morton, the author of the New
York World’s prize play, “The Mer-
chant.” 1n this last-named play Miss
Morton gives proof of great ability as a
dramatist, and it is natural that the
production of her latest comedy-drama
1s attracting considerable attention.

Its ladies,
Minnie Seligman, Adelaide Stanhope,
Helen Bancroft, Ida Vernon, Jane
Stuart, Vida Croly, Annette Leland,
Frances Drake and Jenny Leland, have
all been connected with the theatrical
profession for a number of years and
given proof of more than ordinery abil-
ity. Miss Seligman is accounted a fin-
ished emotional actress, and her career
has been a phenomenal one, Miss Stah-
hope and Miss Vernon have bothstarred
in various plays. Miss Bancroft, fa-
mous as a_stage beautﬁ was formerly
with Dion Boucicauit. iss Styart and
Miss Croly have won success in An enue
and soubrette roles with W. H. Crane
and A. M. Palmer.
