ONE MORE SUCCESS,

“Geoffrey Middleton, Gentle-
man,”’ a Play That Is
Original and Strong.

Some More Information About
the Big Harvest Festival
Preparations.

Again Capt. Ness’ Head Seems
About to Be Cut
Off.

Divorees in the Courts--Notes
From the Exposi-
tion.

Aungustus Pitou’s stock company
scored another triumnph last night. It
was the occasion of the first production
of Miss Martha Morton’s new play,
“Geoffrey Middleton, Gentleman.” This
is, indeed, a new play. It is original in
conception and original in construc-
tion. One new feature of it is the ab-
sence of any character that ecould, by
any possibility, be called a villain. It
is a genuine comedy. The humor is
bright and spontaneouns. It also con-
tains a mixture of emotion. - And it is
emotion of the natural sort.

‘I'his latest play of Miss Morton’s is a
composite character sketch. Every per-
son represented in it is a character,
separate and unique. The author is
said to have made the statement that
she had not constructed any dramatic
situations. She has done it unwittingly
then. For some of the situations in this
piece are as dramatic as anything seen
on the stage at the Grand in a long
time. But to requrn to the play itself
and its eclaim to originality: 'The
idea upon which it is founded is
original. There have been plays
in which the leading female
character was made tomarry for money,
In Miss Morton’s play it is the man who
weds to save his father from financial
ruin. He is a high-spirited young man,
and his soul revolts. T'hen,like most men,
he persists in misunderstanding the
girl he has married. He thinks that
she knows all about why he married her.
Every time she mentions money, no
matter how innocently, he thinks she is
trying to insuit him. Nothing but a
separation could result. That comes,
but all is made right in the end. ‘That,
in brief, is the action of the piece. But
it does not convey any idea of the
strength of the piece. That can be ap-
preciated only by seeing it.

The comedy element is strong and
plentiful. There is the old Califorman
who seeks to buy some ancestors after
having bought a way into society, or at
least to the doors. Another fresh and
deligntfully amusing character is that
of the young girl who, emulous of what
the brother has done to save the father,
resolves to do as much for her mother.
She wants to form a matrimonial con-
neetion  with a young man with
the distinet understanding that it
be for commercial reasons only. She is
staggered by the announcement that he
is poor, and expects her to support him
after she bas made the proposal. Miss
Morton has been plowing a new field,
and has turned up some new treasures.
The play is absorbingly interesting. It
was appreciated by the audience, It is
of such a character that no audience
could get away from its strength. That
was evidenced by the reception it re-
ceived. The appiause was never forced.
Nothing could have been more spon-
taneous. The author was called out
after the second act. _ The worst feature
of the play, and that¥s not a bad one, is
that the second act is too long. But its
strength makes up for that.

Of the actors, words can scarcely do
them justice. As usual, Miss Seligman
and Mr. Wheatcraft have the strong
parts. Miss Seligman was a revelation.
She has a mghly emotional part, and
carries it superuly. " Individual praise
is unsatisfactory. The production must
be seen to be understood and appre-
ciated. Everyp art is a character as
written as a character, a distinct char-
acter, as played.

THE LEE OF MARCH.

Arrangements for the Harvest
Festival Parade Taking Form.

The line of march-for the harvest
festival parade has at last been an-
nounced as follows:

From First avenue south and Wash-
ington, up Washington to Nicollet, on
Nicollet to Tenth, on Tenth to Park
avenue, on P’ark avenue to Tweuty-
fourth, where the parade disbands.

The line will be formed between First
avenue south and Seventh and Eighth,
and all this territory will be reserved
for formation purposes. No teams aside
from those taking part in the parade
will be allowed in this part of the city
during the time of forming. Capt. D.
M. Gilmore made Lthe revort to the gen-
eral committee this morning, outhning
the plan. He laids special stress upon
the need of absolute prommptness in the
disbanding of the parade. All those
who come from South and Southeast
Minneapolis will, when Twenty-fourth
street is reached, distribute to the left,
all others to the right, working their
way home as best they can, but not
being allowed to go back on the parade
llnes. This order is imperative, be-
cause the utmost care must be exercised
in the disbanding to avoid confusion.
In a short time formalorders as to the
parade will be issued.

A very enthusiastic committee meet-
ing was beld yesterday morning. It
was reported that some little trouble
had arisen in the matter of securing
bands for the parade, some few of the
musicians refusing to depart from the
rules of the union. It was decided not
to accede to the demands made by the
union men, as plenty of music can be
obtained without.

