HILL AND HIS LORDS.
The President of the Great

Northern Returns to the
Saintly City,

Bringing With Hima Number
ofNoted Canadian Rail-

way Kings.

Lord Mount Stephen, Sir Don-
ald Smith, Lord Elphin-

stone of the Party.

President Hill Talks Plainly
on the Wheat Situation at

Minneapolis.

English noblemen and capitalists
were very numerous in St. Paul yester-
day, a large party headed by Sir Donald
.Smith reaching St. Paul from Montreal
about the same time as Piesident Hill
and his party came in from the West.
In the party coming from the West
there were Lonl Mount Stephen, the
first Canadian peer; Lord Elphinstone,
lord chamberlain to the queen; William
Stephen, of Montreal, a brother of
Lord Mount Stephen; Samuel Thome,

of New York city, and Samuel
Jlill and Hon. C. M.Reeve, of Minneap-
olis. Udou the arrival of this party the
members were taken to the residence of
President Ilili,where they remained
for several hours, gaining a little rest
after the arduous trip.

Meanwhile another party of railroad
magnates had reached the Saintly city
from Montreal, having made the trip
by way of the Soo, and were breakfast-
ing at the Kyan. In ihis party
there were two baronets, who
are known quite as widely as
Lord Mount Stephen, and one
of whom Sir Donald A. Smith is a
cousin of the noble lord, and like him
gained fame and fortune by the plans
they laid and carried out for the de-
velopment of Canada through the con-
struction of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way. Other members of this party
were Sir Henry Edwards. E. S. Clou-
ston, manager ot the Bank of Montreal;
E. Spring Rice ami \V. H. Meredith, all
of Montreal.

The arrival of the two parties was
timed witha view to a conference inSt.
Paul between President Hill, of the
Great Northern, and President Van
Home, of the Canadian Pacific, mutual
friends, as well as stockholders of both
lines, like Lord Mount-Stephen and
Sir Donald Smith, being called in to
preserve the peace. But thi3 plan
failed to connect all around, and Presi-
dent Van Home will not reach St. Paul
until to-day, and in the meantime
Sir Donald Smith and his companions
willprobably go on to Winnipeg, from
which city they willgo west as far as
Vancouver, stopping to hunt for a week
on the way. This party, so Sir Donald
says, is simply on pleasure bent, and
is not here to discuss any schemes of
consolidation, as heralded in some quar-
ters. ,

A FRIENDLY VISIT.

So Sir Donald Smith Explains His
Appearance in St. Paul.

Sir Donald A. Smith is one of the
most distinguished citizens of Canada,
and together withhis cousin, Sir (leorge
Stephen, now Lord Mount-Stephen, has
done a wonderful amount of work to-
ward developing the dominion. Sir
Donald, though hale and hearty, has
snow-white hair and beard, which, by
the way, are to be expected from a man
of seventy - years, for he was born
in 1821,

*
in Scotland. He began

his life in America as an employe
of the Hudson Bay company. Later
he became resident governor and chief
commissioner, and in 1870 ho was made
a member ot the executive council of
the Northwest territories. From '71 to
'74 he represented Winnipeg in the
Manitoba assembly, and later was
elected to the Dominion parliament for
Selkirk, Man.

Butit was not until ISSOthat Sir Don-
ald made the first strike of his life. In
that year he became one ol the directors
of the Canadian Pacific,and was largely
instrumental in pushing the road
through to the Western coast. For his
services in this connection he was
knighted in ISSG. ile is a governor of
McUilluniversity at Montreal, to which
he gave $120,000 to establish a special
course for women. He is extremely
wealthy and has one of the finest pri-
vate residences in the Dominion at
Montreal, as well as seats at Pictou, N.
S., and at Silver Heights, near Winni-
peg.

Sir Donald is a most genial gentle-
man, and has no objections to discuss-
ing his trip, as well as the Dominion
scandals, for the benefit of the public.

"We are here on our way West.'" lie said,
'•on a pleasure trip, and have Stopped to
meet Lord Mount Stephen and President
Hill,of the Great Northern. Jt is merely a
friendlyvisit and has nothing of Interest to
the publicin it. Of course a little railroad
business may oe discussed, but even this is
doubtful."

