Ni:wYork,.Sept. 18. —The meeting of
the National league came to a close at
1:30 o'clock this afternoon. Aresolution
was adopted discharging the confer-
ence committee from further dealings
with the American association. Then
the league resolved, after talking mat-
ters over, that the national agreement
as last adopted was tiie most available
means of restoring peace. The follow-
ing resolutions were adopted:

ii«-solvi(l. That the National loas'ie re-
oilirn» its often-repeated declaration tlintall
baseball leaeuei and association* should be
oartfes or subject to the national agreement
in order to protect territorial and contractrights.

Uesolved, That the league expresses i(s rs-
gret that ihe American association on Feb.
]-,IB9L withdrew from ihe present national
agreement, which It mxi been a few weeks
previously assisted iv creating and promul-
gatiug.

Resolved, That the league would be glad
to welcome the return of the association a.-, a
Dartytotnei agreement in the same
manner as they withdrew therefrom, namely,
bynotice to tbe national board.

Resolved, That should the American asso-
ciation become a party to the national agree-
ment, that all proposed amendments thereto
be considered and acted uuon by ail parties
to said agreement.

This leaves matters in pretty much
the same condition as before. The
American association is not likely to
liter the national agreement unless

Kirn.'. Baldwin, Reilly, Kelly, Stovey,
Blerbauer and other contract jumpers
are returned to it. The league simply
invites the association to walk into its
folds again. it is only a preliminary
skirmish, and is not likely to result in
peace. The league adjourned subject
to the call of the chair.

WILL. TEST THE LAW.

The Warren-McCarthy Fi«ht to
Occur on Tuesday.

New Ohlkans, sept. 18.— grand
jury met again this afternoon and took
up the prize fight matter. Itis said that
some or the jurors weru in favor of
a special report, recommending that
the prize tight be stopped and
that oliicials of the stnte nndcity take
steps to prevent the taking place of
such an affair in the future. It is
rumored that the necessary twelve
votes were not forthcoming, and the re-
port was not made. However, the jury
decided to m ike a test case of the
club's position under the law, and
indictments were therefore found
agaiust Tommy Warren and Cal Mc-
Carthy for training and being about to
engage in a prize lisjht, in violation of
act 25 of ISHO. This is the act prohibit-
ing prize fighting in this state. The
concluding sentence of the act reads:"Provided, this act shall not apply
to exhibitions and glove contests
between human beings whieii may
take place within the rooms of regularly
chartered clubs." The warrant was
served on McCarthy at his training
quarters at Cariollton. The little putril-
ist was driven to court in a cairinge, a
member of the club signed tlnj
bond of $1,000 for his appearance whenwanted, and he returned to his train-
ing. Warren Ls over the lake, but
