Only
per cent are charged to the habitually
feriminal classes, and not more to-those
Empelled by want; nor was it found that
education led notably to the paths of
xectitude. It was not so common among
Lhe petty and vulgar criminals, but the
ien who operated in banks, counting
ouses, as trustees of estates, and in
Ypiaces of responsibility, among men
'whose education had enabled them
%0 pursue criminal ways with more dig-
nity and adroitness. Training and men-
tal development inerease the capacity
for crime. But the fact most noteworthy
in these investigations was that the
poorer classes are given more of the
eriminal record than belongs to them.
This will, no doubt, be found equally
the fact in this eountry as in England.
Urimes are very largely committed be-
cause the opportunities are presented
and there 1s not the moral stamina to
resist the temptation.

THE WAR OF “IHE FUTURE.
When the forces that are operative in
war become too destructive to armies
and navies to be tolerated, it will be
pecessary to revise the methods. Inter-
national laws now come in to regulate
the forms of so-called civilized warfare.
Women and children are to be spared,
and non-combatants must not be killed .
Humane principles that dictate such
reservations may rise a little higher and
insist that useless and wanton killing of
the hired men usually employed to do
the fizhting shall not be tolerated.
Wars will be determined by the com-
pleteness and strength of the material
and equipment. Boards of inspection
representing the international system
will observe the tests and - ereet com-
patitive standards. Those that have
h: greatest number .and most effect-
ive munitions will be given dom-
inance in proportion to their rela-
tive superiority.  England, for in-
stance, may rank 100 or above on the
water and but 59 on the land, while
the proportions of the opposing power
may be reversed. The result of a war
could be computed in advance by the
army arithmeticians. The only uncer-
tain factors would be the discipline and
zeneralship. Allowing for these, the
armmies might be straw men, and the
other targets have no blood in them.
The men who do the fighting and are
killed have no interest in the matter,
usually, and would preter not to be
killed. Unless it is needful to keep
down population, if wars are to b2 hai
at all, they might be waged on these
advanced and enlightened principles,
and the degrading features mostly

avoided.

SHAME ON JT. ~

Said the New York Democracy in its
platform adopted at the recent Saratoga
convention:

We steadfastly adhere to principles of
sound finance. We are against the coinage
of any dollar which is not of the intrinsic
value of every other dollar of the United
States. We therefore denounce the new
SuERWAN silver law, under which. one-tenth
of our gold stock has been exported and all
our silver output is dammed up at home, as
a false pretense but artful hindrance of re-
turn to free bimetallic comnage, and as tend-
ing only to produce a change from one kind
of monometallism to another,

Commenting on this in it§ issue of
Thursday, Sept. 19, said the New York
Evening Post, the leading gold standard
journal of the Union: .5

The platform of the Democratic party in
this state touching the silver question is even
more decided and more satisfactory to the
friends of souud finance than the first re-
ports gave it out. It is both uncompromising
and aggressive. Its attack on the present
silver law_betrays both a discerning mind”
and a courageous spirit. * * * Neither
TiLpEN nor MANNING ever produced anything
.more to the point or more worthy of the
support of the business community. * * * The
financial firmament has been much cleared
by phe action taken at Saratoga, and we feel
a due sense of thankfulness io the men whose
persistence and courage have given the voice
of the party in the Empire state against the
further coinage of silver except on the basis
of its intrinsie equality with gold,

The GLogr feels sorry for the Even-
ing Post. Itis really in the most seri-
ous error, and evidently has not read
the Pioneer Press with the care which
is its due. If it had, it never would
have written any such nonsense as this.
The Pioneer Press in its issue of Fri-
day last, commenting on the financial
plank in the Democratic platform, said:

We trust thatevery intelligent man in the
state will give to this clause the attention—
and the laughter—which are its due. Forit
is unworthy of a convention of scheolboys
who had ever studied a single definition in a
text book on money.

And if every intelligent man in Min-
nesota ought to laugh at this clause,
what righit has the Evening Post to be
treating it so respectfully? Minnesota
has no monopoly of hilarity. And what

CANADIAN BLOW.

