On Sept. 19 Watson was in Duluth, sold
pome goods and drew three sight drafts
for §100 each, getting three different
friends to cash them. He then left
town, going west. Last Thursday a
telegram was received here from Tuck-
erman & Colton, saying **Watson is no
longer in our employ. Arrést him to
protect yourself.” The telegram also
stated that Watson had victimized mer-
chants with whom he traded in St. Paul
and Minneapolis out of several hundred
dollars in the same manner. Though
over fifty years old, Watson was always
sone of the boys,” and high living has
probably been his ruin. Detectives are
on his track, and expect to catch him.
Watson is married.

ALMOST FLAYED ALIVE.

Cowardly Indiana Scoundrels Do
Barbarous Work.

Birep’s Eve, Ind.,, Sept. 26.—This
county is once more disgraced by mob
work, which is doubly disgraceful in
that it is perpetrated upon a defense-
Jess woman. Mrs. Harmon, a woman
of rather loose character, lived at Men-
tor, one mile west of here. Last night
ghe was visited by a body of thirty men,
who tied her toa p st near her house
and applied fifty lashes to her bare
body. After performing their work,
they called upon another woman named
Mrs. Freeman (of llke character) and
warned her to leave the place within
twenty-four hours, or they would treat
her to the same dose. She immediately
departed.

Then the White Caps called upon Ja-
cob Sapenfield, and ordered him to visit
Mrs. Harmon and publish to the neigh-
bors, under penalty of twenty-five
Jashes, what they had done, and that
they had punished the Harmon woman
bacause of her bad name. When Sapen-
field visited the woman, he found her
tied to a post, naked, with the excep-
tion of one undergarment, which was
turned over her head. Her body was
torn from head to foot as if by a knife,
one terrible wound, bleeding from ev-
ery pore, while across her abdomen
was a deep gash twelve inches long and
8o deep as to leave the bowels exposed,
and scattered arvound were great hick-
ory switches with which the woman
had been flayed. No one knows who
composed the mob, nor whence tlujy
came, though nearly every citizen in
town saw them by the light of the
moon. The community is enraged that
such an awful thing should have hap-
pened in their midst. Mrs. Harmon
and her daughter were whipped in
Bird’s Eye two years ago, just before
they moved to Mentor.

A TOWN LOOTED.

Missouri Robbers Completely Strip
San Antone.

St. JoserH, Mo., Sept. 26.—Shortly
rfter 12 o’clock Thursday night a band
of armed men invaded the little village
of San Antone, seven miles eastof here,
and robbed every store in the town.
The men worked quietly but speedily,
and the first intimation had of the visit
was yesterday morning when Henry
Closs, who keeps a general store, came
down to open up. His place of busi-
ness had been gutted comnpletely, not
enough groceries and clothing being
lett to fit out a small family.

On the alarm being given it was dis-
covered that the postoffice had been
robbed, every ounce of matter, includ-
Ing a large number of registered letters,
being carried off. T'wo hardware stores
and a blacksmith shop in addition were
found to have been looted, everything
they contained being carried off. The
stugf taken, which comprised the entire
stock in trade of every merchant in the
village, must have been loaded into
wagons and driven into the deep woods
snrrounding the place. From thence the
thieves evidently expected to get it into
St. Joseph or Kansas City. When the
excitement cooled down a mounted
band of vigilants were bhastily armed,
and are now scouring the country in
pursuit of the raiders.

TARIFF RECIPROCITY.

Trade With San Domingo May
Help to Bolster McKinley.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 26.—For several
years past the Dominican republic has
been maintaining in its tariff a free list
of articles for the special encourage-
ment of its agricultural industries. By
the terms of its recent reciprocity ar-
rangements with the United States this
free list was to be abolished for all
countries execepting the United States
when the reciprocity treaty went into
effect. 1n accordance with this agree-
ment the president of San Domingo,
under date of Aug. 8, published a
decree abolishing this free list and
restoring all the articles named in it to
the rate of duties fixed in the general
tariff, which is an average of sixty per
cent ad valorem. By this action the
reciprocity treaty is greatly lucreased
in value for the United States.

