A shooting affray took place last even-
ing shortly after 11 at 815 Eighth street,
in the boarding house kept by Mrs.
Wright That one of the participants
was not iustautly killed is most miracu-
lous. William Schneider, forty-one
years old, a traveling man, resides at
the hot:;.' withhis wife.Henry Howard, a
braketnan on the Duluth road, also
boards therc.having known Mrs. Wright

.\u25a0since he was a lad. The two men for
soto'e time have not been on the best of
terms, and bad blood existed between
them. Last evening shortly before 11
Howard went into the parlor
and sat down to converse with
Mrs. Wright's daughter-in-law.
While tin-re Schneider entered and
walked up to Howard, offering toshake
hands and be friends. Howard re-
marked that he was n; no hurry, and
v.hen ready to be friends would say so.
The retort led to angry words, and the
men came to blows. Howard pulled a
pair of steel knuckles from his pocket
and aimed a l>lo\v at Schneider,
who is a man twice his size.
Schneider pulled a 38-caliber revolver
from his pocket aiul fired at Howard.
Fortunately, at the instant the shot was
lired, Howard was stooping, and the
bullet struck him behind the left ear
and passed upwards through the scalp,
coming out two inches from where it
entered. Police othcers. attracted by
the pistol shot, rushed into the house,
aud placed both men under arrest.
They were conveyed to police head-
quarters, where Schneider was charged
with assault with intent to kill and
Howard with carrying concealed
weapons. Schneider absolutely refused
to make any statement as to the shoot-
Ing, while Howard gave some particu-
lars, but flenied that he had struck
Schneider with the steel knuckles.
Assistant City Physician Hanley
was called to dress Howard's
wounds, and while the doctor was at
work the fellow acted in a most abusive
manner, accusing the doctor of hurting
him willfully. When his wounds were
finally dressed and bandaged ln» glared
viciously at the doctar, and walked off
without a word of thanks for the atten-
tion bestowed upon him. Both men
willbe arraigned in the municipal court
to-morrow morning.

IMPORTANT LITIGATION

Figures Largely in the BigCalen-
dar or the Appellate Court.

Yesterday was the last day for filing
notices oftrial in the supreme court for
the October term, which begins Oct. 3.
There willbe three more days for filing

returns on appeal and notes of issue to
get the cases oil the calendar. The cal-
endar promises to be unusually large,
and it willbe illustrated by several very
important trials. One of the principal
cases, and one that has excited a deal of
attention, is the matter of the appeal
from the judge or probate of Ramsey
county in tho case of Stina Johnson
against Lawrence L.Harrison. This is
the litigation ovei the vast estate of
Mary 13. Harrison, and it comes
up from the district court on an appeal
from the decision given by Judge Otis.
He held that the law is unconstitutional.
The decision relates that the act
as amended in 1889 provides, among
other things, that the surviving widow
or husband should take the fee instead
ofa life estate in the homestead.

Then itis held, that the act is uncon-
stitutional because of the fact that the
title does not properly express the sub-
ject matter. "
In this case the probate court passed

the homestead inlee to the husband as
the act attempts to legislate.

Then there are several important
damage suits to come up, and a vast
amount of litigation, includiui several
connected with the old Northwestern
Car company's failure.

D. Marx &Son. wholesale jewelry and
plated ware, is another big concern now
ready to open business here. Their in-
vestment willamount to something like
5150,000. The fact that these firms are
already located is vouched for by Dun
&Co., who state that foui» other con-
cerns willbe operating in different lines
of jobbing within the time stated above.
These latter will invest STMMXX). The
establishment of these houses is a direct
result of the magnificent crop. Their
location here has not been the result of
any negotiations with the manufact-
urers' association. It is extremely
doubtful whether Secretary l'helps, of
that very laudable if leisurely institu-
tion, is aware of their advent. The
men responsible lor these

New i:inbark;ii.ons

have recognized the field existing, and
have helled itmethodically and quietly,
without asking bonuses or aid of any
sort Now as to the affairs of the old-
established houses. Lindeke, Warner
&Schurmeier, Finch, Van Slyck, Young
& Co., and in fact all the dry goods peo-
ple, speak of a satisfactory ease in tlie
collection of old bills. Accounts that
have been outstanding for years are
now coming in. Current collec-
tions are not very lively yet. As
a matter of laet, it willbe about ninety
days from date before the effect of the
crop becomes fully apparent inthe way
of collections. Dun says the September
jobbing trade will be heavier thau that
of August by 15 per cent. As already
stated, the August trade was the heav-
iest ever handled by St. Paul jobbers.
Wheat is not being held in the North-
west except inasmuch as is due to tho
general desire to complete fall plowing
before hauling to market. In addition,
it has taken nearly twice as long to
harvest the crop as in any one of

Five Years Past.
Up In the northern part of Noith

Dakota the crop is one-thiri uncut.
Tliia is due ina great measure to the
shortage in farm hands. However,
with the prevailing fine weather no
great harm can be done other tiiau de-
lay in marketing the product. Harden-
bergii A Co. seem to be completely stock-
ing every harness dealer in Dakota and
Minnesota. Their trade isphenomenal,
as also is that of Scheffer &liossum.
In tlie staple lines, groceries, etc.,
Kelly & Co., Allen, Moon & Co. and
all the rest of them cannot
at preset compute the increase in their
business for September over that of
August. Itis simply wonderful, how-
ever, and botli the linns have hard work
to handle their trade. Sehiiek &Co.
are doing a tremendous trade. They
have no time to talk about it, but in
answer to the question, "Will you have
an increase over Aocpst,"a hurried an-
swer was given. "Yes, away ahead of
it."

There is prosperity everywhere pres-
ent and prospective. It is in the air,
and everyone is breathing it. The state-
ment made by Dun yesterday regard-
ins; the winter and spring trades is that
there will be one continual hum of
business from now to next May. An-
other such crop willplace St. Paul be-
yond the reach of dull times for a good
many years.
