TALKED OF TEMPIiES.

Dr. Smith's Interesting Disserta-
tion on "Westminster Abbey.

HRev. Dr. S. G. Smith delivered his
lecture on Westminster abbey for the
first time to a large and attentive audi-
fnce at the People's church last even-
iiie.

Westminster was con-
sidered at length, both historically and
artistically, and pictures of its exterior
»nd of famous portions of its interior
tfiownon the screen. The lecture is
»n unusually interesting one, and free
from statistical details. Dr. Smith has
evidently given his subject a great deal
pf study, and presents It in a popular
and interesting way.
