GERMAN METHODISTS

The Horthern Conference Fi-
nally Winds Up a Lengthy
Session.

New Staffs and Ccommittees
for the Ensuing Year An-
nounced.

Montana Too Distant to Be
Properly Cared for by
This Body.

The Various Pulpits as They
Will Be Filled for Next
Year.

The Northern German conference
loncludea its fifth annual meeting in
the Dayton’s bluff church yesterday at
1 o'clock. It was regarded asa highly
satisfactory review of the work of the
year. The announcements for next
year were made before adjournment.
About twenty changes were made in
the pastors of the churches. A number
had served five years, which, according
lo the rules of the conference, is the
limit of time that a minister can re-
main in one church. To provide suita-
ble places it was necessary to make
other changes. Among those who are
compelled to change their field ot labor
is Rev. A. H. Koerner, pastor of the
church where the conference has been
held. He has been with the church
five years, having beensentthere when
the church was but a yearold. As
showing the success of his work, it now
has a membership of 227. When the
work of the last session began yes-
terday the traunsfer of Max Dielerti
from the West German conference
was approved, and he was placed on the
list ¢f preachers. 'The reportof claims
on the conference showed: Claims,
B1,625; receipts, $852.35. J. C. Weide-
mann addressed the conference in be-
half of the orphan asylum at Berea, O.
Certificates of ordination as deacons of
William F. Eberhardt, Carl F. Bublitz
and George A. Jahn; and as elders of
Charles F. W. Krienke, Benjamin B.
Schlung, Edward H. Heins, Jacob C.
Pfeiffer., Geoge C. Rheintrank, Charles
H. Sauter, Jacob Durbahn, John L.
Nuelson were handed in by the bishop.
1t was ordered that the report of the
committee on orphan asylums be so
amended as to divide the cash money on
hand equally between Berea, O.,and
Warrenton, Mo., asylums.

It was ordered that £3Q out of the mis-
sionary money be paid to the confer-
ence secretary to publish the detailed
missionary reports. Bishon J. M. Fitz-
geral visited and addressed the confer—-
ence, particularly on the subject of ad-
mitting women as lay delegates. Bishop
Merrill briefly replied to Bishop Fitz-
gerald. A large number of reports
were read and adopted and consideravle
routine work transacted.

In Which Wires Must Be Buried—
Final Action Deferred.

The special committee appointed by
the council to consider the advisability
of having ali telephone and other wires
placed underground in the business
district of the city held its first meeting
yesterday afternoon in the] council
chambeg, Assemblyman Van Slyke

resided, and there were present

essrs. Sanborn, Oppenheim and Me-
Namee. City Attorney Lawler was also
present, the St. Pau! Gas Light com-

any being represented by B. F.

llison, the Northwestern Telephone
company by Superintendent Wainman,
and the police alarm system by Super-
intendent E. B, Birge. Mr. Ellison re-
quested that the meeting be adjourned
for a week, as Crowford Livingston, of
the gas light company, desired to lay
his views before the committee, but
would not be In St. Paul for a few days.
The committee decided to take no defi-
nite steps in the matter of removing
wires and poles until all interested par-
ties had been heard by the committee.

The committee then took up the ques-
tlon of defining the district in which it
was advisible to have the wires and

oles taken down, and adopted the fol-

owing list of streets as the boundary
lines:

Commencing on Third street at Broadway,
to Sixth street, to Kiitson street, to Eighth
street, to Walasha street, to Seventh street,
to Sixth street, to Fort street, to Third street,
and thence to Broadway.

Supt. Wainman, of the Northwestern
Telephone company, stated that the
pipes of the company were being rap-
idly piaced under ground, and by the
spring of next year all wires would be
buried in the district defined by the com-
mittee. City Engineer Rundlett re-
ported that conduits were laid on the
following streets;

National Svbway Company Conduits—East
side Jackson street, from Third to Seventh;
north side Seventh street. from Wabasha to
Broadway; north side Fourth street, from
Wabasha to Broadway: north side Fifth
street, from Wabasha to Broadway: east side
Wabasha street, from Third to Seventh; east
side Cedar street, from Third to Eighth,

Northwestern Telephone Exchange—East
side Liobert street, from Third to Seventh;
west side Minunesota, from Fifth to Sixth;
west side Cedar street. trom Second to Sev-
enth: east site Broadway. trom Third to
Seventh: south giae Fifth street, tfrom Cedar
to Broadway; west side Sibley street, from
Third to Seventh.

St. Paul City Railway Compahy—West side,
Chestnut street, from Seventh to Washing
ton; South side, Washington, from Chestnut
to Hill: South side, Iiill street, from Wash-
fugton to Third; South side, Third street,
from Hill to Wabasha; East side, W abasha,
from Third to Rica: North side, University,
from Rice to Wheeler: North side, kifth
street. from Wabasha to Broadway; West
side, Broadway, from Fifth to Tenth: East
side, Broadway, from Tenth to Grove; center
of Tenth street. from Broadwey to Grove;
northwest of Lafayette. from Grove to Col-
lins; north of Collins, from Otsego to Burr;
west of Wabasha street, from Third to Delos.

