FOLITICS CREEPS IN.

Democrats Myst Let the Re-
publican Convention Move-
ment Alone.

Charles A. Pillsbury Makes a
Peculiar Statement About
the HMills.

There Was Almest a Row in
the Board of Education
Meeting.

Grain Men and Railroad Men
Discuss the Demurrage
Charges.

When the projeet to bring the na-
tional Republican convention to Min-
neapolis was first broachedl it was said
that there would be polities in it. There
seemed to be none. The Democrats
took hold with a will and have done all
in their power to help boom the idea.
T'hey have done fully as much as the
Republicans. They were glad to do it.
1t is coneeded on all hands that the con-
vention would be a good thing for Min-
neapolis,and the Democrats are as deep-
Iy interested in the developement of
Minneapolis as men of any other
shade of politics. But polities has
crept into the efforts to gev that conven-
tion. Thatbecame patent at the meet-
.ingz in the Union league yesterday att-
ernoon. The political phase of the mat-
ter is being dragged in by one or two
men. 'That sort of fecling is not gen-
eral in the committeex It amounts to a
difference of opinion merely so far.

This difference of opinion cropped
out at the meeting held Monday. When
the committee of three, Senator Wash-
burn, W. M. Regan and John Good-
now, was appoeinted to select a
general committee of fifty, it was
suggested that Capt. G. C. Merri-
man be put upon that committee
as 3 Democrat who had done a good deal
for the convention idea, SenatorWash-
burn said no. The committee should
be composed of Republicans solely be-
cause it would have to deal with Re-
publicans. Capt. Merriman indorsed
his view. So far the senator’s idea
seemed to be all right. Whelf=that
committee of three reported yesterday
the names of the committee of” fifty
selected by it, it was developed that
there had been a difference of opinion
in that small committee. There were

no names of Democrats among
the member of the commit-
tee of fifty. Several of the

gentlementhought that there should be
some prominent Democrats on  that
committee, since a good many of the
members of it would be merely honor-
ary members. The Democrats had
been called in to help in the raising of
money and would be called upon later
to help entertain the convention. Why
not put a few of them on the big com-
mittee? That was the idea of City At-
torney Russell, W. M. Regan and oth-
ers. They agreed with the sentiments
of Sepator Washburn expressed the day
before as to the advisability of sending
nonie but Republicans to see the na-
tional committee personally, but all the
fifty members of that committee would
not go to see the national committee.
The Democrats could do good work at
home and indirectly. Then, they said,
it would not look right to ignore the
Demoecrats in the appointment of this
big committee, and later to call upon
them to hustle after the convention has
been secured. Furthermore Mr. Rezan
said that several Democrats, including
Mayor Winston and F. G. Winston, had
done as much as any Republican and a
good deal more than some, to- forward
the movement to secure the convention.
Senator Washburn was not present yes-
terday, but his idea prevailed finally,
after a good deal of discussion, and the
report of the committee of three, nam-
ing the following geutlemen as a gen-
eral committee of fifty on convention,
was unanimously adopted:

TWO QUESTIONS.

They Were Put to C. A, Pillsbury
and Answered in a Way.

C. A. Pillsbury returned from Chieago
yesterday morning. While he was away
it was reported that he had gone down
there to see the head centersof the Cen-
tral Trafiic association in reference to
the discrimination in rates in operation
to the detriment of Minneapolis. Seen
yesterday he said that was not the ob-
ject of his visit at all. The Central Traf-
fic association does not deal with men
who are not connected with railroads.
1le went down to Chicago on business
connected with the burning of the Mil-
waukee elevator last Thursday. He is
president of the Empire Elevator com-
pany, the operators of that elevator.

Mr. Pillsbury’s reference to the burn-
ing of the elevator brought up another
question. relating to some sensational
utterances attributed to him just after
the fire last Thursday. It has been
said that he made the statement at that
time that if the fire had invaded the
milling district, as seemed probable at
one time, not 2 mill would have been
rebuilt; the owners would transfer
their business to either Duluth or to
Buffalo, N. Y.

“Weli. Idon’t know that I put it that
strong,” he answered, when asked if
he had expressed that opinion. *I may
have said something of that nature.”

