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CAME T0 HIS DEATH.

That Was All the Myrick In-
guest Found as Ver-
dict.

Bergman, the Man Who Did
the Killing, Refused to §j
Testify.
Charlss Mitchell, One of the
Injured Firemen, Died
Yesterday.

Invention of a Flax Puller-;
Interesting News From
the Courts.

The coroner’s jury in the case of
Howard Myrick finished taking testi-
mong at 5 o’clock yesterday afternoon,
and after about twenty minutes re-
turned a verdiet as follows:

That Howard Myrick came to his death by
reason of a fracture of the skull by a gate
stick, having been thrown at him by one
Charles Bergman on Sept. 29, 1801,

The early part of the afternoon was
devoted to the testimony of several of
the fellow-workmen of Bergman aud
Myrick, who told the particulars of the
quarrel and the striking of the boy by
Bergman, in substance as it has already
been related.

During the proceedings, Bergman. the
accused murderer, was brought in and
seated where he could hear all the testi-
mony, but he betrayed no particular in-
terest in what was going on about him.
1le sat beside Lars M. Rand, one of his
attorneys, and stared about the room,
while he idly twirled his hat in his
hands, his face showing not even the
slightest emotion of any kind.

Dr. Cary, who conducted the autopsy
upon Myrick, was placed upon the
stand and stated in detail the results of
his examination. He stated that he
found a slight Lruise or contusion on
the left side of the face between the ear
and the eye, but that the bruise was not
sufficiently severe to cause a black and
blue spot on the surface and that there
was no fracture of the bone beneath.
The princival wound was the fracture
of the skull just below the ear, which
showed a depression as though it had
been caused by a roundea protruding
surface. On being questioned, the doe-
tor stated that the fracture could not
have been caused by the head being
strock on a smooth, level floor. He did
not think it probable that the fracture
was caused by a fall of three feet, the
head striking on an elevated surface,
but said that it was possible.

He was questioned as to whether the
wound could have been caused by the
blow from the gate stick, and replied
that under certain conditions it zouid.
The gate stick, he said, was rather light,
but if thrown with great force and
striking with the small end it might
have caused the fracture without an
abrasion of the skin, as the boy’s hair
was very thick.

Wihen Dr. Cary had finished, Coroner
Byrnes called Charles Bergman to the
stand. Robert Jamieson, one of Berg-
man’s attorney’s, objected to having the
accused testify, stating that he did so
on the ground that it might tend to
criminate him. After a whispered con-
sultation with County Attorney Thian,
he turned to Bergman himseif and said:

“1 will ask you, Mr. Bergman, if you
refuse to testify?”’

Attorney Rand explained the question
to Bergman in Norwegian, and the lat-
ter replied that he would testify if they
wanted him to. Coroner Byrnes then
explained to Bergman through Attorney
Rand that he could not be required to
testify, and need not unless he so de-
sired. Bergman then stated that he
would not do so.

Dr. Orton, who assisted Dr. Cary in
the autopsy, was then questioned, but
his statements agreed in all important
points with that of Dr. Cary.

THE FIRST VICTIM,

Charles W. Mitchell Dies From
Injuries Received at the KEle-
vator Fire.

Despite the strong hopes to the con-
trary which have recently been devel-
oped, the great fire of Thursday week
has been attended by loss of life as well
as destruction of property. Charles W.
Mitchell, one of the brave fellows
who remained upon the roof of the
burning elevator sheds until the roo
itself fall in, and only jumped to save
themselves from being precipitated into
the raging furnace beneath, has paid
the penalty of his temerity with his life.
Mitehell’s death at this time is all the
greater shock to his friends, asonly
Wednesday night Dr. Quinby, his
physician, stated that he would
recover. When Mitchell was first
taken to St. Barnabas hospital,
on the day that he was injured,
physicians who examined him stated he
could not live, os his back was broken.
but that night he rallied, and during
the next day faint hopes of his recovery
were entertained. Since that time he
has apparently been improving steadily,
and Wednesday night Dr. Quinby stat-
ed that he would recover. Wednesday
evemng  Chief lunge and his
wife called, and found him
i the Dbest of  spirits and
118 recovery.
Yesterday morning at 7:28 the injured
man complained to his brother Tom
and Charhe Cragier, who were watch-
ing with him, that he felt considerable
aifficulty in breathing, and within two
minutes he had breathed his last. The
body was removed to Warner’s
undertaking establishment, and an
autopsy held yesterday afternoon
by Drs. Cary and Jones developed
the fact that death resulted from a clot
of blood on the brain. Chief Runge has
telegraphed to Mitchell’s widowed
mother at Calais, Me., for instructions
regarding the disposition of the re-
mains, and unless she expresses con-
trary wishes, the interment will be in
the lot of the Firemen’s Relief associa-
tion at Lakewood cemetery. Mitchell
carried a policy in the reliet association
in the name ot his sister Charlotte.

