Decision of Chairman Walker

on a Famous Traffic
Agreement.

New Class Rates Established
on Traffic From Cairo to

St. Paul.

Joint Rate Committee Divis-
ions Ignored bySeveral of

the Roads.

Gould May Be Deposed From
Missouri Pacific— Random

Rail Notes.

Cuir.vGo, Oct. 6.—Chairman Walker
of the bonrd of commissioners of the
Western Traffic association, has pro-
nnilirated a decision that is ol consider-
able interest as bearing upon (liefamous
traffic agreement between the Union
Pacific and the Chicago &Northwestern
roads. The division formerly in use
upon freight delivered by the Union
Pacific to its Eastern connections al-
lowed to the lines east of the Missouri
river 2?> 5-10 per cent of the through rate
on shipments of general merchandise
from Helena and other Montana points
to Chicago. At the same time there
there was in use inshipments of bullion
ore and copper matter a special division
of10 0-10 per cent to the same lines in
accordance witha clause of the old tri-
partite agreement.

After the contract between the Union
Tactic and the Northwestern, the di-
vision on merchandise from Montana
points allowed to the latter road was 22
per cent. The competitors of the North-
western were subsequently authorized
to nieet this com) etition. The old per-
centage of 1!) 0-10 per cent was con-
tinued on bullion, ore and matte, but
recently all the Eastern connections of
tne Union Pacific, including the North-
western, made the claim that the di-
vision of 22 per cent should control on
this as well as on other traffic. Chair-
man Midgeley, of the Western Freight
association, concurred in this view, and
inJune the Union Pacific issued a cir-
cularcanceling all through rate arrange-
ments with connecting lines on bullion
and ore and charging full rates to the
Missouri river.

The commissioners now decide that
the attempted discontinuance ofthrough
billing by means of a notice to agents
was unwarranted, and then peremptor-
ilyorder the Union Pacilic to resume
the through billing of freight offered
for shipment under the through tariff.
The differcuoe between the Union
Pacific and its connections respecting
divisions is a question which antedates
the organization of the Western Traffic
association, and for that reason the
commissioners decline topass upon it,
not being satisfied that they have the
authority todo so.

New Class Tariffs and Aibitraries
Established.

Chicago, Oct. G.—A decision issued
to-day by the commissioners of the
Western Traffic association establishes
the followingclass rates from Cairo and
Evausrille to St. Paul: First class, SO;
Sicoiid. 65; third, 52; fourth, 88; fifth,
28; class "A,"88; class "B," 2(i; class
-C," 22: class "D,"I1.): class "E,:> 17.

The following arbitraries on com-
mouiiics in carloads are.also established
from Cairo to &t.Paul over the rates
from .St. Louis to St. Paul: Pig iron, 50
cents per gross ton; lumber, 3 cents per
100 pounds; fruits, 6 cents per 100
pounds; vegetables, 5 cents per 100
pounds. These rates willalso apply
from Evansville as proportionate tariff
on through traffic from points south of
Kentucky and Virginia.

Inthe matter of the application fora readjustment of the tariff of rates
from St. Louis to St. Paul, the commis-
sioners do not think it necessary to act
at the present lime.

Chicago, Oct 6.-Chairmen Blanch-
aid, Goddard, Midgeiey and Walker
have just received the greatest set-back
they have ever had. The Lake Shore,
Michigan Centra!. Pennsylvania and
Erie have refused as absolutely as the
Burlington to enforce their order reduc-
ing divisions over the Illinois, Indiana
&lowa. Non-connecting lines declare
that tiie Illinois, Indiana & lowa buys
its immense traffic with the almost
double divisions it receives, and ihat
they willdrive itout of business if it
co>ts millions and breaks up existing
associations.
