Presbyterians Vehemently
Oppose Sunday Opening"

of World's Fair.

The Faithful Will Be Asked
to Boycott the Great Ex-

position

If the Directors Should Dare
to Desecrate the Lord's

Day.

Duluth Selected for the Next
Meeting*—Routine of the

Synod.

Yesterday's sessions of.the "Minnesota
Presbyterian synod were business-like,
though enlivened by spirited discussions
on matters relative .to the moral tone
outside of church circles. Key. Clarence
G. Reynolds, ofSt.Paul, proposed a res-
olution in the nature of boycotting the
Columbian exposition incase it was de-
cided toopen its doors on Sunday. The
introduction of a resolution of that kind
tested the temper of the clerical body,
and after its reading 'a considerable
number of gentlemen arose and claimed
the right to discuss the proposed meas-
ure.

Elder W. S. Wilson, of the House of
Hope church, said such a resolution was
not unexpected, and he had anticipated
a variance of views. He opposed the
theory of adopting merely perfunctory
resolutions, of which no notice would be
taken by persons intended to be reached.
The synod knew such resolutions to be
meaningless and therefore harmful. As
for himself lie should not lend his pres-
ence or sympathy to the- exposition if
opened on Sunday. lie believed that
every member ought to go on record as" pledged to keep away from Chicago, and
to use his influence to keep Christian
people away from the fair If the com-
mands of God and the precepts of the
church were outraged by Sunday open-
ing. The resolution was not compre-
hensive enough in his view. The church
Is strong enough if exerted over the
Christian people to cause them to give
such Sabbath breaking the cold shoulder
and close the gates, not only on Sun-
day, but entirely for lack of patronage.

Dr.Ringwald, of Duluth, expressed
views at variance with Elder "Wilson. j
His theory is that the people would be
better employed in walking about the
exposition buildings than in aimless
wanderings about the streets of
a city like Chicago. The sev-
eral phases should be considered
for the purpose ofascertaining in which
way God might best be served. Itmay
be possible that Sunday opening would
be less harmful than the alternative.

The discussion was general and
showed that a large majority favored
Sunday closing, while a minority
favored leaving the question to the con-
sciences of the people. A number
favored amending the resolutions so as
to request the Minnesota commissioners
to

Cover Up tiie Exhibits
-

of the state on Sunday. Several amend-
ments proposed drew out renewed dis-
cussion. The matter was under dis-
cussion when the noon recess time came
and was renewed at the afternoon ses-
sion. The result was the adoption of
resolutions as amended to read as fol-
lows:

Whereas, There is reason to fear the board
of directors and commissioners the world's
Columbian exposition may be induced to
open the gates on the Lord's day; and,

\\ hereas. Such an act would be in violation
of the Christian sentiment as well as the
"customs and laws of the American people;"
therefore "_\u25a0____ ""___"fe

Resolved, First—That we as a synod rep-
resenting the Presbyterian churches in the
slate Of .Minnesota (irmly and solemnly pro-
test i.gainst such iiroeeediujf, and call upon
the management speedily to determine the
question.

Resolved, Second— That if the remon-
strance of the law-abiding citizens •and
Christian church throughout the United
States against the proposed opening of the
Columbian exposition on Sunday lie un-
heeded, we may deem it our duty tb discour-
age the Presbyterian people of "the state of
Minnesota from contributing in any way to
its success either by their presence" or their
exhibits.
lisolved. Third— our state committee

of the Columbian exposition be requested to
use their influence to secure the closing of
the exposition on the Sabbath, and, in case
these efforts fail, that the Minnesota com-
missioners be requested to close the depart-
ments of the Minnesota exhibits on the Sab-
bath, and that our stated clerk be directed to
forward the entire action on this subject to
said commissioners.

Down to Routine.

A fair amount of routine business was
disposed of during the day.

The stan dint* committee on publica-
tion and Sabbath school work for 1691
reported recommendations as follows:

First—That the synod approve the plan
suggested by the state missionary looking to
a Synodical Sabbath school convention to be
held about the time of the next general as
sembly, when the services of Rev. Dr. War-
den and others may be had.

