FLOUR GiTY EVENTS.
The Park Board Continues to

Grind Out Lots of Dis-
cord.

Nepotism Seems to Have Been
More General Than It

Should.

Suspicion Abroad That Sev-
eral People Shoot Wide

of the Truth.

The Parker Divorce Case Has
the Sensations Extracted

From It.

The animus ot the park board Investi-
gation is now as transparent as glass.
The story came out last nisht when
Supt. Berry was being examined by the
inquiringeoniiiiittee. The moving spirits
have been Commissioners Allen and
Dahn. The former has five relatives
on the pay roll of the board, and it
transpires his son, seventeen years old,
and incharge of the boats at Lake Har-
riot, only received $1.75 a day, whereas
the ambitious father thought he should
receive 12, despite the fact the previous
year a man did the vvork for f1.50 a day.

Commissioner Dahn, it transpires,
recommended a constituent to the super-
intendent for a position, also at Lake
Harriet. The man was given employ-
ment, but he was not faithful. While a
watchman ho persisted in taking his
siestas with a degree ot regularity be-
neath the overspreading boughs of the
classic oaks. The superintendent dis-
missed him from service. That is the
secret of the opposition to Supt. Berry
from these two quartets.

The investigation was continued to a
late hour last night. Desultory testi-
mony was given by one Bishop.who had
been an employe of the board. He was
an eye witness. :uid he volunteered sev-
eral days ::ro tho startling Intelligence
that he could prove that Supt. Berry's
son owned six teams that had been in
the employ of the board. Bnt he had
no proof further than that he had
"heard so," and he "never supposed it
was a secret."

A.G. Berry, the son against whom
the multifarious plaints are recorded,
was also a witness last night. He testi-
fied that he only owned two of the
teams in dispute— two out of the seven-
ty-liveand 100 teams that have been in
the employ of the board at a time. Mrs.
White owns five of the teams, although
only lour are now employed. He is the
assistant superintendent^ and his pay is
only $H a day. Besides this, he is only
given employment six months in the
year. He found itimpossible to subsist
on his salary alone, and bought two
teams to sprinkle, and they are docked
for rainy days.

Supt. Berry's testimony was most in-
teresting, from the fnct that Connnis-
rioner Dahu gave him a scathing ex-
amination. There was the matter of the
skating rink privilege at Loring park,
and the hay that was sold from Lake of
the Isles, and alleged special permits
issued to men to drive on the boule-
vards. The scheme was utterly ex-
ploded, however.

Mr. Berry testified that when became
here, six years ago, the board was pay-
ing a man 6250 each winter to take care
of the skating rink and giving him all
privileges. The man made the people

—
generally children— who came there
pay for cheeking rights for all wraps,
and charged them for the use of skates
in addition. Mr. Berry thought that the
board could do better, and he urged
against making the children pay for
checking wraps. The board authorized
him to change the system, and the next
winter Mayor Ames got a man to take
charge and accent the perquisites as
compensation. This man happened
to be Mr. Berry's son-in-law,
a Mr. Hobart, and this worried Mr.
Dahn. But the children got free check-
ingpriviliges, only paying for the use
of skates, while the board saved the
?250 a year. There was no manage-
ment, and Mr. Hobart retired, accept-
ing a lucrative position in charire of the
Lakewood cemetery. Mr. Berry's son
took the rink and kept it open "to the
children, and all the remuneration he
received was the rental of skates, which
does not pay for the work and respect-
able wages. I

Mr. Dahn quoted the ordinance regu-
lating parks with a relish. Itprescribes
that all fees must be turifed over to the
secretary of the board. Mr. Berry ac-
corded it might be a good plan if the
board chose to hire men to care for tho
rink. But, he submitted, the board
would be out money in the speculation.

