That we would warn the people
of the stute against the subtle encroach-
ments of the Roman Catholic church on the
integrity ol our public school system, and
th:it we protest against any action of boards
of education which shall even seem to give
the :'. lieschool to the sectarian use of the
l.'i man catholic church or of any church
whatever.

M.D. She is seventeen years old, and
her parents, Mr. and Mrs. W. A. Mor-gan, reside at Lakeland, Minn. .Shesaid that last week (Thursday) the boy
Jr.;.) fallen from an Icebox and
struck his head on a tin pail.
He had since caught cold in
the wound. The coroner found
that the skull had been fractured and
that negligence in attendance had
caused the boy's death. While telling"
her story to the coroner, how she had
iH'en neglected by her husband, Mrs.
Thompson incidentally related how a
tin-it had been committed by her hus-
baud at Valley City. He had stolen a
gold watch aud sent itto Mrs. Thomp-
Ron at Winona to dispose of, but she
had not yet done so. Itwas a gold filled
bunting case watch and was turnedover to the county attorney, who will
endeavor to turn itover to its rightful
owner.

Heard From.

peared the ascent ofMount .St. Elias hadueen attempted unsuccessfully. The par-
ty reached a height of 14,000 feet,leaving
1.000 feet yet to be surmounted.

HANDY WILL STAY.

One Director Only Favored Abol-
ishing His Bureau.

Chicago. Oct. 15.—"1f Ican keep
faith with the newspapers of the coun-
try, whose representative Iam, and the
exposition cdtnpa ny as well,1willstep
down and out," said Moses P. Handy,
chief of the department of publicity
and promotion of the world's fair to-
day. "Itis the opinion of several di-
rectors that the department of publicity
should be conducted insecrecy. Ifthis
is the spirit of the enterprise, then 1am
out place." Maj. Handy was speak-
ing in reference to the newspaper re-
ports that several members of the local
directory were dissatisfied with the
manner in which the department of
publicity and promotion was conducted,
and were going to attempt to have the
department abolished.

"There has been no complaint filed
against my department and Ihave no
idea there will be," said the major.
"Some weeks ago the directory desired
an investigating committee to look over
the work of each department and to

1make a report. Iwas glad of this, be-.
cause it,gave me an opportunity of
showing what my department was ac-
complishing. When Icame to Ohioago
to take hold of the work every director
impressed upon me the importance of
booming. the fair in the newspaper end'
and advertising it inevery way possi-
ble. Iflatter myself that no exposition
has ever been better attended to Inthis
regard, and 1mean to have ;the press
taken care of during the ex-
position. Finally, some of the men
who were most eager to scatter the
news broadcast at the start thought
that the newspapers were finding out
too much and wanted the fair run with
closed doors. lam not here to suppress
things, and ifthe fair should be run on
the star-chamber plan, lam out of my
place."

According to President Palmer, the
board of control will take no action
looking to the abolition of the depart-
ment. Only oue man onthe local di-
rectory was disposed to abolish Maj.
Handy's department. He has been in-
formed that the national board thinks
the department should continue. The
board of control met to-day and consid-
ered the director general's report on the
expenses.' departments, etc Work upon
the $5,000,000 loan billwillbe taken up
at the joint session of the boards of con-,
ference and control to-morrow.

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HEALY ON HiS METTLE
Parnell's Most Bitter Enemy

Opens His Guns on the
Minority.

In Sharp, Stinging Words He
Reproaches the Tribune's

Partisans.

Redmond and United Ireland
Enlist to Fig-ht to the

Bitter End.

The Pope Considers Himself a
Menaced Hostage—Euro-

pean Drift.

Dublin, Oct. 15.— A convention of
the Irish National federation was heia
at Cavan to-day. There were numer-
ous priests among the delegates. The
mepting was presided over by Timothy
M. Bealy, the member of parliament for
North Longford. In his preliminary
address he said that the members of the
Irish National party are not concerned
witheulogies over the dead, but the in-
terests of the living. Let the dead past
bury its dead. Mr. Parneli had gone to
his account, and those honoring his
services to the nation thought that the
best memorial would be to push on the
work upon which he was engaged be-
fore the clouds intervened between his
vision and tiie best goal of Ireland. Her
real sons were not afraid to face public
clamor.

