A MOVING MOUNTAIN.

A Railway Pushed Eight Feet t>y
Itin a Few Years.

Goldthwaite's Geographical Magazine.

. A traveling mountain is found at the
Cascades of the Columbia. Itis a triple-
peaked mass ofdark brown basalt, six
or eight "miles in length where it fronts
the river, and rises to a height of almost
2,000:. feet above the water. That it
is in motion is the last" thought
which would be likely to suggest itself

;to the mind of any one passing it,yet
itis a well established fact that this en-
lire mountain is moving slowly but
steadily down to the river, as ifithad a
deliberate purpose some time in the
future to dam the Columbia and form
a great lake from the Cascades to
the Dalles. . The- Indian tradi-
tions indicate immense movements of
the mountains in that region long be-
fore white,men came to Oregon, and
the early settlers— immigrants many of
them ", from /New England—gave the
above described mountainous ridge the
name of "traveling" or "sliding moun-
tain.''

In the forward and downward move-
ment, the forests along the base of the
ridge nave ;become submerged in the
river. Large tree stumps can be seen
standing deep inthe water on this shore.
The railway engineers and the brake-
men find that the line of the railway
which skirts the foot of the moun-
tain is being continually forced
out of place. At certain points
the permanent way . and rails
have been pushed eight or ten feet out
ofline in a few years. Geologists at-
tribute this strange phenomenon to the
faot that the basalt, which . constitutes
the bulk of the raouutain. rests on a
substratum ofconglomerate or of soft
sandstone which the deep, swiftcurrent
of the mighty river is constantly wear-
ing away, or that this softer subrock is
of itself yielding at great depths to the
enormous weight of the harder mineral
