OxMATA, Oct. 19.—The third semi-
annual session of the Trans-Mississippi
congress convened thns afternoon at 2
o’cleek in the Grand opera house. About
100 delesates were present. The con-
gress  was called to order by Gov.
Prince, of New Mexico. On the stage
were  Gov.  ‘T'hayer, Mayor Cush-
ing, Secretary —Mason and other
prominent gentlemenr. Gov. Thayer
made a brief but appropriate
address, welcoming the delegates to the
state. He said he saw in the congiess
signs of awakening to coneceptions of
new enterprise and new plans for de-
veloping the country’s resources: and,
in dealing with the great activities of
the present, he said the congress would
be able to look forward to solving the
grand possitilities of the future. Mayor
Cushing weleomed the delegates on be-
half of the city.

Ex-Gov. Alva Adams, of Colorado, re
spouded to Gov. Thaver's address.  lie
spoke of the aims of the congress, the
breadth of the subjects it proposed to
discuss and the importance thereof, not
aione to the immediate West, but tothe

world.,  “*Great prozress has already
been made,” sawd Gov, Adams. **but
greater is in store for us. ‘I'he

Great American Desert
under the wise and determined labors
of the sturdy yeomen who have gravi-
tated hither from all points of civiliza-
tion, has disappearedd and become a
fugitive on the face of the earth, Itis
now only known in the geographies of
our vouth. We want the East to know
that the Star of Empire no longer hangs
over the states of New England, over
the numberless monied arteries of Wall
street, but over the great and glorious
country stretehing from the Father of
Waters to the treasure-bouna shores of
e rolling acifice.

We'are here o voice the sentiments
of the various sections of our common
counitry: to push, to centralize and
crystalize a common work. This event
must attract the attention of the East
and they must realize that the wild and
savage-ridden West is passing away;
that we are an intelligent, industrions
and capable people, developing the
richest country on God’s earth.”  Gov.
Adams closed with the statement that
the timeis at hand when the West,
by unity of action could demand
avd receive the political recognition
long withheld. Senvator Warren, of
Wyoming, tellowed Gov. Adams with a
short talk, advocating the interests of
the mining regions before the conven-
tion. Committees on credentials, per-
manent organmzation and order of busi-
ness were named, and, after the an-
nouncement of the hours of session, the
congress adjourned till 10 a. m. to-mor-
row, pending the report of the commit-
tee on credeatials.

CAMPBELL AND CRISP.
The Governor and . Congressman
Listened to by Multitudes.

Cixcinyari, Oct. 19.—Notwithstand-
ing the cold rain to-night, Music hall
was crowded with enthasiastic Demo-
crats, who turned out by thonsands to
greet Gov. Campbell and Congressman
Crisp, of Georgia. Mr. Crisp said:
*The first thing 1 heard when
I got into Ohio was that the dan-
ger wiich threatened the Demoerats
was that the governor s strong in the
county but weak in Cincinnati. 1 am
satisfied from the evidenee before me
that the governor is strong in Cinein-
nati. Thousands of people who came
here to-night are unable to get into the
hall. He then proceeded {o discuss the
tariff, denouncing the MeKinley bill as
the most un-Ameriean measure ever
framed by an Awmerican congress. No
class is protected except the manufac-
turers, and they are not in the long
run. Mr. Crisp closed by saying that
if the state of Ohio should go Demo-
cratic_ on the third day ot November
next, it will bring joy and happiness to
millions of farmers, laborers and fac-
tory hands all over the country.

While Congressman Crisp was speak-
ing Governor Campbell retired and ad-
aressed  the crowd outside, who
were unable to gain admittance. Jdle
conzra‘ed the Democrats upon the great
atteadance, and predicted Democratic
success. e then returned to the plat-
form. When Gov. Campbell was in-
troduced to the audience the cheering
was fleafening, and it was kept up for
fully five minutes. When he was per-
mitted to speak the governor said: *The
speech which yoa have just made to me
is the most eloquent one I have ever
heard because it shakes with
10,000  tongues ol the Democrats
of Ol 1 which Hamilton county
will head the procession. Where, |
am moved to inquire, is that 15.000 Re-
publican majority to come from?”’ The
governor ihen proceeded to discuss
state issues and replied to the charges
that he has not defended his adminis-
tration in any of the speeches he has
made auring the fall campaign. The
governor closed his speech at midnight,
expressing contidence 1n the outcome of
the great battle now on.

