HOW TO MAKE SILHOUETITES.

Simple Directions for Producing

Portraits in Black and White.

St Nicholas.

The candle cr lamp may be placed on
the table at the distance that is found
on trial to make the plainest shadow.
The light should be on a level with the
head of a subject so that there will be
no distortion of the features by the
rays casting the shadow in a diagonal
direction. By turning the head slightly
and slowly afew times from side to side
the profile can be cast perfectly in
shadow, as it is easy to see when the
head is turned either too much to one
side or the other. Have the *‘model’ sit
up erect,that thechin may not be sunk in
frills or a high collar. Throw the head
well back to give an independent, strik-
ing, lively attitude, yet not so far back
that it looks strained. If the head
stoops the silhouette will probably look
downcast or hump-shouldered. Don’t
let the model “assume” an expression
for pieservation. Let him talk a mo-
ment or so while you watch the shadow
in profile on the paper before you.
Catch the most natural set of the lips or
toss of the chin, and then let the sub-
ject maintain that position and expres-
sion, easily and naturally, with no
pursing-up of the mouth or nervous
zr‘i’t)ping of the jaws.

‘hile he sits steadily for a moment,
quickly and firmiy trace the outlines of
the shadow upon the paper with your
pencil or erayon. Watch the sweep of
the hair and indicate it easily asit
waves, though that is a matter of see-
ondary importance. See that you pre-
serve the aneles of the face, the bend of
the brow to the bridge of the nose, and
the squared, bpendulous, rounding,
snubbed, pointed or Roman turn of the
nose itself. Catch the sharp angle or
curve where the nose turns into the up-
per lip as exactly as possible, and the
exact turn of the lips. thin and firm or
tenderly pouting, closely set or softly
dropped apart. See that you have the
turn of the chin and lower lip above it.
Indicate the neck, shoulders, and coat
by strong. expressive outlines that will
preserve the characteristics. And there
you are!

This is the simple silhouette, and for
it but a few moements are required. A
round dozen can be drawnina very
short time in the evening when the
lamps are lit. They may be filled in on
a hoiiday, a spare evening, or a rainy
Saturday. For hasty work, liguid
blacking or dark ink will do to fill 1n
the outlines, using either the sponge in
the blacking bottle or a marking brush.
The penciled outlines must, of course,
be carefully followed.

Do not finish the silhouette out to the
edges of the paper. Let the lower part
of the shoulders and bust go unconsid-
ered. Draw a curve downward from
back to front, beginning just below the
coat collar and touching the front of
the outline at about the center of the
chest or a little above. This will give
the effect of a medallion head and a
much more finished look to the work
when completed.

DANGEROUS FELT HATS.

A Disastrous Experiment With
One Used for Straining Nitro-
Glycerine.

“Everybody knows how terribly ex-
plosive nitro-glyeerine is under concus-
sion,” said a dealer in oilwell supplies
from Bradford, Pa., to a New York Sun
man, ‘“‘but few know the lasting proper-
ties of the explosive, and how nextto
impossible it is to destroy its deadly
qualities. In  manufacturing nitro-
glyeerine one of the processes 1s to
strain it through felt, usually through
the erowns of old felt hats, they having
been found not only the most conven-
ient and effective for the purpose, but
also preferable for economy. 'f‘)his felt
is burned up after using.to do away
with all danger that undoubtedly would
result from careless handling of it after-
ward.

*At one of the factories in the north
ern oil field once an employe resolved to
test the life of nitro-glycerine, and he
took a hat crown that had been used as
a strainer, washed it thoroughly, and
then put it through a course of treat-
ment with alkalis. He laid the felt
away on a shelf out of the reach and
knowledge of anyone else in the factory.
1t lay there two years, and one day the
man happened to think of it and took it
down. Workers about nitro-glycerine
are notoriously reckless, but the most
carefulj and timid man would scarcely

have had any fear of this two-
vear-old strainer, especially after
the treatment it had received.
The workman had mno idea that

there could possibly remain in the felt
the slightest suspicion of danger, and to
show that the stuff had been annihilated
he put the felt on the iron arm on the
tinner’s bench, where the cans for hold-
ing the explosive are soldered, and
struck it with a hammer. The result
was a surprise to that faztory. An ex-
plosion followed that broke both arms
of the workman, stunned three other
men, hurled the heavy iron arm through
a two-foot wall, and wrecked the tin-
ning shop. 2
