The Criminal Goes to His
Doom a Short Tims After

Midnight.

Sheriff Billingsand Kis Depu-

ties Make No Serious
Mistakes.

"The Prisoner Is Baptised in
the Catholic Faith in the

Cut He Insists tothe End That
He Is an Innocent

Man.

Story of the Murder for Which
He Has Just Paid tha

Penalty.

Special to the Globe.
Feegus Falls, Oct. 23, la. m.-The

pallid half moon which rose upon a
dark world from behind the eastern

clouds at 12:15 this morning brought
with it death to at least one human
being, for as its disc appeared
Adelbert Goheen, the murderer of
Rosetta Bray, felt the hangman's noose
tighten and dropped from life to death.
One moment In: was a sentient, throb-
bing human being— a man; the next a
senseless piece of clay dan.irlinte in mid-
air—a bod y. The lesson enforced upon
Sheriff Billings,of Otter Tail county, at
the execution of Hose at lledwood Falls
a week ajro was well conned, lie made
no mistakes. The rope did not break.
There was uothingtbatcotild be termed
a "scene." Yet the tragedy enacted in
the brightly lighted corridor of the
Otter Tail county jail was, after all. a
scene which those, who saw it will
never forget. Some of them willbear
in memory till their death the picture
of Goheeii's set face and daring

eyes at that last supreme moment.
Neither will tlie accessories of the pict-
ure be forgotten. Several bright lights
eliecl their radian<*e upon tin* little
group assembled around the trap; tlie
condemned man in tin* center, the
sheriff standing at one side directing
the movements of his aid, who stooped
as lie bound the thongs around tioheeu's
legs: a tail, smoothly shaven Catholic
priest bending near with a look or
divine compassion upon his thin,ascetic-
looking countenance; another a few
paces off;ami inthe background, I'mintr
the white walls, perhaps a dozen bthcrs,
with nearly every face mirroring strong
emotion, either pity or horror. The
element of curiosity was swallowed up
inawe ofthe swift-coming death. The
guard straightened up, the black cap
was quickly adjusted, and with not a
second's hesitation tho sheriff gave a
great surge at the upright lever by his
6ide. The door of the trap swung clown
with a clang, and with a swift rush
Golieen, the murderer, dropped out of
6ight. Inthe place where he stood a
moment before then; was a yawning
bole in the floor, across which the spec-
tators looked nt each other with horror-
stricken eyes. A sound ascended
from below like that made by
a maul striking a log, and then all was
Etill. The sheriff waited till the sound
came which told him ttoheen had

reached the end of the rope, and that
all was over without an accident, and
then led the way clown stairs. He had
done his duty skillfullyand well. The
others one by one descended the iron
staircase at the side of the corridor to
the floor below, but slowly and noise-
lessly, as if they feared to wake some-
body. There was little to see there;
merely a body dangling in air, its feet
a yard and a half above the floor, a phy-
sician holdin either wrist to count the
ebbing pulsations, and another small
knot of awed spectators. The pulse
ceased beating in fourteen minutes, and
in twenty the body was taken down. .

At the Trap.
Among the spectators who stood In

the corridor on tlie fust floor there was
less solemnity. They stood near the
staircase and "clustered about the door
ot the sheriff's office, but all carefully
avoided tlie spin-;- beneath a woolen
trap in the floor above, which they eyed
constantly while they talked in low
tones. Among them was; the coroner
and other physicians, several court
officers and two or three others whose
influence or persistence had trained
them entrance. A scuffling of feet on
the floor' above t«M them when the
prisoner whs being led to the trap: a
iiollower sound informed them of the
exact moment when he took his stand
in the center of the trap, am! from that
moment they talked no moiv. bur only
watched and listened. They heard the
tw.)priests* low tones as they offeied the
final prayer. Those nearest the stairway
could distinguish some of the words.
They heard others step upon the boards
of tile trap and suddenly move off.
.There was an instant of silence and
then a bang, followed almost Instantly
by that horrible dull noise of the rope
suddenly coming taut, and Gohet-n's
body was dandling on a level with their
eyes. They had seen the hanging, or
at least the latter end of it, and, no
doubt, were really edified; though why
any person whose duty docs not call
him thuv sliouid want to see a man
killed in such a ghastly way, passes
comprehension. .

Awalling:the Summons.
The county jail in this city 'was the

center of tin;thoughts of half of the. peo-
ple of Otter Tail county to-night, for
within its brick wails Adelbert Goheen
was awaiting the hangman's summons;
and his name is better known to thous-
ands in this

- neighborhood than that of
any slate officer of Minnesota. The
doors of the sheriff's residence and
office, which communicate withthe jail.
wen- locked late in the evening, and
niter that none Grained 'admittance ex-
cept the select who had a light to be
there, liolit-cn did not go to bed.

