FOR BMILK AND BUTTER.

Prof. E. W. Stewart, of the New York
experiment station, has formulated the
following rations, and adds: ‘There is
net nearly so much danger of cows
wearing out and dyinz early from high
feeding and constant work at the pail,
as there is from shortened rations, ex-
posure to cold winds and storms, allow-
ing them to shift for themselves 1 win-
ter and on short pasturesin summer.
Making the cows tough by this sort of
management is poor business.

Six Daily Rations for Milk:

No. 1. Eighteen pounds of oat straw,
5 pounds bean straw, 6 pounds cotton-
seed nreal. ;

No. 2. Twenty pounds barley straw,
5 pounds pea straw, 2 pounds wheat
bran, 5 pounds linseed meal.

No.3. Twenty pounds poor hay,5
pounds cottonseed meal.

. No. 4. Twenty pounds wheat straw,
5 pounds wheat Lran, 3 peunds corn-
meal, 4 pounds linseed meal.

Butter Making on the Farm.

Mrs. Anna Clark, a praetieal butter-
maker of Wisconsin, read a paper at
one of the institutes of that state, on
buttermaking on the farm. Her re-
marks about washing butter and pack-
ing it, with her success attendinz the
method employed, are given as foliows:

My udea of washing the butter is this:
As soon as it is churned I drain off the
buttermilk and leave the butter in the
churn. Now the butter is in small par-
ticles, just the right condition to salt.
My way of washing butter differs from
some of the farmers’ ways of washing
butter. I make a weak brine and wash
it three times; then I add nearly an
ounce of salt fo the pound, then 1
rock the churn back and forth
until I am satisfied that the salt
is well worked into the butter. Then I
take the butter out into my butter-bow
and press it into a mass and leave it
about twelve hours, By that time the
saitis all dissolved and I work it over
aud drain off all the brine. If there is
any butter in the tub I drain it off before
1 pack again, by tipping the tub upon
its edge. Butter never should be
rubbedwith a ladie; it should be pressed
together to get the brine out and should
be pressed when packed in the tub.
When the tub is within half an inch of
being full I put on a clean white cheese
cloth, not out of the rag bag. fill the tub
even full with fine salt, put the cover
on tight, 1 will guarantee, if this but-
ter is Kept in a proper place. it will
keep from June to June. 1 want you to
remember that I have no machinery for
making butter. I have arcvolving bar-
rel churn and the . Fairlamb milk can.
I do not call that machinery. It is all
done by hard work. 1 am not Kick-
ing about hard work, but the price
we get for the butier. There are hun-
dreds of pounds of whatis called butter,
that is made of eream set in cellars and
old milk safes and left until it is sour
and thick and blue on top. before it is
skimmed; and then it is churned and
they call that butter. Now they pay
for that butter from 10 to 15 centsa
pound. That seews to be the price for
butter. Now, ladies and gentlemen of
this assoeiation, is it fair that I should
sell a No. 1 article ot butter and sell it
for the same price as grease? 1 think
when any person makes a No. 1 article
they should have a No. 1 price for it;
but it does not seemn to make much
difference in this market. It seems
‘strange that people don’t know any
befter in this enlightened age of the
world than to make wagon grease and
call it butter. They should have wagon

‘} grease prices for it—10 ceuts a box, or

Fattening Hogs Early.
American Agriculutrist.

A peculiar delusion which seems to
have taken a fast hold on the minds of
- great numbers of farmers is that incold

or winter weather is found the proper
-and profitable season for converting corn
into pork. Acting on thisidea they pay
little heed to beginning the process
- whieh 1s to change their lean and rest-
. less shotes to the dignity of “fattening
" hogs,” whose business it is to rest,

-eat, and grow obese, until Jack
Frost and Diting winds  sug-
rest by no  uncertain signs
that automn is rapidly waning. It is

strange, too, that such a state of affairs
should exist among the more intelligent.
All experiments made in that direction
demonstrate that in warm or moderate
~weather the conditions for realizing the
utmost gain for food consumed are in
every way most favorabie, while in
cold weather and exposed situations a
large share of, and in some instances all
the food consumed serves as a mere
maintenance ration, giving no appreci-
able gain. Those who begin fattening

their hogs with the earliest of
their new corn crop, as soon as
(it is  in  “roasting ear,”” using

stalks as well as ears, find it wonder-
fully efficacious in the animal’'s im-
provement, giving as large if Dot larger
retarns than more matured, and ena-
bling the feeder to have the benefit of
thirty or forty days’ feeding in the

l most genial season, which would be lost

Various Feeds to Produce Eilther.

Twenty pounds fresh marsh.
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if he waited for the corn to rinen or be-
come fit to gather for eribbing. The
Juiees in the green stalks, leaves and
ears seem especially adanied at that
time of the year to the health and vigor-
ous zrowih of hogs, and, altbough mak-
ing what might appear too balky a food
for fat production, it puts them
in the Dest possible condition for
finishine off to the greatest
advantage later on more matured grain.
In some carefully eonducted experi-
mwents by Prof. Sheiton, at the Kansas
State Agricultural college, he found
that in severe weather it cost, when
shotes were exposed, about eleven and
two-thirds pounds of corn to produce
one pouund of pork. while the same ani-
mal in like weather, but ina warm
barn, gave a ponnd of pork for less
than five and three-fourths °pounds
of corn. A summing up of his experi-
ments in this direction indicated to
him than putting increase on hozs
exposed in severe weather cost about2
per cent more than a like increase cost
ou hogs that were kept in comfortably
shtelered quarters; also that of each
bushel of corn fed to exposed animals
an amount sufficient to make two and a
third pounds  of pork was used up in
merely keeping the animals warm.
Such a tariff for warmth alone is more
t!mn the traffic will bear, and empha-
sizes the importance of doing much of
the fattening in antumn that is ordi-
rl;:rily done in Novemnber and Decem-
T.

