GRESHAM FAVORS BEN

The Judge and His Friends
Will Aid Harrison to a
Second Term,

With the Idea of Capturing
the Presidential Prize
in 1896.

Farmers’ Alliance Men HMeet
and Resolve on Plans for
Action.

Blaine’s Appetite Is Tremend-
ous--Cieveland to the
Michiganders.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind.. Oct. 22.—A pub-
lication this afternoon to the effect that
Judge Gresham and his friends would
not antagonize President Harrison’s
nomination, was confirmed by one of
the closest friends of the judge, who is
looked upon as always speaking for the
judge nimself. It is said that Juduze
Gresham’s followings have for months
recognized the nomination of Harrison
as the logic of the situation, and that
now they will assist in securing
it. It " 4s asserted, by friends
of the judge, that he has always
discountenanced opposition to Presi-,
dent Harrison’s renomination, and that
the conference of anti-administration
people Leld here early in the summer
was not with his consent. On the con-
trary he discouraged it.

*“The friends of Judge Gresham,”
said one of those most near to him, and
who adds his confirmation of the pur-
pose, “consider that it will ripen his
nomination chances for 1896. Judge
Gresham is constantly growing in the
country, and his position on the tariff
will make him tne kind of eandidate the
tepublicans will want in 1896, He is
not a high tariff man, and could not
consistently run on the kind of platform
the Republicans will be foreed to put
up next year.”

HCOSIER ALLIANCE MEN,

Co-Operative Buying and Insur-
ance Considered. .

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind.,, Oect. 22.—The
State Farmers’ Alliance met in secret
session to-day with eighty-one delegates
present. The committee on trade ree-
ommended the adoption of the *'1llinois
plan.”” This is, briefly, that purchases
be made of the National ‘I'rade union,
which is said to be an amalgamation of
different businesses, having close rela-
tion to agricultural interests, whose pur-
pose it isto sell directly to the con-
sumers. These Dbusinesses represent
millions, and, by selling directly to the
agent of the Alliance, the profits of
middlemen and the expense of travel-
ing salesmen are cut off,

Another matter was the adoption of a
plan of insurance submitted by the Na-
tional Alliance Aid Association of
Washington. This company will, like
the trade unions, supply all the capital
necessary o conduct the insurance
plan if the Alliance will provide the
persens to be insured. The cost of the
Insurance is thus reduced to the mini-
mumn, it is elaimed. 3

state. The city of Salina has been be-
sieged with members of the order, and
at 10 o’clock this morning not less than
10,000 of them had gathered about the
city.

He
hoped that all jealousies and political
differences would be laid aside anl
united support be given to those. in
charge of the business aifairs of the
body. He stated that during the past
i’ear 249 sub-alliances has been formed.

An amusing feature of the convention
is the endeavor of the National
Woman’s Alliance to gain recognition.
