THE EFFECT OF IT.

When Indiana, Ohioand Pennsylvania
held state elections the wmonth before
the presidential voting, they often vir-
tually settled the genaral contest in ad-
vance. The great struggle was to carry
the doubtful states in October. They
always went the same way in Novem-
ber. The voting this year in Ohio, New
York, Massachusetts and lowa will have
much the same relation to the presi-
dential contest that the old October
states had. DPerhaps Pennsylvania
should be included, althouzh the con-
test there is chiefly waged on state
questions, as it is quite largely
in New York. The Democrats are
the Dbeneficiaries in Pennsylvania
and the Republicans in New York
of the local questions. New York
wvill be stronger for the Demeerats on
the national issues, with the conditions
reversed in Pennsylvania. The Repub-
licans mustcarry all of these states next
Tuesday to give them reasonable confi-
dence in the national coutest. If New
York is against them they eannot afford
to lose Ohio. Massachusetts, Iowa or
any other state that has been voting for
Republican presidents steadily. Should
these three. desert them, where are the
states that can be set down in the safe
column? Michigan will be equally di-
vided: Wisconsin, Rhode Island, New
Hampshire and Illinois have voted
against the party, and must be con-
ceded to be doubtful. Indiana will
hardly be claimed by any Republican;
and outside of Vermont, Maine and
some small states out towards the Pa-
cifie, where are the reliables? The vot-
ing nextweek may have a good deal to
do with the location of the Republican
national convention. If the contested
states are lost, the pressure will be
‘great in favor of holding the convention
in Ohio or Illincis. There may, how-
ever, be too many doubtful states, and
the expiring effort conceded to the far-
ther West.

THE SUGAR BOUNTY.

The offset to the free sugar business
s beginning to show up. Those who
want bounties for their product are
reachiug out toward the treasury. In
Louisiana one man has been paid $6,70)
and another $10,000. Thesa are not the
large oues, either. One plantation will
receive $159,000, and many of them sums
that add handsome margins to their
profits. Of course the owne1s of these
plants are wealthy, but that does not
diminish their willingness to be paid
two cents a pound bonus for pro-
duecinz sogar. The treasury officials
have estimated the cost of the
bounties for all kinds of sugar
at $10,000,000. Their anticipations may
be not far out of the way as rezards
cane and maple, but the indications are
that beet sugar will far outrun all ex-
pectlations, and some new process is
claimed to give sorghum something of a
boom. One beet factory in California
promises to produce 5,000,000 pounds,
for which the government will present
it a bounty of $100,000. This beet sugar
production, it is predicted, is to grow
until the consumption of the country is
substantially, if not entirely met. The
experts allege that it will be confined
mainly to California and limited ragions
elsewhere that have the soil and ciimate
best adapted to the growth of the varie-
ties of beet desired, and with fhe most
favorable conditions for the manufact-
ure of suzar. It will be insisted then
that the bounty must be perpetuated or
the duties restored. The free sugar
then will be a delusion. The growers
of corn, wheat and other produets will
ask for au explanation why they should
not have a bounty also, and who can
convince them that they have no such
claims?

IT IS A FRAUD.

When Gov. FORAKER mada his speech
at Toledo, O., the past week, he attempt-
ed to turn the tin racket on the Demo-
crats by using the admission of the Bee,
the local Democratic paper, that its
handsome new building was roofed
with Ameriecan tin. He did not, how-
ever, mention that it was manufactured
before the tin plate duties of the Mo-
KixLeEY tariff were operative. ‘The
manuvfacture of this coarse roofing,
called terne plate, is no new thing in

this country. It was produced before
the tarifl, and it was raised 100 per cent.
There is no increased cost to the pro-
duction. ‘l1he wages ot the working-
men have not been raised. The pig, or
block tin, 1s imported because the home
mines are not affording a supply,
but there is no duty on the ore
till July, 1803, If this roofinz tin was
made under the old duty there was no
oceasion to raise the tariff, except to
enlarge the profits of the manufacturer.
Not a sheet of tin for commercial use
of American production is in the mar-
ket. The schewmers, like the St. Louis
congressman, worked the tin business
in the tariff for a speculation. They
had the operation of the duty deferred
a year so that they could impeort enor-
wous quantities of tin plate to hold for
the rise when the duty came in force.
‘The profits  realized in this way
amounted to millions, all at the expense
of the consumers. It was aun imposition
and fraud.

