REEVE IS RAMPANT.

The Grand Trunk Dead Set on
Sell-Protect ion.

Chicago, Oct. 27.—The action of the
Chicago A: Grand Trunk in cancelling
the Chicago switching tariff took the
other Eastern roads completely by sur-
prise. Asa result the traffic officials
have been in a state of excitement all
day, ana as soon as the report concern-
ing the Grand Trunk's new departure
was con tinned Chairman Shaw, of the
east-bound freight committee, caiied a
meeting of the interested line? for to-
morrow to consider the situation
and take such action as may be
agreed upon. But the Grand Trunk
will not be represented at the
conference. Traffic Manager Reeve, of
that company, is thoroughly roused,
and he has no intention of weakening.
He says he has proof that other roads
have been manipulating rates right
along, and lie warned them when the
present switching tariff was adopted
that he would smash itas soon as be
obtained conclusive evidence that the
other roads were disregarding it. lie
has waited until the business of his
road has suffered; but, now that he has
been forced to act, he will make some
of his competitors sick before he is
through with them.
Itwas reported on thn street this aft-

ernoon that the Chicago &Grand Trunk
was not only absorbing switching
charges, but was making no charge lor
cartage. This report applied par-
ticularly to the Commercial Express
line, which is controlled by the Grand
Trunk. General Manager Moore, of
that line, said tlier*-. had been no free
cartage as yet, but it wouid come to it
ina few days. Inthe meantime it is
feared the Grand Trunk has only par-
tiallyshowed its hand, and that the
worst is yet to come. Indeed, certain
parties connected with that road have
intimated that additional relations will
be made before the week is over, and
that they willbe in line with the policy
of self-protection, which the company
has been compelled to adopt.
