President Hill Said to Be
Deeply Interested in Its
Extension.

Denver Will B2 the Objective
Peoint of the New Con-
nection,

Tapping Nebraska Grain
Fields and Celorado Min-
eral Regions.

Chairman Blanchard Sues
Donald HKcLean--Along
the Roads. -

CricAco, Oct. 20.—Within a few days
the Sioux City. O'Neill & Western rail-
way will be incorporated, probably at
Lincoln, Neb., under the Nevraska law.
This company will take the Pacific
Short Line, which was sold at foreclos-
ure a few days ago, and extend it west-
ward. Dispatches from Sioux City
state that A. S. Garretson, the banker
of that town: J.J. Ilill, president of
the Great Northern, and a number of
New York capitalists are behind the
road, which is to be extended and oper-
ated in the interest of the Great North-
ern system.

1t is planred to extend the read from
(’Neill west and southwest to a connec-
tion with the Burlington & Missouri
River road at Dunning, Neb., and to
cross Nebraska diagoually to Denver.
Surveys for the new route have already
been made under the name of the
Pueblo & Duluth, a blind corporation.
Tre principal motive of Hill in vacking
this road is allezed to be a desire to tap
the grain fields of Nebraska and mineral
regions of Colorado for the purpose of
feeding his line from Sioux City to Du-
luth, and the Northern Steamship com-
pany., which plies between Duluth and
Buffalo. 1t 1s said that in the deal
which has aiready been run Garretson
has made over £1,000,000.

T here is some lively litization now in
prozressover the old Pacific Short Line
corporation. A Sioux City dispateh says
Donald McLean, ex-president of the
road, has been sued by George R.
Blanchard. chairman of the Central
Traflic association, to recover #5,800.
From DBlanehard’s petition ana Me-
Lean’s answer it apovears that Blanch-
ard was given some $200,000 worth of
promoters’ stock in the improvement
company which was building the road.
Of this all but $84.000 was sold at 25
cents on the dollar. The unsold part he
turned oyver to McLean tosell for him.

About this time the promoters of the
company wanted to buy out Blahchard's
interest. Blanchard had a note for §i5,-
200 in a bavk'and when it came due Me-
Lean paid it to save the credit of his
company. Later, when McLean’s road
beeame tankrupt, Mr. Blanchard sued
Mel.ean for £5,800, which he calculated
was the amoutt of Mcelean’s indebted-
ness to him.after deducting $15.200 from
£21.000, whith would have been the
value of the stock at 25 cents. and at-
tached certain real estate ot McLean’s
in Dakota county. In his answer Me-
Lean denles the obligation for §21.000;
declares that the stock was traudulent,
and has since been declared so. and sets
up a counter-claim for the §15,200 paid
Ly liitn on Blanchard’s note.

To
break up the trade of these houses the
trust, it is said, organized a large force
of agents several weeks azo and sent
them through the eountry with instruc-
tions to visit all saloons and learn from
whom the keepers buy their liquors. If
they are customers of the anti-trast
houses, the agent undersells, and in
this way they have succeeded in divert-
ing a large trade from the independent
houses to the trust.

MORE GAIN IN WHEAT

Chicago Market for Cereals
Was Lively and Prices
Were Better.

T

Weather Reports, Higher Ca-
- bles and Russian Action
Aided the Increase.

Corn Unsettled, Oats Strong,
and Hog Products Gain a
Trifle.

New York Stock Market Was
- Strong and Rather More
3 Active.

Cuicaco, Oct. 20.—There was more life in
the wheat market to-day, due'to a combina-
tion of circumstances, and a higher range ot
prices was established. The influences di-
rectly accountable for the advance to-day
were dry weather reports, higher cables and
rumors that the export of grain from Russia
would certainly be prohibited. Some of the
large ‘‘shorts” endeavored to keep prices
down, and were successful in causing a tem-
porary reaction from outside prices. aided by
some realizing sales at the advance. The
speculative offerings were quite heavy, and
prevented a further rise in prices at the
time.

The drought news was in substance about
the same as yesterday, a lack of moisture in
the winter wheat country, causing some ap-
prehension for the growing crop. Cables
were higher, due, it was claimed, to the news
from Russia. it being rumored that the ex-
portation of grain will be prohibited on and
after Nov. 5. Liverpool was Y%@ld higher;
London was unchanged; Berlin was 14@?2¢
higher: Antwerp unchanged, and Paris 5@
13g¢ higher. The receipts in the Northwest
continue liberal, but advices from that sec-
tion were received claiming that farmers
were stacking their wheat and refusing to
sell at present prices, and receipts may leil up
some.

The export clearances were larger and ag-
gregated from four ports 597.000 bushels
wheat and flour. New York reported twenty
loads taken for export, Freight room for
66,000 bushels engaged here. Arrivalsin the
Northwest were liberal. Receipts at Duluth
were 546 cars and Minneapolis 539 cars—a
total of 1,085 cars, against ‘W7 cars yesterday
and 671 cars a year ago. Local receipts were
36 cars, of which 54 cars were of contract
grade. Withdrawals from store, 228,958 bush-
els. Receipts at all points azgregated 1,732,-
174 bushels, and shipments from same were
1,023,308 bushels. The export clearances
from four ports were 39,000 barrels of flour
and 331,731 bushels of wheat. In addition,
New Orleans shipped 11,442 bushels.

The opening was a little excited and sales
were made at Ye@3cadvance on th2 closing
sales of vesterday, then eased off with some
slight fiuctuations lae, but azain developed
a stronger feeling ana this time prices ad-
vanced 183@tlac, then declined 1'ge, railied
slightly and closed avbout 8ic higher than
closing figures yesterday.

New York. Oct. 20.—The stock market to-
day was somewhat of a surprise to operators,
being strong where increased weakuess was
expected, and rather more active where a
continuance or increase in the duliness was
counted upon. The strength of the market
was most apparsntin a few stocks, among
which the Vanderbilts were most conspicn-
ous, foilowed by St. Paul. the Industrials
and specialties like Wheeling & Erie. The
upward movement undoubtediy had its in-
ception in London, where there was a
maurked increase in the demand for American
SLOCKS.

The inarket, while opening firm and slightly
higher than last evening, hestitated in the
early treding because of the pressure to be
brought to bear by the traders. though the
losses incurred were no more than sufficient
than to wipe outthe opening gains. The
contest was soon found to be unegnal, and
prices gradually appreciated, though no ma-
terial movement was seen until well into the
afternoon when the Vauderbilts became con-
spicuous, following the Industrials, which
had been specially strong in the forenoon.
St. Paul, however, still led in the dealings, *
and displayed a steady strength which torced
its price up materially beforc the end of tne
daay.

Among the specialties the Lake Erle &
Western stocks were the only strong feature,
and the general list, wnile strong in all parts,
scored only fractional gains on a very mod-
erate business. The rise in St. Paul was
aided by the big increase in the net earnings
for September.and the report that Russia had
prohibited all exports of all cereals helped
along the good feeling in the grangers.

The Post says: The advancement of the
Loudon bank rate to 4 per cent will doubt-
less result in a brief interruption to execu-
tion ot American orders for gold in that
market.

But the
Londouners know as well as we do that with
an unchecked export trade in grain the in-
terruption can only be temporary.

Exception-
ally heavy orders have come in. for instance,
for the shipment of gold to Russia, presuma-
bly on Russia's new French “credits. "t his
movement it is possibie to control, and the
bank i3 naturaily auxious to restrict it, be-
cause November is the month in which the
heaviest demand from the Scotch banks
must be met.
