REPEALING THE LAWS
Minneapolis Aldermen Set Out

to Change the Existing
Order.

McGowan After the Liquor
Ordinance and Gray the

Pcundmasters.

Rev. Dp. George H. Wells In-
stalled as Pastor of Plym-

outh Church.

Caledonians Celebrate Hal-
lowe'en— Tha Curtiss Di-

vorce Case.

The council transacted its business
last night in a very quiet and expeditious
manner and, although there were a
number of small matters disposed of.the
meeting adjourned at 10 o'clock.

The only kicking, was done by Aid.
Gray, and even he did not prove very
obdurate. The Sunday saloon agitators

received a blow in the form of an ordi-
nance to repeal tho liquor ordinance
which was placed upon it first reading.

To Squelch BrlcsN A:Co.
Very little surprise was manifested

when Aid.McGowan, under suspension
ofthe rules, introduced a resolution in-
structing the committee on licenses to
prepare an ordinance repealing the pres-
ent, liquor ordinance, which was adopted
in March. !«>;». and it was evident that
the members had heard of it before.
The resolution which is credited to
the genius of Aid.Hand is plainly in the
interest of the Sunday saloon, and
contemplates a repeal of the entire ordi-
nance governing the sale of malt, vin-
ous, spirituous and fermented liquors.
This ordinance is the one through which
Messrs. Brings, Young and Whitcomb
have been einbarassing the liquor deal-
ers so much of late in their Sunday
business, and if it is repealed these
gentlemen will be forced to operate
under the state law, which is not so
convenient, and may even prove impos-
sible, as the state authorities may refuse
to interfere in municipal affairs.

Aid. McGowan's resolution went to
the committee on licenses, which re-
ported later in the evening, there being
two reports, each signed by two of the
members of the committee. Aid. L.M.
Band and J. J. McGuire submitted an
ordinance as called for in the resolution^
with the recommendation that it pass,
and Aid. Flanders and Parry recom-
mended that the ordinance be first sub-
mitted to the city attorney.

Aid.McGowan explained that he had
no objection to baring the ordinance go
through the hands of the attorney, but
would like to have it placed on its first
reading at once. The matter was com-
promised in this manner and the ordi-
nance was read.

«.ra> ITlade a Kick.
A resolution authorizing a warrant

for $300 in favor of City Attorney Ku.s-
-se'l, to reimburse him tor the expenses
of the delegation sent to the recent wa-
terways convention at Evansville. lud.,
called forth an eloquent and rather
scathing rebuke to the committee by
Aid. Gray. The alderman said that, in
his opiiiion, when the council appointed
that able delegation, headed by the
brilliant chief of the legal department
ot the city, sonietiikig more was cer-
tainly expected than a bill for ex-
penses, but thus far this was tho
only return the committee had made.
He had certainly expected some sort of
a report, nnd he thought the council
had, too. He had noticed upon the ex-
pense bill a heavy item for sleeping car
accommodations which suggested that
perhaps the committee slept all the
time during its absence. This sally
elicited roars of laughter from the other
members, but the bill was allowed, and
later in the evening Aid. Haynes. in
the absence of City Attorney Russell,
chairman of the committee, made a ver-
bal report, the formal report being in
the possession of Mr. BusselL

Water Committee's Keport.

Aid. llaynes said that the convention
was a most successful and satisfactory
one, there being 250 delegates present.
Itwas the unanimous sentiment of the
convention that every possible effort
be used to Influence congress to make
as large an appropriation as oossible for
the improvement of the waterways of
the Mississippi valley. Ithad tilso"been
learned, he said, that river trallic had
been on the increase of late years, and
that recently there had been consider-
able travel by boat not only on the Mis-
sissippi itself, but on the Ohio and other
streams.- He also mentioned that Min-
neapolis had been accepted by the con-
vention as the head of navigation on
the Mississippi. His report was received
withapplause.

To Abolish the Pound.
Aid. Gray gave notice that at the next

meeting he would introduce at) ordi-
nance repealing the ordinance provid-
ing for poundmasters. It appears from
Ihtt recoads in the city clerk's office
that the total salary list of tn« seven
poundtnasters employed by the city is
£4,<WO per year, and that daring the
nine months of the present year ending
Sept. 1 the entire collections were only
•5:207. Aid. Gray thinks this is too much
expense for a little good, and proposes
to abolish the whole system.

A communication from Chief Utilise,
of the fire department, was read,
which that official recommended the
purchase of forty new firealarm boxes
and two new engines, and the con-
demnation of the oid Cataract engine,
which, he states, is no longer tit for
service. The communication was re-
ferred to the committee on fire depart-
ment.

