An Instractive Discussion at the
Peonle’s Lycenm.

The pariors of the People’s church
were erowded last evening on the ocea-
sion of the regular fortnightiy meeting
of the Iveeum. The St. Paul Mandolin
and Guitar elub, a collection of young
men each with a red vose in his
buttonhole. opened the evening’s enter-
tainment with the **Leila Polka.” After
the applause which greeted their effort
had subsided, Mrs. Jennie E. Straight
yead two brief poems, sketehes of New
Eugland village life, The first was an
exquisite jittle story of how a tramp
musician placed the orgon in church
one day.

Fairehild’s reading, which was enjova-
ble in the extreme, although very pa-
thetic. A brief discussion of the paper
of the evening by the members of the
Iyceam followed. C. 1. Fauntleroy’s
remarks were pointed and very full of
pride in the Old Dominien.  lie told of
what Virginia men have done, and
dwelt upon tire yoemanry of the colony,
wliose existence Mr. Hayes had denied.
Squier L. Pieree was one of the speak-
ers, and the discussion was closed by
Mr. Wilson. Atter a brief speech by
Mr. Hayes, a musical mediey from the
mandolin and guiiar ciub ended the
entertainment. The subjeet for the
next forinightly meeting is **The Awer-
ican City.”

10 GATHER THEM I,

Suggested Selection of Fif-
teen Gentlemen for an Im-
migration Bureau.

City to Be Called Upon to Pro-
vide $5,000 Towards Its-
Expenses.

Modus Operandi Detailed for
Enticing Immigzrants to
Locate in This State.

Como Citizens Will Worry
HMr. Lowry Until He Gives
* Proper Car Facilities.

The committee of fifteen appeinted
at the citizens’ meeting beld in the
chamber of commerce last Thursday
evening, having in view the formation
of a board of immigration, met last
evening, and held a protracted meeting
at which the subject was thoroughly
and entertainingly discussed. These
present were E. V. Smalley, P. B.Groat,
A. R. Kiefer, E. J. Hodgson, M. B.
Curry, Lieut. Glenn, F. P. Wright, S.
A. Penthan, Charles H. Lienau, Hope-
well Clark and D. H. Michaund. E. V.
Sinalley was elected chairman, and M.

B. Curry secretary. The general
sentiment of those present was
tested Dby a preliminary motion

made by Senator Lienau,and was found
to be in favor of establishing a perma-
nent immigration bureau. This drew
out a general aiscussion as to the meth-
ods and mieans available and te be
adopte:d to promote such object.
Senator Lienau, in.discussing the
matter, said: **The main thing is to see
what can be done without having much
money to do it with. My idea is to have
a central office. 1 favor asking the St.
Paul eity council to place $5,000 at the
disposal of such a board of immigra-
tion. The chamber of commerce should

be asked to give us the use
of its rooms for heaaquarters,
and to make its secretary ex-oflicio

sceretary of the board. The secretary
should ascertain from all possible
sources what lands in the state are for
saie and the seliing price thereof. He
shionid also list the government lands
subject for entry as homesteads. Post-
ers should be prepared stating that the
lands are available for such purposes,
and notices should be posted in publie
placesall over the country. The man-
ufacturers’ industrial union should be
asked to have Prof. Phelps, its secre-
tary, to write pamphlets and do such
other work as would have shim earn
his 86,000 salary. All the papers
in the state ought to ask people to send
the board the addresses of possible im-
migrants from the other states, as well
from Europe, to the end that they may
be furnished documents of informa-
tion.”

Col. P. B. Groat, general emigration
agent of the Northern Pacific company,
supplemented Mr, Lienau’s remarks
with a practical discussion on the meth-
ods to be pursued in distributing mnfor-
mation. He said:

*“Our company has a large corps of
agents that could be utilized in render-
ing assistance. We also have a large
supply of folders for distribution. The
best method of calling attention to the
immigration board is by means of ad-
vertising in newspapers. There are
three lists of papers that are especially
desirable in a matter of this kind.
There are the farm papers, the
county seat papers and the co-
operative lists. An inch adver-
tisement inserted in the newspapers
calling attention to the boara and ask-
ing that people send to it for docu-
ments is the most etTective way to reach
people seeking homnes. These docu-
ments should contain full information
as to the lands. This method will be
found superior to that of attempting to
post notices in depots. That would be
expensive, because agents to put them
up would be required,and itis difficult to
get permission to post them in depots.”
The cost of advertising by newspapers
and dodgers would be severa! thousand
dollars.

