OBJECT TO TYPEWRITING.

The School Board Will Dispense
With It—Superintendent's Re-
port.

The board of school inspectors, at
their session yesterday morning, con-
sidered the .course of stenography and
typewriting so recently adopted. This
is an innovation that has Leen experi-
mented with in other eities, and it has
{ invariably provea impracticable and
unsatistactory. It was tried in Minne-
apolis. but quickly discontinued. The
course is too much of a demand upon
the time of the pupils. and, be-
cause of its industrial phas:, and
the possibility of each pupil Jearning
something that has the tempting teature
of fortifying him against the possibility
of more undesirable manual labor. and
better remuneration, in faet, in the
event of a reverse —these conditions at-
tract nearly all the pupils, and conse-
quently a larger corps of instructors
will be necessitated if the course is con-
tinued here. The board decidea to dis-
continue it at the end of the present
school year. #

The principal of the high school was
allowed an additional $25 a month for
extra clerk hire, and there were several
changes made in the teachers’ corps,
such as trausfers, ete. 1t was voted to
request the council toorder the proceed-
ings published in the official paper.

Joreph R. Davidson, member of the
Board of Health, in response to in-
quiries regaiding the alleged endorse-
ment, by the Board, of the Royal Baking
Powder, said: *The whole thing was
an imposition, and our names were ob-
tained under false pretenses.

Dr. Chas. McQuesten, a member of the
Foard of Health of San Francisco, said:
“The alleged certificate, published by the
Royal Baking Powder Compauy, was ob-
tained by fraud. We never signed any
stich paper as was published in the news-
papers. Here is a copy of letter ad-
dressed to the local agent of the Royal
Jaking Towder Cempany, informing him
that if the advertisement was not with-
drawn we should commenez an aetion
against him.

The policy adopted by the board of
condensing mght schools into fewer
buildings is justified by the results, says
the report. The attendance is more
regular, the pupils are better classfied
aund the work is better done. All, with
the exception of the Baker evening
school, which has been closed, seem to
be very successful.

In this connection mention should be
made of the night high school, whieh is
meeting with phenomenal success. It
has an enrollment thus far of 638, class-
ified by the principal as follows: En-
glish grammar, 60; English literature,
80; Shakespeare, 30; reading, 35 pen-
mauship, 40; arithmetic, 52; alzebra,
90; geometry, 18; astronomy, 5; polit-
ical economy 35: commercial law, 15;
German, 80: French, 80:; treehand
drawing, 60; chemistry, 27: physics,
15; stenography, 1103 bookkeeping, 75.
Principal Carman has also ascertained
the occupation of each stadent, and fur-
nishes the following summary: Clerks
and stenographers, 250; mechanies, 1505
teachers, 150, and the remainder di-
vided among various professions.

‘T'he great feature of the manual train-
ing work of the present time is the in-
struction of grammar school boys after-
noons. 'The number desiring to attend
is so much larger than we had antici-
pated that it was found necessary to
give instruetions to each class but one
day in the week, and now the number
is so great that it is found impossible
for all to receive the instruction they
need. We can accommodate fifty stu-
dents each afternoon with the present
instructors. TI'he number of seventh
and eighth grade pupils now receiving
mstruction in manual training is 348,
with accommodations for 250.

While the work is new and tentative,
it is thorough and thoroughly educa-
tional. We are struggling towards the
light, endeavoring to find a course of
study for American boys which will
best give them a complete and well
rounded training, manual, intellectual
and moral. No foreign system can be
successfully grafted upon ours, and
every attempt to do that has failec. We
must work our own salvation, and we
believe that this work of the grammar
school boys is a step n the right dire¢-
tion.

‘The mostimportant matter with whick
this board has had to deal in mavny years
is that of compulsory attendance at
school. In obedience 10 the request of
the committee on schools, 1 have fur-
nished to the papersof the city a full
statement of the case, and 1 do not need
to enlarge upon it here, Suflice ittosay
that, if this law can be enforced and the
thousands of children growing up in
viee and ignorance can be brought
under a good influence, the board of ed-
ucation who are responsible for this will
deserve the everlasting gratitude of the
city. But to make this a success each
member of the board must make it his
personal duty to look after the children
about whom heis able to learn and
through the various charitable or-
ganizations whose actions be can influ-
ence or control, to secure the proper
clothing for the indigent. The prinei-
pals and the teachers are already at
securing facts and will be more than
willing to do all in their power to se-
cure attendance.

Since so much is said at the present
time with reference to the population of
the city, and since the school attend-
ance is perhaps the fairest and most
uniform test of population, I herewith
submit some comparative statistics cov-
ering the different iteins of attenaance
in the public schools during the past
five years.

1S IT A LIBEL?

A Minneapolis Damage Suit Pe-
fore the Supreme Court.

The libel suit of Mrs. Emma Carlson
against the Minneapolis Evening Trib-
une was argued and submitted in the
supreme court vesterday. The case
came up from the Heunepin county
court on an appeal from an order over-
ruling the demurrer oi the defendant.

The facts as set forth in the complaint
are that the Evening I'ribune published
an account of a peculiar Hennepin ave-
nue episode, which had a tendency to
impeach the wmoral character of the
plaintiff. The bell of a Hennepin ave-
nue boarding house rang one night, and
when the proprietor opened the door he
found no cne there, but a note signed
by one Murray was discovered on the
sill. It requested the landlady of the
boarding house to permit a young girl,
just employed as a domestie, to go to a
certain confectionery store on the street
corner to meet Mrs. Carlsen. The girl
did not want to go and was advised
agaiust meeting Mrs, Carlsen. An hour
Jater the bell was rung again and once
more no one was uvear the door when it
was opened. The proprietor, however,
extended his search and ashort distance
up the sireet he sawa woman inan
earnest conversation with two police-
men, and he approached them. The po-
licemen informed him that the woman
had represented to them that the do-
mestie in question was held a prisoner
in the voarding house. ‘Il he man recog-
nized the woman, and after denying
that any girl was restrained in his
house, and after the woman persisted
in her assertions he insinuated that he
was familiar with the woman and said
he had advised the girl net o to meet
her Lbecause she was trying to entice
the girl away for immoral purposes.
This articie was published Oct. 29 Jast,
and the attorneys for the defendant de-
murred from the complaint on the
ground that it did not counstitute a cause
of actton under the libel aet.
