Rollins and His Committe
Have Begzun to Send for
Them.

Yesterday they Examined the
Specifications and Con-
tracts for Pumps.

H. Jay Smith Will Test the
Strength of the Barrels
To-Day.

North Star Club Movement
Booming--District Court
News.

Ald. Rollins’ pump investigating com-
mittee held its first meeting yesterday
afternoon, and although the session
several hours, it has proceeded
very little farther than to map outa
course of investization and the points
which are to bLe investigated. From
present indications it would appear that
the investization will consume several
days.

The committee first held a brief ex-
ecutive session to determine upon plans
and it was decided to begin with the
contract anda the specifications under
which the pumps were constructed. The
doors were then thrown open and the
popuiace admitted.

The contract between Harry R.
Worthington and the citv of Mmne-
apolis, dated Nov. 23, 1887, was then
read.

This contract calls for twe compound
condensing  Worthington high duty
pumping engines, and some of its more
unportant specifieations are as follows:

These engines will be duplicate in every
essential pariicular, having high pressure
steam cylinders $3 inches in diameter, low
pressure or expanding sieam cylinders 66
imches in diameter, all-of 48-inch stroke.
They wi!l each ba capable of delivering 15.-
000,000 Urited States gallons in twenty-four
bours, at & piston speed not exceeaing 123
feet per minute. and will deliver this quan-
Lity against a tota! load on the plunger of 75
points per square inch, and will be capable
of working az st fire pressure of 125 pounds
without showing weakness or injury of any
kind.

‘1he party of the first part further agrees
that when working against above mentioned
load. 75 pounds, thesc engines will be capable
of developing a duty of 1i5,900,000 foot pounds
with each 160 pounds of fuel consumed.”™

The contract further provides for
tests at any time during the first yearof
actual service, these tests to be of not
more than six days’ duration, and to be
condueted by experts chosen by the eity
and the Worthington company. The
price named i the contract is £129,000,
and the price actually paid to the com-
pany by the city as snown by the ree-
ords was 831,416.21.

One of the members ot the committee
then inquired of City Engineer Rinker
as to the testing of the engines, and he
replied that on March 25 and 27, 1890,
they had been thoroughly tested by
Prof. W. A. Pike, superintendent of
the mechanieal engineering departinent
of the state uuiversity, and Prof. Barr,
also of the engineering staff of that in-
stitution. as experts for the ecity, and
ssrs. Colgrove
for the Worthington company, as ex-
perts for the company.

Mr. Rinker further stated that he and
Mr. Cappelan, of the engineering corps,
and Chief Engineer Bergstrom. now in

-

charge of the pumping station. were !

also present atthe tests, which occupied
twelve hours on each of the days
named.

In this connection Mr. Rinker pro-
duced the report of the tests made by
Prof. Pike, who had assumed charge at
his request, there having bLeen some
taik of his having a personal interest in
the selection of the pumps. This re-
port had been published in the annual
report of the water department.

Mr. Rinker read Prof. Pike’s report,
which gave a suinmary of the resuli of
the tests, and stated that both pumps

had developed a duty greater than was |

Mr. Rinker
stated in addition to this report that at
hus request and for his own ssatisfaction
Prof. Pike had made a test ot the boil-
ers, which showed that 10.61 pounds of
water were evaporated to each pound
of coal consumed.

SMITH'S BARREL PALACE,

His Materials Will Receive a Test
To-Day.

H. Jay Smith has been busy for a day
or so in the Pancrama building prepar-
ing for a test of his barrel palace idea.
To-day he gives a test over there for the
benefit of the commissioners for the
world’s fair and such citizens of Minne-
apolis as may be interested in the pro-
ject. He will have the strength of an
arch, a column and a girder of flour bar-
rels tested in such a manner that there
wi!l be no doubt as to the strength of
the barrels. He will have an arch sim-
ilar to the one that spanned Nicollet
avenue at Tenth street during the har-
vest festival. ‘Uhen he will have con-
structed two columns of barrels, placed
one upon top of another, and a girder or
truss mad: of barrels, stretching from
one column to the other. A piatforin
will be suspended from the arch and
from the truss and loaded with rock

The report of Superintendent Hender-
son for the month of October shows the
work of the police department duriug
that period to have been as follows:

Some of the citizens,of South Minne-
apolis have begun to azitate the ques-
tion of closing Layman’s cemetery, and
it is likely that that burial ground will
soon be treated in the same manner as
Maple Hill was a few years since.
Statistics show that fully one-third of
the interments occurring in  Minne-
apolis take place at Layman’s cemetery,
and when it is considered that
this graveyard is located in the midst of
one of the most densely populated por-
tions of the city the objections to its
maintenance may be readily under-
stood. On account of its close proxim-
ity to the center of the city, Layman’s
is more used than any burial ground in
the eity, and it is estimated that it now
contains nearly 15,000 bodies.

When questioned as to the elosing of
Layman’s cemetery. Dr. Kelly said: 1
have not yet taken any steps in that di-
rection, but 1l am in favor of closing it
at an early date.

*From a sanitary point of view the accum-
ulations of lhu:::amL‘ of bodies in a tract of
land surrounded by a dense population must
inevitably result in the production of typhoid
fever and kindred diseases. In fact, a study
of the cemeteries and their surroundings, not
ouly in this ¢ity, but from the reports re-
ceived from other cities, proves conclusively
the increased prevalence of diptheria, ty
phoid fever, searlet fever and similar dis-
eases in those localities compared with
other sections in the same eity.”

Why Mrs. Barbara Rhoy Wants
to Get a Divorce.
After twenty vears of matrimonial

woe, Barbara Rhoy is seeking a divoree.
She fiied a long coinplaint yesterday, in

which she makes nearly a score of
charges against her husband, William
Rhoy. She says that William is a very

passionate man, having a violent tem-
per which he does not seek to control,
and becoming very angry without ap-
parent or reasonable cause. Mrs. Rhoy
goes on to state that in 1880 her hus-
band refused to employ a physician to
attend their three-yvear-old daughter,
who haa the diptheria, and the child
died in consequence thereof. At
another time, the complaint goes on to
state, Rhoy showed his wife a revolver
and threatened to shoot her: and later
on he flashed a big knife, and drove his
son away from home. Besides all the
charges of eruelty, Mrs. Rhoy puts in
a couple of charges of adultery, and
coneludes her complaint by asserting
that her busband is disposing of her
property. She wants a divoree, the eus-
tody of the children, temporary alimony
of 25 a month, and permanent alimony
of £2,500.
