A. TORTOISE'S QUEER WAYS.
How Buccaneers Lived on These

1Reptiles.
New York Sun.

The Central park menagerie has re-
ceived from Dr. G. Bauer, of Clark uni-
versity, Worcester, Mass.. a very inter-
esting set of tortoises. They are seven
in 11amber, and their size is something
enormous for animals of their kind.
Each one of them weighs in the neigh-
borhood or 150 pounds. They are na-
tives of the Galapagos islands, in the
Pacific ocean, where they thrive in
great numbers.,Some of them are enormous, and, in
spite oftheir slow movements, necessi-
tated by the big shells in which their
bodies are incased, they have been
known to put up a pretty stiff fight
against man.~

The tortoises from the Galapagos
.islands have been very serviceable to
mariners in the times when.steam ves-
sels were unknown and buccaneering
was a science on the Pacific seas.
.jDuring this period it was a matter of
great difficulty to provide sufficient food
for a voyage between one port and an-
other. Especially was this true of the
hardy buccaneers, who found itincon-
venient at times to put in for supplies
at public places.

This is where the Galapagos tortoises
came in.

In passing the islands the captains
laid in a supply of them, and let them
live until they were to be used as food.
So large are these reptiles, and so con-
gested is the material of which they are
made, that two tortoises were often
found sufficient to last a crew of twelve
buccaneers on a business voyage of a
week. The tortoise was first killed
and served up in steaks. When the
steaks were all gone there were chops.

After this came hash, and finally the
remnants, including the shell, werecast
intoa pot of boiling sea water, and the

;result was tortoise soup. It made a'
rather briny, leathery .dish, but itwas
regarded as better than nothing.

Mr. ConkIi11 says that the ordinary
man cannot cat a Galapagos island tur-
tle. Itrequires a life of much hardship
to fitthe stomach for the reception of
such tawny morsels. The buccaneers
who ate these tortoises have all become
bankrupt and gone out of the business,
so that the chief function of these curi-
ous reptiles now is to bask in menager-
ies and be looked at.
Itis twenty years since the menagerie

has had any tortoises of this kind. Mr.
Holmes, his keeper, remembers the
time distinctly.' lie carries the animals
evsry morning out into the inclosed
yard, and every evening back into the
antelope house. Two trips a day, seven
tortoises, weighing on an average 150
uouiuU apiece, make the total effort

1required to be exerted by Mr.Holmes
2,1U0 pounds.

FIRST TELEGRAMS.

Three Important Occasions at the
Time of Morse's Experiments.

The Western Union Telegraph com-

pany is searching for the first telegram
that ever went over a wire. It is be-
lieved that Maj. Stephen Johnson, of
Piqua, has it,but he has not been able
to find itamong his papers.
In 1844, when Morse was experiment-

ing in Washington with a wire that ex-
tended to Annapolis, he was visiteJ by
Maj. Johnston, who was among the
delegates arriving in town on their way
'to the Whig convention in Baltimore.
\u25a0The experiments were incomplete, and
in the course of the explanation Horse
said that he hart sent to Annapolis a

.friend who would try to send a mes-
Isage, and asked Johnson to wait. Soon
;the recorder began to tick.

Morse read the message, in the char-
acters that be had arranged, and gave

;theslip to Johnston, who, considering
;it the firstcomplete sentence ever sent
by telegraph, carefully preserved it.
IThe message expressed the pleasure of
'.the sender in reaching the inventor by
wire.
i In the most trustworthy descriptions
iof the development of the telegraph it
;illrelated that among the earliest mes-
sa^t'S. while the line was in its experi-
!mental stale, was one from Baltimore
[on May 1, 1544, announcing the .-.omina-
tion of Henry (May to the presidency by
the Whig convention. On .May 11 Morse
sent to his assistant, Albert Vail,in

?IJMltimore. "Everything working well,"
[and that became historical.

The most impressive of the first mes-
isiitfes was that sent at the public exhibi-
tion in- the chamber of tin: United

tates supreme court in tliecauitol May
?24. 1544, to which Morse bad invited his
friends. Miss Annie G. Ellsworth, a
daughter of the commissioner of pen-
sions, who, had announced to Morse
the passage of the bill granting the
ap|)ro]iriatio!i to build the line, selected
this message from Numbers xxiii..23:
"What Hath God:Wrought!',' Itwas
received by Vaiiin Baltimore and sent
back.
