Pushing St. Paul-Made Goods

trade Circles Showing the
Steady Buoyancy of Com-

ing Good Times.

There is more than ordinary signifi-
cance in the enthusiasm with which
the business men of St. Paul are seek-
ing to foster the home industries of the
city. Interest in the elections is sub-
siding. Merchants express their views
more freely than ever. Sales and col-
lections are not materially different
from the favorable reports given a
week ago. The trade situation remains
highly satisfactory among the whole-
saler?, many of whom are confidently
certain that the coming year willbe
even better than this oiilC

Renewed activity is noticeable in the
old organizations ofbusiness men here,
and new ones are being formed. In de-
termining the causes of this activity it
is evident that phenomenal prosperity
lias awakened a general interest." Op-
portunities are open, and all efforts to-
ward united action are received with
favor, ingood times people rejoice to-
gether. Indull times they don't seek
company. The business situation here
is indisputably gratifying, and those
who are conversant with "the facts are
pleased to join with their neighbors in I
efforts lor mutual welfare.

Organized BaslnetM ITleu.
The birth of the Young Men's Com- |

mercial club has been one of the events !
of the week, and it appears that a wide j
latitude as to age inyears and in com- I
mercial life is exercised in acquiring its I
membership. The young men who "pro-
jected the club apparently realize, the
value of the more experienced mercan-
tile minds. Consequently, the question
of veins that a man has been on earth
does not cut as much of a figure with
them as th« name of the club would im-
ply. Itstarts with a good-sized "roll."

'
Ithas received kind commendation from
all classes, and prominent men in every
line of business will be found with-
in its fold. One of the vir-
tues of thus associating together
shone forth at the recent meeting when
J. J. Corcoran, one of the organizers,
was asked "Who is this gentleman?"'
and "Who is that one." On answering
with the names Mr. Corcoran was in-
formed that the supposed strangers
were well known to the inquhers by
reputation, but not personally, and by
numerous introductions parties were
brought together and fellow feelings-
were enkindled that will undoubtedly
be. of value in the further course of mer-
cantile, life.

Talk as they may of the apathetic
methods of some ofthe older members
of the chamber of commerce, that or-
ganization has exercised an inestimably ;

valuable influence over the business |
and general affairs olSt. Psul. Itnum-
bers over 4.">0 members, and includes
the leading financiers of the city. Their
careful movements have often ema-
liiitedfrom experiences that taught them
to "look before they*leap." Caution is
frequently as valuable as enthusiasm,
and the chamber of commerce certainly i
iucludes a long listof men whose advice I

is worth having. And they have done
vastly more than mere advertising.

The jobbers' union is a more recently
organized, more progressive and more
active body. Its members represent
seventy firms in the jobbing trade. Its
operations are on the executive order.
That is, the general public does not beat
a great deal about the work of the
union, and yet it has accomplished a
vast amount of benefit for its members,
and, at the same time, for the city. This
fact crops out every little while in con-
versing with those who take an in-
terest in the development of
the Northwest, and especially in
the matter of incieasing the
trade that legitimately belongs to St.
Paul. Many details of transportation,
insurance, advertising, finance, legisla-
tion and other important features of
business economy are attended to by Its
coir. inittees, and they work beneficially
without flourish of trumpets or notori-
ety. The recent action in sending
threshing machines to the Northwest
was brought about by the jobbers' un-
ion, which sometimes steps outside of
its mercantile routine, as was the ease
this year.when it used $1,000 for the en-
tertainment of the Northwestern edit-
ors. Itkeeps an open club house every
year on the fair grounus,where the cus-
tomers of the jobbers can meet and have
(linnets at no expense. The latter is
borne by the union.

The board of trade is more of .1 mar-
ket institution, and its officers and com-
mittees have numerous calls upon them
to facilitate the interchange of com- j
merce. They report the prices of grain !
and general produce daily, and seventy-
live members participate in the benefits.
It also furnishes the quotations of
what is known as the St. Paul Prod-
uce Exchange, which comprises a sec-
tion of Sixth street where one block of
brick buildings was built three years
ago. The produce men in that section
now occupy three brick blocks, and
another one is incontemplation. Ithas
nothing to do with the farmers" market j
on Fifth and St. Peter streets, where a
huge portion of the produce raised near
St. Paul is sold.

Other strong organizations are di- j
rectly allied to the industrial interests
of St. Paul and have made a gnod show-
ingin efforts toward a more rapid de- |
velopment. The builders' exchange ;

provides meeting rooms for about a
hundred members. The lumbermen !
have a local association.

There are also the citizens' unions of j
the West side, Midway. West Seventh !
street and other parts of the city, for the I
enhancement of property interest*.

'
rapid transit, municipal affairs and gen-
eral business. They all assist in the
mutual welfare. 'Ihe lively interest
now particularly noticeable in all of
these bodies is a subject of comment in
mercantile circles, and warrants this
Blight digression from the general order
of trade review.

FALL.IERES' FOLLY.

Prosecution of a Bishop Is Not
Very Popular.

PARIS, No.
—
Itis reported that the

archbishop of Aix will appear in fui1
pontifical attire on the occasion of his
appearance before the court of appeals
in Paris, on the charge of having ques-
tioned the authority of the minister of
public worship. The government evi-
dently regrets having begun the pros-
ecution. The move is very unpopular,
not only with the clerical party, but
with Frenchmen generally, who have
thought it to be to the "interest of
France to foster the papacy, on account
of the pope's antagonism to Italy.

The trial, it is thought likely, will be
formal, and, should the archbishop be
found guilty, it is not thought possible
that he willbe sent to prison. The arch-
bishop would have a precedent for ap-
pearance in his sacred vestrr.ents in the
case of the bishop of Potters, whose ar-
rest was ordered by Napoleon 111. be-
cause he had spoken" of the emperor as
Pilate. The official who went to make
the arrest found the bishop in all the
solemnity of his sacred garb and crozier
in 'hand, "declaring that he proposed to
go to Paris in that form.

'
No arrest was

made, and the matter terminated inan
official censure. Minister Fallieres al-
ready feels in much the same predica-
ment as did the emi'Cior.
