TEN RILLED IK A MINE
An Explosion of Gas Spreads

Ruin and Death Among
Miners*

besides the Widows, a Score
of Orphans urn Their

Protectors.

Sorrowful, Affecting" Scenes
at the Mouth of the Fatal

Pit.

Wonderful Escape of a Brave
Engineer From Torture

and Death.

_\a_tk< .._, Pa., Nov. S.—The usual
Quiet Sunday of this mining village was
disturbed about 4:30 o'clock this after-
noon by the announcement that a terri-
ble explosion of gas had occurred in No.
1 shaft of the Susquehanna Coal com-
pany by whicha number of men had
been killed and others terribly injured.
But a short time elapsed before the"
news spread through the town and a
large crowd gathered atthe scene, in-
cluding relatives and friends of the
miners employed in the mine, aiul while
they waited for news from the shaft the
scene was harrowing in the extreme. It
was soon learned, however, that owing
to the fact that this was Sunday there
were but fourteen men at work in the
mine. Of this number six were in-
stantly killed and several others so
badly burned and injured that they can-
not survive, many fearing they were in
such condition that they could not bear
removal from the mine.

Widows and Orphan*.
The killed are: William J. Williams,

aged fiftyyears, wife and four children;
J lenry li.Jones, town clerk of Nanti-
coke, lire boss, aited forty years, wife
and two children: William .Jonathan,
aged thirty-live years, wife and four
children; John Arnott, aged forty years,
wife and four children; Caleb Jaethiug,
aged thirty yeats, wife and four chil-
dren; Thomas Lloyd, driver, aged
eighteen years; Howell Jones, aged
thirty-two years, wife and family: John
Maloney, thirty years, wile and three
children; David... James, thirty-seven
years; W. J. Williams Jr:. twenty-three
years, son of W. J. Williams; who was
killed. Four more are badly injured and
one of them willdie.

The critically injured are: David
Powell, aged thirty-two years; David
A. Smith, aired thirty-seven years, sin-
gle; Thomas Thomas, aged nineteen
years: Henry Williams, son of William
J. Williams, who was killed instantly,
wife and sixchildren; Howell Jofreh-
ski, a Pole, and two Polanders whose
names could not be learned.

The accident was caused by the ex-
plosion of a safety lamp, the flames of
which ignited the gas. The existence
of this element had become known, and
the safely lamp, which is generally
used successfully in the presence of
•-.is. was being used by the men during
their operations. The mine, which is
one ofthe best operated by the Susque-
hanna Coal company, is not seriously
damaged.

Sorrowful Seen c_,

The scene about the mouth of the
.hart was heart-rending. As soon as
the news of the explosion was noised
about town the wives and children of
the men who were imprisoned gathered
about the opening. The wives -wept
frantically, while the smaller children
played about unconscious of the fearful
doom their fathers had met. A search-
ing party was organized as soon as pos-
sible, and brave men went into the mine
to rescue their fellow men. They had
to struggle with the dangerous after-
damn, and after almost losing them-
selves in the cavern, groping in the
dark, came upon the bodies of the vic-
tims.

The force of the explosion had dashed
to pieces several mine cars standing on
the tracks. Some were beheaded and
others bowled, lt was a fearful
spectacle. The remains were taken to
the mouth of the shall and from there
to their late homes in ambulances and
on stretchers. After each one followed
the man's wife and children.

The explosion was caused by the at-
tempt of one of the men to change the
air current, when his lamp exploded.

STRUCK BY LIGHTNING.
telegraph Wires Start a $30,000

Fire.
Lori-vii.i.i..Ky.,Nov. B.—ln a thun-

storm atso 'clock this morning light-
ning set fire to the Board of Trade
building at Third and Main streets and
partially destroyed it. The loss will be
about 150,000. The fifth' and sixth
stories were totally burned, and the
third and fourth deluged with water.
The fourth and fifth floors were occu-
pied by the Western Union Telegraph
company for operating rooms, offices
and batteries. Lightning struck the
rack of wires on top of the building, and
at once flames broke out. The fire was
got under control in an hour. The
telegraph company loses 7,000 batteries,
its whole outfit of instruments being" a

BURIED, YET LIVED.

