DEs Moixes, lo., Nov. 9.—The Demo-
crats of Des Moines and lowa gener-
ally eelebrated their recent victory here
to-night at the Grand opera house, The
principal speakers were Gov. Boies,
Col. Charles A. Clark, of Cedar Rapids,
and F. W. Lehman, of St. Louis. The
meeting was full of enthusiasm, The
speech of Gov. Boies was received with
ireat applause. e said, among other
Yhings:

**Those who have won the victory we
celebrate may delightfully rejoice at
the result. But in the midst of that re-
Jjoicing, at the very threshold of our sue-
cess, wisdom demands that we study
the causes that have made our vie-
tory possible. It is a matter of su-
preme satisfaction to know that
throughout our campaign the prin-
ciples for which we contended were
clearly stated, and everywhere openly
and bravely defended. In- argument,
the advantage from the start was all on
our side. We had committed no wrong
agzainst any class of our peeple, while
opur adversaes were compelled to de-
fend one of the most indefensible acts
of which any party was ever guilty.

“They could not deny that the im-
mense capital invested in the breweries
and vineyards of the state when our
probibitory law went into effect was so
imvested under the sanction of laws for
which the Republican party was re-
sponsible, and thev knew that through
the instrumentality of that same pariy
this eapital was destroyed. L‘r(nn

Lhis respect was

An Unpardonable Sin,

“1t could never have occurred except
throuch the agency of a party intoxi-
cated with the excess of its own power.
It required nothing but the delibera-
ate reflection of the masses of our peo-
ple to overwhelm the pariy that com-
mitted that wrong. The lesson upon
us shounld not be lost. If we expect to
retain the power with which we have
been entrusted we must be wise enougn
to understand what is due to cvery
oune of our people, the weak as weil
as the strong, and honestenough t9 ren-
der unto each that whieh is his due.
Beyond the fact of a wanton destruetion
of property accumulated in the protec-
tion of law, without any effort to reim-
burse the owners, our opponents, by this
Jegislation, had invaded the domain of
natural rights, and, for all practical pur-
poses, subjected the habits of men, in
matters strictly personal to themselves,
to the control of penal statutes of the
state.

*They failed to realize that the mo-
meat one loeality is permitted to dictate
regulations for the government of
another, at variance with sentiments of
its people, we cease in that degree to
uphold the vital principle on which our
whole system of government is founded
and without whieh the bonds that hold
Lhis Union together would become ver-
itable ropes of sand. They ignored the

lessons of our own experience and
willfully shut their eyes to a con-
dition of affairs that coulgl not

fail to startle if it did not alarm patri-
otic citizens of every political faith.
The verdict that has been rendered is
as emphatic a protest as a free people
can make against any invasion of the
most sacred of their political rights—
the right as individuals to be secure in
our personand property, and the right
as organized communities to control
our local affairs in our own way.
cannot believe this protest will be dis-
regarded.

“With the prohibitory law so changed
as to leave 1o each locality within the
state the right to adopt such system of
control over the liquor trafiic as the best
judgment of its own people dictates,
lowa will assume her proper place
among the states of the Union.
We shall no longer be humiliated
by the fact that every state
that borders upon our own is outstrip-
{)In: us in the increase of its popula-

ion, and all but one in the per capita

increase of the wealth of itsinhabitants.
Upon this broader plane we can 1nvite
to our borders respectable people from
every part of the world, without refer-
ence to personal habits that involve no
public or private rights of another.

*But the lessons of our late eiection

do not stop with their bearing upon io-
cal issues. We are taught by these
that the people of our state are rapidly
being divided into two great classes
that are separated by lines not altogeth-
er political in their character. Iluto one
of these the extremists of every
persuasion, the men who are in-
capable of examining any sub-
ject except from the narrow and
partisan standpointarerapidly drifting,
while the other is the natural home of
those possessed of broader and more
liberal views. It is natural, therefore,
that upon one side of this line we find a
great political party devoted to the in-
terest of classes alone, bending all its
energies to the accomplishment of ob-
jects that accord with the wishes of a
fraction of our people and to the up-
building of industries that enrich the
few at the expense of the many.”

AFTEfl THE CONVENTIONS.
Chicago Rousing for Action—New
York's Plea.