The subject of teams for floats was
again taken up. It was decided to ap-
point F. M. Parcher, the livery man of
40 Seventh street south, to take charge
of this branch of the work. Hereafter
all parties having teams to let should
report direct to Mr. Parcher. All those
who want to let teams for the day should
also report to Mr. Parcher. He will
from this time on have full charge of
this part of the work.

J. F.Conklin and Theodore Hays were
instructed to procced at once with pre-
paring the plats for the reserved seats
and the securing of tickets. These seats
will be put on sale very soon, and it is
beyond question that there will be a
great demand for them. The exact loca-
tions of the stands for viewing the par-
ade are not yet announced, although
there will be one on Tenth, perhaps
several on Park gvenue, and others, of
course, on Nicollet.

It was estimated this morning that
sixteen miles of space has already been
filled. One line alone, thatof the lum-
bermen, will filla whole mile. This
mile will be devoted to all manner of
representations of the lumber interests.
One team alone will have sixty horses,
while everything will be on the most
prodigious scale. The floats will rep-
resent the whole process ot lumber-
making, from the standing tree to the
finished lumber.

Herbert Slater Tells a Sad Story
About His Young Wife.

A divorce suit filed in the district
court yesterday promises to stir up
quite a little sensation before the cur-
tain is rung down on the last act, on ac-
count of the prominence of the parties.

‘The immense erowd
was large enough to occupy all of the
extra space in the building, and none
of the exhibitors had any reason to ob-
ject to the manner in which their dis-
plays were attended to. Everything in
the building received its proper amount
of attention, and there were enough
people to make every one seem per-
fectly pleased.

Visitors to the Exposition building,
who are interested in mining, find a
great attraction in the display which is
made on the first floor, of a quartz
crusher. which takes a piece of stone
and chews it up into dust before you
could say Jack Robinson. The machine
is not a great heavy affair, such as such
machines are popularly supposed to be,
but it is a little aftair, not much bigger
than a good sized coffee pot. The quartz
is fed into the machine
through the top where a series of
cannon balls revolve and smash and
grind the material into powder. The
big pleces of rock which are fed into
the breaker come out dust as fine as
flour. In the dust can be seen the shin-
ing particles of metal, which are re-
moved by a chemical process. Or,if
the owner desires, he can run a stream
of water through the machine and wash
the gold out in that manner. The
machine runs wet or dry ore. To wmin-
ing men the smallness of this machine,
with the amount of work which it 1s
capable of doing, makes it a valuable
addition to the machines which are
in use, and opens up new fields
which have been unused from the fact
that it was impossible to carry the
heavy machinery to these places. The
heaviest portion of this new one is only
150 pounds, and the total weight is oniy
750 pounds. A mule can pack the
whole of it to any place where an ani-
mal can go. The machines are exhibited
by men who have made a study of
mining, and this is the first one of the
kind which hasever been shown.

The firm which owns the patents and
which is exhibiting them is the Ameri-
can Manufacturing and Milling com-
pany. To the poor mining man the new
machines are a boon.

ANOTHER MEMORIAL.

Dr. Tuttle Dedicates a Memorial
Volume to His Congregation.

Beautifully sincere are the tributes of
Rev. J. H. Tuttle to his people of the
Church of the Redeemer as he leaves
the pastorate of the church for the quiet
of a retired life. He is adding another
to the list.. The Universalist Publish-
ing Company of Boston has in press a
velume by Dr. Tuttle that is called
*The Field and the Feast; a
Memorial of Twenty-five Years’ Minis-
try wifh the Church of the Redeemer of
Minneapolis.”

1n the lit-
tle book Dr. Tuttle refersto his fifty
years of ministerial life, and speaks
tenderly of the twenty-five years spent
in Minneapolis. He follows that with
an interesting chapter of historical
reminiscences. There is *A Cluster of
I'ributes” by several old and intimate
friends of the retiring pastor, including
Rev. M. D. Shutter. Twelve of
Dr. Tuttle’s sermons are reprinted.
‘I'he sketeh of the history of the Church
of the Redeeiner is & history of Univer-

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sal ism In Minnesota in large measure.
The first Universalist minister settled
at St. Anthony, now East Minneapolis,
in1835. The Church of the Redeemer
was founded in 1864 under Dr. Skinner,
and Dr. ‘uttl?l became the pastorin
1866, so that his pastorate .is almost
coeyal with the history of the del_lgml-
natiot u‘t‘ue state. Incidentally this
historical sketch embodi?s much of the
history of Minneapolis in the earlier
days, when it was but a village.