'•\\ hat is there in the rumor that the Can-
adian Pacific, Mnuitoba or Great Northern
aud the Soo are to be consolidated?'"

••Absolutely nothing," answered the bar-
onet. "There is no probability of anything
being done. While itis always best for con-
necting lines to have friendly in
common, it does not follow that consolida-
tion is necessary or arivantageous. Railroads
are built to serve the interests of the public,
and also to yield whatever profits they may
to the stockholders. Inmyopinion theinter-
ests ofneither the stockholders nor the peo-
ple would bo benefited by such a consolida-
tion as the one you mention."

Sir Donald is a member of the Cana-
dian parliament, and a Conservative in
politics, as nearly all the officials of the
Canadian Pacific are, by the way; and
he thinks that the troubles in the Cana-
dian government have been greatly ex-
aggerated on this side of the border, as
well as in the opposition press of the
dominion.

"Itis a matter of great regret with us.'" he
said, '-that the recent troubles in our official
chcleß have been greatly exaggerated both
on this side of the border, where we are par-
ticularly desirous of creating a favorable im-
pression, and throughout the Domiuion. I
cau say without partisan bias that Ibelieve
as little corruption can be found among our
officials as you willfind in any government
with a like number of men in official posi-
tion. Ican also say, notas a politician, but
as one who knows, tht the party in power
will push the investigation to the
end. They are as anxious to find
the eviland root it out as tho opposition.
They will push ahead without regard to
party or individual, and regardless of who
may be injured."

"Do the Canadian people desire closer
trade relations with the people of the United
States*"

"Regarding closer trade relations with the
people of the United States." said Sir Dou-ald, "1 cau say that the Canadian Deople
have nothing but the most friendly feeling
toward the people of this country, and some
closer relations may be made in time, but at
present weare verymuch interested in de-
velopingour own resources. We are going
as far West as Vancouver, and will look up
some of the mininginterests in the West on
the trip."

TALKS CROPS.

Lord Mount Stephen Denies the
Stories About Railroad Consoli-
dation.
lvPresident Hill's party Lord Mount

Stephen, better known in America, as
well as England for that matter, as Sir
George Stephen, was an interesting flg
ure. lie is called the prince of.lkitish-
Aniericau railway magnates, and the
name is evidently litting. Like his
cousin, Sir Donald A. Smith, he is a
hard-headed Scotchman, a little over
sixty-two years of age. but
a resident of Canada for the
past forty years. He is the
tirst Canadian to be raised to the peer-

n<;e. As his rapid rise indicates, he is a
man of great ambition, and has worked
his way up to the top from almost the
bottom rung of the ladder.

George Stephen came to Canada in
ISSO and became a clerk in the ware-
house of William Stephen & Co., of
Montreal. Later he became a partner
in the business, and in1862 became the
head of the firm. In1876 he became the
president of the Bank of Montreal,
and In 1873 of the Manitoba
& Minneapolis railroad. In 1881
he was placed at the head of the Can-
adian Pacific, and held it until 1888.
pushing the road to completion during
the time. lie was knighted inISSC for
his services, and a short time ago was
made a peer of the British realm.

Lord MountStephen is an exceedingly
pleasant gentleman, and while he had
nothing to say beyond denying the
rumored consolidation of the Canadian
Pacific, Great Northern and Soo, he was
quite ready to talk about his trip. He
has the dress and appearance of an
English business man, and is an easy
and fluent talker.

"We have visited the cities along the Pa-
cific coast." he said, in the course ofa con-
versation yesterday, "aud found them a little
quiet in abusiness way. But they certainly
bear great promise for the future. We visit-
ed Butte. Spokane Falls, Helena aud Great
Fulls on our wayEast, and have had a really
delightful trip. We went West over the
Canadian Paciiic. aud found the crops there,
as they are in the northern part of the United
States, unusually large, and they will go a
long way toward making the country more
prosperous."

EXPLAINED BY HILL..