There is a possibility that Canada may
have a secession question to deal with
in no remote period. The ramifications
of fraua and boodlerism in the Toronto
government are startling in their ex-
tent as they come to light, and pro-
ductive of a feeling that threatens seri-
ous consequences. The race and politi-
cal divergencies of the English distriets
and the French settlement of Quebec
have not grown greatly less in the new
generations. As a relief to the un-
savory discoveries in the Toronto gov-
ernment, alleged crookedness has been
attached to some of the transactions of
the Quebec government. Bad blood has
been stirred. The representative of
the crown autherity at Qoebec
put his hand into the ~ matter
and has stirred up the hornets. A,
railroad deal was the immediate line of
insinuation. The premier of the Que-
bec government rises rises right up on
his antlers, and with a red face says
that he *“will not allow an autocrat to
override him,” and thal he *‘is responsi-
ble to the people alone for his conduct.”
Premier MErCIER is the favoriie of the
French Radieals, who will sustain himn
in any defiance of the dominion officials.
The situation takes the shape in the
minds of some of ‘‘a conflict between a
tottering monarchy and the flag of an
uncompromising democracy.” These
Radicals are credited with a belief that
it will be for their interest to break
away from the other provinces, and of
course cut any litlle cords that may
reach over to the crown. It is no
decisively indicated where they would
find final association, as they are not
strong enough to stand steadily and
permanently alone. They would deter-
mine that question later, if thay were
allowed to cut loose. Their traditions,
language and prejudices would tend to
alliance with France. But geography
and material interests would point to
the United States. 1t could notbe a
peaceable secession, however. The
larger and most prosperous part of the
possessions lies west of Quebee, and
would be eutoff from direct commu-
nication with the home country and its
commercial passage to the sea obstruct-
ed by the loss of Quebec. That section
would inevitably come to the United
States. But there may be more blow
than substance to the matter.

A POLITICAL FAKE,

It has been pretty nearly conceded
that the Temescal tin mines in Califor-
nia were really a success, and would
soon turn out the tin ore in quantities
nearly equal to the consumption of the.
country. But it seems that the thing
has been worked on McEKiNLEY and
Republican principles in California, as
in other states. It is about all political
tin. Up to the past month an experi-
mental mill crushing five tons of ore
per day is the total. The yield of the
ore is an average of 3 per cent of tin.
At the best the production there will
not-be sufficient to cut any figure, and
the indications are that the mines will
be abandoned as unprofitable to work.
This is to be regretted, but the public
is coming to believe that this whole tin
business, whether ore or plate, is a po-
litica fake.

Ex-Judge Francis,of Bismarck,was a prom-
inent figure in the Merchants’ lobby vester-
day. The ex-judge is now eneaged in the
practice of his profession at the North Da-
kota cépital, and, while he has not lost his
interest in politics, he says he has about
come to the conciusion that Daniel Web-
ster was right when he made the remark
that “law was uncertain and politics utterly
vain,” This remark must not be inferpreted
to_medn that Judge Francis is sour or any-
thing of the kind, for he is not. He 1s filled
with enthusiasm over the outlook in North
Dakota, and declared that with two or thrg¢e
more good crops an era of prosperity wpl
dawn such as has never been known lnia
new country like North Dakota.

*And,” said he, “I do not know any class
of men more deserving of prosperity than
the iarmers of North Dakota. They have
hung right on to the state when everythlqg
was against them,and now it is only fair that
they should be rewarded” I do not lhiqk
that a railure of crops hereafter will ever be
S0 disastrous for the simple reason that the
farmers are doing more than raise wheat.
Cattle, horses and sheep are becoming nu-
merous, while oats, flax, milletanda number
of other grains are being cultivated. Sheédp
do very well with us, and I look to see that
industry reach wonderful proportions in tlie
next few years.” !

Judge Francis wasa judge of the old ter-
ritory of Dakota and held office during
nearly* all of President Cleveland's term,
while the old territory was in existence, in
spite of the kicks of the Democrats who were
after bis scalp. He was appointed to a place
on the territorial bench from New Jersey,
where he was at one time a state senator
from Newark. In those days he was accus-
tomed to canvass the land of mosquitoes and
“Jersey lightining” in company with ex-
Secretary of the Navy Robeson. During the
administration of Geun. McClellan as goy-
ernor of New Jersey, Judge Francis was the
chairman of the Republican joint legislative
caucus of the state legisiature and was really
the party leader in the senate,

Jerry Collins, the editor and proprietor of
the Great Falls Tribune, dropped into the
Saintly City vesterday and is now at the Mer-
chants’, Mr. Collins is a brotherof T. E.
Powers, the chairman of the Democratic
statejecentral committee of Montana, and,like
him, is an ardent Democrat.

THEY'RE AFTER JOAN.

Uncle Sim Combines With
European Nations to Dis-
- cipline China.

Joint Action Will Be Taken to
Make the Heathen
" Behave.

'ilaval Demonstration Possible
in the Event of More
Trouble.

Mr. Blaine Expects to Yet Se-
cure Mole St. Nichslas
From Hayti.

—

WASHINGTON, Sept. 21.—A week azo
Secretary Tracy, after summing up the
number of American war vessels in
Chinese waters, remarked: “If, how-
ever, American missions and American
citizens iu China are to rely upon gun-
boats for their protection, rather than
upon the Chinese government, our fleet
1 those waters must be very largely in-
creased.”