The articles on this free list em-
braced, among others, all classes of ma-
chinery, tools and implements for the
development of agricultural and indus-
trial establishments, tallow and oil for
machinery, guano and manures, zine
and galvanized iron, cooperage, sacks
for sugar, railroad material and equip-
ments, barbed wire and coai. In addi-
tion there was a list of articles admitted
at a duty of 10 per cent ad valorem,
which has also been raised to the full
tariff rates, embracing wood and lum-
ber of all kinds, shingles, tiles, slate and
all other materials for roofing, bricks,
flagstones, cement, iron, steel and cop-
per in sheets or bars, nails and screws,
tubing of iron, copper or lead, cordage,
wagons, carts and wheelbarrows, boats
and lighters.

ALIENS MAY COME.

The World’s Fair Will Furnish

the Excuse.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 206. — Assistant
Secretary Nettleton has addressed the
following letter to Alexander W. Ander-
son, special commissioner world’s Co-
lumbian exposition, New York city:

Dear Sir: In your recent communication
addressed to the chief clerk of this depart-
ment, vou ask on behalf of the consul general
of Great Britain for a copy of the regulations
of this department in regard to coutract la-
bor to be employed in connection with for-
eign exhibits at the approaching exposition.

While no formal regulations have been
promulgated by the department in this con-
nection, you are authorized to assure the
consul general of Great Britain and all oth-
ers with whom vou may have occasion to
communicate in this connection, that alien
laborers, mechanics or experts in the employ
of foreign exhibitors and coming to the
Unlted States in connection with foreign ex-
hibits at the World's Columbian exposition,
will be frealy admitted and will be subjeeted
to no delay or hindrance of any nsature.
Whatever regulations shall prove to be nee-
essary to carry out this decision of the de-
partment will be formulated in dne season
and furmshed to all interested parties
through the proper channels,

BOND BUSINESS,

Over Eight Millions’
Still Out.
WasHINGTON, Sept. 26.—The 414 per
cent bonds received at the treasury de-
partment to-day for continuance at 2
cent amounted to £26,100, making the
total amount thus far £25,073,950. The
41¢ per cent bonds received to-day for re-
demption aggregated £195,700. The re-
demptions at the New York subtreasury
yesterday aggregated $148,800, making
the total redemptions to date $17,568,350.
There are yet £8,226,900 4}4 bonds out
which have neither been presented for
continuance nor redemption. Of this
amount $3,548,600 are in coupon and $4,-
677,300 in registered bouds.

SBORT OF DOLLARS.

Worth Is

Small Coins Being Sent Out in
Their Stead.

WASHINGTON, BSept. 26.—Owing to
the fact that the coinage of standard
8 ver dollars was by law stopped on the
ist of July (except that of the trade
dollar bullion, about 5,000,000 in all,
which is now in progress), the shipment
from the mints of standard silver dol-
lars now depends almost entirely on the
amount of silver certificates or treasury
notes presented for redemption. In the
absence of ability to ship silver dollars
the department, in respose to requisi-
tions for silver coin, is sending out
large amounts of fractional silver coin
as the most convenient substitute for
the siiver dollar.

Seed Farms,

WASHINGTON, Sept. 26.—The census
bureau has issued a report on the pro-
duction of seeds as an industry. The
report shows that there were in the
United States in the census year 596
farmers, with a total of 169,851 acres de-
voted exclusively to seed growing, of
which 96,5671 acres were reported as
producing seeds.

The Suffolk Trust Company.

BostoN, Sept. 26.—The injunction
against the Suffolk Trust company has
been modified again by the supreme
court. This time permission is given
Receiver Haskell to pay the interest on
certain Western mortgages held by the
company, to the mortgagers. The first
modification gave the receiver the right
to transfer railroad certificates.

SEISMIC  SHAKINGS,

Earthquake Shocks Disturb
Inhabitants of Several
States.

Sleepers Awakened, Build-
ings Shaken and a Gen-
eral Fright,

Uncomfortable and Uncanny
Feelings Aroused in
Timid Breasts.

Thirty Seconds the Period of
Vibration--No Damage
Reported.