‘T'he committec then adjourned antil
Wednesday evening, Oct. 7, at 7:30,
when the companies interested will be
represented, and the best means of lay-
ing wires underground discussed.

UNIVERSITY EXTENSION.

Commitiees Busily Engaged in
Mapping Out the Pians.

The university extenslon cause prom-

ises even greater returns the coming

winter months than was realized last

year, although a vast amount of good

was accomplished then. A meet-
ing was held in Prof. Car-
man’s room at the high school

building last evening, at whieh there
were quite a number of local educators.
It was, more properly speaking, a con-
ference of the three committees that
have in charge the work of the univer-
sity extension, namely, the teachers’
association, the Academy of Science
and the alumna association.

The proposed courses of lectures
were discussed in a general way, and
the general lectures specifically were
referred to the appropriate committees
to be marked out in detail. For in-
stance, the matter of the lectures of
Prof. Gjertson on “Pedagogy” was re-
ferred to the teachers’ association. Louis
H. Vincent’s lectures on **American
literature were referred to the college
alumnae, while the more scientific
themes were referred to tbe academy of
science. Among these is ranked Miss
Peck’s Grecian antiquities.

The expenses of the course are only
met in part by the nominal fee charzed
the members of the classes. Therefore
it has been found necessary to seek
financial aid outside. and the commit-
tees having the matter in hand report
flattering encouragement from philan-
thropie citizens of means.

OWNERS MUST REPAIR.

Board of Public Works Takes
Radical Action on Defective
Sidewalks.

The board of public works held a
regular meeting yesterdav and took an
important step in the matter of compel-
linz property owners to repair defective
sidewalks. The board instructed the
city engineer to fence in all dangerous
sidewalks on the south side of Sher-
burne avenue, between Rice and Marion
streets, and on the east sideof Kent
street, north of Laurel avenue.
The board will consider the advisability
of issuing a general order to the en-
gineer to fence in all dangerous side-
walks in any part of the city. Assess-
ments were confirmed for grading Fors-
ter street from Canton to Bay streets at
an expense of $318.75, Terrace Lane
from Floral to Lawton streets for
$183.80; alley in block 7, E. Rice’s sec-
ond addition, for $244; alley in C.
Weide’s subdivision of Block 35, Ar-
lington Hills addition, for £419.50; alley
in J. Weide’s subdivision of Dblock 27,
Arlington Hills addition, for £125.55;
for building a sewer on Iris place, from
Lynndhurst avenue east to the avenue
west, $175; a sewer on Margaret street,
from Arcade to Mendota street, for
§683.50: sewer on Case street, from
Forest to Cypress streets, for §761.

A DEMURRAGE COMPLAINT

Which the Commission Will In-
vestigate in Minneapolis To-Day.
The railroad and warehouse commis-

sion will go to Minneapolis to-day on a

mission of more than ordinary impor-

tance. They will meet a committee
from the grain dealers of the Flour

City to discuss “‘demurrage charges,”

Itis related that under anoid compact

or custom the rallway companies

charged only §1 for each day a car of

grain is unloaded in access of the
twenty-four hours allowed for the
work, but reeently the amount is

doubled. Complaint is lodged with the
board of commissioners and relief asked
from the $2 demurrages. 'The dealers
claim that it is excessive, but there are
two sides of the storr, however. The
railroads represent that to handle the
enormous ciop without a serious block-
ade, it is necessary that all available
cars be Kkept in constant service. 1f
dealers procrastinate and keep cars un-
necessarily loaded the shipping service
is crippled,and the $2 rate was.deter-
mined upon as the only feasible remedy.
It is claimed by the roads, furthermore,
that cars are worth a great deal more to
them than the amount assessed for
holding cars. A spirited session is
anticipated.

“The St. Anthony Elevator company a
short time since had its charterasa
public warehouse canceled, and the cor-
poration confined its operations to pri-
vate business. Yesterday the concern
made application to the board of rail-
road and warehouse commissioners for

systems.

Agent Hutchins was kept busy visiting,whi le
the secretary recorded the applications as
they were received. The society is asked for
clothing and fuel, and contributions were
recelved yesterday from a great many phil-
anthropic people of the city.

Mr. Lowry yesterday notified the delega-
tions of cidzens who were to wait on him on
behaif of residents at Hamline, Si. Anthony
Park and Lexington avenue and protest
against the proposed changes in street car
service that he first desired to confer with
the St. Paul officials upon the situation. The
conference therefore did not take place, but
Mr. Lowry came to St, Paul and held a con-
sultation with his officers. The meeting
will probably take place in the course of two
or three days.