Mr. Pillsbury did not deny that he
had said something of that sort. Even
that is significant as coming from the
representative miller of Miunneaplis.
Another question was put regarding
the rumored utterances of Mr. Pills-
bury.

“Have you stated that, if this dis-
crimination in freight rates be allowed
to continue, it will drive every flour
mill in Minneapolis to Duluth or Buf-
alo?”?

sWell,” Mr. Pillsbury replied to that,
“I know something that is gZoing on
now which I am not at liberty to make
public that renders it inadvisable to
rake up that discrimination question
again.” A

It would seem, from Mr. Pillsbury’s
reply, that there is something affecting
the welfare of Minneapolis now brew-
ing. 'The railrcads, the indications ares
are getting tozether. There is more
ab8ut the sequel to the recent howl
about discrimination than the public
has yet dreamed of.

Want a Receiver.

Judge Hooker made an order yester-
day, commanding the oflicers of the
Minneapolis Distilling company, to ap-
pear in court Saturday next and show
cause why a receiver should not be ap-
pointed, as asked for by the City Ele-
vator company. The petition declares
that the company is now and has been
for a long tume past insolvent and is

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making the Pioneer Fuel company and
the firm of Cooley & Vater prefered
creditors. ‘Tbe claim for the petitioner
is a little over £5,000, and the request is
made that a receiver be appointed to
take charge of al! of the unexempt
property of the company.

SOME LIVELINESS.

Members of the School Board
Have a Littie Row.

For a short time it looked as thouch
the meeting of the board of education
held vesterday afternoon would rival in
excitement one of the red-hot meetings
of the council, but the hveliness soon
subsided and that staid body feil back
into its usual tranquility. This unvsual
feature of the meeting was introduced
by John Norton, who, when the pay
rolls were submitted to be passed upon,
objected to them on the ground that the
name of a son of the foreman of build-
ings, Mr. Duncan, appeared. He said:

*1t has always been a rule of this
board that no relative of any of its mem-
bers shall hold any -position in the gift
of the board, and if that rule holds good
with members why not with the offi-
cials aud employes. I learn that Mr.
Dunean has appointed his son as his as-
sistant, and that the young man makes
contracts and gives orders. Now, as
Mr. Duncan has the control during the
course of the vear of many thousands
of dollars of this board’s funds, 1 objeet
strongly to having his son act as his as-
sistant,”

Mr. Jaeger suggested that this was
not a proper matter for the -board to
take up in open meeting at this time
and act upon without any investigation,
and moved that it be referred to the com-
mittee on buildings and supplies. In-
spector Norton insisted that it should
be taken up at once, stating that when
he found anything wrong pertaining to
the affairs of the board he proposed to
push an investigaiion, no matter who it
affected, even thouzh a member of the
board 1tself might be concerned.

At this point President Ankeny
turned to Foreman Duncan, who was
present, and said; “Mr. Duncan, is
this true?”

**No, sir, it is false,” replied Mr. Dun-
can.

**Have you an assistan{?”

“No, sir, 1 have not,”

Mr. Norton then turned to Mr. Dun-
can and said: **Do you mean to tell me
that your son does not carry an order
book and issue orders?”

“l do, sir,” replied the foreman.
“You carnot find me an order that he
has ever signed, and the statements you
lmlvc lll,lild(: here are all false, absolutely
false.

At this juneture Mr. Pratt said: “If
Mr. Norton chooses to press this matter
we will have all the circumstances of
the case entered into right here, but 1
think it would be better to refer it to
the committee.”

Presideut Ankeny stated that it could
hardly be referred to the cominittee, as
the question was upou the passage of
the bills ana pay rolls.

The budget, without the particular
pay roll in question, was then passed,
and later the objectionable pay roll was
passed without Mr. Norton’s vote.

It was decided to open the evening
schools, and a resolution to that effect
was adopted. The W. C, T. U. applied
for permission to establish a cooking
school 1n the basement of the Jacksen
school, offering to pay the cost of main-
tenance. Mr. Jaegzer moved that the
request be complied with, buat Messrs.
Norton, Gjertson and Ankeny objected,
and carried their point. A. Humphrey
appeared on behalf of the Southeast
Minneapolis Improvement association,
and called the atiention of the board to
the pour sanitary condition of the Mot-
ley school. He set forth that the
plumbing was very bad, and also that
ventilation was poor. The matter was
referred to the committee on buildiag,
with power to act.