In accordance with the regulations of
the association, all the engine houses in
the city have been draped in black and
all fiags have been hung at half mast.
At headquarters these demonstrations
of mourning will be continued for thirty
days. and at all of the houses until after
the funeral.

Charles W. Mitchell, or *“Mitch,” as
everybody called him, belonged to Hook
and Ladder Truck No. 1, stationed at
department headquarters, Third avenue
north and Second street. He was a com-
paratively new man in the department,
having been appointed only last Decem-
ber. Previous to his regular appoint-
ment he had served at various sta-
tions as a substitute. Mitchell was thir-
tv-three years of age, unmarried and a
native of Calais, Me. His residence in
Minneapolis dates back about ten years.
Before entering the fire department he
was employed about the lumber mills,
generally as a lath sawyer. He also
worked driving logs on the river and in
the woods. itchell was a powerful
man and an athlete. He was large,
heavy, but exceptionally quick in his
movements, and he never shirked his
dutyv, no matter how dangerous. He
was popular among his associates, and
his death will be a severe blow to the
enure department.

PULLING FLAX.

It Will Not Have to Be Done by
Hand Any More.

A young Minneapolitan named Frank
L. Benjamin thinks that he bas solved
one of the problems that have stood in
the way of the development of the flax
industry in Minnesota. He has invent-
ed a flax puller that has been tested
and that has done good work. It is not

an experiment, for he has worked one
of the machines in the open field under
the natural conditions. It did its work
well and to the satisfaction of the in-
ventor, 3

In apoearance this flax puller is like
the reel of a harvester. Itis made to
take the place of the reel on the har-
vester when in operation. One of its
motions is the same as that of the
reel. The pulling arrangement consists
of a bar, corrugated to give ita firm
hold’ on the flax plant. that fits along
the lateral pieces on the reel. At a cer-
tain point in the revolution of tue reel
this bar which is held away from the
reel by a spring, drops down to the reel
arm, gathering a bunch of flax as it
falls. There it is caught by a teusion
spring that holds it firmiy against the
reel arm.  ‘The flax that has been gath-
ered by the bar in its fall is gripped be-
tween the bar and the reel arm proper,
and the ordinary werking of the reel
pulls the flax from the ground. As the
reel revolves still further, carrying the
flax with it over the apron of the har-
vester, the tension spring relaxes, the
bar holding the flax against the reel
arm drops away, and the flax falls on
the apron and bound up into a sheaf
the same as wheat. 1Itis simpie in op-
eration and eflective in execution. The
fibre of the flax is not injured. The
pulling machine can be attached to the
ordinary harvester, is made to be so at-
tached. It1sa great improvementover
the old system of pulling by hand.

THE WOMEN'S AUXILLIARY,

Dr. Locke Spoke to Them on
“Woman as a Citizen.”

The yearly field day of the women of
the Episcopal ehurch in this state was
vesterday. They met at Gethsemane
church, Minneapolis, at 9:30 in the
morning, when the communion was
celebrated, after which the meeting
was called to order. There were pres-
ent a large number of well known cler-
gymen, who had come to hear the
speeches. Rt. Rev. Bishops WWhipple
and Gilbert, Rev. Dr. J. Wright, C. D.
Andrews, W. C. Pope, J. Mills, A.
Jukes, C. Hixon, C. Moyses, A. Alexan-
der, J. J. Faude, F. R. Millspaugh, J.
Prosser, A. J. Graham, W. Holmes,
William Wilkinson and others were
among them. The Women’s auxilliary,
of which this is a part, is one of the
most influential organizations of the
church. It has branches in every dio-
cese ,and has raised millivns of dollars
andspread abroad aceurate information
in regard to the missionaries in every
part of the world. The principal speaker
was Rev. Dr. Lock, from Grace church,
Chicago, on *Woman as a Citlzen.” It
was a strong plea for the best possible
work woman can do for the state, not in
the turmoil of party strite, but in edu-
cation, in hospital work, in the home, in
the church. On the point of giving
women the ballot, he said:

“*Now, as a matter of right, I can see
no reason why any government might
not allow women to vote. They certainly
are quite as well able to grasp the mer-
its or the demerits of the questions of
the hour as the rank and file of men. It
is absurd to say that a wild Irishman, a
year or two in this country, knows one-
tenth as mueh about right and
wrong legisiation as nine out
of ten well educated American girlg.’