Second— That it is the conviction of the
synod lhat if publications for the Sabbath
school could be furnished in the Scandina-
vian,languages, it would greatly facilitate
work in that class.

The report was adopted.
The report of the committee on church

extension was read, showing aid given
churches erected and incourse of con-
struction. The report of the synodical
superintendent was submitted, and Rev.
Adams, 1). D.. of South Dakota, the
synodical missionary, spoke at length
on needs of the church inmission work.
Resolutions ofrespect to the memory of
Elder 11. P. Van (Jleve, of Minneapolis,
deceased, were adopted. Rev. Jacob
Kolkspoke of the work of. the German
paper published by him and distributed
among German Presbyterians.

[daries reported, through Rev. H. Pres-

Duluth was
selected. Itwas decided next year's
meeting shall be held the second Tues-
day in November.

A statement was

made during the

session that the senior students who
broke away from Macalester had been
refused admission in Forest Lake col-
lege; 111. They appeared at the college
as conditioned, but would not be allowed
to enter unless they passed the entrance
examination.

The synod adjourned after passing
the customary votes of thanks.

A NEW GONG.

Fire Commissioners Pass Upon a
Variety ofSubjects.

The board of fire commissioners met
inregular session last evening at fire
headquarters. Vice President Freeman'
occupying the chair. Messrs. Prender-
gast, Mitsch and Martin were appointed
a special cemmittee to* carry out the
sale of chemical engine No. 5 to the vil-
lage of Wheaton for 31,300, the same to
be paid for in orders on the village
treasury. Chief Jackson was instructed
to send the chemical engine to Wheaton,
and also detail a member of the depart-
ment to instruct the firemen in that vil-
lage how to use the apparatus.

The committee on monuments was
instructed to have the necessary in-
scriptions placed upon the. monuments
in the firemen**' lots inOakland and Cal-
vary cemeteries.

Chief Jackson reported that all.hose*
in the department had been --tested, and
the faulty sections would be returned
to the manufacturers to be replaced in
accordance with the contracts. -The*
chief also reported that on Oct. 10 Box"
714 was pulled for a fire and only sent
in three rounds on the engine house
gongs, the last round failing tocome in.
C. E. Hughes, the new superintendent
of fire alarms, reported that he assumed

'

the duties of his office on Oct. 1. He
had *.tested .' all 'fire alarm boxes and
found them infirst-class working-order,*
except Box 249, which failed to work on
two mornings when being tested, -y

The Bonn Manufacturing company
sent a letter to the board, stating that j
the firealarm box put inat their works
at the expense of the company, repeat-
edly failed to work, and asked that the
board give attention to the matter. ,

Supt. Hughes explained that the box
had been repaired by an expert from
Omaha, where itwas made, and it was

; in Rood working order.
The letter was referred to the com-

mittee on machinery and the superin-
tendent of fire alarms. '

A most interesting exhibition of a
new patent fire alarm gong was given to
the board by C; A. Hoaglund, of the
firmof John H.Graham &Co., of New

: York. The gong is the same size as
those now inuse, but its features are
that every, time the foot-leveris pressed'
down twelve loud blows are struck on
the gong. £y keeping the lever at
work a -continuous Series of loud
blows are struck which can -be-
heard for a long distance. The gong
has. been adopted in a large number of
cities,; and assures '

for the fire depart-
ment an alarm which cannot -be mis-

taken by any one, not excepting elec- 1
trie car drivers. The gone was tested
by all the commissioners and gave
every satisfaction. The representative
of the Eastern firm offered to supply a
gong on trial for thirty days, and the
board ordered one on these terms. It
willbe placed on the chief's ;buggy to ,
be given a proper test. The mechanism
is very simple and cannot get out of
order. Inside the gong is 'a circular
iron wheel carrying . two

'
hammers.

When the lever is pressed down by the
foot a cog wheel causes the large wheel
to revolve and the hammers strike a
lug, which is cast on one side of the
gong itself.

IT IS VACATED.

Order Requiring Testimony Taken
in the Hall-Jamison Suit.