Then there was another little point
that a great deal has been said in cen-
sure of Supt. Berry. Last suinrner.when
the sprinkling cut owned by the Lake-
view cemetery broke jlown, Mr. Berry
loaned the association one that belongs
to the board, for which he charged no
rental. Mr. Berry explained that for
four years all the stone the board has-
had crushed has been done by the Lake-
wood Cemetery association's machine
free of charge. Not only that, but the
association hart delivered the crusher,
and, after the superintendent had fin-
ished using it, came after It again.
Furthermore the association donated to
the board thirty-seven acres of land for
park purposes. He didn't know its value
but Col. King's land next adjoining had
been estimated at $1,500 an acre. He
didn't reel like asking rental for the
sprinkler under the circumstances.
And about the hny, Mr. Berry sold it
for $25, more than any one else would
give for it, because of the restrictions
imposed. He would allow no team on
the land, and It had to be cut and
carried by hand to the street. Mr. Berry
denied that he had ever given any one a
permit to drive heavy teams on the
parkways except teams in the employ of
the board that had to haul materials
to the park. Mr. Berry said he had
never paid any attention to the owner-
ship of teams, but always made it a rule
to try and keep teams that aid the best
service. He often experienced great
difficulty inhiring teams, and had sent
as far as Anoka for them.

Mr.Dahn was astonished that a park
policeman had been given free rent in a
cottage at Minnehaha park, and thought
some one would be willing to rent it
and pay for it.

Mr. Berry returned that the police-
man was obliged to remain at the park
constantly, and the board had givenhim
the use of the cottage for the very rea-
sou that it didn't want strangers living
there.

Commissioner Dahn asked what the
man kept at Loring park to feed the
swans and ducks was paid. Mr. Berry
replied $1.75 a day. Mr.Dahn proposed
that a cheaper man could be secured,
whereupon he was informed tha.t this
man was a practical gardener, and has
fullcharge of the park, aud, in fact, is
worth more money.

THE PARKER CASE.

A. Divorce Suit Which Excites
Much Interest.

Atlast the Parker divorce case is on
trial. The case was called yesterday
morning, after hanging fire for over a
year. Innumerable motions have been
made, answers filed, and again supple-
mentary answers, uutil at last itlooked
as ifthe case would never come to trial.
The case is ou trial before Judge
Hooker, and is one of the most sensa-
tional that has been before the court in
this county for some time, and has at-
tracted much attention for nearly a year
past.

Yesterday mornlne all the parties
were promptly on hand, but It was
nearly noon before the case was fairly
started. The complaint includes almost
everything ever embodied inall other
similar cases ever heard in a divorce
court. The parties were married at

Cedar Falls, 10., Sept. 7, 1879, and are
twenty-nine and thirty-nine years of
ace. The fruit of their mairiage is one
little girl,now nine years old.

Before the jury was called Attorney
Oilman for the defense made a motion
to rile a supplementary answer, as he
had just learned that Mrs. Parker had
committed adultery with an unknown
man in the Guaranty Loan building in
December last. When court re-as-
sembled after lunch. Judge Hooker an-
nounced that he would allow a sup-
plementary answer to be tiled on the
payment of$150. Parker was unable to
do this, and so the answer was not filed.
Much difficulty was experienced in
securing a jury, as hardly a person can
be found who has not heard of this
famous case.

After a jury was finallysecure/f Judge
Hooker called the attorneys together for
consultation. The result was a sur-
prise to many present, as immediately
afterwards both parties withdrew the
charge ofadultery. The jury was then
dismissed, and so ended the first scene
in the final act of the great Parker
divorce case.

Mrs. Parker was the first witness
called. Her testimony proved decided-
ly spicy, and it was well the charge of
adultery had been dropped. She
stated that her husband was in the
habit of abusing and beating her. It
was by no means an uncommon thins;
for him to apply opprobrious terms to
her. The most serious trouble seems to
have occurred between the couple just
after their child was born. Mrs. Par-
ker testified that on one occasion before
she had tully recovered from the
effects of her confinement, \he
accused her of adultery, and claimed
that be was not the father of her child.
This so preyed upon her mind that she
was prostrated and suffered a relapse.
On many occasions he had threatened
to do her great bodily injury, and one
time asked her why she was not as well
developed as the Chapman eirl. He
claimed to have nude art with this girl
as his model.

Inthe cross-examination an attempt
was made to confuse the witness, but
no amount of questioning could change
her story in the least. Mrs. Parker was
still on the stand when court adjourned.