Whatever happened he would never
apologize for doing what he could
against Parnell when he found that the
country's interest demanded ParnelPb
retirement from the leadership of the
majority. He hoped that dissensions
would be interred in his grave. The
note for renewed war came from the
minority and not from them. The ma-
jority coutinued to be willine to over-
look the acts and calumnies of ttieir
opponents because they were not fight-
ing on personal questions, but national
ones.

Warming to the Work.
IfMr. Parnell knew where he was

going in opposiug the majority, these
men did not, uor did they know the
forces they were unloosing or the con-
sequence of their action upon the des-
tinies or their country. They said "we
canuot shake hands with you," but
never seemed to contemplate the feol-
ings of those offering to shake hands
with them. We might be like those
starving American trappers who, you
remember, "could eat crow, but didn't
hanker after It."

if the minority were unable to co-
operate, let them resign their seats,
giving way to men who are open for re-
union. Ireland had given them no
mandate to perpetuate a feud. Their
position for degrading, not only as de-
ryinjr the constituencies of Ireland, but
in the fact that they had not even th«
prostitute's shame, because they gloried
in their infamy.

They were act-
ingsalely in the interests "of Dublin
castle and the Orauge lodges, whom the
people hoped to cast out as ulcers ou
the body politic.

THE OTHER SIDE.,

Redmond and United Ireland in
Fighting Trim.

Dubi-IX, Oct. 15.—John Redmond,
member of parliament for North Wex-
ford, whose name has been prominently
mentioned as the successor of Parnell
a3 leader of the Parneilite Qarty, has
written an article ou Irish politics,
which is published to-day inUnited Ire-
land. In this communication Mr. Red-
mond, speaking of Mr. Parnell, says:

"The greatest friend of Irish liberty,
the greatest enemy of tvranny,has been
killed by the foulest slander; hunted to
death that the virtue of Ireland might
be vindicated to the satisfaction of the
Dharisees and hypocrites of England.
The scandal-mongers of Britain sbould
now be satisfied. The English leader
who struck the first blow may now be
content— his greatest rival is no more.
The Christians who, contrary to divine
teaching, mercilessly persecuted their
chief may rest from their labors. An-
other item has been added to the ac-
count Ireland has to settle. Some day—
It may be in our time, or Itmay be

when we are in our graves
—

but so
surely as the sun sets beyond our heart-
broken land, the account will be set-
tled. Ireland will pay the debt long
due."

United Ireland to-day publishes a
cartoou, representing Mr. Gladstone
pleading for the surrender of the Par-
nelliteß, and ndds to it the following
comment: "No, we cannot befriends
with yon. We cannot, must not. will
not. No, by heave a, will not! Not if
England struck her fiat; to us and licked
tbe dust lu the presence of other as-
sembled people would we crawl through
the shadows of liberalism out into the
light of our premised freedom."

Both the Journals
willadopt the programme of tha Par-
neilite convention which assembled iv
Dublin in July last, aud willadvocate
fullpolitical judgment for Irishmen.

A MENACED HOSTAGE.

Such Does Leo XIII. Consider
Himself at Present.

London, Oct. 15.—1n a recent Inter-
view one of the most prominent cardi-
nals known to be an intimate friend of
the pope, and one of his advisers, said
that the Vatican is convinced that the
late disorders at Rome precipitated by
French pilgrims were really instigated
by the Italian government, which has

become jpalous of the growine influence
of tiie pope ami the amicable relations
which exist between France and the
Vatican. The rireibund is confident,
the cardinal continued, of Italy's com-
plicity in the Menotti-Uaribaldi affair,

(
aiiilat that time the under secretary,
Laeca, arranged for a circular letter to
be sent to tluMiiayors of the provincial
towns, instructing them to arrange a
manifesto. The cardinal declared that
the Italian government would prefer
the assassination or the expulsion of
tiie pope to the present situation. The
pope himself Iris recently said:

"1am no longer a prisoner, but a host-age menaced with expulsion or assas-
sination unless Icapitulate before the
enemy."