HAMPTON'S OPINION.,
The Alliance Cannot Last, in His
Estimation.
Bavtivone, Oct. 19, — Ex-United
States Senator Gen. Wade Hampton, is
visitinz in this eity. He says he is not
in politics, and intends for the future to
keep in the background. The Farmers’
Alliance, he said, is rapidly disintegrat-
fng in the South, and within the next
four years it will completely disappear
to live only in the memory of those
who have Dbenefited by the upheaval.
This will be the case not only
in South Carolina, but through-
out the whole South. The people there
are rapidly awakening to the absurdity
of the demands that the o1ganization
has promulgated and are gradually
dropping off and foreswearing allegi-
ance. Inmy own state the governor,
who was elected by the sentiment that
secured my defeat for the senate, has
aiready broken away from Alliance
measures and is catering in his admin-
lstr:\tion of the affairs of the state tothe

=

conservative and Dbetter thinking ele-
ment.

*T'he uprising was founded on dema-
goguery amd fanaticism. and therefore
cannot have a long existence. More-
over. the history of this country has
shown that no seeret political organiza-
tion can live long or retain any lasting
hold on the public. We are too con-
servasive a people and too fair-minded
inour judgziment of right and wrong
in popular government to permi
any sway by secret societies. Int
my opinion it is folly for any one in
this country to enter into a controversy
with a Farmers’ Alliance adherent on
the subtreasury plan. The measure is
so palpably wrong onits face as to make
it absurd to all who have the prosperity
and welfare of the country at heart. It
can never becoie a law until passed by
congress, and its absurdity will prevent
this, no matter how much demagogues
may urge its enactment. ‘This feature
of the Alliance has never been fully ac-
cepted in the south, and I have too
much confidence in our people to think
that it ever will be.”

FARMERS AWAKENING.
Free Delivery in the Country to
Be Asked For.

NEw Yorg, Oct. 19.—An organized
effort is under way among farmers to
secure from congress free mail delivery
in country towns. The Farmers’ Alli-
ance, Patrens of Husbandry and other
orders are canvassing the matter. Let-
fers are being written to congressmen
in favor of the project, and petitions to
congress for free delivery are peing eir-
culated in many parts of the country.
Farmers assert that a daily mail deliv-
ery at their door will add perceptibly
to the money value of their farms and
will be worth still more because it will
keep them in touch with the markets
and the outside world, and rid life of its
isolation and monoteony. The fariners
are writing to the agricultural press
that this convenience would eunable
them quite cenerally to take a daily pa-
per. as well as to subseribe for the local
papers more hberally.

In the American Agriculturist for
November Postmaster General Wana-
maker states definiteiy for the first time
that the expetiment made by the post-
office departinent for free delivery in
farming distriets shows that the in-
crease of revenue more than pays all
the inereased expense. He believes
that universal free delivery would,
therefore, be self-sustaining.  Mr.Wan-
amaker’s article also contains this
statement ot the ¢ s

While the postal service keeps pace
with thie growth of the towns, the farm-
ers, quarrymen, blacksmiths, wmillers
and artisans. all paying the rezulation

rates of postage, are left to get their
mail as best they can from the post-
oltice in the villaze or at the raiiway

station. In a hamlet of 100 houses, ver-
haps sixty persons frog the village and
the vicinage make a ddily pilgrimaze of
a distance of from one block to two
miles from the home to the postofiice, to
find out whether thereis any mail or
not: and 100 more persons within the
cirele of the office do not find it con-
venient to go to the postoflice oftener
than onee a weelk.

One hundred or more persons each
day, in aii weathers, are making trips
to the postoffice, often at great personal
inconvenience and discomfori, when a
single carrier could once or twice each
day make the rounds of the village and
distribute the mail, and save the hun-
dred a daily unnecessary tramp, collect-
ing at the same time from the letter
boxes, loeated at the street corners, the
mail to be forwarded. A newspaper
brought every day to the door of the
farmer or workman who has no one to
o to the postofiice for it would find a
thankrul subscriber and hight a new
lamp in the housebold.”