Outside tire jail in the sheriffs
office tne deputies and officials sat
and waited. \u25a0 One by one the lew
spectators, the coroner and the priest.
Rev. Father Lange, arrived, and were
admitted by Deputy Chris Johnson,

1 who acted as outside guard.
'A.few curiosity hunters came to
the place ami prowled around the out-
side, bat the found sight-seeing an im-
possibility. The windows opening on
the corridor in which the execution was]
to occur had been securely blanketed,
and nothing met their eyes but blank
walls. and muffled windows; the iiisrht
was chilly,and one by one they went
away.

Before I»lidnislit
not one was left outside. The sher-
iff's disposition of his guards was
as follows: Deputy Johnson and
ithree others on the lower floor,
enough to prevent any possibility of
intrusion and enough to lift Goheen
in case the rope broke or any other
accident happened; live, including him-
self on the upper floor, three of the live
standing among the spectators in read-
iness to give assistance if called uiioii.
One of the last comers was Father
Lause, and soon after his arrival prep-
arations for the last scene began. It
was 11:80 when Goheen was taken from
the corridor up stairs. Jle entered a
small room with the priests and Holmes
and remained ilitre half an hour, dur-
ing which the. priests conversed and
prayed. The watchman asked the pris-
oner if he eared for anything to eat,
and he ate a bowl of oyster soup. At
12 sharp Golieen called forMr. Iloefling,
county commissioner, to arrange for
a coffin and disposition of his body.
Itwas scarcely five minutes after 12
when Sheriff Billings entered the corri-
dor to read the warrant. This ceremony
over, Goheen was offered' and drank
some stimulant. He was still as nervy
as he has been during the past few days,
and passed some light remark with
those around as he drank. "Now,
Bert," said the sheriff, "the time has
come, you must show yourself to
be

"
a brave man." Goheen said

nothing, but shut his lips lightly, and
when Watchmen Holmes stepped for-
ward to manacle him he

Put Hi*Hands Behind Slim
promptly. The march to the trap
iii the upper corridor began, Sher-
iff Billings leading the way. Father
Lange had already ascended the stair-
case. The prisoner walked with aquick,
firm step, and held his head up as defi-
antly as ifhe were, indeed, innocent.
Ahead of him walked Watchman Thay-
er, behind him the other night watch.
Holmes, a trained athlete and one of
the strongest men in the county. The
direction was from the cell into the cen-
tral jail corridor, thence Into the trans-
verse hall, in the ceiling of which was
the trap. A glance at the diagram be-
low will show the arrangement of the
rooms. The prisoner glanced quickly |
up at the trap and around at those wait- |
ing in the hall. Then he mounted the j
iron staircase to the second story with
thn same determined air that he had
shown from the start. There were more
Deople in the upper hall, and it was
better lighted than the lower, lie had
been told to take the position he was
expected to take, and walked directly to
the trap and took it without any assist- j
ance; tie stood facing the long way of I
the hall toward the west, the lever of |
the trap at his left. Mr.Thaycr stepped
back, leaving only Sheriff Billings and
Mr. Holmes near Goheen. Father Lange j
advanced and offered a brief prayer—
not that this man might be.saved, but
that, even at this last moment, lie might
himself pray for salvation and repent
of his misdeeds. The good father
then stepped back, and Mr. Holmes i
fastened the manacles around Goheen's
ankles and straps at his knees and
around his body, pinioning his arms to
his sides. The sheriff then adjusted the
noose

About His Neck,
and asked Goheen if he had anything
to say. He said: "Well, gentlemen,
this is one way to die." At the
last moment he called out from under
the cap, "Let her jro, Jack!" lie stood
firmly and squarely on his feet and
looked straight in front of him, still
with a look of fixed determination in
his face. It was sheer pluck, for he
was perfectly aware he was going to die
ithe next minute. The sheriff stepped

The dotted lines above Indicate the
bars ot the cells. They all open by solid
steel doors on the central corridor. The
jailis one of the best in the state. The
steel bars of the cells have a center of
wrought iron, so they cau neither be
broken nor filed. Each cell has a win-
dow opposite. The floors are of steel,
and the bars run without a break
through the top of the second story,
where the arrangement is the same as
on the lower floor. The bars extend
across above the upper tiers of cells.and
the whole structure is enclosed insolid
walls of brick. The sanitary and other
arrangements are admirable. No pris-
oner has ever broken out of this jail and
probably none ever will. The outside
corridor at the left or west side is where
tiie guards stay who have sat and
watched Goheen ever since his convic-
tion. Connected with the jailby the
hall in which the execution took place
is the sheriff's residence on the north
and tha sheriff's office on the east. Itis
substantially oho building, built of
brick. The cut which is given on this
page shows it to good advantage. This
view is taken looking eastward. The
second barred window in the cut.count-
ing from the front ot the structure, is
the one which opens ou Goheen's cell.