Two Ideals of Life.

One is to settle ona farm of gzood,
rich land and never build or improve
any more than is npecessary to make
money. Patin as many hours a day as
possible into your work. You and your
team maust rest Sunday; so do not at-
tend chureh, or do anything to build up
a Sunday school near ynu, as that will
take both time and money. Put every
dollar into the bank that vou can possi-
bly spare from actnal family expenses
and from buying necessary machinery

to run your farm, and perhaps,
if you do mot get to drink-
ing. you will lay up enough

by the time you are a littie past middle
life to buy a snug home in some small
village, where vou can have time dur-
ing the remainder of your davs to im-
prove your mind by sitting aroand the
stores, amonz the crowd of tired farm-
ers who are whittling and spitting away
their lives.

The other ideai: Select carefully
whom you marry (both of you) and
have quite a little sum of money laid by,
which you have earned yourself, before
the weddinz. Select vour howe with a
view to making a handsome residence,
and settle down to stay. In clearing
save a fine grove, if possible, or, if
it is prarie, ptant oae out. What-
ever fruits are planted let them
be of the very choicest varieties and
give them mtelligent care from the
first, and be careful that large treesare
not planted where they will obstruct the
view too much at the front. When you
are able to build a nice house, allow
vourself plenty of room in front fora
fine lawn and drive, where in time you
can add some nice hedge, ornamental
trees and shrubs. As those fiue look-

ing sons and daughters grow
up around you fo take the
heavier work from your shoulders,

you can give more time to the tHowers
and fine fruits, and the many other im-
provements that you have often wished
to make, and if you have done your
duty during ail these years in building
up schools and churches, vou will not
need to leave your home to obtain
privileges, but will be able to spend
your last days in something like the
Eden which the Lord himself made for
Adam and Eve.—Mrs. Mary Gardner, in
Farm and Home.

General Purpose, After All,

National Stockman. =

Leading agricultural writers in these
days seemn. with one accord, to regard
with disfavor the idea of general pui-
pose stock. The tendency now among
the more advanced agriculturalists is
rather toward special development. A
strenuous effort is certainly being made
to induce farmers to seleet their horses,
cows, ete., wore with the idea of secur-
ing a single produectin a high dezree
than in ecovering the ground so gen-
erally sought some years ago. It must
be- said, though, that these efforts
are not very successful. The average
producer is still a firm believer in the
general-purpose animal, and the prob-
abilities are that no amount of reason-
ing or coaxing wiil lead him to abandon
his old position. This being the ease.
weé urge our contributors to give
readers the benefit of experiences aid-
ing the owner of so-called general-
purpose stock. We want to make the
matter contained in The Stockman as
practically useful as it ean be made;
=«and while it is all right to set forth the
advantages of a certain systein, when-
ever it can be introduced, itis also of
value to tell the people how to get the
most out of the system now in vogue.
The general farmer will, atter all, milk
a cow which he expects some day to
turninto beef. He will also use a horse
which may be taken from the plow and
put to lighter work. This is matter of
faet, and we do not expect to see the
time when any great change from this
policy shall have been successfully
brought about. This being the case,we
hope our friends will bend their efforts
to helping each other through our col-
umus not only to do good work in spe-
cial lines, but to make the most they
can of opportunities with stock which
must be used in the way indicated.

In Cows and Horses.

According to the American Analyst,
there are 2.000,500,000 invested _in the
dairy busiiess in this country. That
amount is almost double the money in-
vested in banking and commerecial in-
dustries. 1t is estimated that it requires
15.000.000 cows to supply demand for
milk and its products in the United
States. To feed these cows 60,000,000
acres of land are under cultivation.
The agricultural and dairy ma-
chine implements are worth $200,-
000,000. The men employed in the busi-
ness number 750,000, and the horses are
over 1.000,000. ‘There are over 12,000,000
horses all told. The cews and horses
annually consume 30,000,000 tons of hay
and nearly 90,000,000 bushels of corn-
meal, about the same amount of oat-
meal, 275,000,000 bushels of bran and
50,000,000 bushels of corn, to say
nothing of the brewery graias, sprouts
and other questionable feed of various
kinds that are used to a great exteut.

It costs $450,000,000 to feed these cows
and horses. The average price paid to
the laborers necessary in the dairy bus-
iness is probably $20 per month,amount-
ing to $180,000,000 a year. The average
cow yields about 450 gallons of milk a
year, which gives a total product of
6,750,000,000. Twelve cents a gallon is
a fair price to estimate the value of
milk at, a total return to the dairy farm-
ers of 810,000,000, if they sold
all the milk as milk. But a per
cent of their milk is made into cheese
and butter. It takes 27 pounds of milk
to make 1 pound of butter, and 10
pounds to make 1 pound of cheese.
There is the same amount of albumin-
oids in 8¢ pounds ot milk as there is in
1 pound of beef. A fat steer furnishes
50 per cent of buneless beef, but it
would require 24,000,000 steers, weigh-
ing 1,500 pounds each, tc produce the
same amount of nutrition as the annual
milk product does.

Roots as Food for Sheep.

There is quite a disposition on the
port of our most experienced breeders
of sheep to feed more roots. Thisis
one of the great sheep feeds known to
Great Britain, and one which has been
neglected by our American breeders,
we fear, too long. American breeders
and importers are procuring the services
of trained shepherds who cannot make
a complete ration for sheep without fhe
use of roots. Cabbages, turalps, ruta-
bagas and beets were brought into use
at the state fair grounds by these Eng-
lish shepherds. We predict for the
future care of sheep in this country,
more roots than in years past and gone.