NORTH STAR DiMOCRACY.

The meeting of Demoerats in Minne-
apolis yesterday and the publie rally in
the evening areevidences of the Deinoe-
racy’s vitality in this state. The time is
not very far past when a conference of
the party, even during acampaign, was a
difficult thing to seeure, and when even
the most loyal of its members hesitated
to waste their time in political work, be-
cause the result of any contest was well
settled long in advancé. To-day we see
men strugziing for the leadership as in
a battle where there is hope of victory,
and élaborating plans of organization
that they may not fight at a disadvan-
tage with an undisciplined following.
All this is encouraging and commenda-
ble. There is a prize worth striving for,
and it can be secured only by such con-
servative and concentrated effortas tiis.

If any state in the Unionought in rea-
son to be found in the Damocracy's col-
umn, it is Minnesota. That it is- not
proves how little alive its people are to
their own best interests, There are
comiuunities here and there in the
nation which gain a temporary and
seifish advantage from the application
of Republican principles, just as the re
are many individuals who have grown
rich out of the opportunities our recent
tariff legislation has opened to them.
But the welfare of so overwhelmingz a
majority in a commmonwealth like ours
would be furthered by freedom in trade
that the argument is all on one side,
and that the side of the Democracy. 1n
New England, where a similar condi-
tion of affairs exists for other causes,
there has of late years been a great
awakening, Connecticut and Rhode
Island are now safe Deamocratic states,
and Massachusetts, in spite of its tra-
aitional position, is a dounbtful one.
But in the Northwest the work of
emancipation has gone on more slowly,
and no electoral votes in this section
can be surely relied on for the Demo-
cratic candidate in 1892, no matter who
he may be.

The explanation of this difference is
to be found mainly in the character of
our Western civilization. The New
England population is compact, easily
reached, interested in the discussion of
public questions, responsive to the same
influences. In Minnesota and the Da-
kotas there are many sparse settlements
covering a tremendous area and peo-
pled by men coming from every quarter
under heaven, with but few ideas in
common and demanding all sorts of
different agencies tor their enlighten-
ment. The conversion of states like these
is a gigantic undertaking, and unless
the truth is carried home to them in all
sorts of shapes and with tireless per-
sistence, they will continue in their
original prejudices to the end of their
lives. The purpose of the North Star
Democratic club, as publicly announced,
is to rouse such voters to investigation
and freedom of thought by establishing
local associations which they can at-
tend, and with which they ean ally
themselves if they care to. No plan
could be devised which is better calcu-
lated to achieve great results; and, if it
is fairly and honestly carried out with-
out self-secking, we can look for a great
and immediate increase in the party’s
strength in Minnesota.

THE TILDEN WILL.

The decision handed down yesterday
by the New York court of appeals in
the TILDEN will case was a very re-
markable chapter in the history of liti-
gation. Mr. TiLpEN undertook to leave
a large part of his great wealth for the
endowment of certaiu institutions which
he calculated would accomplish a pub-
Lie benefit. 1t has now been finaliy de-
cided that his purpose caanot be real-
ized because the methods he attempted
to follow were legally impossible. In
other words, in the judgment of the
tribunal of last resort, this great states-
man’s will is pronounced invalid. and
his estate is left for disposition as
thouzh he had died intestate.