Prohibits Too TOuch.
The ordinance prohibiting the haul-ms of more than one vehicle with one

team came up for second reading, and
created some slight discussion, but was
finallyreported back to the committee
on ordinances and the city attorney lor
revision, it bein<? found that it would
prohibit too much.

A communication from J. J. Hill in-
vited the committee on railroads and
the aldermen of the First, Second and
Ninth wards to meet at the Milwaukee
road at 2 o'clock this afternoon and go
from there to his office to consider a
proposition in the matter of lowering
the railroad tracks.

DR. WELLS INSTALLED.

Plymouth Receives ItsNew Pastor
With AllCeremony.

Plymouth church can no longer be
numbered among the pastorless
churches. Since last November it has
been without an official head. Last
night the new head was put on and
firmly fixed in place with all the cere-
mony appropriate to such an important
occasion. Key. Dr. George 11. Wells.
late of Montreal, is now the pastor of
Plymouth by selection and ordination.

The church had been so long without
a pastor and lnid sought so earnestly to
lind one without being able to unite
upon one man that the selection of Dr.
Wells, a man who was found acceptable
to allthe factions, brought joy to all the
members of the church. That was why
so many of them turned out last night
to witness the installation ceremonies.
The church was crowded. The installa-
tion ceremony was impressive and
beautiful. First came the organ pre-
lude, the offertory. Then the choir
stood up and the grand music of the an-
them,"The Lord Is Kins!"rose and fell
on the ears of the assembled throng.
That finished, the scribe of the council
read the minutes of the council. They
set forth the examination of the new
pastor by the Congregational council on
matters of faith and his satisfactory
answers to all questions.

Speare read from the Scriptures f.nd
Rev. Dr. Strong invoked the blessing of
the Divine Kuler upon the work of the
new pastor. The charge to the pastor
was delivered by Rev. G. R. Mer-
rill.

ABOUT THE LETTERS.

Curtiss Tells About Accusing His
AVifcof Writing Them.

The suit of Theresa Curtiss azainst
her husband. Boynton D. Curtiss. was
on trial all day yesterday before Judge
Rand. The suit is one of the mast un-
savory in the history of the court. Cur
tiss was on the stand moat all day. He
was very bitter against his wife,
and when questioned as to his
marital relations with her. became
confused and referred to her as "that
woman." The receiving ot a letter
signed by the •\u25a0Clan-na-Gael." etc., was
brought out despite the objection of the
plaintiffs attorney. He said the first
one he received was hung on the door
knob of the house where he was stop-
ping, at Superior.

Several letters were identified by wit-
ness as being received by him. For the
most part they came in black-edged en-
velopes, but seemed to be devoid of
skulls and cross-bones or empty coffins.
The letters continued all the way from
F ebruary to the end of July.

He came to Minneapolis directly after
ttie receipt ot the first letter, and ac-
cused his wife of being the author of it.
She didirt deny it, but said: "Ifyou'll
let the matter drop 1will try and sift it
out. If you prosecute those letters I
shall either feet into a convent or take
poison— you see ifIdon't."

They met and had a long talk over
the matter in the offices ofhis attorneys,
Welch, Boynton & Welch, and his wife
there wanted to kiss aud make up their
dilliculties.

Ilind the wails
are absolutely plumb,and there is no fault to
be fouud with the buildiuginaiiy way, shape
ormanner.

The building was erected by F. A.
Fisher &Co. for John F. Travis. Fisher
&Co. say that itis one of the best con-
structedblocks ever put up by them.
They were not limited in the matter of
expense,aud they put the very best kind
of work upon it. Mr. Travis also Vouch-
es for the construction ot the building,
lie says that he could have erected the
block for $1,030 less ths»n he paid for it,
but he put tne extra money into the
building to insure safety. Architect

Joralmon examined tho building re:
cently to study the plan of construction
for the benefit of a building that he was :
designing for carrying heavy machinery
on every floor. He asserts that it is as
strong a building as there "Ms.in the
whole Northwest. The building has
stood for six 1 years, and shows not the
slightest evidence of wear. . ,

MASON FOUND GUILTY.

Jud ge Elliott Says He Believes He
Stayed Away. :{toS.

Billy Mason appeared before • Judge
Elliott yesterday to explain his untimely
absence from the court room during the
recent trial of Detective M.E. Doyle
for an alleged assault upon Walter
Wells. Mason stated as his reason for,
not appearing in response to the sub-
poena that he was taken sick on the day
previous to the trial, and that the reason
he was not in his room when sent
for was that he was beinz • taken
care of by friends.

John
Sterrett testified positively that Mason
had stated to him that be would be pres-
ent at the trial, and that he was not
there because ha was crazy drunk on
that day. Bfasoa admitted this, and the
court allowed a stay to Nov. '6 for fur-
ther investigation.