Must Be Trustworthy.

E. J. Hodgson enlarged upon the dis-
cussion, and, in speaking of the docu-
ment, said: *The information should
be trustworthy and truthful. They
should give information as to the Joca-
tion of farm lands, timber lands and
mineral lands. ‘1 he man who collects
the information should bLe one who
knows his business. Leaflets should be
prepared that would go into a letter,
and should be a Dbrief statement of
striking facts. For instanee, that the

assessable wvalue of property in
Minnesota has increased $50,000,000
—more *han double—in the past

ten years. Minnesota has increased her
popuiation 180,000 more than California
in the past decade, and 143.000 more
than has Wiscousin. Then send this
leatiet to all the papers in the state and
ask its publication. By such means
these tacts would creep into papers all
over the country. Mr. Hodgson thought
there would be no difficulty 1n raising a
considerable funa by subseription, in

addition to the donation to be asked
from the council.
Col. A. R. Kiefer favored the pam-

phlet idea, and gave some practieal il-
lustrations of the effect produced by
circulating information in Europe. He
said that under the regime of the oud
state immigration board, one man had
induced thousands of Europeans to
come to Minunesota. *It is a good
plan,” said he, *‘to place literature in
the hands of azents at foreign seaports,
print it in several languages. The im-
migrants will procure copies of the cir-
culars and study them on the voyage
over and will, in a majority of in-

stanees, come direet to Minnesota.”

Hopewell Clark advocated the plan of
askiug the several counties in the state
to organize auxiliary boards, that will
give especial attention to meeting im-
migrants and show them Jands and as-
sist them in securing homes.

M. B. Gurry thought it a good plan
to secure correspondents in all parts of
the country.

S. A. Ponthan expressed the view
that the elity council will be disposeda to
contribute funds.

As a result of the meeting last even-
ing it was unanimously agreed to make
the following recommendations to the
adjourned meeting of the citizens to be
held atthe chamber of commerce Thurs-
day evening:

First—That a permanent board of im-
migration, consisting of fifteen mem-
bers, be named by the meeting.

Second —That the chamber of com-
merce be 1equested to place its offices
at the disposal ot such board.

Third—That the chamber of com-
merce be requested to name its secre-
tary as the secretary ex-officio of the
board, and he be instructed to be at the
office during business hours,

Fourthb—That the manufacturing in-
dustrial union be requested to direct
Prof. Phelps, its secretary, to prepare
copy for pamphlets, as may be sug-
gested by the board, and that he do
such other work asmay be asked of him
Ly the beard.

Fifth—That tbhe city council be peti-
tioned to appropriate $5,000 of the
$10,000 funds in its hands—appropriated
for misceilaneous purposes—to the use
of the board of rmmigration.

LOWRY ASHS FOR TIME.

Citizeas of Como Determined to
Have Pablic improvemeants.

At the meetinz of the Como Avenue
and Riee Street lmprovemnent associa-
tion last evening, the committee on
streets, roads and transportation sub-
mitted a report. It was oral, and given
in a half-tacetious and hali-sarcastic
vein by the chairman, Cary I. Warren,
He siated that ne had called upon
‘t'hoiuas Lowry. and urged that better
street car facilities be provided on
Como avenue. Mr. Lowry refused to
furnish immediate relief. but intimated
that something may be done in the
spring if the trafic will warrant it.
Then Mr. Warren gave a graphic de-
scription of his discussion with the
street ear magnate, in whien Mr. Lowry
was given something to ponder upon.

A resolution was passed instructing
the committee on streets and parks to
call upon Mr. Lowry and urge the ne-
cessity of an extension of the Rice
street car line to Minneapolis street.

Gates A. Johuson addressed the asso-
ciation upon the multifarious improve-
ments that have been effected in the
Eighth ward the past few years. Not
long ago there was nothing out there,
but it is now well built up and promises
to become very populous.

Twelve new members were elected to
the society, and then A. S. Tallmadge
gave a brief address. He spoke partie-
ularly of the sale of the 25,000 bonds
for the Como park improvements, and
s2id they will be 4'4 per eent bonds in-
stead of 4 per cent, as first calculated.
He urged that the improvements at the
lake be begun at once, and explained
that no dredge can be secured tor fall
use, and e recommended, therefore,
that the earth be handled with teams,
and that the work be done by day labor
rather than by contract, owing to the
pecaliarity of the service that will be
required.