A Faithful Engineer Has a Sur-
prising Escape.

Wii-KESBABBE, Pa., Nov. _—Early
this morning a coal train ran away from
the employes on the Lehigh Valley road
and came down the mountain side at
the rate of seventy miles an hour. The
crew of the train tried to stop it,but the
brakes refused to work. The brakeman
and the fireman then jumped and saved
their lives. The engineer, however,
remained at his post. At the foot of
mountain the runaway train collided
with another train, smashing the en-
gines and cars in both trains ami piling
up wreckage to a great height. The
engineer who had so bravely remained
at his post was buried in the wreck, but
Ftrange to say.he was taken out entirely
unhurt.

JUSTICE BALKED.

impossible to Secure aJury to Try
a Murderer.

nuGOTO.vx, Kan., Nov. B.—ltis now
Almost certain that James Brennan will
never be tried for the murder of Col.
Sam Wood. At 5 o'clock last night
Special Judge Wail announced that it
had been found impossible to secure an
unbiased jury in Stevens county, and
the case was continued to the January
term. Every man between the ages of
twenty-one and sixty years livingin tho
-Ounty had been brought into court and
examined touching his qualifications,
but only ten out of the 107 men exam-
lied were found who were acceptable

to the state. The defense has twelve
peremptory challenges. Itis very prob-
able that the state willnever make an-
other effort to secure a jury, as ithas
been proven impossible. '1 lie state can-
not secure a change of venue and the
defense obviously Co s not want one.

INNOCENT _______ MUSGRAVE.

He Says His Intentions Havo Been
Misunderstood.

Chicago, Nov, _-13. 11. Musgave,
who was arrested In St. Paul on Thurs-
day last, arrived here today in charge of
a member of the Terre Haute, Intl., po-
lice. The charge against Musgrave is
that lie attempted to defraud certain
lifeinsurance companies oat of £15,000
by having his life insured for that
amount, then placing a human skeleton
ina cabin to which he set fire; his pals
afterward putting in a claim for insur-
ance on the ground that the skeleton

und in the cabin was that of Mus-
grave, who had undoubtedly been
burned to death. To newspaper men
Musgrave made no denial of his
identity, but assured them be had uo
intention of defrauding the insurance
people, lie would say nothing else re-
garding the charges against him. Since
leaving here Sept. 2 last, because the
detectives were getting too hot after
him, he says lie has been working in
St. Paul.

SHRIVELED UP AND DIED.

At the Arc of 105 a Little Old
Woman Drops Out.

Clevelaxi., 0., Nov. B.—Mary Neu-
man'died to-day at the home of her
granddaughter, Mrs. Henry Maul-
berger, in this city,;aged 105 years. She
was born in Russia. and was a serf. Al-
though never married, she had a num-
ber of children. In1868. when eighty
years old, she came to America to live
with her children. Atthe time of her
death she was only 4 feet 10 inches tall
and weighed but 97 pounds. She had
simply shriveled up, and life ceased
when the vital organs were worn out.

CONSPIRATORS PINCHED.

Philadelphia Merchants Divide
With a Dishonest Clerk.

Trextox, Nov. B.—Joseph Mayer,
proprietor of the Arsenal pottery," for
robbing whom several arrests were
made inPhiladelphia, estimates hisloss
at £75,033. He says that a conspiracy
between his invoice clerk, William W.
Sweet, and crockery dealers In Phila-
delphia and Trenton has been in exist-
ence about six years, and that they have
divided the profits on wares which he
was accustomed to forward to them.
Sweet would charge them on Mayer's
books with only a small fraction of the j
value of the goods shipped. Sweet and
his wife are held here, and besides the
crockery dealers arrested yesterday i
others will be arrested to-morrow.

Windy City Police Still on the
Cartwright Case.