CnicAGco, Nov. 9.—Chicago is going
after the next national Repuablican con-
vention. At a meeting held this after-
noon in the Grand Pacific hotel the mat-
ter was fally discussed by prominent
politicians, and it was the opinion that,
while no open fight should be made for
the honor, a djgnified effort should be
put forth for it. Other meetings will
be held to take such stepsas are deemed
neeessary to secure the plum again for
Chicago.

New York, Nov. 9.—The Recorder
this morning devotes a full page in giv-
Ing reasons and interviews with promi-
nent men of both parties why the two
national conventions should be held in
this city. It says the Madison Square
garden has a seating capacity greater
than that of any public hall or audi-
torium in the United States, seating

will accommodate 70,000 guests, and no
inerease in rates would be made during
convention week. No national con-
vention has been held in New York
city sinee 1868, and the Recorder thinks
it but fair, in view of the advantages
this city nowoffers, that the conventions
shouid now be held here.

WasmiNGgToN, Nov. 9.—San Francisco
people are making a vizcorous effort to
secure the holding of the national Re-
pubiiecan conveuntion in that city next
year. Mr. De Young, the California
member of the Republican convention,
believes the convention can be secured
if San Francisco would pay all the ex-
penses of the delegates to the conven-
tion.

In eonnection with this a special from
Titusville, Fla., guotes Senator Quay as
saying that San Francisco is too far off.
He added: *It’s a long, weary ride to
California, and the people won’t take
kindly to it. But California would en-
tertain the delegates as they have never
been entertained before. She would,
in fact, pay all the expenses going and
returning, if needs be, and a national
convention there would have this one
advantage—a big one, 100, in my esti-
mation--it would be free from outside
influences entirely. The heelers and
henehmen and the local *powers in pol-
ities’ would not be there. It would be
too far to go, and too expensive, but the
conventicn could express its own senti-
ments.” '

KNIGHTS OF LABOR.

The Public School Question to
Receive Attention.

ToreDO, O., Wov. 9.—The delegates
to the fifieenth general assembly of the
Knights of Labor are arriving here in
large numbers from all parts of the
United States, several placesin Canada,
and two or three cities in Mexico. The
delegates say that this will be one of
the most important assemblies ever held
in this country, as several matters relat-
ing to labor, capital and the public
school system will come up for action.
The geutlemen wio figured so prom-
inently in the New York Central strike
are all here, and the indications are that
the railroads and the railroad employes
of North America will receive consid-
erable attention.

The assembly will convene to-morrow
morning at 10 o’clock. The finance
committee has about completed its
work, and so far finds all the finances
of the order in splendid condition. The
secretary’s report will show that the
order has increased its membership over
8,000 during the past year in this coun-
try alone, and that all the local assem-
blies are in a flourishing condition
finacially and otherwise. ‘I'ne amount
of business to be disposed of is large,
and Secretary Hayes says that he does
not expect to get through inside of the
next ten days.

The most important matter to come

before the assembly will ve the public
school system of this country. Tue
majority of the delegates present are
Roman Catholies, and they intend
placing themselves on record in refer-
ence to the school question. The feel-
ing appears to be unanimously in favor
of the publie school system. A promi-
nent delegate and member of one of the
most important commitrtees, a Roman
Catholie, said this afternoon:
*\We will take action on the publie
school system. The Knights believe in
education as the only safeguard of this
and all other liberty-loving nations. It
is the duty of the state to see that the
child is educated, leaving to
the parent the seiection of the
school or method of such educa-
tion. It the parent’s right and
privilege to educate his child in a Cath-
olie, Lutheran, private or public schoo!,
just as he sees fit; but it is the duty of
the state to look after the child and see
that it is educated. We are in favor of
compulsory education, so that the state
can legally and authoritatively say ‘o
the parent or guardian: ‘Educate your
child; I don’t care who, I leave that to
you, but you must educate him orl
will.” That is jtne position of the
Knights of Labor on the school ques-
tion, and that resolution wili be adopt-
ed in the general assembly, it is bz-
lieved, without a dissenting voice., We
may also take some action in favor of
introducing the Australian ballot into
s ales not yet voting that way,”

4 K.OF L. ALLIANCE.

Attempts Being Made to Disrupt
Bay State Assemblies,

BosTtoxN, Nov. 9.—A secret meeting of
the Knights of Labor Alhance was held
in one of the principal manufacturing
centers of this state yesterday. Pre-
vious meetings of the body have been
held openly, but the Knights in
Massachusetts  have  become  con-
vinced that efforts are being made
by paid emissaries of corporations
to break up every local assembly of the
order. Accordingly, though there will
be meetings of which the public will
receive reports. the real work of the
Knights of Labor Alliance will be en-
trusted only to men who have demon-
strated their loyalty to the order and
their ability to keep secrets. ‘T'he pres-
ent fight, it is said, is being made upou
the Shoemakers’” I'rade district 216 and
Clothing Operatives Trade’ distriet 231,
representing two of the prineipal in-
dustries of the country.