There Is Nothing in the Cry of
Minneapolis About Wheat Dis-
crimination.
President J. J. Hill, of the Great

Northern, was kept very busy yester-
day entertaining this large party, hav-
ing taken them all to Minneapolis in
the afternoon. President Hillis a man
who never hesitates to express himself
in regard to any question of public in-
terest, and iie did not yesterday. Dur-
ing his trip West, extended as it
has been, be has kept thoroughly posted
on the wheat aud transportation ques-
tions, and when he was asked about the
alleged discrimination in wheat rates to
Minneapolis he launched forth in an ex-
planation of the situation, which shows
that not only has he the knowledge, but
that he has also given itmuch thought.

"The men who are buying whent in the
district southwest of Minneapolis," he said,
"are notmaking any complaims, and yet
this is tbe district where Minneapolis is at
present under some disadvantage. Those
who are making these complaints," he con-
tinued, "have shown a faculty for the last
two or three years forgetting ou the wrong
side of all wheat questions and may be trying
to make up their losses out of people not en-
gaged inthat sort of business. The relative
rates between Minneapolis and Duluth have j
existed since the roads were built. Consider- I
ingthe area tributary to both markets by the
shortest lines, about two-thirds of the wheat
can reach Duluth with the shortest haul, and
one-third would reach Minneapolis with the
shortest haul. Ifthe grain was carried on a
distance tariff, as seems to be de-
sired by come people at Minneap-
olis, Duluth would be entitled to the
same consideration, and the result would be
that they would have the advantage of the
entire lfed river valley north ot the Northern
i'aciric railway, where the largest quantity
Hiidbest quality of wheat i.-; produced, and
Minneapolis would tlien have some real cause
to wear mourning. It would be ini|jossiule
to grind more than a quarter of the present
crop of wheat at Minneapolis, the very large
surplus being exported to supply the short-
age i» European mardets.

This changed condition is (jiving Duluth
temporarily an advantage whichit willretain
untilthe close of navigation. However, in
view of this change, our company, just be-
fore the commencement of the crop move-
ment, asked the other lines in the Southwest
to Join iv reducing the rates where there was
an apparent discrepancy against Minneapo-
lis,and the matter is, ibelieve, still under
advisement, with some reluctance on
the part of some of the lines to
mass reductions, as they leel it would
affect their Chicago lines sp as to greatly re-
duce their earnings. 1 think, however, the
whole matter willbe adjusted within v few
days, unless, the outcry which has been
raised with so little reason shall have the
effect to prevent it Ido not care to discuss
the mutter at great length, but it the man
who is at the bottom of all these complfiints
were held up to the public view, there would
be a marked shrinkage in his stature.

After giving the great Minneapolis
miller, C. A. PlHsbury, this deft thrust
in the neighborhood of the h'fih rib, tlie
Great Northern magnate smiled and, in
answer to a question, declared the rail-
way consolidation fake too absurd to
tnik about. President Hill declared
himself delighted with his Western
trip, and announced that the work on
the construction of the road through the
coast is being pushed as fast as men
and money willdo the undertaking, in
sueakinir of the Great Northern as it is
being built, he said:

'"The greater part of our road is on a grade
of thirty-one feet to the mile, and the great-
est grade anywhere from the Mississippi to

Ithe Columbia is ingetting out of our van! be-
tween the depot and our shops. This is a
greater grade than we have in crossing the
Kockies. When Iwas on the Sound ihey
were all talking about the Panama canal. I
do not believe that this will amount to
anything. Railroads will be able to carry
cheaper across the continent than they can
by that long water route. We have a "grade
that willenable us to carry forty-five curs
with each bigMogul engine. This will en-
able us to run at a minimum cost, and we
willbe able to run railroads very soon so
cheaply that we can carry goods from the
Orient, from Shanghai, for'instance, cheaper
than by the Suez canal, and the British gov-
ernment willhave to give tin its tolls if it
wants to compete with us. and pay its canal
dividends out ot the publictreasury."

The United States has to have
our bailey and eggs in spite of the tariff,and
England was and is our principal market for
everything else we have to sell."