Since that utterance events have so
shaped themselves as to indicate the
wisdom of preparing to meet the emer-
gency foreseeu by Secretary Tracy.
While there is at present no formal alli-
ance, yet the government of the United
States has reached an understanding
with the governments of Great Britain,
France and Germany, by the terms of
which, in the event of the failure
of the Chinese government “to af-
ford adequate guarantees for the
protection of the lives, property and in-
terests of the citizeas of the four na-
tions, that duty is to be undertaken by
the governments of the Unitéd States,
Great Britain, Germany and France,
acting jointly.

In Case of Riot

or other disturbance, the vessels of
either of the four nations will afford
refuge to the citizens of any of the
other nations and will undertake to pro-
tect their consvlates and other in-
terests. 1t is not Kknown whether
or not a combined naval demonstration
will be necessary to arouse the Chinese
government to a realization of the
justice of the demands of Europe and
America, that the property rights and
lives of their citizens be respected, and
it may be that the naval forces will con-
fine their operations to a system ot
watchful maneuvers that shail have in
view the presence of one or more ves-
sels at every port where an anti-foreign
outbreak is threatened.

But this will necessitate an addition
to our own fleet, and if the Ranger can
be repaired in season she will be sent
from San Francisco to joln Admiral
Belknap’s squadron. Such other addi-
tions will be made as can be spared from
other stations, and these United
States vessels, although mostiy anti-
quated and of little service in
an engagement with such modern naval
vessels as are included in the English,
French, German, and even Ciinese
fleets, would be equally as valuable
(and from their light draft, perhaps,
more so) as the more modern vessels in
‘quelling a riot and operating in shallow
rivers.

RomEe, Sept. 21.—The Tribuna an-
nounces that England, Italy, Germany
and the Umted States have decided to
make a naval demonstration in Chinese
waters, and that the command of the
combined fleet will be given to the Duke
of Genoa, ‘This, it is said, will resultin
the non-intrusion of France and Russia.
The visit of the Duke of Genoa to Eng-
land is said to be for the purpose of
conferring with the British government
on thg subject.

BLAINE HAS A SCHEME,

Mole St. Nicholas May Yet Be Se-
cured.

WAasHINGTON, Sepf. 21.—1t can be
stated on excellent authority that Sec-
retary Blaine expects within the next
year to acquire St. Nicholas Mole,
Hayti, as a naval station. All the ad-
vices from that land of revolutions show
that. Hipolyte’s government is beset
with many dangers, and will soon be
forced tqy fight for its life. When this
fight comes off it is understood that Mr.
Blaine expects to make terms with one
side or the other, by which, for the sup-
port of the United States, the coveted
harbor will be ceded. This is practically
what was done at the time of the
last revolution, but Hypolite went back
on his promise. There is reason 10 be-
lieve that the next acgreement will not
be broken so easily, for Admiral Gher-
ardi and the North Atlantic squadron
will be sent to Haytian waters &s soon
as the trouble begins, and if the coal-
ing station is ceded it will be occupied
atonce.

TENNESSEE MORTGAGES.

The Census Bureau Puts Forth
Some Figures.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 2L.—The super-
intendent of the census has made the
following analysis of the results of the
mortgage investigation in Tennessee.
These are based on a total debt in
force amouiiting to $40,421,396. Twelve
per cent of the state outside of villages
and cities, is mortgazed for 50 per cent
of its trae value. BSixty-seven per cent
of the debtof the state is in eounties
containing  Chattanooga. XKnoxville,
Nashville and Memphis. Fifty-nine per
cent of the debt of the state is on vil-
lage and city lots, and 88 per cent of
this lot debt is in the four cities above
named. Probably no other state in the
South, and few states ifl the North, wiil
show a larger debt on village and eity
lots than on acre tracts. ‘T'ne debt in
force is as follows: Davidson county,
£6,038,261; in Hamilton county. $9,519,-
564; in Knox county. $4,050,359; in
Shelby county, $6,649.593.

HONEST JOHN'S TALK.

The Postmaster General Addresses
Manufacturers.

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 21. — At the
regular meeting this eveninz of the
Manufacturers’ club Postmaster Gen-
eral Wanamaker delivered an adaress.
He would like, he said, to see the pneu-
matic system iutroduced in the large
cities, to have the mails taken off ships
at Sandy Hook, and thus save an hour
or two in delivery, and other improve-
ments made. ke would also, he said,
like to see a system of free delivery
through the whole country.

One of the interesting things he tried
was to take forty-one little villagesin
thirty differvnt states and arrange to
give them one and two deliveries daily.*
Out of the forty-one, thirty-four had
produced sufficient increases of busl.
ness to pay the whole cost and
leaving quite a profit besides,
amounting to about 25 per cent. 1If that
could be spreaq throffizhout the country
in thé sailig ratio, it would cost the gov-
érament nothing, and the people would
get the mails carried to their doors. A
man without a newspaper would receive
it if it was carried to him. and he would
be in toueh with what was going on in
the country. His business, he said,was
to reach the man.