Kroxkvug, Jlo., Sept. 26. — At 10:50
o’clock to-night there occurred three
distinet tremors of the earth, which
shook buildings in various parts of the
city. The shocks were of short dura-
tion.

St. Lours, Sept. 26.—An earthquake
occurred im this eity at 10:50 o’clock to-
night. Buildings were visibly affected
by the shock. Watchmen in several of
the tall buildings say they became
alarmed and made all haste toreach the
ground. The compositors on a Sunday
paper, who occupied the fifth floor, left
their cases and rushed panie stricken
down the stairways and into the streets.
Atthe opera houses the audiences rose
as if torush from the house, but only a
few left.

Throughout the whole city the police
report that the people rushed from their
homes in great alarm and 1n scant at-
tire. No damage to buildings has been
revorted. It was not long after the
shock before

Ingquiries and Reports
concerning the earthquake began float-
ing into the newspaper offices. It seems
that the shock was very general, and
that the vibrations were slow but
very perceptible and distinct. Peo-

ple were awakened from sleep,
particularly in the West end,
and rushed iInto the street in
their night eclothes. Among those

dragged from their beds were Gov.
Johnson and his family, who live at the
corner of Washington and Pendleton
avenues. Probalily the most singular
expevience was that of J. B. Waters, of
the salvage corps, on the corner of
Locust and Ninth streets. Waters was
shaken off hie stool while sitting at the
switehboard.

Considerable crockery and glassware
was demolished, and it is reported that
some wooden stables on the outskirts
of the town were toppled over, but it is
not known whether the report is au-
thentic. Buildiugs facing the north
and south were visibiy affected by the
shock. Watchmen in seyexal high
buildings say they became alarmed and
made all haste to reach the ground. At.
a newspaper office the compositors, who
were on the fifth floor, left their cases
and rushed panic-stricken -down the
stairs and into the streets.  Through-
out the whole city the police report that
the people rushed from their homes in
great alarm. No serious damage has
been reported as yet.

1llinois Towns Quake,

SpriNGFIELD, IlL, Sept. 26. —An
earthquake shock lasting about thirty
seconds was distinetly felt at 10:50 to-
night throughout this city. Windows
rattled violently and the cireuit court
session was temporarily interrupted.
No damage reported. Reports from
Duquoin, Greenville, Taylorville, Shel-
byville and Mt. Pulaski state that the
shock was felt there.

DEeCATUR, Ill.,, Sept. 26.—An earth-
quake shock was felt here at 11 o’clock
to-night. Dozens of familiesin all parts
of town were awakened. They thought
there was a storm tiil they saw the sky
was clear. Some felt their houses
tremble fully half a minute. There is
much excitement, though no damage re-
ported.

JACKSONVILLE, IlL, Sept. 26.—About
11 o’clock this town was shaken by an
earthquake which was perceptible four
distinet times, each lasting several see-
onds. No damage was done, but the
people were alarmed, many of them be-
ing awakened from thelr sleep.

MounT VERNON, 1il., Sept. 26.—An
earthquake of several seconds’ duration
shook this cit{; and country for miles
around to-night at 11 o’clock. Houses
rocked, men were thrown out of chairs
and brick buildings were badly dam-
aged. No loss of life is reported.

Peoria, 1ll., Sept. 27.—Late last
night a severe earthquake sbock was
felt in this city along the bluffs and
back from the river. Communication
with  outside towns brings 1n-
formation that the shock was felt in
Bloomington, Jacksonville and other
places. The train dispatcher at Logans-
port, Ind., says the shock was so violent
there and at Vincennes that people left
their houses in fright, ag articles of
furniture tumbled down. The air has
cooled ten degrees since the disturb-
ance, but the sky is cloudless, and
there is no sign of rain.

TERRE HAUTE, Sept. 26.—A distinet
shock of earthquake was felt here about
10:50, lasting six or seven seconds.

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HOMELESS DAKOTANS

The Emmons County Prairie
Fires Swept Everything
Before Them.

Hundreds of Families Lose
Their Homes and Their
Grain.

The Total Loss to Stock and
Property Will Reach
$500,0C0.

Some Loss of Life Reported
From Wisconsin Forest
Fires.