The East =ile school question also
came up; ex-Ald. Comstock appeared
and made a strong argument in favor of
a change of boundaries, setting forth
th at tne Everett school was so crowded
that the children were obliged to sit
upon cedar Dblocks and use soap boxes
for desks. This was referred tothe
committee on schools,

Supt. Bradley’s report showed that
the attendance for the month had been
19,404, an increase of 2,099 over Sep-
temqer of last year. He referred to the
crowding of the scihool buildings caused
by this addition in the at'~dince and
the need of additional faci'iti:s, and
also reported the res gnatioa of five
teachers.

The se sion lasted so long that the
board postpuned a-tion looking to Clerk
Conger’s release. He will probably be
given a chance to resign anyhow.

DEMURRAG ¢ CHARGES,

Roilroad Men and Grain Men Be-
fore the Railroad Commission.
Yesterday afternoon the state rail-

road and warehousz commission met the

representatives of the railroads and the
committee from the Minneapolis Grain

Receivers’ association at the chamber

of commerce, to talk over the complaint

of the graln receivers, that the railroads
are charging™ too much demur-
rage through the Terminal Dis-
patch. General Superintendent Case
and Traffic Manager Moehler of
the Great Northern; General Super-
intendent Scott, of the Omaha; Chair-
man Dudgeon,of the Terminal Dispatch,
and others were there in the interest of
the railroads. Messrs. Pettit, Sammis
and Commons represented the grain re-
ceivers. Grain Inspector Clausen locked
after his own interests. First, Gen.

Becker read the letter that the railroad

commission had received from the grain

men, aud asked that the grain receiv-
ers state their grievances. F. R.
Pettit stated that the grain  men

wanted the commission to look into
two questions: Is the Terminal
Dispatch entitled to any demurrage
where grain is reinspected and the un-
loading is aelayed thereby? 1s the Ter-
minal Dispatch entitled to any demur-
rage when the grade of the grain is
changed by the reinspection.

Until a couple of weecks ago the rail-
roads charged the grain receivers $1 per
day where the grain was called out for
reinspection. Then the rate was raised
to $2. That occasioned the kick. This
demurrage comes out of the shipper of
the grain or the farmer. The grain
men think the advance in the
charge is unjust because the shipper
and the receiver are not responsible for
the delay caused by the reinspection.
The state inspectors are to blame for
that. Then Mr. Sammis raised the
further point for the consideration of
the comiission. If the Terminal Dis-
patch can charge demurrage, where
does the right to charge it end? If §2
can be charged, why not £ or $10?

The argument of the railroad men was
that they do not want to make money
by charging demurrage. They charge
it merely to expedite the unioading of
cars, so that they can send them back
into the country for more wheat. As
proof that that was the cause and the
effect of the raise in demurrage charges
they cited the fact that they have been
able to handle 160 cars more per day
since the raise was made. The demands
for reinspection have fallen off an aver-
age of ten cars per day since the ad-
vance was made.

Mr. Clausen 1ather sided with the
grain men. He said that his men work
extraordinarily hard to get wheat in-
spected soon after it lands in Minneap-
olis merely to help the railroads get the
cars out again quickly. Errors some-
times occur, but they are attributable
mainly to the haste with which the in-
spectors work. The grain men putin
tﬁat the advance in demurrage charges
would have the effect of making the
wheat inspectors work faster and con-
sequently make more mistakes. It

also has the effect of dissuad-
ing the receivers from de mand-
ing reinspection often when it

should be demanded, because the de-
murrage comes out of the pocket of the
shipper, and the commission man does
uot like to subject him to that expense.
In Chicago and Milwaunkee no chargegs
made for demurrage wucere the grade of

the grain is changed on reinspectiolk
The grain men think that sfould be ti;¢
rule here. The factions quarreled afl
the afternoon on these poiots. The
railroad commissioners said that there
was a 13. tter to be thought out in_all
that had beep said, They will consider
and report later.