The speaker then went on to show’
that while this was so, there were grave
considerat ions as to whether the coun-
try would not lose very much more
than it would gain by permitting or en-
couraging the elective franchise by
women, showing that there were many
ways in which a woman could render
her eountry efficient service other than
by being hustlea in a crowd at a ballot

_box or shut up with recaleitrant jurors.

He was followed by Bishop Whipple.
His was an exquisite testimony to what
women have done for the “church in
Minnesota. The offering was taken,
and the secretary stated that the
money  raised in all was over
$600. Luncheon was then the order.

After that the ladies met for the pri-
vate session to take each their own par-
ish for the winter. Boxes of usetul
and, in some cases, elegant clothing
will be prepared and sent to the mis-
sionaries for personal use and distribu-
tion to needy cases. Last year $4,000
worth was sent from this diocesan
branch alone. The work done repre-
sents interest, personal service and
gifts. It helps out those to whom it is
sent in the most needy places. It is
not charity; itis sisterly help, and has
the gratitude of .every bishop of the
church.”  Mrs. Bronsen, of St. Paul, was
elected president; Mrs. Heetor Baxter,
Minneapolis, treasurer.

A S "RONG COMPLAINT.

David Klinefelter Alleges That He
Has Been Defrauded.

The Standard Menominie Brick com-
pany and Peter L. Simpson,Mary Cook,
Flora Cook, Ray Cook and Frank Cook
are made defendants in an action begun
by David Klinefelter, which may prove
more or less sensational before the end
is reached, inasmuch as he charges that
the plaintiffs engaged in a conspiracy
to defraud him. He asks that certain
stock, which he alleges fictitious, be de-
clared void and eanceled, and that there
be issued to him twenty shares of
good stock, worth $100 per share.
The name of the late Frank-
lin Cook 1is also DLrought into
the case in a very unpleasant maaner.
According to the complaint the com-
pany was organized in 1885 with a cap-
ital stock of 30,000, the incorporators
being the plaintiff, Franklin Cook and
Peter L. Stmpson. In order to “‘freeze
out” Klinefelter, Cook and Simpson 1n-
creased the capital stock to £100,000 and
sold it to outside parties without re-
celving an equivalent therefor, sold its
property at ruinous prices. 1ncurred
fictitious debts, all for the purpose of
making it appear that the company was
insolvent. Mr. Klinefelter further al-
leges that the defendants refuse to ac-
count to him for any of the money, and
also refuse to allow him to inspect the
company’s book. ‘The Cooks mentioned
are the heirs of Franklin Cook.

WHITALL IS WINNER.

Minneapolitans Do Not Pay Poll
Tax at Minnetonka.

People who spend the summer at
Lake Minnetonka are not liable to tax-
ation, as the authorities of Maplewood
argued some time ago, when they ar-
rested C. D.Whitall and several others
because they refused to pav their poll
tax or work it out on the road. This de-
cision was made in the eriminal braneh
of the district court yesterday. Mr.
Whitall, who acted for the entire party,
was put on trial with a jury of six, and
the fun began. The officious officials
were heard, and then Mr. Whitall was
put on the stand. He swore that his
regular residence was in Minneapolis,
and it was there he paid his realty tax.
Judge Canty then instrueted the jury to
bring in a verdict for the defendant, on
the ground that he was not a resident
of Maplewood, but of Minneapolis. It
is not probable that the case will go to
the higher court.

IT HAS BEGUN.

Fowler and His Wife Are Airing
Their Troubles in Court.