In the matter of the application of
Edwin H. Hall toperpetuate testimony.
Judge Egan has filed an order discharg-
ing the former order made directing
witnesses to appear before him. Ina
memorandum Judge Egan says: "The
argument was so ample, and the rea-
sons for the vacation of the order so
clearly set forth that the court deems it
unnecessary to specify the particular
grounds on which the order is vacated,,,
only generally stating that it is deemed
as the more conservative course in con-
struing the statute under which the pe-
tition was made and filed that the rules
of equity governing such- proceedings
should prevail." .

This is the case in which Mr. Hall
claims mineral leases to 120 acres of
land inSt. Louis county.estlmated to be
worth g1.000,000, alleging that certain
state officials schemed to defeat him in
entering the lands after they were pa-
tented to the state. He made applica-
tion to Judge Egan to take the depo-
sitions of (Joy. Merriam and Auditor
Bierman and a number ofstate officials,
o that their testimony might be per-

petuated for use ina proposed action by
him to recover the 'ands.
IBJudge Baxter, attorney for Mr. Hall,
intimated at the argument on Saturday
that ifthe proceeding to take the testi-
mony didjiot hold good as then begun,
he would "filea new petition that he be-
lieved would stand the test of law.

STICK TO MONDAY.

Chamber of Commerce Solons Op-
posed to Innovations.

The members of the chamber of com-
merce .yesterday wrestled with the
question of changing the hour of meet-
ing. Some time ago a resolution was
proposed by E. D. Peet changing the
meeting day from Monday toWednes-
day. This resolution was favorably
passed upon by a committee. Itwas
stated by several members that to get a
larger attendance the weekly meeting

must be held on some other day than
Monday. A vote was taken— 3B for and
5 against. The resolution was lost, it
requiting a vote of forty-three of the
membership of the club to pass it. At
the suggestion of Gen. Sanborn the vote
was reconsidered and the resolution
tabled for the present. E. V. Smalley
announced the visit of Henry Vil-
lard, and it was decided to invite
him to address a meeting of the
chamber. District Attorney Hay.fur-
nished the chamber with information
respecting his investigation of the St.
Paul postoffice sice. The matter is now
being disposed of,and he assured the
chamber that he would make his report
to Washington as soon as possible, giv-
ing attention to itto the neglect of less
important matters ill his office.

TOLD BY ELiVERSON.

Bardsley's Predecessor Received
All Commissions.

Philadelphia, Pa., Oct. 12.— The
legislative committee investigating the
conduct of the offices of auditor general

and state treasurer by the present in-
cumbents met here to-day. Col. Clay-
ton McMichael, editor ami proprietor of
the North American, and Charles E.
Warburlon, editor and proprietor of the
Evening Telegraph, were examined re-
specting commissions paid for the ad-
vertisement in their respective papers
of the state mercantile tax list Both

Igentlemen admitted having paid com-
imissions, but that no commission was
paid, either directly or indirectly to
their knowledge, to any city or state
official. Their refusal to name the per-
son; to whom the commission was paid
was, they explained, because of a de-
sire .to protect their private business
affairs. They said they gave commis-
sions for various classes of advertising
'at all times.

When James Elverson, president of
the Inquirer Publishing company, took
the stand, he stated, in reply to" ques-
tions, that the person to whom he paid
the commissions was Frank F. Bell,ex-
city treasurer of Philadelphia, with
whom he (Mr.Elverson) had made the
contract tor the advertising in his paper
of the mercantile tax list. «

Ex-City Treasurer Bell,;who was in
the room, in', reply to questions, ac-
knowledged having made the contracts
with the proprietors of the several
newspapers for the advertisement in
their journals of the mercantile tax list,
and had received from them the com-
missions agreed upon. These commis-
sions he handed to John Bardsley, who
was then city treasurer. .

William F. McCully, of the Evening
Bulletin, and Robert J. Cook, of the
Press, testified to having paid the com-
missions to Bell, and the committee
then adjourned to meet at Harrisburg.

TESTING TYPESETTERS.

Opening of the Machine Contest—
Wide-Spread Interest.-

Chicago,. Oct. 12.— typesetting