LEADS THK WORLD.

Minneapolis the Wheat Market
—

Chamber ofCommerce Annual.

At the annual meeting of the cham-
ber of commerce itwas the concensus
of opinion that the organization had
outgrown the present quarters and that
an extension must be provided in the
near future. The plan of adding a story
to the structure was suggested, the
whole floor to be used by the board and
the secretary's office. Then the present

'chamber could be converted Into of-
fices. President Greenleaf delivered
his annual address, in which he re-
viewed at great length the year
of phenominal prosperity in wheat
growing just closed.

"

He iter-
ated that '"the wheat receipts
in St. Louis were 15,683,000; Duluth,
17.121,093; Chicago, 24,707,790; New
York, 28.180,311; Minneapolis, 51.704,-
--055. These receipts have never been
equaled inone year by any city, and al-
most equal the combined receipts of
any two or more mentioned, and fully
substantiate our claim to the largest
wheat market of the world. The ship-
ments of wheat were 10,214,105 bushels,
and flour, 7,000,391 barrels. The exports
of flour from this country exceeded
those of any year during the past
twenty-two. The total value of the ex-
ports of flour exceeded the value of the
wheat by over $11,000,000. Until the
year 188S-89 the value of wheat exported
far exceeded that of flour. Were it
practicable to manufacture all the
wheat into flour before exporting, it is
easy to estimate the immense benefit
this country would derive, and we
should not depend upon foreign coun-
tries to regulate the price of wheat."
Itwas shown that there had been a

great increase in active membership
and the treasurer's books indicated "a
balance in the sinking fund of $83,000,
and in the treasury $7,509.G5. Since the
report was filed we have added to the
sinking fund $10,000, and stillhave a
balance of over $4,000 in the treasury.
Our bonds of $100,000 do «ot mature

.until 1894, and be ore July of this year
we shall have the entire amount in the
sinking fund."

Wife {To. 1 Recognized the Re-
mains ofHer Husband.

There seems to be no doubt that
Crosby was really Gindorff, and now the
complications increase in interesting
and exciting features.

Mrs. Bernard Gindorff, who bo sud-
denly appeared upon the theater of
action, as detailed in the Globe yester-
day, would not rest easily until she had
either confirmed her suspicion that the
late Benjamin J. Crosby, killed by the
street cars, was her husband, or set all
dount and anxiety at rest if she were
in error.

Of course there is an extraneous rea-
son for all this solicitude on the part of
Mrs. Gindorff. There is a rich damage
suit against the street railway company,
and, ifshe can maintain her alleged re-
lations to the deceased, wife No. 2, Mrs.
Dora Crosby, can have no interest in
the legal litigations that willensue.

The deserted wife, accompanied by
three or four men, drove ina carriage
to Hopkins, where the potter's field is
located, and the remains were ex-
bumecl.

Coroner Byrnes had issued a certifi-
cate of authority, and no opposition was
encountered. The body was uncov-
ered. The interment occurred some six
weeks ago, and the remains were In an
advanced state of decomposition. Still,
all the features were there, and Mrs.
Gindorff recognized her recreant hus-
baud. And the remains, moreover,
were fully Identified by the others
present.

This ends the controversy, and the
young girl who had been so cruelly,
wronged by caprice and faithlessness,
has no legal claim. Her marriage was
illicit, and she cannot recover on the
suit she had brought. Airs. (iindorff

willinstitute proceedings at once against
the street car company.

THE LAKECITYMYSTERY.

Detective Rica's Vigilance Is
Never Daunted by Failure.