The" cardinal, continuing, said that
the pope would never accept the pres-
ent situation, but rothinsr has as yet
been decided upon in the matter of "his
loavintr Rome or holding the conclave
abroad, and many ot the cardinals have
hitherto been reluctant to act in this
but they have greatly modified their
views since these French pilgrimdis-
orders. The latter may have the grav-
est consequences for Italy and the Vati-
can aim the general situation, and per-
haps seriously alter the relations be-
tween all the Europeaj| powers and
the Vatican. Itis said iff ecclesiastical
circles that the occupation of Rome by
Italy would finish like the finish to the
French commune— by the massacre of
the hostages.

ORANGKMKX ORGANIZING.
They Will Forcibly Resist Home

Rule ivUlster.
London*. Oct. 15.— According to ad-

vices from Londonderry and other
places in the north of Ireland, the Pro-
testant population is very much roused
on the subject of Irish home rule, in
view of tlie Liberal, confidence of suc-
cess in the general elections. The
Orange lodges are thronged with cau-
ididates for admission, and the amount
of drillingttiat is going is greater thau
in many years before. Itis said that
the Protestant opponents of home rule
are organized in associations number-
ing at least 80,01)0 eapuble of bearing

Iarms. They make no concealment of
] their intention to offer violent resistance
to the rule of an Irish parliament dom-
inated, as they claim that it would be,
by the Kouiau Catholic hierarchy.

Mrs. Parnell Very Low.
London, Oct. 15.—The health of Mrs.

Parnell shows no sign of improvement.
She has in no way recovered from the
terrible shock experienced upon the
death of her husband, is Inan extremely
weak condition and is still confined to
bed. She can scarcely speak above a
whisper, owing to her excessive de-
bility. Sho is still iv consunt receipt
of messages of coudoleuce.

The Russian i.van.

Paris, Oct. 15.—The Russian loan,
which it svas yesterday announced had
been negotiated by the Houkiers. itnow
seems was covered seven times over in
France alone. Tue applications from
England figured up only £12,800 bonds;
those from Russia £218,000 ;from Hol-
land $5,400, aud from Denmark, £6,000.

A NOVEL IN BRIEF.

Criminal Conspiracy Uncovered
After Fourteen Years.

St. Loui<», Oct. 15.—James A. Brock,
formerly of St. Louis, but now a resi-
dent of El Paso, Tex., who was yes-
terday a guest of the Richelieu, is
the hero in a most sensatioual oc-
currence in criminal annals. For
over fourteen years Mr. Brock has
labored under the suspicion of being
the murderer of hid cousin, Frank
Woosley, having been twice indicted
for the crime by the grand jury'of
Sliackelford county, Texas, but he now
stands before the world and the law as
he did before his God, an innocent man,
having, after an incessant search, lo-
cated his missing relative in Beuton.

iIn1873 Mr. Brock bouaht a ranch and"
settled at Ft. Griffin, Tex., and began a
prosperous business in cattle raising.

iIn1676 he soli) a half interest in the
ranch to a cousin, , Frank Woosley,
the latter .bringing on his mother
and family from London, O.
InMay, 1877, Woosley disappeared, and
Brock was suspected of having mur-

-1 dered him. Wj was also arrested on acharge of stealing: cattle, but was ac-
quitted. Brock alleges he was perse-
cuted for years afterwards. He felt
confident that Woo3ley was not dead,
but that itwas a conspiracy among the
.Woosleys to rob him of his ranch. He
spent a large sum of money to locate
Woosley, and offered $1,000 reward for
his recovery. About three months ago
a detective located Woosley in Benton,
Ark., and after fourteen years unremit-
ting search Brock can. at last go before
the world^withouta stain on his name.
He claims to have positive evidence
that willconvict-the Woosleys of con-
spiracy, and he will institute legal pro
feedings immediately to recover his
property, which they have been holding
Since 1877.