HINTS AT CONSPIRACY.

John Devoy Makes Some Serious
Assertions.

Cnicaco, Oct. 19.—At the Irish meet-
ing touching Parnell’s death and the
future course to be pursued in the Irish
agitation, John Devoy said that his lips
had been uusealed by the death of Par-
nell and the subsequent efforts of his
enemies to injure the causz which he
espoused. Touching the compact be-
tween the leaders of the physical foree
party and Parnell, Mr. Devoy said:

*if Mr. Healy and others go into the
revelation business, there will be a rey-
elation that will show them in a differ-
ent light. 1 sat in Kildare street, Dub-
lin, with Parnell and Michael Davitt in
1879, when the conditions were adher-
ence to that which was laid down by
Parnell as the irreducible minimum of
what would be accepted for Ireland.
IHe wanted it understood that he was
not to be made a puppet of by capri-
cious politicians. He asked that noth-
ing should be done by the physical force
eclement that would give England a
chance to suppress public sentiment
under plea of that reason. Parnell
pledged hiinself to the home rule which
we demanded, and that no member of
the Irish party should take oftice until
it was accomplished.

If any queston of veracity is raised
documents are in existence to prove the
truth of every tithe of what I have said.
Davitt having the right to speak, we
pledged ourselves to two things—to
keep the movement free from prema-
ture, futile attempts at iasurrection,
and that the platform should not go any
further on the lan<d question than peas-
ant proprictory. Parnell died true to
these principles and that iast desperate
strugele was to make sure that these
conditions were embodied fn the home
rule measure and the Irish members
kept true to them.

“Davitt kept these conditions faith-
fully about two years, and then, know-
ing he dared not speak for fear of in-
juring the movement and that P'arnell
could speak, bezan his conspiracy to de-
stroy Parnell and deprive Ireiand of
his services. Davitt and Egan were
bound together in this conspiracy. Ido
not say that Dillon, O’Brien, McCarthy,
Arthur O’Connor and most of the mem-
bers of parliament were aware of the
reasons o of the existence of this con-
spiracy, but they had warning enouch
to have warranted them in taking a dit-
ferent course.”

FLORIDA SENATORSHIP,

The Secretary of State Ignores
] Gov. Fleming.

TALLAWASSEE, Fla.,, Oct. 19.—The
seal of the state of Florida and the sig-
nature of the secretary of state have
been attached to a copy of the proceed-
ings of the joint session of the legis-
lature. including the proceedings of
May 26, when Mr. Call was elected
United States scnator. The attorney
general has declined to institute pro-
ceedings in the supreme court for the
issuance of a mandamus to compel the
secretary of state to sign and seal the
appointment of Davidson, as directed
by Gov. Fleming.

- Compliment to Hill.

BixcnAyrroxn, N. Y., Oct. 19.—At a
banquet tendered Gov, Hill here Satur-
day night, Judge Downs, in a ringing
speech, placed in nomination the name
of David B. Ilill ag the Demgératic
candidate for president in 1892. "It was
greeted with prolonged cheers and
acknowledged by the governor, who
said all would depend on the coming
state elecuon.

STORMS STILL RAGE.

Ireland and Parts of Englé.nd
and Scotland Suffer
Heavily.

Boats Wrecked, Live Stock
Destroyed and People Flee-
ing for Life.

The Moderate Socialists Have
No Use for the Rabid
Extremists.

Irish Tenants Relent in the
War Against Tyranny of
the Landlords.

Duprix, Oct. 19.-—A hurricane pre-
vails in West Ireland. The Shannon
Lias overflowed, submerging much land,
destroying buildings and drowning cat-

tle. The storm is the worst for twenty
years. The gale has also been raging

with unusual fierceness about Queens-
town and vieinity. About thirty crafts
large and sinall, mostiy fishing smacks
and small coasters, have been driven
ashore in that vicinity. At Youghal the
sea bas been so heavy and the water
has been driven so far up by the wind,
that many parts of the town are flooded
by the seas, which have swept into the
streets,

Many sheep and cattle have been
drowned along the course of the Black-
waterriver. Dispatehes from iHolyhead

state  that 200  vessels, many of
them mueh distressed, have sought
refuge at that port from the storm.