\u25a0\Vahpeton, arrived in the afternoon and
spent much time with the prisoner. At
5 o'clock Golieen was batpised into the
Catholic faith. Both fathers were pres-
ent, with the watchman at the farther
end of the corridor. The other .prison-
ers were locked in their cells while thiswas inprosress. The ceremony of bap-
tism occupied nearly half an hour,
and Father Albrecht . stayed with
him till supper. This was servedon the table in the jail corridor andfor the first time in weeks Goheen atewith a knife and fork. Father Albrecht
and Mr. Holmes sat at the table with
him. He was given broiled chicken,
jelly, cake and other delicies, and forthe third time to-day ate an unusuallyhearty meal. After supper he sat iii-the corridor with Father Albrecht.
both smoking; good cigars, and played*
hymn tunes for two hours or more.The father noddiua: in approbation
occasionally. Meantime the guards
gathered and preparations for the final
scene began. Goheeu has prepared--:;"
brief speech to make on the Sallows *
but the priest will not -permit him tomake it. They urged him tonuflkea"
confession this afternoon, but he*stillpersists he is not guilty.

i. PALER AND THINNER.

The Prisoner Grows Poorer Dur-
ingHis Incarceration.

Special to the Globe.
Fergus Falls, Oct. 22.—1n the fore-

going account very little has been said
as to Goheen's appearance or his past
life. lie has changed somewhat since
his first arrest by becoming paler and
thinner, but his face still has a goo.l,
healthy color. It is' angular, with a
low forehead and prominent chin, and
'small greenish-blue eyes set at an un-
unusual angle, which change to a much
darker hue when lie is excited. In
fact, his whole face changes its ex-
pression at such times as he looks
ferocious enough to do any diabolical
act. Waves ox color sweep over it,and
he is red. purple and pale by turns.
His guards Wave been treated" to many
exhibitions of his great ungovernable
temper, and have stood- patiently
enough abuse to warrant them in half
killinghim. He is active and wiryand
has a cat-like grace of movement. His
teeth are very white and set far
apart, giving him an unpleasant
expression when be smiles. He was
born in Cerro Gordo county, lowa, and
his early years werej spent there. He
received an ordinary common school ed-
ucation, but his vicious nature began to
show itself every early in life. His
family moved to Woodside, in this
county, when he was about twelve years
old. The criminal records at the county
jail show that he was arrested in Wood-
side when only fifteen years old for
petit larceny, in entering a school house
and talcing property from it. For this
he was given seventy-five days in jail,
but was released on a technicality.
Three years later he was arrested for
the theft of clothing and other goods
from Benjamin Wilson, ofBuse, and for
entering a school bouse withothers and
destroying the. furniture. On this
charge he was found guilty and sent to
state's prison for two years. He was

•released last January and came home
with $30 inhis pocket; lie lay around

•home and did no work from that lime
.untilbe was arrested for murder, lie
was twenty-one years old at his birth-
day last March.

The Gonecn family consists of father,
mother, eight sons and three daughters.
The youngest son, Ross, and the young-
est daughter, Venue, aged twelve and
fourteen respectively. live with their
parents in this city, in a small house on
the river bank, and the old folks are
occasionally visited by the other . sons,
several of whom are rovers and more or
less irresponsible. Adalbert says that
in this house he and Anderson have a
regular arsenal ot weapons and reposi-
tory ofstolen goods. Ifthis is true the
senior Goheen knows nothing of it, for
he is a God-fearing, Industrious man.
who is respected by all. One. of his
fingers is missing, shot off by one of ills
sons in sportive mood. 'ihe Woodside
people say a favorite amusement of An-
derson and Adalbert used to be. to plant
their father against a door and fire their
revolvers at him see how close they
could come without hitting. They oc-
casionally got hold of his Bible, burnedit, tired him out of doors and ran things
themselves. for a day or two at a time.