Mr. TiLoeN himself was a lawyer
of much experience, acuteness and
strenzth, He had no especial reputa-
tion as an advocate, but in the sub-
tletles of the profession and in the
manipulation and interpretation of
statutes few of his contemporaries
ranked higher. It is said that, when he
first decided upon the plan of disposing
of his property which has been now so
long in dispute, he consulted CuARLES
O’Coxor, who was at that time the
leader of the New York bar. Mr. O'Cox-
OR criticised his idea and suggested
certain modifications, which he there-
upon endeavored to make. Mr. O’Cox-
ok dying before his opinion could be
had on the 1ustrument in its amended
form, JAyes C. CArTER was called in
as his adviser. Itis reported that Mr.
CarTER approved the will, as in full
compliance with the reguirements of
law. This may or may not be true; but,
if it is, it is interesting to note in the
same connection that Mr. CARTER, in
the estimation of his fellow attorneys,
stands to-day, as he has stood for some
years, at the head of his profession in
America.

We have here, then, a disposition of
property made by a famous lawyer
under the guidance and direction of
twoof the master minds in the legal
fraternity, after long study and thought
and with certain well defined and highly
commendable objects in view, defeated
by judges who would have been glad to
sustain it, because its provisions vio-
lated very familiar principles of juris-
prudence, as to the meaning and intent
of which there is no difference of opin-
ion. Ifanyone is seeking for an in-
stance of the uncertainty of law, he
need look no further than this.

THE ABDUCTION CASE.

The verdict in the abduction case will
have to be accepted as establishing the
innocence of the woman and men who
have been under indictment. The state
has noappeali, and the jury which heard
the evidence, the arguments and the
judge’s exposition of the law has pro-
nounced the accused not guilty. It is
the duty of good citizens to acquiesce in
results like this, and the prisoners, hav-
ing been discharged, are entitled to be
received back into the community freed
even from the suspicion of the terrible
charge which was made against them,

This outcome, however, does not rob
the story of its lesson. 1t rather adds
to its serlousness and. force. Here are

two men, fathers of families, hold- ‘bldh‘

ing positions of reasonable profit
and enjoying the respect of their
friends and acquaintances, who, while
innocent, have been subjected to the ex-
pense, the annoyance, and the risks of
criminal trial. No one who has fol-
lowed the testimony can sugzest that
the prosecution was undertaken in a
spirit of wantonness by the state, or
without a reasonable prospect of secur-
ing their eonviction. Appearances
were at first very much against them,
and, although they have been finally ex-
onerated, it has only been after a hard
contest, which must have caused them
much anxiety and shame if they are
ordinarily decent citizens. And for
their distressing predicament they have
themselves alone to blame. Had they
resolutely shunned scenes and assoeci-
ations suggestive of wrong-doing, they
would have been spared all the trouble
to whieh they have been exposed.

Here, too, is the moral. "Nine-tenths
of the crimes which are ventilated

in our courts owe their origin
to no intention of violating the
law, but to a reckless gratifica-
tion of the spirit of adventure. Fairly

respectable men fuddle themselves with
afew glasses of beer or whisky and
start out to have a good time. 'They
visit places which are objectionable and
talk with people of low character. They
do not parpose engaging in any actual
sin, but they want to do something
which is unusual and different from
their ordinary experiences. Very fre-
quently they get through the occasion
unscathed, and with no more sérious
consequences than a headache the next
morning and a fit of remorse. But
every once in a while they find them-
selves involved in a crime or the ap-
pearance of one, with all that this im-
plies. The GLoBE’s inference from the
abduction case is that it pays to keep
out of dives.

ONE INSTANCE.