Mr. Hackett predicted a general re-
newai of business activities along all
lines, and argued that now is the time
to get the needed street car accommo-
dations. He disparaged the idea of
lending aid to Minneapolis by advocat-
ing lines conneeting that city with the
interurban distriet.

Mr. Tallmacdge thought there was
danger of demanding too much for the
Como district from Mr. Lowry. He
thought it prudent to be reasonable in
all requests, because betler results may
be attained. By wmaking wholesale de-
mands that district is liable to lose all.

The comwittee on streets, roads and
transportation were Instrueted to coun-
fer with the city officers with a view to
getting a new bridge constructed: over
the railway trackson Como avenue, and
the following committee was appointed
to meet with the park board Thursday
evening to urge the necessity of dredg-
ing Lake Como at ence: essrs. War-
ren, Hoyt, Freeman, Wallraft, Flower,
Gauger, Tallmadge, Brown, Hautt,
Hackett, Hazzard, McClung and Bailey.

Mr. Merrill moved that it is the sense
of the association that the work be done
by teams instead of employing a dredge,
whereupon the vice president aroused a
warm applause from the owners of
teams by moving that only St. Paul men
and teams be engaged for the job.

Mr. Hazzard reminded the association
that teams cannot carry out the plans
of the park board. In the first place, a
great deal of the airt to be removed
should be dumped in the middle of the
lake where 1t is sixty feet deep, and an
artificial island is to be made where
the water is shallow, thereby greatly
adding to the picturesqueness of the as-
pect, but Mr. Warner wanted no isi-
ands. *“If you want islands,” said he.
*go down the river. There you will
find enough of ‘em. A lake is a sheet
of water, and that is what this ought
to be;” and so the motionjprevailed.

THE STATE HARD UP.

Tditor Muller Explains That
His Paper Is Temporarily ;
Embarrassed. e

He Will, However, Shortly Se-
care a Sufficient Amount
of the Wherewithal.

The ‘“Hold-Your-Wheat” Cir-
cular Responsible for the
§Indebtedness.

Farmers Passed Resolutions
of Thanks, but Are Baeck-
ward in Patronage.

George M. Muller, editor of the State,
the Alliance *‘hold your wheat circu-
Jar” organ, wandered into the GrLong
editorial rooms last evening.

*I am still in the city,” he laughingly
remarked, “and I propose to continue
to make it my headquarters. Whoever
may be creditors of the State, they will
find me on hand during business hours
at the office on Wabasha street.”

Mr. Muller vouchsafed the following
statement of the financial condition of
the State:

“The State started over a yvear ago,
with a very moderate amount of capi-
tal. It has increased in circulation
gradually from the start, and wes in a
fair way to a safe business success,
when, after consultation with those in-
terested in the paper, it was decided to
issue a circular relative to the erop con-
ditions and the world’s supply of wheat.
The result was the now famous wheat
circular. The estimate of expenses wgs
large, but, as the result proved, not
suflicient to cover the necessary ex-
penditure of the circulars -and
the very large issues of the
paper which accompanied them.
As a result we are temporarily
embarrassed for ready money, but are
very sanguine that the promise made in
hundreds of letters to send us in *elubs’
will be fulfilled, in which case our an-
ticipations of financial gains through
our enterprise will be realized. Ifit
had not been for the large payments,
incidental to the issuance of our circu-
lars, we would now be inan easy finan-
cial condition. Arrangements are being
made with friends to furnish the funds
necessary to put usin a sound condi-
tion at once, and enable us to pay off ail
indebtedness, which, in the aggregate,
is much less than the value of the paper.
We simply ask the forbearance of our
creditors and the kindly courtesy of our
brethren of the press for a few days,
when, no doubt, our difficulties will be
surmounted.

“When we had given the farmers the
advice to hold their wheat, we felt it
necessary to continue ovr efforts to in-
form them, lest they would think that
we had abandoned the enterprise,which
we have not. We are as sanguine to-
day as at the beginning that before this
crop year closes we shall see the highest
price known for years. The fariners
have responded nobly with resolutions
of approval: if they had responded as
liberally with subserintions we would
have been in a less embarrassing state.”

DIPLOMAS AWARDED.

Work Accomplished in the State
High Schools.

The resuits of examinations have been
to award eighty high school diple-
mas 1 this state since July 31, 1890,
says the reports on record in the office
of the state superintendent of public in-
struction at the capitol. They are di-
vided among the different courses. for
illustration: Literary, 5: classical, 6;