Chicago. Nov. The mystery stir-
rounding the death ofthe actress, Fanny
Cartwright. whose body was found in a
remote railroad yard last week, is still
unfathomed. Last night the police
thought they had a possible clue to the
solution of the case in the story told
them by one Ilarry Burns, to the
effect that Beatty!! who was last
seen with the girl before her death,
placed her dead body on the track with
the assistance of a dissolute companion;
but they are now convinced there is
nothing in Burns' story. The police
have learned that at the time or her
death She was engaged to marry a young
man named Page, and they are now
anxiously looking lor Page, in the hopes
that he can throw some lighton the
mystery.

Banker Blanchard Arrested.
Augusta, Me., _*.ov. _—A.E. Blanch-

ard, ofKansas City, whom a dispatch
from that city charges with swindling,
has been arrested here charged with
embezzling $2,100. Itseems that a man
11 lined Clark, of Newport, sent that
amount to Blanc-hard for investment.
He received a gilt-edged mortgage, but
recently became suspicious of his se-
curity ami caused the arrest. Blanch-
ard admitted forging the indorsement
on the mortgage and raised the money
which he refunded to Clark. Blanch-
aid is held as a witness on a case now
incourt.

"Robbery and Elopement.
TRKVERTOX, Pa., Nov. S.—Charles

Criften Ford, of Klingerstown, abscond-
ed Thursday last with a large sum of
money and papers valued at about
$6,000. Mary Floctier, a girlof sixteen
years, to whom he had been very attent-
ive, has also disappeared, and "itis be-
lieved that itwas a deliberately planned
robbery and elooctnent.. There is no
clue lo their whereabouts.

EXPLORING ALASKA.

Two Men Return From a Success-
ful Trip.

ViCTontA, B.C, Nov. B.—A. J.Glave,
formerly of Stanley's exploring expedi-
tion, who has been in Alaska for the
past seven years, arrived last evening
from a trip on which he tried to reach
the headwaters of the Alaska river.
He located the source about eleven
miles northeast of Mount St. Elias. He
took and brought back four horses in
perfect conditio:., although previously
nothing but one man on foot had been
in the country traversed. lie explored
and took photographic views of the
whole country lying between North
Yukon and the base ofSt. Elias, finding
it more suitable for traffic than was
imagined before. Clave wiiiproceed to
Washington to ask the government for
an appropriation toencbie him to open
up the trails next season. His party
was composed of himself and a friend
named Da! ton, being the smallest party
that ever traversed "the region. They
discovered an enormously rich copoer
mine.

CROPS AND. CATTLE.
Secretary Rusk Presents in

His Report a Rosy-Hue!
Picture.

With a Protection-Tipped Pen
He Shades Facts to Suit

His Ideas.

Th9Value of This Season's
Crop Make a Gratifying1

Showing.

Suggestions and Recommen-
dations From Harrison's

Farmer.

Wasiiixgtox, Nov. 8.
—

Secretary
Rusk, in his third annual report as sec-
retary of agriculture, says that, not-
withstanding the abundant yield of
Crops this year, values are wellsustained,
and estimates that the increase in the
value ofagricultural products over last
year will be not less than $700,000,000.
He states that during the first three
mouths of the present fiscal year our
exports in csreals alone have aggre-
gated $70,000,000, adding that the indi-
cations now are that the sales abroad of
the surplus from our farms will, dur-
ing the present year, largely exceed
those of any previous year.

lie notes the increase by some §28.-

--000,000 in the imports of agricultural
products during the first ten months
under the present law, by comparison
with the same period during the last
year of the old law, but emphasizes the
fact that the increase is confined largely
to articles not competing with home
products, such as sugar, tea, coffee, etc.
Atthe same time he states that the
change in the rates has checked the
importation of products which may be
produced at home.

What Jeremiah Notes.
He notes a decrease in tobacco from

517.00.000 to $6,000.000, a falling offIn
foreign barley of nearly S3.500,000; in
egzs, . ,250,000; in horses a fallingof
1.500,000, and a gradual decline in the

importation of all live stock.
Beferring to the import of hides free

of duty, he states that this causes a
great depreciation in prices realized for
hides ofhome production, and earnestly
recommends that the duty provided for
in section 3 of the tariff act approved-
Oct. 1, 1899, be imposed on all cases
where the countries from which such
hides arc shipped have not granted
equal concessions in regard to the ad-
mission of the agricultural products of
the United States.