STILL ON THE HUSTLE.,

RUBBING THE WAILS,

New Orleans Banks and Busi-
ness Houses Complain of
Great Losses,

An Appeal to the Postmaster
General for Redress and
' Protection.

M. V. Gannon and Confreres,
in a Public Address, Ap-
peal to Irishmen.

Factional® Strife Condemned
and Union in America
Counseled.

NEw OrreANs, Nov. 9.—For some
time past depredations upon the mails
in this city and section have been of
constant occurrence. \hile business
houses have suffered to some extent,
the larger share of annoyance and loss
has fallen on thie banks, which seem to
be the especial objects of attack on the
part of the thieves. The New Orleans
National, the largest bank in the city,
having 16 per cent of the aggrezate
deposits of all banks in New
Orleans, has suffered so severely
that a few days ago the directors decid-
ed to appeal for relief to Postmaster
General Wanamaker. A letter was ad-
dressed to Postmaster Eaton, of this
city, giving full details of the long-con-
continned and constantly increasing
series of robberies, and asking for re-
lief at the hands of the department at
Washington.

The nfling of the letters of the bank
began immediately after the passage of
the anti-lottery postal Jaw, and has con-
tinued without cessation to the present
time. As an illustration of the

High-Handed Qutrages

perpetrated by the postal authorities,
the case of the Union Bank of Key
West is mentioned. The Key West
bank first remitted a check to the New
Orleans National bank, which was
never received. ltthen sent a dupli-
cate, which shared the same fate; and
finally forwarded a triplicate through
another bank which is under the ban of
the postal authorities. ‘T'his iast remit-
tance came to hand promptly.

Another case mentioned in the cor-
respondence was that of Isaac F. Car-
ter, of Robeline, La., whose note in
the New Orleans National bank went
to protest because the remittance
had  been captured by the posial
authorities and destroyed. Appeals to
the local postal office have been fruit-
less. Not a single case has been traced
to the perpetrator, nor an arrest made.
Meanwhiie, the number of letters rifled
has been constantly on the inerease.
The bank, in its letter to Postmaster
Eaton, assertsthat a postoffice inspector
now in the government service and sta-
tioned here was removed from his posi-
tion in the New Orleans postoffice some
years ago for selling his monthly pay to
no less than three persons for the same
time.

The business community of the city
is determined to ferret out the mail
robbers and bring them to pumshment.
The first step in the lineof direct appeal
to Postmaster General Wanamaker is
that just taken by the New Orleans Na-
tional bank, the result of which will be
awaited with anxiety by a large number
of Lusiness houses which have suffered
so severely since the passage of the
auti-lottery law.

IRISH DIFFERENCES,

Address to the Friends of Faction-
Rended Erin.

Lixcorx, Neb., Nov. 9.— M. V. Gan-
non, president of the Irish National
Leagueof America: W. Lyman, treas-
urer, and John P. Sutton, secretary,
o-day issuned a siguificant statement,
addressed to the friends of Ireland in
America. The document refers to the
rival factions, inflamed with hate, ar-
raved against each other in Ireland,
and says those who would be naturally
looked to there for coun el tending to
peace and unity are foremost in fer-
menting fratricidal strife, adding:

*It is patent to every thoughttul man
that the contending parties are each too
strong for one t) politically destroy the
other and force reunion down the
throats of discomfited opponents.
Union, however, between these factions
18 absolutely necessary to the suceess of
the Irish cause, and it must be a union
of head and heart based on mutual con-
cessions, even if every present aspirant
to the leadership has to be forced into
retirement. 1t should be the resolve of
the Irish in America that no parlia-
mentary factions shall be permitted
to bring upon our mother land a ruin
more complete than England’s tyran-
nical acts have ever been able to ae-
complish, We have faith in the sturdy
nationality of the people: and when we
speak of the people we do so in an
American sense, and beyond the arti-
ficial lines of a mere British franchise.
We believe in the maunhood or Ireland,
and to it we appeal to force these parlia-
mentarians to stop their quarrels or
make way fer other irishmen to whom
the interests of their country are of
greater merit than of personal ambi-
tion or personal animosities.”