Specials to the Globe.

Dawsox, N. D., Sept. 28.—To-day’s
reports from Emmons county, North
Dakota, say nearly half the county isa
blackened waste. Wheat fields, mead-
ows, farm houses and miles of fences
were swept away by the resistless
flames, and half a dozen people are
known to have been burned to death.
Whole herds of cattle, hemmed in by
the awful conflagration,were burned to
death. ‘The prairies are strewn with
carcasses, and the total loss to property
and live stock will foot up the appalling
total of £500,000. Hundreds of ramilies
are homeless and penniless, and in
many instances they had to flee from
their abodes with only the clothes on
their backs. There is certain to be
great suffering this winter unless assist-
auce comes to them from the outside.
The fire which started this great con-
flagration was set by a threshing
machine. Reports from the west side
of the Missouri are of an equally dis-
couraging nature. The Sioux Indians,
eareless and ignorant, did not plow fire
breaks, and the flames, once started, ate
their way over miles of wheat fields,
ruining the crops and in places abso-
Intely baking the potatoes in the grouund.
The suffering among the reds, however,
will not be great, as the government
must furnish them with food.

Among the lives lost were those of a
man, his wife and son, who were tryinz
to save their farm property. Several
hundred men managed to stop the prog-
ress of the flames just as they reached
the boundary of McIntosh county,
where the fires would have had a clean
sweep. The people in the district
burned over in Emons county are in a-
pitiable plight without food or shelter

Brack River FAaLLs, Wis.,, Sept. 26.
—Reliable reports from the east fork of
the county to-day say that forest fires
are raging in (hat vicinity., Lumber-
ing camps, timber and hay are being re-
duced to ashes. Even the flooding dams
on the streams are not spared by the
raging flames. Bears,deer and ail man-
ner of small game are seeking the
streams for a place of safety, and the
presence of man will not drive them
from their refuge.

GRrEEN BAy, Wis,, Sept. 26. —All ves
terday the smoke from the surround-
g forest fires has hung like a Dblack
pall over the city, and last night, away
to the west the flames could be seen as
they leaped from tree to tree in the
great pine forest. The situation on the
Upper peninsular, especially in Avra-
ham’s distriet, is growing desperate.
Thousands of men are out battling with
the fire in an almost vain attempt to
stop its course. Southwest ot this city
the little hamlet of Snyderville is threat-
ened with destruetion. It is reported
that fifteen farm houses to the south-
west in the path of the fire were de-
stroyed. At Peshtigo all the inhabitants
are engagzed in digging fire trenches as
a safeguard against the fire, which is
drawing dangerously near.

THE CHINESE MUDDLE.

England’s Peculiar Position —
Overzealous Missionaries.

Loxpox, Sept. 23.—The message of
the Chinese government, showing that
English subjects are largely engaged in
encouraging rebellion and use ot dyna-
mite as a means of destroying the es
tablished order of things in Chiuna, has
fallen like a bombshell on the British
foreizn office. For months past the
British government has been posing as
the champion of civilization against the
unregeneratie Chinese, and British ves-
sels of war have vbeen ready to lead the
other powers in the bombardment of
Chinese cities as a penalty for not pre-
serving order. Amnd now it turns out
that the men who are making a profita-
ble business of disorder are British sub-
jects, who have been importing rifles
and explosives for the use of suc -
tives as might be induced iz ~'d *
designs.

‘The British aunthorities in Cama nave
been promptly instructed to make their
investigation as to the guilt of the ac-
cused as thorough and searching as pos-
sible. Meantime the other powers are
1 a quandary relative to future action.
The treaty binds them to act in con-
junction with England, but England’s
right to interfere is discredited. and is
practically annulled by the develop-
ments above alluded to. It is even
claimed that the British subjects under
arrest in China were merely the agents
for a wealthy clique in Hong Kong who
see profit for themselves in 1neiting the
Chinese to civil war.

Sensible foreigners at Shanghai favor
the stand taken by the Chinese govern-
ment. One of Shanghai’s most promi-
nent foreign merchants is quoted as
authority for the statement that the
missionaries are altogether too aggres-
sive in going counter to the traditions
and prejudices of the peopie, and that
thereby they often provoke popular
demonstrations of violence, which are
intended simply as a protest against the
intolerable. This is the view recently
urged by a Chinese magistrate upon the
foreigners of Shanghai, and it has met
with many fayorable responses.