The somewhat spicy divorce suit of
Mrs. Arminda Fowler against Elmer G.
Fowler was put on trial before Judge
Pond yesterday afternoon. Mrs. Fow-
ler, a very pretty woman with black
hair and a sharp, clean cut face, was
accompanied by her young son, whose
head she stroked affectionately. Mr.
Fowler leaned back in his chair by the
side of his attorney and smiled sarcas-
tically whea his better half took the
stand. She swore that he had never
furnished her any money for buying
her clothing—that she had to mortgage
her own property to dress herself de-
cently. Then she took a new tack and
told how she nad “nearly sweat herself
to death over a hot stove preparinga
dinner which Elmer never came home
to eat.” Several times she began to
talk at a 400-words a minute gait and it
required all of, the eloquence of Judge
Pond and the two interested attorneys
to stop her. Once she began to tell how

her husband had taken dinner with an-
other woman, but this was choked off.
The case will be concluded to-day.

“Old Anse’s” howls the past few days
have not made much of an impression
on the other base ball men. Manager
Cushman, of the Milwaukee team, says
that Anson will make nothing by the
point he has raised about the double
games being played without the con-
sent of the directors, e says that two
of the games which the Chicago men
won from the Pittsburgs recently were
cases of robbery. Some of his men
were on the grounds and saw the steals.

Cuatting Down Expenses.

The park board has already begun to
reduce its running expenses, and as a
starter the committee on improvements
has decided to recommend a reduction
of four in the park police. which will
leave a force of ten men. Seventeen of
the park laborers will also fall victim
to this spasm ot retrenchment.

Supt. berry was instructed to ascer-
tain and report to the board why the
artesian well at Loring park has sud-
denly ceased to perform its functions,
and also prepare estimates of the cost
of deepening the channel of Minnehaha
creek at certain points.

It was reported that the street rail-
way company was cutting out the toEs
of trees on Minnehaha avenue to make
a passageway for its feed wires. Supt.
Berry was authorized to look into the
matter. Ie was also directed to seed
the Hebnepin avenue boulevard and
some of the smaller parks.

Plumbers at War.

In addition to its own troubles the
board of education has become involved
in a squabble between plumbers. Cody
& Hineline recently took a contract to
furnish 108 water closets for the various
schools for the sum of $9,500, it being
specified that the **Sanitas” closet should
be used. Then finding it impossible to
make satisfactory terms with the deal-
ersin this closat, Cody & Hineline in-
fluenced the board to accent the Sym-
phonia closet at £0,000. T'ne representa-
tive of the **Sanitas” concern came to
this city from Boston and made a com-
plaint to the building committee of the
board urging that the contractors be re-
quired to furnish the “Sanitas’ closet
as first agreed, and Cody & Hineline
replied charging the Sanitas firm with
unfair treatment. The committee de-
cided to let the Symphonia closet be
used.

Plenty of Room.

There has been some question raised
as to whether sufficient hotel accommo-
dations could be found in case the na-
tional Republican convention could be
secured for Minneapolis, and to set all
doubts at rest some of the promot-
ers of the scheme have been making
a few estimates. It is claimed that
a conservative estimate places the com-
bined capacity of the hotels and board-
ing houses of St. Paul and Minneapolis
at 47,765 guests, without taking into
consideration any of the expedients
which may be resorted to in case in-
creased accommodations are demanded,

1t is claimed that on one month’s
notice Minneapolis could provide ac-
commodations for 40,000 visitors with-
out calling upon St. Paul at all.

A change will soon t:\lse place in the
commandof the Minneapolis recruiting
station for the United States army. The
papers reiieving Lient. H. E. Robinson,
the present recruiting cfficer, will ar-
rive within a day or two, and he will
then leave for the East to enjoy a fur-
lough of thirty days, after which he
will rejoin his regiment, the Fourth in-
fantry, at Spokane Falls, Wash. Lieut.
Robinson will be succeeded by Capt.
Charles B. Hinton, of the Eighteenth
infantry, who has been in the service
since 1867,

A FLORIDA LAKE GONE.

Dry Land Where Steamboats Ran
and Alligators Swished Their
Tails.