Again the body of Fred B. Matthews"
has not been found. A few days ago a
body was found at Lake City and De-
tective Rice visited the place to iden-
tify,ifpossible, the corpse. lie did not
exhume it, but is willing to do so.
There were a lot of articles found upon
the body consisting of clothing, razor,
shoe brush and blacking, none of which
correspond with the outfit with which-
Matthews disappeared. Alady named
Mrs. Stan ton. at Lake City, her daugh-
ter and daughter-in-law, were consider-
ably excited last May by a man appar-
ently seventy- five years of age who ap-
peared among them with two bundles
containing wearing apparel and other
articles, who acted in a peculiar
manner, and then took his leave
and has not been Keen since.
One of them identified a photograph of
Matthews as that of the strange man;
the other two were not positive as to
that. Detective Rice believes that cer-
tain persons are seeking to discourage
any effort to discover the missing man's
whereabouts, but shrewdly refrains
from assigning any cause for such con-
duct. He willvisit Lake City again in
a few days, add proposes to unearth the
cadaver and the mystery.

FATALLYBURNED.

A Gasoline Stove Explodes With
Usual Results.

About 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon a
gasoline stove exploded in the kitchen
of the basement restaurant, 21Bridge
square, owned by James Peterson. The
cook, Annie Matson. who was standing
near it at the time, was badly burned.
Another girl was engaged in falling the
stove with gasoline. Miss Malson
rushed out the back door in flames.
Two boys, Frank Bums and Hugh Ben-
nett, heard the screams, and jumped
over the fence to her assistance. They
whipped out their porketknives and
commenced cutting her ciothes otf
while she lay on the ground. They
ripped the dress and even the saturated
and blazing stockings from her person.
Dr.Kelly was called, and found that
she was dangerously burned. The pa-
trol wagon took her to the city hospital.
At a late hour last night it was an-
nounced that she would not live until
morning.

Bled to Death.
Yesterday afternoon about 4 o'clock

A. J. Carlson, a middle-aged man,
while walking across the Milwaukee
railroad track at Twelfth avenue and
Fourth street south, fell prostrate to
the ground. He was picked up quickly
but blood flowed freely from his mouth
and he died In a few minutes. The
blood caused the cinders in which he
fell to adhere to his beard and he was a
sorry spectacle as he breathed his last.
Dr. lloi ton was In attendance and the
body was removed to Gleason & Mc-
Allister's undertaking establishment.
Deceased was a married man and lived
at 1313 Sixth street south. He had been
suffering withconsumption some time.
There willbe no post mortem" or in-
quest.

YON AUCO-VALLEYDEAD.
The German Ambassador Sinks

Under an Operation.
Beri.ix, Oct. lo.—Count Ludwig Yon

Arco-Valley, German minister to the
United States, is dead. Prof. Uerg-
inann pei formed au operation the count
Monday last, his stomach having for
some time past refused to receive all
food. The operation was not success-
ful. The brother and sister of the late
minister was present at his bedside
when he died.

Washington-. Oct. 15.—A dispatch
received here by Mr. Yon Mumin, sec-
retary of the German legation, and whohas been acting charge d' affairs during
the absence of Count yon Arco-Valley
InEurope, confirms the information that
the latter died as a consequence of an
operation performed on him Monday.

Count Ludwigyon Arco-Valley was in the
forty seventh year ofhis age at the time of
his death. He has three brothers, one ot
whom is in the diplomatic service, and two
sisters, one of whom is married to Lord
Acton, of England. The deceased minister
was in the Hed Cross association service dur-
ing the Franco-German wnr. While so en-
gaged he was captured by the enemy, andcame near being shot by them as a spy. butwas saved through the intervention of M.Thiers, afterwards president of the French
republic. Soon after the war he went into
the Bavarian diplomatic service, and was
secretary of the legation to the Vatican nt
Rome. Later he entered the imperial
German service as a diplomat, and
to IsTU was secretary of the lega-
tion at Vienna. During his incumbency ~ot
that office he married the actress Janisch, inconsequence ot which he left the diplomatic
service of the government. It was only a
shori space of time, however, before he sep-
arated from his wife, after which he wasag;iin received into favor by his government
and served «tdifferunt times as secretary of
the legations at Madrid, Paris and London,
also as secretary of the German embassy to
the king of Italy. After some service atHome, he was appoiuteu consul general toCa'.ro, Egypt, at which place he remainedeighteen months, until the spring of ISSS,
wheu he received the appointment of envoy
extraordinary and minister plenipotentiary
to the United Slates, which oflice he held at
the time ofhis death.