The gravest apprehensions are felt by
the inhabitants of Sandgate, a small
town on the Inglish channel, situated
two miles from Folkestone, in Kent.
‘T'he storins have caused a most abuor-
mal high ude, and this, combined with
the hurrican whieh is blowing there, is
Destroying the Sea Walis,
Many houses sitnated near the shore
have already been waslied over by the
angry waters and the highroad leading
to llythe and Folkstone is submerzed
and  destroyed in  many places.
T'ne river ‘IThames at Windsor,

Elyton and other places is over-
flowing its banks into many houses.
Simitar reports are reaching  this city

from many other parts of England, Ire-
land  and  Scotiand. At Maryport,
Cuamberland, on the Irish  sea,
a thriving ship-building place,
though the harbor dries at  low
water, at some places about the town
he water is now four feet deep and is
causing an enormous amount of dam-
age, particularly at the stores and ware-
houses unlucky enouzh to beinundated

The river Shannon has burst 1ts banks
in the county Limerick, inundating
large tracts of land. ‘The re-
clamation works near Ennis, in
county Clare, which recently cost
the governmenta £600,000. have been
nearly ruined. Many villazes in the
‘I'rent valley are submerged. The rivers
Usk, Ibb, Runney and Otway have
overflowed their banks. Many thousand
acres of land are covered with
water and the roads are impassable.
A large number of buildinzs weakened
by the floods have collapsed. The loss
of Jive stock is very great. The Parret
river has overflowed. Between Bridee-
water and Langeport the coun-
try is for many miles like a
sea. Hundreds of cattle have been
drowned and many houses are sub-
merged. The villazes of Ballacurrea
and DBaltray, in lreland, are flooded.
The inhabitants had to be assisted to
escape by boats, many being taken from
the windows of thdir houses clad only
in their night dresses.

Loxpox, Oct. 19.—To be added to the
long list of vessels which have left their
ribs upon these coasts during the recent
storms is a Freuch brig, which was
wrecked to-day off St. Catherine’s point.
Five men of the brig’s crew were
drowned. A coasting scooner was also
stranded at about the same spot.

About 200 vessels, many of them dam-
aged, have tuken refuge at Holyhead.
The high tide is destroying the sea wall
at Sand Gate, and tne people of the
town are alarmed, fearing submersion.
The Thames is overflowing at Windsor,
Elton and other places, and inundating
the lower parts of houses in those vicin-
ities.

NEw York,Oct. 19.—A dispateh from
Bermuda to the signal office in this eity
announced that a severe eycelonic storm,
dangerous to shipping, is raginz at Ber-
muda. It bLegan yesterday morning.
The barometer fell to 29.17, an alinost
unprecedented rull.

Maprip, Oct. 19.—The provinee of
Granada was visited by a territic storm
to-day. The wind vlew a hurricane.
The town of Granada and the whole
surrounding country are inundated and
immense damage has been caused by
the flood.

TENANTS RiLGNTING.
Father Humphreys' Parishoners
Pemand His Removal.

Loxpoxn, Oct. 19.—The Tories are
much elated over the news from Tip-
perary to the effect that the Ponsouby
tenants are seeking to come toterms
with the landiords, and that the Tip-
perary tenauts have turned azainst
Father Humphreys and called upon
Archbishop Croke to remove him.
Father Humplhreys has been the chief
of the plan of campaign and boycotting
movement in Tipperary, and of  late he
has been particularly bitter against
those tenants who have paid their rent
and made peace with the landiords. He
is also a pronounced anti-Parnellite.

The tenants who have paid their rent
have got tired of the priest’s bitter
criticisms on their course, and bave pre-
sented to Archbishop Croke the square
issue as to whether a priest so conduct-
ing bimself should be retained in the
parish. Considerable interest is felt as
to what will be the archbishop’s decis-
ion. ‘The cause of the changein the
attitude of the evicted tenantsis un-
doubtedly the new [vish land law,which
the tenants are anxious to take advant-
aze of before any others can take their
places. The Tories are also elated by
the news from Ulster, where the Con-
servative, or Loyalist, faction is more
than holding its own in the registra-
tion, while the Nationalists show a lack
of the earnestness which existed before

‘ the Parnell division.