•The others ot the family are Arabella,
aeed thirty-eight, married and livingIn
Dakota; Alou/.0, aged thirty-live, va
rover:Anderson, aged thirty, a crim-
inal and desperado;. Mark,aged twenty-
eight, a Dakota farmer ;Jennie,twenty-
seven. a Dakota farmer's wife-^Edward*
twenty-six, a rover;;,Allerton, twenty-
four, a temperance lecturer, who lives
in Ohio; Adalbert aged twenty-one;
Leonard, nineteen. Who works on a
farm; Veinie. a girl of fourteen, and
Earl Ross, aged twelve.

ROSA BKAY.

Something; of tbc Poor Woman
» Oohcen Murdered.;.

"* Fkrgus Falls, Oct. 22.—Rosa Bray
was of mixed French and English de-
scent, and was born in New York. At
the time of her death she was thirty-five
years old. She came to this state from
lowa six or seven years ago, and for a
time lived withher brother, EiBray, a
well-to-do farmer of the town of Maine,

'in this county. Inlowa she met a man
named Wood and has always claimed
iie lnariied-lier. For three years past she

'has lived in Fergus Falls and earned a
precarious livelihood by working and
begging. She was a peculiar person

\u25a0 an.l seemed to enjoy sleeping in barns
and such places rather than accept the
hospitality of her relative*.

'
It is as-

.serted by some that she was aloose char-
acter. Her family is an eminently re-
spectable one, and after her death her
brother took the remains to the town of
Maine, where they were interred with
great ceremony in the presence of one
of the largest gatherings that town has
ever seen.

Sheriff Billings is an old resident of
Fergus Falls. lie came here from Ver-
mont in the early days, and after a time
engaged. in the lumber business, from
which he gradually branched out into
stock buying*.He has always been an
ardent Democrat, and last year was
elected sheriff by the Democrats and

\u25a0Alliance men over one of the strongest
m^n in the county, which shows his
popularity. He is a small man, but is
;wiryand active and as full of pluck
and nerve as an egg is of meat, His
present job is the worst he has ever
been called upon to do. but that he will
flinch no one who knows him thinks for

\u25a0 an instant.

THE CRIME.

Story of the Killing for Which
Goheen Died.

Special to the Globe.
Fergus Falls, Oct. 22.—The crime

for which Adelbert -Goheen was j
hanged this morning was the wanton
murder of Rosa Bray. .She was
found dead one cold morning last March
near the third insane asylum north of
this city. Her body was frozen still
when found. She had a bedraggled
muff of muskrat fur and a threadbare
pair of

'
black "half-gloves," about as

efficacious as mosquito netting tokeep
out the cold;these and a forlorn-looking
ragged little cape of black cloth were
the only protection she had from the
weather. Her dress and other clothing
were meager, thin, dirty, ragged and
old. A close examination was not made,
but the natural, supposition was that
she had frozen to death, and in the first
reports itwas \u25a0so stated. By and by it
was found she had been shoe. A post
mortem and inquest were held, which
settled it that the . case was out
of murder and it took the general
public a \. .., -short time to fix
with singnl; ; unanimity on -Adelbert
Goheen as the murderer. His character
was- bad, and he was the only person
who had had much to do with the
woman for some time before, lie had
walked withher. taken her to the rink,
and- as was afterwards established, led
the poor unfortunate to believe he ex i
pected to marry her. Most damning of
al.\ he had left the city the night before
her body was found, twenty-four hours
after she was last seen,-

While the officers were scouring the
country forhim he returned,- one week
after lie left. This looked hopeful for
him, but on the trial itwas shown that
lie did not start for home untilhe read
in a newspaper that Rose Bray had been
found frozen to death.*' He was arrested
and some thirty-eight cartridges were

found on him which he tried to hide by
tucking them under his waistband.
Still the evidence against him was very
slight, and ifithad not been that public
sentiment was strong against him, he
would prob:ibly have got off at the pre-
liminary examination. A few weeks
later tlie trial took place. He was
brought pretty close to the scene of the
murder on the fatal night by direct
testimony. His wanderings in
the country with his brother Anderson,
who went with him, had been traced,
and County Attorney Daly introduced
many suspicious items of testimony
from the country witnesses. Probably
the twostrongest single points against
him in the minds of the jurymen were
the fact that he had a handkerchief ot
Rosa Bray with him, and tha r.he asked
a man somewhere up country Ifhe had
heard of a woman being round frozen
to death in Fergus Falls; this before any
news of Rosa Bray's death had readied
that part of the country.