In one of his most recent speeches in
Ohio ForAxER somewhat surprised his
hearers by the admission that American
cutlery successfully competes with the
home manufacture in England, and
holds its own even in Sheffield. "The
statement did not originate with the
ex-governor, nor did he meet the in-
quiry why, if it were true, it was neces-
sary to put high duties on the imported
article. There certainly could not be
dangerous competition when the
American article could be produced so
muck cheaperas to invade the English
markets, The gazalle comes in here,
American cutlery sells- in England at
British prices, not those of the United
States. 1t can be bought in England at
20 per cent less than at the doors of the
factory in Connecticut or other Eastern
state. 1t is supposed thatthe manuract-
urer is a philanthropist, and. finds his
mission in supplying the people of
Great Britain with these needful uten-
sils at less than the cost of produe-
tion? That theory is not advanced.
There 1s no intimation that a
satisfactory  profit is not real-
ized on the goods shipped 3,000 miles
and sold 20 per cent less than to the
home consumer. Itis but an illustra-
tion of human nature improved by the
protective policies. The manufacturer
could afford to sell to the home com-
sumers even less than to those he hasa
long journey to reach, but the tariff
comes in and shuts out competition,and
he can exercise his greed up to the tar-
iff limit. There is no advantage to the
workman. He does not get any share
of the 20 per cent more charged
for the Kknife sold in this coun-
try over the knife he makes to sell in
Eungland. It all goes to the owner of
the works. The tariff simply adds 20
per cent to his profits. He is the only
beneficiary. The cutlery manufacture
is not an isolated case. Agricultural
implements, sewing rachines, and even
flour made in this country are often sold
in foreign markets at less prices than at
home. Itis not claimed that they are
sold without profit in the distant mar-
ket, The home market isa great thing
for the monopolist, but hard on the con-
sumer.

Vast Amounts of Property Food
for Flames.
EvAxsviLLg, Ind., Oect. 27.--The
Franklin street car stables burned last
midnight, entailing a loss of $50,000.

Oct. 27.—For a
time early this morning it lookea as if
the larger part of the village of Milan
would be destroyed by fire, six stores,
Rice’s hotel and two barns being de-
stroyed before the flames were gotten
under control. The buildings were all
frame affairs,and as the wind was blow-
ing a gale, the whole heart of the vil-
lage would have been destroyed had the
wind not ehanged. The loss was $12,000,
with 83,175 insurance.

STAUNTON, Va., Oct. 27.—The Berke-
ley Arms hotel, at Buchanan, was to-
taily destroved by fire at 1 o’clock this
morning. ‘This hotel was the largest in
the state. Loss, $100,000: insnrance less
than $60,000. The fire is believed to
Ihave been the work of an incendiary, as
tl;ed hotel was unfinished aund unsceu-
pied.

BurrAvro, N, Y., Oct. 27.—Five large
ice houses at the foot of West Genesee
street belonging to Sullivan & Nunan
were destroyed by fire to-night. Loss,
$50,000; insured.

SAVAXNNAH, Ga., Oct, 27.—Fire broke
out at 11 o’clock to-night in the forward
compartment of the British steamship
Bendo, loaded with 10.80) bales of cot-
ton. Two thousand bales were in the
compartment where the fire started.
The fire department and a harbor tug
get the fire under control, but it is im-
possible to get an estimate of the loss
until the damaged cargo has been dis-
charged.

CINCINNATI, O., Oct. 27.—The Clifton
Springs distillery, situated in Cummins-
ville, in the northern part of the city,
up Mill Creek valley, was destroved by
fire to-night since 10 o’clock, The loss
is estimated at $40,000 with partial in-
surance, the amount of which is not as-
certainable to-night. How the fire
.started is not known. It was the only
distillery in this region not a member of

All Hands Perish With a Sinking
Ship.

BosTox, Mass., Oct. 27.—The schoon-
er Seraphine arrived here to-day. Her
captain says that on Saturday last he
saw a four-masted schooner founder
thirty-five miles south of Matinicus.
All hands went down with the vessel.
The Seraphine had saited with the ill-
fated vessel all that day, and although
very sevére weather prevailed, the four-
masted schooner seemed to be in good
conditlon.

About 4 o'clock in the afternoon her
distress signs were displayed. The
Seraphine bore down to aid ‘her, but
had only covered about half the dis-
tance separating the vessels when the
stranger gave a sudden lurch and dis-
appeared beneath the waves. The Ser-
aphine cruised around for some hours,
but found no dne to aid.