In s*peakiug of the inspection of moat
for export, the secretary says: "Our
people demand something more than
protection from communicable diseases.
In most, if not all. European coun-
tries inspectors, according to their
reports, freely pass for consumption the
meat of animals affected with foot and
mouth disease, pleuro-pneumonia, local-
ized tuberculosis, actinomycosis and
similar diseases which, according to the
views and customs of tnis country, must
be condemned. But all the meat 'for the
foreign market is inspected the same as
that designed for home consumption.
In this respect, as in others, we"have
met the objections which have been
raised to American products and have
not only removed the cause, but have
gone beyond what was asked by our
critics."'

Cost of Inspection.

Up to the Istof October there has
been a total of 1,010.014 animals in-
spected, both before and alter slaugh-
ter: there were 53,67.. carcasses of hogs
examined microscopically, and the total
number of animals condemned and sent
to the fertilizing tanks was but 1.976.
The cost of the work has been within
the anticipated limit, and is being con-
siderably reduced as the work proceeds.
Secretary Busk says: "Iam of the
opinion that the inspection of animals
and their.marking foridentification may
be accomplished for a sum not exceed-
ing three cents per head, and that the
cost of microscopical examination of
hogs will not exceed live cents per
head."'

He earnestly recommends that con-
gress he asked to make an appropriation
sufficiently large to extend the inspec-
tion to all applicants. He estimates
that the losses to our pork raisers dur-
ing the past ten years, owing to the
prohibition by foreign countries, aggre-
gate over $200,000,000. I.euro-pneumo-
nia he regards as quite under control
and limited in territory to two or there
counties oa Long Island and in New
Jersey, over which a thorough quaran-
tine is exercised.

Inspection by American veterinarians
of cattle landed in Great Britain has
continued, as well as the inspection of
such animals before shipment. Since
the beginning of this work there has
been inspected, altogether, up to Oct. 1,
1,01, __,519 head of animals. A very
slight decrease in the number ofcattle
exported is noted, which is attributed
to the increase in price, cattle bringing
in June, 1891, from |L2S to 11.50 per
head more than inJune, 1800.

The inspection of imported animals
has been rigidly maintained. The re-
sult of the inspection of vessels carry-
ingexport cattle has been to materially
reduce the losses resulting from lack of
ventilation, overcrowding ai d weak
fittings, so that the total number of ves-
sels examined since July _, 1891, has
been 21... The supervision by the
bureau of the movement of Southern
cattle has involved the separation and
keeping distinct for transportation over
40,000 cars containing 1,000.000 head of
cattle. While the results of this work
have been highly beneficial, he asks for
further powers to enable him to compel
a strict compliance with his regulations
in the movement of all Southern cattle.

NoPleuro-Pneuraouia.
The secretary points out the fact that

formore than a year there has been no
well authenticated case of pleuro-pneu-
monia in American cattle exported to
foreign countries, and adds that the
condition of the United States trade and
the vigilant supervision of our officers
justifies the strongest representation to
the English government of the griev-
ance which our cattle raisers suffer un-
justly by reason of its arbitrary regula-
tions enforced against the American
cattle, coupled with an urgent demand
for their removal, adding that
they have been clearly shown to be use-
less, and that their maintenance can
only be regarded as an evidence of un-
friendliness. He concludes that "justice
as well as proper self-respect demands
such a course."' and adds that he shall,
in the absence of the removal of such
unfriendly restrictions, feel it his duty
to suggest the rigidenforcement of the
law now inexistence prohibiting import
into the United States of all live ani-
mals, at present suspended as a matter
of friendship to foreign governments.

The secretary deems it the duty of
his department to keep the farmer
fully informed -of the market value of

his wares, in order that he may know
before he markets his goods just what
their value is. lie congratulates the
country upon the success of the experi-
ments in the extraction of sugar from
sorghum. ••Ther_ seems to be no rea-
son," he says, *-why we should not look
forward with confidence to the day
when the $100,000,000 paid by Ameri-
cans to Foreign producers for sugars
should be turned into the pockets of
our own people." The secretary ex-
presses a desire for closer co-operation
between the various educational forces
in the country for the' advancement of
practical agriculture, and urges. that
the slender thread connecting the de-
partment with the agricultural colleges
be strengthened.