The address calls for more thorough
organization and redoubling of efforts
to make the Irish league of America a
mighty engine for good, not only for
Ireland, but for the Irish race all oyer
the world. Entirely non-political in
America, the league, the address says,
will exereise a marked beneficial influ-
ence in Irish affairs, and its power to

render financial assistance be far
grealer than can ever be derived
from spasmodic collection tours by

Irish representatives. Its service to
Ireland in the past has been incaleulable
in spite of the many obstacles placed in
its way, and now, as an independent
American orgapization, it should not
heed the clamor of interested parties or
stop by the wayside to quarrel with fel-
low countrymen who may differinopin-
ion, but go steadily forward, endeavor-
ing to bring order out of chaos, union
out of disunion, and ultimate freedom

to Ireland. Branches should be
at once organized, and state ex-
ecatives are urged to put the

good work in motion with the least pos-
sible delay. 1t has been boasted by a
British statesman, the address says,
thata gun could not be fired in Europe
without the consent of the Enghsh gov-
ernment, because, strong in her own
splendid system of organization, Eng-
land kept every* European nation in a
state of turmoil and disorganization
through the medium of subsidized secret
societies. She is playing the same game
in America to-day, says the address,
which asks: ‘“Can we possibly hope to
overcome her powerful influence with-
out organizing to counteract it ?”

Rio Grande do Sul Declares Its
Independence.

Loxpox, Nov. 10.——A dispatch to the
Times from Rio de Jankiro says: - Riots
are reported 1 Rio Grande do Suls
Code telegrams from that district are
prohibited. Local dispatches are sub-
ject to censorship. The government

ing the outcome of Fonseeca’s action_in
dissolving congress and again assuming
the role of dictator, which he laid down
subsequent to his election as president
of the newly formed republic, and many
grave doubts are expressed as tothe
success of this latest polinieal move.

From the province of Rio Grande do
Sul comes intelligence that is alarming
in its nature. The news from this prov-
ince is to the effect that the local gov-
ernment has refused to acquiesce in the
assumpiion by Da Fonseca of the pow-
ers of a dictator, and has declared the
independence of the provinee. Already
there are rumors afloat that othersprov-
inces are contemplating following the
example of Rio Grande, and that in the
near future there may be a number of
separate warring Brazilian states.

IS PEACE POSSIBLYE?

Association Men said to Favor a
Cessation of War.

NEw York, Nov. 9.—There is some
chance that the base ball situation may
take on a more hopeful aspeet before
the present week is out. The associa-
tion men are now openly in favor of
peace, if peace can be arranged on any-
thing like an equitable basis.

This decision was arrived at
to-day as the result of a conference be-
tween Chief Arthur, of the Brotherhood
of Locomotive Engineers, and Grand
Master Sargent, of the Brotherhoo:d
of Locomotive Firemen, who arrived to
settle a difficulty between the men and
the road. Chief Arthur was seen after
the meeting and said that if Messrs.
Scullin and Shearman did not alter
their opinions a strike wouid undoubt-
edly follow, in wnieh case members fo
the brotherhood on all lines would re-
fuse to deliver cars to, or receive them
from the Wiggins Ferrv company.
Messrs. Sargent and Arthur will re-
main in this city a day or two, to wateh
the outcome of the dispute.

DEATH BY TORTURE.

Four Men Fall Vietims tb \a
Fire in a Livery Barn at
Denver.

Thirty-Four Horses Roastedin
Their Stalls by the Same
Flames.

Two Firemen Killed and One
Man Crazed at a Cinein-
nati Blaze.

A HMontana Man’s Handy Gun
Beats Four Aces Out of
Sight.

DENVER, Col., Nov. 9.—A terrible fire,
in which four men and thirty-four horses
were suffocated, was discovered in the
Mansion house stables at 3 o’clock this
morning. The dead are: Thomas
Bown, twenty-two years old, single,
home in Peoria, lil.; George Richards,
twenty-six, single, home at Lincoln,
Neb.; David Elmore apd Otto Heibin,
St. Louis, who were sleeping in the
roows over the office of the livery stable.
There were four others sleeping in the
place, but they escaped.