FRANCE IS TRANQUIL.

Turkey's Explanation and Will-
iam’s Sentimentality Ignored.

Panis, Sept. 26.—At the close of a
week having had for one oOf its leading
political features an explanation that
explains nothing, made by the Turkish
government, which finds in funda-
mental and 1nherent weakpess the
mainstay of its influence in the destinies
of Eurore, France is, perhaps, the most
tranguil nation on the continent.
French statesmen, politicians and jour-
nalists alige confine themselves to the
manifestation of a languid interestin
what the English Tory administration
and press may do or say with regard to
the peculiaply inconsequential c¢om-
munication from Constantinople. . The
matter is not one which in any marked
degree excites interest in the discussion
here.

The alleged sentimentally peaceful
outgivings of the German emperor at
the table of the Austrian Archduke Al-
brecht, as reported by the Vienna cor-
respondent of the London Standard and
reprinted in Paris newspapers,have fall-
en quite flat. The only serious com-
ment heard on the reporied utterances
of the imperial oracle is that the power
to command peace or war for Europe
has passed away from both kaiser and
dreibund. It is true, however, that the
gentlemen of the Patriotic league and a
few of the more bellicose members of
the governmental party supplement
this opinion with the declaration that
France and Russia are now to the fore,
and propose to remain there, whatever
may be the cost. Again, there are thou-
sands of thoughtfuI”Frenchmen who de-
cline to believe that a man fit to be the
leader of the great German people
would indulge in such twaddle as has
been placed in his mouth by the Enghish
correspondent,

BARON HIRSCH'S SCHEME.

Unpromising Material Found in
the Refugees.

Loxpox, Sept. 25. — “In .Darkest
Russia’ points out that Baroa Ilirselh’s
scheme, it sucecessful, can only provide
for about 3 percent of the Russian
Jews. Aletter which first appeared in
the Anti-Jacobin and which was signed
“An Israelite Wanderer,” has been re-
published, and is attracting considera-
ble attention. It strongly defends
Russia, and among other things says:

“Between 150,000 and 200,000 Jews

of law, owing to fraudulent permits or
by bribing officials. Being undisturbed,
they have become more confident and
have invested money in houses, which
1s against the law,and then when orders
are received to enforce the domicile
law, the outside world hears of whole-
sale expulsions accompanied by brutal-
ity. But every Jew so expelled courted
his own fate. They all know what they
are doing when they pass the pale of
their domicile.

“Poor Jews suffer the most from the
rigor of the law, being, as peddlers, por-
ters, and such like, at the mercy of
every petty official, by whom they are
hounded from pillar to post. 1f Baron
Hirseh’s scheme includes these poor
Jews it takes up the most unpromising
material it Is possible to deal with,
They have peither physique for field
work nor resource of any kind.They and
their families must be supported from
the mourent they ieave Russia until an
indefinite date when they can maintain
themselves unaided. The government
will not allow the capable, sturdy, bet-
ter class, who are all military reservists,
to leave the country.”

STRAWS IN THE WIND,

The Blaze of Battle May Appear at
an Early Date.

LoxDoN, Sept. 26.—A St. Petersburg
dispatch says that everything is ready
for an advance by land and sea toward
the Turkish capitol whenever the czar
gives the word, and there is a nervous
feeling that it may be given at any mo-
ment. The Russian army officers are
known to be anxious for a fight, and the
present czar, like his predecessors, has
always great respect for army senti-
ment. It was the Russian army, with-
out direct authority from the czar, that
nearly brought about a conflict with
England in 1875, whenthe czar repudi-
ated and rewarded the action of his
officers, and the same desire to measure
swords and win promotion is now
stronger than ever.

The British fleet which recently went
od a picnic to Mitylene has been salllni
aroupd Cyprus, and paid another visi
to Alexandria. 'The fleet 1s said now to
be again on the waf to the Dardanelles,
but no more picnicking is promised.