A very curious spectacle was to be
seen on the outskirts of Gainesville last
week, says a letter from that Florida
town to the Atlanta Constitution. Ala-
chua lake, a sheet of water from ten to
fifteen miles in length, and covering
some 40,000 acres of land, is no more.
On its banks were lying thousands of
dead fish: dead alligators floated ghast-
ly in pools of black water, and the at-
mosphere was heavy with noxious gases.
Men and boys were there in throngs,
crowding around the pools left by the
receding waters., and with hoes and
rakes dragging to shore hundreds of
fish which had sought their depths for
refuge. The waters were fairly alive
with their struggles for existence.
__Except for a small stream known as
Payne’s ereek, flowing from Newman’s
lake into the Sink, the two main basins
of the Sink, and a few stagnaut pools,
“no water is now to be seen where a few
years ago steamers were plowing their
way. This is the second time since
1823 that a similar occurrence has taken
place. At that time, the earliest year
in which there is any record of that
part of the country, the bed of the lake
was a large prairie, Payne’s prairie,
having in it a body of water cailed the
Sink and a small creek. In 1868 heavy
raius filled up the prairie, but the water
disappeared after a short time, and the
prairie was again dry land. In 1873,
after a series of heavy rains, the Sink
overflowed and the creek swelled to the
dimensions of a lake. During several

ears the water increased till a larger
ake was formed, and for fully fifteen
years suflicient depth of water stood
over the prairie to allow of small steam-
ers.

During the last two years, however,
the waters have been gradually lower-
ing, aud about three weeks ago they
commenced going down with surprising
rapidity, the lake falling about eight
feet in ten days, until now nothing is
left of Alachua lake but the memory of
it. The Sink is considered the cause of
this change. There is evidently an un-
derground passage connected with it,
and for some reason not understood this
underground passage has been acting
as a drain until all the water in the lake
has been drawn off.

Here, in the early part of the century.
says the Florida Times-Union, Indians
used to camp vearly and feast on the
oranges, principally the Dbitter-sweet
and sour, large quantities of which
grew on the bank above the Sink. The
Juice of the sour orange was largely
used in fever and malarial troubles,
and the red men brought the sick long
distances that its healing virtues might
be freely tried. There is a legand of
two warriors who, disputing over a
dusky maiden of the tribe, struggled
fiercely in a hand-to-hand eombat on the
edge of the Sink, and finally fell in,
only to be drawn down by the treacher-
ous waters into the suckhole, from
whence they floated through the sub-
terranean channels. and later, locked in
each other’s arms, were found in the
waters of the St. Johns.

Near center of the Sink rises a mass
of rock, porous limestone, honeyvcombed
with fissures, and in its middle portion
a hole in which a man could stand up-
right. Not a particle of soil is upon or
around it, and yet vines and ferns flour-
ish, and at its peak a stunted hackberry
tree throws out a sparse foliage. Years
ago Prof. Agassiz,visiting the spot with
a local scientist, remarked: *“In that
rock you see the foundation on which
Florida rests; as the action of the water
wears one fissure through into another
new underground channels are formed,
streams are diverted from their course,
and masses of earth fall in—hence the
sinks, mysterious rivers, ete.”

BONELESS CHILD OF GEORGIA.

A Curious Freak of Nature Said to
Exist Near Athens.

Athens (Ga.) Banner: There is in the
State of Georgia to-day a child eleven
years old, but very little larger than
when it was born, and without a bone
in its entire body.

A citizen of Athens telis us this and
he is a gentleman of undoubted veracity.
The names of the parents and the place
where they reside are not given, as they
are sensitive upon the subject.

This eurious freak of nature issug-
gested at present by a story going the
rounds of the press concerning a woman
in New York gradually becoming ossi-
fied. She noticed the ends of her fin-
gers becoming stiffened, and one day
knocked one of her fingers against a ta-
Lle and broke off the end joint. It was
a solid bone and very brittle. Her nose
and feet are now turning to bone.

On the other hand, here is a human
being without a bone in its body. If
the former is a curiosity, what must be
this iatter?

‘The child in question was born with-
out any bones in its body, and has lived
until 1t is eleven years old. It has
pever grown to any appreciable size,
and although eleven years old, is not
much larger than it was when born. It
has never talked, and, consequently,
takes no notice of its surroundings.

Necessarily, it is a hard thing to keep
it alive, but its parents are very devoted
to it, and some one stays by it con-
stantly to feed it on milk and water. 1t
isnzcessary to give it milk or water al-
most every fifteen minutes.

Strange to say, the mother is more de-
voted to it than any of her other chil-
dren, and says she would rather give
any of them up than this one. If this
child were to die, she says, it would
land her in the asylum,

For years and vears she has set by its
bedside, and her mind has been so con-
stantly upon it that she would go crazy
if it were taken from her.

The child gives no evidence of ever
growing any larger than it 1s now.

This is vouched for as the truth, the
whole truth and nothing but the truth,
and the gentleman who told this knows
the name of the parents and where they
live. .