AREVEREND DECEIVER

Cats His Wind Breaks, Fools a
Parent, Marries Lovers.

Denver, Out. 15.—There is a great
sensation among church circles in this
city. Itis caused bycharges preferred
against Rev. J. T. Brandt, of the High-
land Christian church ofthis city, by a
Mrs. Miera, a wealthy Spanish lady, of
Santa Fe, N. M. It seems that
Charles Wagner, a business man of
Santa Fe. was very anxious to marry
the daughter of Mrs. Miera. But the
mothttr, whois a Catholic, objected on
the ground that Wagner was a divorced
man and could not be married by a
priest. She consented, however, to the
marriage ifa priest could be found who
would perform the ceremony. The
party came Ao Denver, and Wagner
called on Mr. Brandt. Itis alleged that
Brandt, for a consideration, agreed to
shave off his luxurious burnsides and
personate a priest. The deception was
made easy by the fact that Mrs.. Miera
does not understand English. Mr.
Brandt, who is very prominent inre-ligious circles here, was seen this after-
noon and admitted that he had per-
formed, the ceremony and assisted inde-
ceiving "the old woman," but says he
used the service of the Christian Church.

QUEBEC SCANDALS.

The Government Connected With
Bribery.

Quebec, Oct. 15—Nothing is talked
6f here but the royal commission. While
speculations as to the probable outcome
are .numerous, the Impression that the
lieutenant governor is going to turn out
the ministry is gaining ground, and a
general election is confidently talked of.
In fact. Ghille Carrier and other mem-
bers of the legislature will soon leave
for their respective cities to prepare for
the election. Armstrong, the railroad
contractor, was again on the stand this
morning and created a sensation. He
admitted having indorsed checks to
Pacaud and said that the arrangement
to pay Pacaud 8100.000 was made in
New York, and that the reason he made
itwas because Pacaud had great Influ-
ence with the government. Armstrong
also testified that Pacaud told him he
had to account for $100,000 to Mercier.
This directly connects the Quebec gov-
ernment with the transaction.

A PLACE OF TRAGEDIES.

Constantinople and Its Mysterious
Crimes.

New York Recorder.
Constantinople is the place par ex-

cellence for mysterious tragedies, and
incredible as itmay aDpear at the close
of this matter-of-fact ana nineteenth
century, great men of European repu-
tation are put out of the world almost
every day without attracting any un-
usual attention. The last victim has
been Ali Saib Pasha, minister of war.
who the day before his death had a long
interview with the Sultan, partaking of
several cups of coffee at the palace. A
Jew hours later he was found a corpse
at his own house. Some say that itwas
a case of suicide, but the latter is a
crime which is absolutely repulsive to
every true believer in the Prophet.
Others again say that he died of heart
disease, while the majority allege that
his death was due

*
either toa cup of

coffee or a bowstring:. He is but oue of
a number of prominent statesmen who
have thus come to an untimely end.

To this day no one knows what Has
become of Midhat Pasha, at one time
prime minister, and famed throughout
Europe as the most enlightened of
Oriental statesmen. The last heard of
him was that he had died an exile at
Mecca. An equal mystery surrounds
the present condition both of the ex-
Khedive Ismail of Egypt and the ex-
Sultan Murad. The death of botli has
frequently been rumored throughout
the city, while if they are alive their
fnte is but little better, for they are
close prisoners in the palaces which
have been allotted to them.

Grave doubt exists as to whether
Murad has ever been seriously insane,
and Itis popularly believed that he was
merely declared demented and incapa-
ble of governing, because the Sheik Ul
Islam, together with the Softas, were
convinced that he was about to inaug-
urate all kinds of Western reforms.
The present sultan's tenure of
the throne depends entirely on
the mental condition or his prede-
cessor. For If the Sheik UlIslam were
to declare to-morrow that Murad had re-
covered his senses, Abdul llanud's
prestige and authority, both spiritual
and temporal, would be at an end. Un-
der the circumstances it is scarelv sur-
prising that the sultan should look for-
ward with feeling ofrelrof to the event-
ualityofMarad's death.