Redmond for Parnell’s Seat,

Loxpox, Oct. 19.—Williamn Redmond
has been selected as the Parnellite can-
didate for the parliamentary secat for
Cork, made vacant by the death of Mr.
Parnell.

How Pope L2o Feels.
RoME, Oct. 19.—The pope has written

to M. Harmel, the organizer of the

French  workingmen’s pilgrimages

which recently visited this city, ex-

pressing Dbitter grief at seeing the
French pilgrims *“abandoned without
provocation to the attacks of an ungov-
erable populace.” Leo adds that heis
deeply grateful to the pilgrims who
came to Rome and *to those who “are
prevented from coming by violence and
iniquitious hatred” he sends his bles-
sing.

Heresy in Austria.

VIENNA, Oct. 19.—It is said that the
church authorities have instituted an
inquiry as to the growth of a heretical
tendgncy among the Cathoiies of Aus-
tria. 1t appears that a new religious
movement has taken hold in some dis-
tricts with marked purist tendeney.

The holy coat exhibition is said to be in

some degree responsible for the agita-
tion, which finds expression in protest
against this and other matters seuc-
tioned by the church. -

Combining Against Russia.

MISS COLBURN’S STORY.

Col. Bundy Attests to Lincoln’s
Spiritualism.

CiicAGo, Oct. 19.—In reference to
the statement made by Miss Nettie Col-
burn, of White Plains, N. Y., published
to-day to the effect that President Lin-
coln was a spiritualist, Col. Bundy, of
this city, editor of the Religio-Philo-
sophical Journal, said to-day:

*“There can be no question but that
Mr. Lincoln sat in seances and repeat-
edly had mediums at the \Wkite house.
I Kuow positively that through his in-
vestigations he beeame convineed of the
continuity of life and of communieation
between the two worlds. He was an
unusually cautious, disereet man, and
wiile it Is quite probable that he re-
ceived advice from  the spirit world, 1t
is also certain  that he never blindly
followed it. It would have {o conform
to his own better judgment before be-
ing adopted.”

“ltisa fact, as has been stated, that
Lincoln bad seances during the winter
of 1864-5 with Charles Colchester and
Charles Foster, the well known medi-
ums, and I am also able to say that he
Leld a seanee with Miss Nettic Celborn.
Mrs. Lincoln became a confirmed spirit-
ualist, and it _is' within my own knowl-
edge that after the death of her hus-
band she spent several weeks at differ-
ent times in St. Charles, lil., in order to
be¢ near Mrs. Leonard Howard, a noted
spiritualist medium. 1t is my firm con-
viction, and that of others, that but for
her faith in spiritualism and the mes-

.sazes from the spirit worli which she

received through the metiumship, of
Mrs. Howard and others, Mrs. Lineoln
would have become hopelessly ipsane
and probably a raving maniac.”

RIGHT OF ASYLUM,

Chili Recognizes It—Chilians Are
Still Hostile.

SANTIAGO, Oct. 19.--It is officially
stated that the government has given
an intimation that it will soon issue a
safe conduct to those persons who have
taken refuge in the American and
Spanish legations. The government has
recognized the right of asylum in & let-
ter to Mr. Egan, the United States min-
iste. ‘T'he Spanish minister is acting in
conjunetion with Mr. Ezan. The sailor
of the United States steamer Baltimore,
who was Killed by Chilian sailors in a
street brawl a few days ago, was buried
at Valpariso to-day. There was no hos-
tile demonstration of any kind. A small
force of Americans from the Baltimore
were landed, and they attendea the
funeral unmolested. Another of the
Baltimore’s sailors who was cruelly
wounded in the same nght will proba-
bly die of his hurt.

Capt. Sehley, of the Baltimore, and
the local authorities of Valparaiso are
investicating as to the causeof the trou-
ble. 1t has alreadv been ascertained
that a Chilian mob made the attack, and
that the onslaught was a very brutal
one. The Chilians were all armed with
knives and pistols, whereas the Amer-
ican had but few weapons, and were
slow in using them. The Chilian sail-
ors and boatmen and others about the
water front are still showing a bitter
and relentless feeling toward Ameri-
cans, and making all manner of threats.
The better class of Chilians heartily
condemn the brutal attack, and express
the hope that the country mav escape
the odium that has arisen {rom such
lawless scenes.