Tiie prosecution was conducted with
great energy by County Attorney Daly,
assisted by the attorney general. Go-
heen was found guilty after tne jury
came within an ace of disagreeing.
Subsequent efforts for the commutation
of the death penalty were defeated by
his accusation of murder against his
brother Anderson, and his refusal to
testify airainst him when the time ar-
rived. Since that time there has been
no hope for him. but he has been a
livelyprisoner. Every officer about the
jail willrejoice when he is safely out
of the way. He has tried to

"
cor-

rupt the guards, to create an
insurrection among the other prisoners,
to secure poison or some weapon

—
lie

stole a razor once and kept itin a crev-
ice in his shoe several days before it
was found— to induce his family to
make a raid on the jailand release him,
and to sbaree the crime to his brother
both by direct accusation and a forged
note. There has been one continual
round of sensations at the jail all sum-
mer. Among other things, he has comp-

osed poetry— a great deal of it.
This is ttie second legal banging in

Otter Tail county. The other was of
Nels Olson Holong in 16S*. for murder-
ing a girl,cutting her to pieces and
throwing the pieces into a hog pen. In
the early days several lynchings oc-
curred, while of murder trials there
have been half a dozen o.1more; but
amone them all there has never before
appeared a criminal so crafty, so de-
praved, so totally devoid of heart and
conscience as Adelbert Goheen.

A DUKE PAi'.UOXED.

The Czar Acts Leniently to His
Cousin.

sonages in Copenhagen have induced
the czar to pardon his cousin, Grand
Duke Michael, for iiis marriage to the
Countess of Merenberg, daughter of the
Duke of Nassau, and this fact will be
announced at the czar's coming silver
wedding. The grand duke and the
countess were privately married at San
Kemo in April last. The czar
was greatly displeased at the
action of the grand duke and caused
his name to be stricken from the list of
Russian army officers, and eliminated
from the army list the titles of the regi-
nipnU named for the errand duke and of
which lie was colonel. The l'olish pa-
pers affirm that after the wedding cele-
bration the czar will make a tour of the
famine-stricken districts of the empire
with the purpose of defeating the nihil-
ist intrigues.

Took Him for a Deer.

Stiffinr, while hunting near Deadham,
Minn., this afternoon, was shot by
Adam Miller, of this city, dying soon
after. Miller was also hunting, and in
the twilight mistook him for a deer,
Sliffler being in the brush several rods
away. Miller was very much overcome
by the affair, and at once limited
up his companion, J. L. Showers,
and returned to the city, to the
police station, and offering himself to
the officers. There being nothing to
warrant his being held at the time, he
was allowed to go home. This morning
Sheriff Kennedy. Coroner Whitney and
a jury willvisit Dedhain and view tiie
remains. Miller, who tired the fatal
shot, is a carpenter of this city. But
little is known of Stifller, who was a
resident of Minnesota.

SIX KUjIjED.

One of the Worst Threshing; Acci-
dents in the History of the Da-
kotas.
Mayvii.le, X. I)., Oct. 22.— One of

the most terrible threshing accidents
ever known in the' Dakotas occurred
here yesterday afternoon (>n division
No. 4of the bit Mayvilln farm, owned
by the Grandin brothers. Four men
were killed outright and two others so
seriously hint that they died within an
hour afterward. It is the o!d story of a
boiler explosion, due to the fart, it la
claimed, that the engineer had allowed
the water to run clown too low. The
machine had been standing still about
two hours, while some repairs were be-
ing made, and the explosion fO,llowed
within two minutes after the engine
started and the pump began pouring
cold water into th» boiler/ Two of the
killed wereblown nearly to pieces.

Montana Rejoices Over the Open-
ing of the Anaconda.

Buttk. Mont., Oct. 23.—At ? o'clock

this morning every whistle connected
with the works of the Anaconda com-
pany blew in joyful announcement of
the factof the opening of the company's
mines, which were closed down last
March on account. of a disagreement
with the railroad company over freight
rates. Flags were hoisted from the lop
Of the hoisting works in this city,
and the city put on a g;;'la
appearance. Marcus Daly said to-day
that both the railroad company and the
Anaconda company were thoroughly
whipped. Each' hud lost $:i,000.000 by
this shut-down, and each was heartily
sick of the war. About 200 nun were
put to work at the mines ii: this city to-
day, and the number will be increased
in the next few days to1,200 or more.
Assoon as ore is shipped to Aniicun-
da the smelter at that place; will
be started, employing about, 1,500
more. The instructions are to run
everything full blast, and this means
that nearly 3,000 men have steady em-
ployment.'

"They are started,'? said .Mr. Daly to-
day, "AndIhope they will never close
down again while lam alive. From the
arrangements we now have, Idon't be-
lieve any difficultycan arise again, and
1am confident there are years alien;! of
uninterrupted work at the mines. Con
tracts were signed to-day for the
receipt at the Anaconda mines
daily, beginning to-morrow, of
forty car loads of Rock Springs
coal.