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DUTIES OF CITIZENS.

Ex-President Cleveland and
Gov. Hill Address Busi-
ness Men.

The Former Discourses on
'+ the Responsibilities of
Men of Affairs.

Samuel J. Tilden’s Will Is De -
clared Void by the Court
of Appeals.

The Fatal Defeect of the In-
strument Is Explained
at Length.

NEW York, Oct. 21.—When Grover
Cleveland was a presidential candidate
in 1884, leading men of his party on
the produce exchange organized a busi-
ness men’s association which was very
active. The organization has been
maintamed, and last winter incorpor-
ated as the New York Democratic club,
with a club house on Fifth avenue.
Under the auspices of this club a camn-
paign meeting was held to-might in
Madison Square Garden.

Gov. Hill was present as a speaker
and ex-President Cleveland presided.
Each was roundly cheered as heap-
peared on the stage. The ex- president
and the governor greeted each other
cordially. J. Edward Simmons pre-
sented a series ot resolutions of bitter
tenor regarding the loss of the worid’s
fair to New York, ard other state topics,
which were presentadand Mr. Simmons
then presented Mr. Cleveland as chair-
man. After expressing pleasure upon
being present with the business men
the ex-president said.

*It must be confessed that both here
and in other parts of the couitry those
engaged in business pursuits have kent
too much aloof from public affairs, ana
have tuo generally acted upon the
theory that neither their duty as eciti-
zens nor their personal interests re-
quired of them any habitual participa-
tion in political movements. This in-
difference and inactivity have resulted
in a loss to our publie service. I am
firmly of the belief that if a few busi-
ness men could be substituted for pro-
fessional men in ofticial places the peo-
ple would positively gain by the ex-
change. And itis strange to me that
our business men have not been quicker
to see that their negleet of political
duty is a constant danger to their per-
sonal and especial interests.

They may labor and plan in their
counting houses or in their exchanges,
but in the meantime laws may be passed
by those ignorant of their business bear-
ings which in their operation wiil coun-
teract all their labor, and defeat all
their planning. 'The eity of New York,
as the center of all that makes ours the
Ewpire state, and as the great heart
from which life-giving currents flow to
all parts of the country, cannot be in-
different to the questions, both state
and national, which have relation to
the state campaign now nearly closed.

Much has been said about the topics
which shculd be discussed in the prose-
cution of this campaign. It has been
contended that the canvass should be
confined to state issues, and it has been
claimed that national issues should be
mnost prominently considered. 1 con-
ceive the truth to be that both are prop-
er subjects of discussion at this time,
and in the presence of this assemblage,
called together to consider

of the contest. Can any one doubt that
the political verdiet which the people
of New York will give in November
next will effect her position in the gen-
eral national engagement which wiil
take place one year bence? In this
view, the proper adjustment of the tar-
iff, which concerns very materially not
only ail our people, but the commerce
and the business ot the city, should be
discussed. This and the question of
sound currency cannot be separated
from the business interests of our state;
and they should be put before our peo-
ple now for the purpose of inviting
itheir thought aund settling their opin-
ons. -

Applying this same test, it is entirely
plain that an economiecal administra-
tion of state affairs and the numercus
other subjects having reference to a
just, honest and bereficient state zov-
erninent are in a business sense, im-
portant and legitimate. On all these
questions the New York Democracy is
right, and we are willing and anxious
to discuss them in any place and at any
time. But our opponents, apparently
seeking to avoid the discussion of sub-
jeets legitimate to the eanvass and at-
fecting the business of our city and
state, and exhibiting such weakness
and fear as certainly ought not to es-
cape notice, are shrieking throughout
the state the demerits and dangerous
proclivities of a certain political organ-
ization whose members support the
prineiples and candidates cof the Demo-
cratic party. It would be quite easy to
show thateven if all they alleze against
this organization were true. the perils
our opponents present to the people are

Baseless and Absurd.