ArtificialCoflee Beans.
Inreviewing the work of the division

of chemistry with reference to the adul-
teration of foods the secretary empha-
sizes especially the adulterations of cof-
fec,which are found to extend to a very
large percentage, not onlyof thegrouiul
coffee, but of the coffee beau, wholly ar-
tificial beans having been introduced
into the market, of which many sam-
ples on the open market were found to
largely consist. These artificial beans
are sold to the trade at four cents a
pound. Inalarge measure they are im-
ported, and the secretary urges that
such importations, as well their man-
ufacture and use in this country, be ab-
solutely prohibited.

Touching the experiments in produc-
ing rain, he states briefly that they
have been made, but t_at he has no
data as yet at hand which would justify
him in expressing any conclusions on
the subject. In concluding his report
he states that from the time he assumed
the reins of office has devoted his
personal attention to a general enlarge-
ment of the scope of the work of the
department in the interest of practical
agriculture, especially to the extension
o_ the market for the disposal of the
surplus ofour great staple crops. lie
points out that to fullycarry out bis
views will unqucstionaoly involve
liberal expenditure, and he says that
within twenty }'ears the effect of the
work of the department on such lines
as he had laid down willhave increased
the value of our annual agricultural
products from between three and four
thousand million dollars to at least
twice that enormous sum.

"LONG LIVEANARCHY."

So Say Chicago Worshipers of
Spies and Parsrfns.

CHICAGO, Nov.B.—ln spite ofa driz-
zling rain fully 2,000 people participated
in the demonstration and memorial to-
day in honor of Parsons, Spies, Engel,
Fisher and Lingg, the anarchists who
suffered death four years ago. There
was a street parade with red flags furled
and draped in mourning, followed by
speech making at Waldbeim cemetery,
over the graves of the dead anarchists.
The addresses were all of the most
revolutionary character. The dead men
were extolled as martyrs of the labor
cause and their graves were covered
with flowers. Eighteen, societies were
represented, every one of which brought
its floral offering. One of these was a
scaffold of roses, with this ivGerman:
"Though dead, still live. Long live an-
archy." Mrs. Lucy Parsons' house was
decorated withcrape. Early in the day
a red flag floated over the roof, but the
police went to the house and took down
the flag before ithad been long Inposi-
tion.

There is an uneasy financial !feeling
as a result of the recent failures, and
really sound concerns are in danger of
collapse, ow ig to the panicky spirit
which prevt _s and the rush to.with-
draw monej from any banking house
concerning which the merest, rumor is
afloat. The kaiser, it is said, has been
hi consultation with Dr. Miguel on the
situation, and has given special instruc-
tions that the authorities vigorously
prosecute ail cases of financial dishon-
esty without regard to the standing of
the parties.

Satisfaction InRussia*
St. Petebsbubo. Nov. B.—No little

I the financial trouble, in Berlin. The

feeling against Berlin bankers has been
very bitter since the Russian loan was
rejected and now the Russians are
pointing to the recent failures as con-
trasting with the comparative sound-
ness of Russian banking nouses. Itis
a remarkable fact that, notwithstanding
various causes for depression the bank-
ers of this city have not only managed
to meet their obligations, but also to
show their debtors an exceptional de-
gree of leniency.

"Young Ireland," composed of young
men who have just attained the right of
suffrage. Mr.Redmond replied briefly,
thanking his supporters for their ad-
herence in the face of the tactics re-
sorted to by their opponents.

Report of the New York Presby-
tery on Revision.

New
______

Nov. The-presbytery
of New York, whose meetings during
the last two or.three years have been of
more than local interest, or even de-
nominational interest, will meet again
this afternoon.- The Tribune is enabled
to print in fullto-day the report on the
proposed revision of the confession of
faith which will be submitted to the
presbytery this forenoon. It opens
thus:

Your committee have carefully exam-
ined the proposed revision, chapter by
chapter, and section by section, and
recognize the wisdom, prudence and
skill with which the general assembly
committee have labored upon it.