The scenes about the burning building
were horrifying as the smoke rolled
through into the apartments where the
horses were kept. Scenting danger,
their cries of alarm and fright were piti-
ful, and in their efforts to cseape they
climbed into their mangers, kicked
down their stalls and some managed to
break away, but fell dead iu the gang-
way.

CRAZED AND KILLED.

One Maniac and Two Dead Men
as a Result of a Fire.

CAUGHT THE CROWD,

The Commercial Club Project
Going to Bea Sure
Winner.

Over 200 Young Business Ken
Already Joined ths Or-
ganization.

Enthusiasm Rampant at the
Initiation Meeting Last
Evening.

St. Paul People Urged to
Stand by Home-Mads
Goods.

Enthusiasm registered a high temper
ature at Litt’s hail last evening.

The nuecleus was formed for a mighty
organization of all the material interests
of the Capitol City. The wholesale, the
retail and the manufacturing indus-
tries are joined now in a zealous unity
for the common furtherance of the com-
mercial welfare of the city. There were
225 names attached to a pledge to unite
with the club, which will rejoice in the
caption of the St ’aul Commeueial elub,
and the meeting was distinctively
representative.

The meeting was called to order by
Senator Dean, and J. J. Corcoran was
voted to the chair. The latter proceeded
straightway to outiine the purposes of
the gathering. A plan that had been
conceived by a number of St. Paul’s
staunchest citizens that a ¢lub of this
character would naturally tead to ac-
celerate the growth and prosperity of
the city, but, to engage the co-opera-
tion and energies of the younger spirits
enissted in mercantile pursuits, it was
conceded that there must be social
auicnities in conjunction. Therefore
spacious and modern club rooms will be
provided in the near future, where
the members can ifivite visitors
to the cigy, and where they can meeg
themselves as well, to enjoy the pleas-
ures of social congress. Mr. Corcoran
took an early opportunity te explain
that an erroneous impression had been
spread that it was proposed to inaugu-
rate a political institution. He denied
that there was any such intention.
To patronize, aid and stimulate home
industry was the watchword, and
not politiecs. Clubs of a .sim-
Hlar nature have been in exist-
ence in Eastern cities for several
vears, and much good has resulted.
While St. Paul already has certain or-
ganizations that are of a benefcial
nature, such as the jobbers’ union and
the board of trade, the commercial club
will in no wise usurp the province of
any of these. It will rather .work in
harmony with them. Again. age is not
a factor in the matter of elizibihty of
membership, despite a elaim to such
effect that had gained currency in some

mexplicable way.

“But,”” said Mr. Corcoran, in giving this
information, "'l feel warranted in saying
that any man not in full toueh with publie
sentiment and 1n full symoathy with the
common prosperity of St. Paul may per-
haps find the association here of ratheran
uncongenial nature, and it will doubtless be
more to his peace of mind to stay awav,”
and this declaration elicited a hearty round
of apvlause, exhibiting the temver of the
meeting.

Down to Business,

Mr. Corcoran announced that the
proposition is to appoint fifteen com-
mittees, and in naming them he out-
lined their specific duties, but the sig-
nificance of the nomenclature is sut-
ficient. They are to be made large
enough to afford every mau with a zeal
to enter the lists, to do all the work he
may be able to devote compotent time
to.

The committee on public polisy, it
should be explained, will have charge
of that branch of the work relating to
the employment of speakers and writers
in the interest of pure municipal ad-
ministration. The officers are to be
composed of a president, a first and sec-
ond vice president and twelve directors.
The board of directors are to eleet a
treasurer and secretary. All officers
are to be elected by ballot without nom-
ination.

The matter of fixing the fees—initia-
tion and annual dues—provoked a
lively debate.

After a desultory debate, these
fizures were adowed to remain, al-
though George Thompson called down
upon his® head a good laugh—which he
seemed to relish fully as much as those
who participated in it—by inquiring
what the ratio would be if the member-
ship should mount up to 1,000.

From this on the feeling of good fel-
lowship predominated, and every man
present manifested an ineclination to
langh and applaud until the hall re-
echoed. M. D. Munn was in excellent
spirits, and he was bubbiing over with
enthusiasm when he took the floor to pre-
sent a motion.