Election Commissionfrs Issue Pro-
hibitive Instractioas.

19.—In  accordance
with an opinion rendered Ly the county
attorney the board of election eommis-
sioners to-day issued instructions to

**ouly such women as have received a
certificate of naturalization from some
court of record in this state prior to Jan.
1, 1870, are entitled to register.” The
new Australian ballot law, under which
this election is to be hekl. provides that
women may vote tor superintendent of
schoois, but its wording is sueh as .to
admit of the construction given it.
Under this ruling the women are disin-
franchised. as there are not, in all proh-
ability, half a dozen women in the dity
and county who ecan cast their ballots
under the ruling made. Some of the
women have already organized to push
for their rights under the law, and a
sharp tight is expeected.

GHURGH AND MORALS,

Relative Relation of One to
the Other Considered by
the Methodists.

Range of Discussion Covered
Many Subjects of Pres-
ent Interest.

‘l‘ﬂ Ecumenical Address Is
an Able and Comprehen-
sive Document.

Every Phase of Methodist Ad-
vancement and Poliey Is
Touched.

WasnmixeTox, Oct. 19.—The eleventh
day’s session of the ecumenical Metho-
dist counecil opened with William Mar-
den, Wesleyan Reform union, England,
in the ehair. Resolutions concerning
civil liberty and the imperial power of
the papacy and the subject of combina-
tions of labor and capital were referred
to the business committee, which made
a repori recommending that the week
beginning Nov. 15 next be set aside as a
week of prayer, and inviting all the
sentor bishops and presidents of cou-
ferences represented in the couucil to
sign a call to all the Methodists. The
report was adopted.

Through Mr. McLean the committee
on Methodist statistics wmade a report
which, in substance, states that returns
had been obtained from all churches
represented in the conference and tab-
ulated, first geographically and second

ecclesiasticaily. Some of the de-

L'ibe report, which was not quite com-
plete, was criticized by several mem-
bers, Dr. Turner, of England, holding
that it would, if adopted, vitiate the re-
turns in Engiand. Dr. Stephenson sug-
gested that a foot note be attached to
each item of the report stating the basis
of estimate, and with an amendment in
this respeect the report was adopted.

The Chharch and Morality,

A resolution was adopted wmaking to-
morrow’ssession the last of the confer-
ence.  Dr. Hamilton presented the re-
port of the commitiee on an executive
commission, whkich recommended that
the next ecumenical conferenee be held
in the year 1991, subject to the approval
and directionof ail the several bodies
of Mcthodists. The committee recom-
mended the appointment of an execu-
tive cammission which consists ot eizhty
menibers, divided into two sections, the
Western section to consist of fifty mem-
Lers and the Eastern sectlon ot thirty
members, distributed among the vari-
ous branches in a given proportion.
After some discussion the report went
over until to-morrow. and the topic of
the day, *“The Church and Yublic
Morality,” was taken up.

In the unavoidable absence of Hon.
B. W. B. Hill, of Macon, Ga.. his essay
on “*Legal Restraint ou the Vice of So-
ciety’’ was read by Rev. Dr. W. V.
Tudor, of Riehmond, Va. “You cau-

not make men moral Dby acts
of parliament.”  Now, it this
means that law cannot generate

inward righteousness, it Is true; but
those who saw the air with this old saw
very well know thatthe friendsof moral
iegislation do not propose to accomplish
by it any such results, for statutes of
every kind assume to deal only with
man’s acts—not with intentions or mo-
tives. ‘U'he rules of the churches never
created inward loliness—that is not
their funetion in church economy, but
they serve as an inferential and whole-
some discipline of conduet, and thus
they help to make man moral by law.
Rev. Joseph P. Snett, of England,
said betting and gambling is a preseut
day question ayd is of all concerning
importance. Possibly one of the very
worst forins of gambling, practiced on
a colossal seale and indulged in by not

a few Christian professors, is“lhe
gambling of the stock exchange. Talk

of a frantie, fanatical. uproarious en-
thusiasm on matters religious as
something to be condemned. For
my part I have never seen or heard
anything in connection with the wild-
est religious exeitement at all compara-
ble with what [ saw_for the space of
half an hour ip Wall street in New
York. <
Marriaze and Divorce.