But it seems to me the argument of
such a question belittles an iwmportant
situation. Every man knows, or ought
to satisfy himself, whether the princi-
ples and policy presented to the people
by the Democratic party are stch as he
approves. 1f they are, certainly his
duty as a citizen obliges him to indorse
them, Every man ought to satisfy him-
self whether the candidates of the Dem-
ocratie party are men of such character
and ability that he is willing to trust
them in the administration of his state
government. 1f he Lelieves they are,
he should not withhold hissupport from
them upon any frivolous and irrelevant
pretext.

The exercise of the right of suffrage
is a serlous business, and a man’s vote
ought to express his opiniou on the
questiops at issue. This it utterly fails
to do if the voter listens to the ravings
of our opponents and allows his vote
merel¥ to record the extent to which he
has yielded to the misteading and cun-
ningly devised appeals to his preju-
dices, made 1n behalt of a desperate and
discredited minerity. Such a vote does
not influence in the least the real settle-
ment of any of the weighty matters of
|’°"°F and principles upon whlich the
people are called to pronounce judg-
ment.

1f enough such votes should be given
to cause a false verdict in the state,
those who should contribute to that re-
st and thus become disloyal to their
beliefs would find everything but satis-
faction In their self-reproach and in the
sense of degradation which would fol-
low the unconcealed contempt of thoese
partisans who had duped them for the
purpose of thus gaining a party ad-
vantage not otherwise possible,

Samuel J. Tilden Jr. was present when
the decision was handed down, and was
warmliy cougratulated by mauny present
on the outecome of his fight. Under the
statute of distribution, which regulates
the inheritance of property, th_e issue of
Mrs. Pelton and Henry A. Tilden, sis-
ter and brother of Gov. Tilden, come in
for equal shares of the $8,000,000. Mrs.
William B. Hazard is the only heir on
Pelton’s side. and thus 15 entitled to
$4,000,000. The other $4,000,000 is sub-
ject to the claims of the six children of
Henry A. Tilden. They are George H.
Tilden, S. J. Tilden Jr., Mrs. William
H.Whittlesy, Mrs. Swan, a widow who
lives in New Lebanon; Mrs. Willis S.
Payne and Mrs. Schwartz, of New
York city. Judge Brown, in his opin-
ion, says in substance: L

Unless, within the rules which econtrol
courts in the construction of wills, we can
seramle the provision in reference to the
Tilden trust from the general direction as to
the disposition of the testator's residuary es-
tate, and find thercin that a preferential
right to some or all such estate is given to
that institution when incorporated, and one
which the court at the suit of said institu-
tion eould entorce within the two lives which
limit the trust, we must, within the principle
of similar cases, declare such provisions of
the will invalid.

It is clear that the testator intended to
create a trust of his residuary estate. and he
plainly indicated his purpose to be that the
trustees should be vested with the title to
the property. until they should di-
vest themselves of it in carrying
out the purposes mentioned in the will,
There is 1o discretion to be exercised upon
the question as to whether the property shall
80 to charitable purposes. Discretion there
is as to the objects of the charity, but none
as to the general disposition of the estate.
The object and purpose of the testator is de-
votion of his estate to charity. The power to
endow the Tilden t}'usl is likened to a power
of appointment, which is so common as to
re(iuire no showing of 1ts validity. In the
will there is no antithesis. so as thé purpose
to which the property is to be devoted is con-
cerned, Itexpresses a single intent only,
viz.: Todevote the esiate to charitable uses;
and, of course, In such a scheme a testator
might prefer and designate one corporation
over another as the object of his bounty.