We are of the opinion that it shows
very clearly the possibility of revising
our confession of faith without impair-
ing iv the least our system of doc-
trine, but rather in such a way as to
support and defend it, by making it
plainer, stronger and more scriptural:
and that such a revision would not
hinder but advance and prosper the
formulation of a new, short and simple
creed, to the desire expressed by the
presbytery ofNew York two years ago.
_or this reason we feel deeply the im-
portance or unity and harmony among
all those who are sincerely in favor of
the general scope and purpose of the re-
vision movement and the necessity of
such action as shall promote its success.

At the same time we feel that it is
equally important to have a revision
which shall really revise. The great
objects of this wide and deep move-
ment in the church should be as fully
as possible secured. It seems to us
that these objects are two: First, the
frank, explicit and unhesitating dec-
laration of the livingfaith of the church
in God's loving and true offer of salva-
tion to all men, through Christ, by Ills
word and spirit. Second, the clearing
of our confession of faith from the pos-
sibility of a fatalistic misinterpretation.

Hence, these among other recom-
mendations of changes are made, all
reference to sovereign pretiritiou. eter-
nal foreordination to everlasting death,
or any doctrine of non-election should
be omitted. A substitute for section
VIII. should be written to declare,
in substance "The doctrine of
God's sovereign election is to
be received and interpreted inharmony
with the truth that he is not willing
that any should perish, but that all
should come to repentance; that he has
given his son to be the propitiation for
the sins of the whole world, and that
whosoever cometh unto him shall not be
cast out, but whosoever will not come
shall perish.

FIGHT OVER BONDS.

Rival Buyers Plunge West Duluth
Into Litigation.

Special to tho Globe.
Dim Nov. The village of

West Duluth is having a hard time get-
ting rid of its bonds, and in the mean-
time parties holding village orders must
wait till the rival competitors have
fought to a finish. There is consider-
able hard feeling exhibited in the mat-
ter, and is likely to develop into a first-
class municipal scandal. A few months
ago, Spitzer _ Co., of Boston, through
their agent, W. J. Holmes, of West Du-
luth. made a bid for the bonds, agree-
ing to take them at par and accrued in-
terest, with the understanding, how-
ever, that 5 per cent of that should be
deducted before the.bonds are delivered.
N. J. Upham, ofDuluth, claims that be
is ready to place the bonds at an eighth
of a cent premium, and. in consequence
a suit was brought in the name of a tax-
payer to restrain the council from issu-
ing the bonds, on the ground that the
village was illegally7 incorporated. Up-
ham crowd was defeated, the judge
refusing to grant the injunction. Later
on, the village council, repenting of its
folly in selling the bonds so cheap,
tried to escape from the deal on a tech-
nicality, and the president and recorder
refused to sign the bonds. Spitzer _
Co. then instituted mandamus proceed-
ings to force them, but JudgeStearns
refused to so order. An appeal was
taken, but the village, needing the
money badly, finally concluded to com-
promise and appointed a committee,
with power to act, to confer with Spitz-
er's agent. It was finally agreed to
divide the commission in halves. But
yesterday Mr. Upham and those inter-
ested with him, learning what was going
on, got out a temporary injunction
to restrain the delivery of the
bonds to Spitzer _ Co., on the
ground that the statute expressly
forbids their sale for less than par. A
deputy sheriff served the paper on the
president and council, also on all the
aldermen; but the treasurer he could
not find. President Martin, of the vil-
lage, says that, the writ of injunction
came too late; for the bonds have been
signed and delivered and the money
paid. Itis claimed, on the other hand,
that the bonds have not yet been prop-
erly executed, and if any attempt is
made to complete the work arrests will
follow. There is likely to be a very dis-
agreeable row before the matter is set-
tled. The amount of the bonds is £115,-
--003.

In his
trousers pocket was a razor with no
sheath, possibly a preparation for sui-
cide, to an intention of which all the
circumstances of the death point. He
did not register at the hotel nor give his
name, but allhis receipts are given to
Nels Johnson, which is without doubt
his name. The body has been turnej
over to the undertakers.