Judze M. L. Sibley, of Mnriett:\, 0.,
spoke on **Marriage and Divorce Laws.”
T'he speaker’s proposition was that a
right to divoree is complemental to and
demanded by the right to marriage, not
only in cascs of adultery, but also of
desertion. Marriage was a means, not
an end. Special cases excepted, God
and nature had made the relation the
universal right of mature men and
women. This included the right of
each party to the union to its essential
benefits. Desertion deprived the inno-
cent .party ol these, unless made a
ground of divorce. A primal law of
the relation is mutual society and help-
fulness.: This desertion wickedly vio-
lated. Hence in reasou it is a cause for
divorce.

Churchmen and Theaters.

Bishop E. R. Hendrix, of the Metho-
dist Episcopal church South, Kansas
City. Mo., occupied the chair at the
afternoon sessien. Thomas Ruddle, B.
A.. Devon, England. spoke on amuse-
ments. He said the Romanists have
made it a **‘council of perfection™ to live
the Puritans have
fastened a yoke unbearable on every
single Deliever. And both have
utterly failed in their purpose.
Whatever may be the duty of
the church towards amusements,
it is obviously not her duty to be hostile
towards them.

. E. Balmer, of Manchester, Eng-

He stroiled once inte a Louaon theater

L and found so.many-preachers there that

he thought dor the time he was in an
ecumenical counsil. People would go

to the theater; the theaters were full,
while the chapels were half empty.
The church should purify the theater,
and to do it church members would
have to go there. [Criesof “Oh, no,”
and *You are right.”]

Rev. Mr. Hubbard, A. M. E. church,
feared that the gates were too widely
opened. *“We have got im the aance
and the theater, and bye and bye we
will get in the circus,” said he.

Dr. Waller thought it would be a mis-
take to prescribe any particular rules to
govern in the matter of amusements.
He called attention to the Romaun Cath-
olie prohibition of amusements during
forty days every year. Theater-going,
card-playing and dancing should be
condemned outright, and ministers who
winked at them failed iu their duty.

I'ne regular pregramme eaded at this
point, and Secretary King announced
that the sub-committee whicb had veen
charged with the preparation of the ad-
dress from the ecumenical conference
to the Methodist churches aud Meth-
odists throughout the world had com-
pleted its work. ‘T'he report was pre-
sented by Dr. Chapman, of England,
aud runs thus:

Growth of the Church.

The ecumenical Methodist conference to
the Methodist people throughout the world:

We, the members of the second ecumenical
Methodist conference, assembled in Wash-
ington, gre=t you. brethren, in every land to
which our common faith has spread--—"grace
unto you and peace from God. our Father,
and the Lord Jesus Christ.”  We glorify God
for the prosperity which He has given to our
churches. By His blessing they have grown
until they number some 25,000,000 of ad-
herents. By the most inexorable test Meth-
odism is proved to be singularly adapted to
the needs of men. Although many adjust-
ments and development must undoubtediy
be made to accomplish fully our mission, let
us beware of thinking that any vital changes
are necessary.

We rejoice to recognize the substantial
unity which exists among the various Meth-
odist bodies; its firm basis isacomnmon creed.
We are all faithfu. to the Scriptural and
generous theology which God, throuzh the
clear inteliect and loving heart of John
Wesley, restored to his church. The Intel-
lectual movement and (he social changes of
our time may have led to some change in the
form of expression, or seme shifting of the
emphasis of our teaching; but they have
not led us even to reconsider that living the-
ology which has abundamtly proved itself
upon our pulses. Our ecelesiastic principles
are not so various us the forms in which they
are accidentnlly cmboaied. Rejoicing in
;hcse things, we think that the time has come

ar

A Cleser (‘o;operalion

of the methodist churches at home and
abroad which shall prevent wuste of power
ana unhollowed rivalry. We need to com-
bine our energies, for the work we have to
do is vast and urgent.