The learned judge then goes on and
shows that in this case he has not done
that, and has not conferred any prefer-
euntlal right to the estate, or any part of
it, upon the Tiiden trust. He says the
Tilden trust does not represent any al-
ternative or primary purpose in the dis-
posttion of the estate, but is simply the
sugeested instrument to execute the
testator’s scheme for the disposition of
the property. The Tilden trust takes
nothing by virtue of the will. The re-
siduary estate is vested in the trustees,
and it is solely by their action that it is
to become vested in the Tilden trust.
Every exvoression used in the will indi-
cates the bestowal of complete discre-
tioaary power to convey or not to con-
vey, and the ereation ind bestowal of
such a power in the executors is wholly
opposed to and fatal to the existence of
the executory devise.

The court proceeds in these words: The
corporation may be created in a torm and
manner satisfuctory to the trustees, but takes
nothing unless the executors, considering
every cause and reason, deem it exvedient to
convey to 1t some or all of the residuary es-
tate. In substance Mr. Tilaen said to his
executors: I haye determined to devote my
es'ate to charitable, educational and scien-
tific purposes. Ihave formed no detailed
pian how that purpose can be executed. but
under the law of New York it must be done
through and by meauns of a corporation. I
request you to cause lo ke incorporated
the Tilden trust, and if you deem 1t expe-
dient, that is. if yon think it advisable and
the proper thing to do, convey to thatin-
stitution all or such partof my residuary
estate as you choose, and if you do not think
that course advisable then apply it to such
charitable, educational and scieutific pur-
poses as in your judement will most sub-
stantially benefit mankind. Thus was left
to the trustees the power to dispose of the

estate within the limits defined and
to sclect the objects that should
be beuefited. The trustees are free

to  select the Tilden trust and
cause it to be incorporated orto choose any
existing corporation as the instrument to
carry out the testator's scheme. Again, no
event Is mamed upon the happening of
which any of the estate is limited to the Til-
den trust.

The authority to endow the Tilden trust
if that should be deemed expedient by the
trustees, was not a separate power. While
we may admit the testator expressed a pref-
erence for a corporation that should bear his
name, he conferred no right upoin that insti-
tution. The persons who should be bene-
fitted by the will, ana the particular institu-
tion that should administer the fund, was
lett to the selection of the trustees.

We are of the opinion, therefore, that the
will does not conl‘cr separale powers upon
the trustees, and that the ulterior provision
canuot be eliminzated from the will without
destroying the scheme that the testator de-
signed for the disposal of his estate. As the
seiection of the objects of the trust was dele-
gated absolulely to the trustees, there is no
persoa or corporation who could demand
any part of the estate or maintain an aciion
to compel the trustees to execute the power
in their favor. This is the fatal defect in the
will. The will of the trustees is made con-
trolling and not the will of the testator. Such
an authority Is in contravention of the stat-
utes of wills.

CHAPLEAU RESIGNS.

The Powerful Canadian DMinister
Steps Out.

OrTAWA, Oct. 27.—There is a rumor
this afternoon, stated confidently, that
Secretary of State Chapleau had re-
signed. Dispatches received by private
individuals from Montreal and Quebec
asserted positively that the secretary of
state had resigned. Mr. Chapleau left
bis office about half past 2 o’clock and
did not attend the cabinet council, being
closeted at his own house with Col.
Ouimet, ex-speaker, and Geoffreon,

On being asked if it were true he had
resigned, he said: “l1 cannot sav. 1
am engaged in Pour Parlers with the
premier, but you can state there is no
feeling between us,” and that was all
he would say, but around the govern-
ment buildings 1t was believed that he
had resigned. 'I'he question now is,what
will follow? Mr. Chapleau hasa great
followlng which will not be content to
see hiin step down and out of the cabi
net. All the same, they say he will not
cross the floor and throw in his lot with
the Liberals. Defeat for the govern-
ment seems certain.

Gov. Campbell’s Suits.

PHILADELPIIA, Pa., Oct. 27.—1In the
common pleas court to-day Gov. Camnp-
beil. of Ohio, entered suit for damages
against the Press for libel. The alleged
libel was contained in a dispatech from
Columbus, 0., published-in the Press of
Sept. 27, in which it was stated that
Gov. Campbell owed large sums of
money which he was unable to pay.