The skepticism and indifference which are
80 natural to the human heart has been re-
enforced by an ubuse of science and phitos-
ophy. The hard lots of millions makes it
very dificult for them to belleve in God.
There is so much that the churches have not
done to redress the wrongs and heal the sut-
ferings of mankind that i1s hard for many to
believe in their divine mission. The standing
evils of society are aggzravared by the ciose
pressure in our great cities and are discov-
ered to the eves of all in our daily news-
papears.  Let us trace the moral evil of men
1o 11s true sources in their suroundings, their
physical natures, their ignoraneea, their pas-
sions and their will, andset ourselves to
deal comprenensively with them. To these
specifie. allments  of mankind let us apply
specitic remedies. To do this it will be
necessary for the members of our churches
to make & rull use of their political rights.
To ullow the great powers of law and govern-
ment and their still greater influence to fall
into the hands of ungodly men would be in-
credible folly and sin.

God forbid that any of our churches should
become the instrument of political parties,
It 1s doubtless necessary that individuals
£hould have parly actachinents. and Method-
ists are found in all the great historic parties.
But when a member of our church has taken
his place in that politieal connection which
is most in harmony with his ideas and con-
victions, let him never forget that there are
great moral interests superior to all party ex-
igencies in which he must seek first the
Kingdom of God and His righteousness.
Every proposal tnat imperils the sanctity of
the home, the purity of women. the inno-
cence of children, that violates the Christian
Sabbath, that sanctions an increasing wrong,
should be impartially aud earnestly resisted.

On a few of the great evils whichk adwmit in
some degree of public treaument we cannot
be silent. Intemperance, the fruitful mother
of the brood of eviis, is largely creuted by
legalized temptation.

Snares Are Planted

in almost every street for the unwary and un-
stenay. Is it too much toask that our people
will combine to use all legal instruments to
abate this wanton solicitetion of men to vice
and crime? Let us discourage 1n cvery way
gambling and betting which spring froin the
love of excitement and the lust of gain—two
of the besetting evils of the modern world;
and let us abstain from all reckless specula-
tion in business which cannot be distin-
guished from gambling.

Excessive and unfair competition. which
is secreting so much bitterness in the breasts
of men and depositing so many of the ma-
terials of convulsion in society, should be
steadily avoided and discountenunced. And
shall we not do all we canin quiet time to
mould public opinion and establish courts of
arbitration so that the complicated crime of
ageressive war may be averted?

We need to employ with the utmost econ-
omy all our resources. One secret of the
strength of Methodism has been the free
play which it allows to the gifts and ener-
gies of its laity. The pastoral work of our
class leaders has been of the highest valus.
1t is to be hoped that the multiplication of
ministers may not tempt us to think that lay
preaching is unnecessary.

Among the wasted treasures of the church
are the delicate sensibilities, the tact, the
tenderness and the persuasive power of holy
women. We are all agreed that the needs of
the worid require, and that the conu-
ditions of the age allow, that such
women should take a more prominent
place in the work of the church. We dis-
tinctly approve of associations in which, un-
fettered by any vow, goodly women may be
organrized for ministry to human needs and
sorrows. But we hope that with their en-
lightening opportunities women may not be
tempted to undervalue the sphere in which
they are not only supreme but alone; as the
sun in his path through the heavens, the
sphere ot the mother is home.

Yonngz People’s Societies,

In the formation and wonde:rful progress
of the great societies on the Ameriean con-
tinent, such as the Epworth league, we
greatly rejoice. We should be glad if similar
societies. adapted to other conditions, would
be clsiabn’ishe in other parts of the Methodist
world.

We feel that our Sunday schools have not
as yet realizeds their vast possibilities; but
the home is the great nursery of religious
faith and life. Theyv are one-sided theorics
of concession which prevent our looking for
signs of the religious faith and life with the
dawn of intelligence and the first develop-
ment of will. False tests in which the nature
of a child is quite forgotten prevent s from
finding them.

At the conclusion of the reading the
address was unanimously adopted with-
out amendment by the conference. It
will be signed by all of the officers
who have presided over the con-
ference, and wili then be distrib-
uted by tiue senior bishops and
presidents of Methodist conferences
throughout the world as an embodiment
of the views of the ecumenical Meth-
odist conference respecting the present
state and future of Methodism. The
evening session was devoted to hearing
statements from missionary delegates.
