MR, FINLEY EXPLAINS.

Circulars Regarding the Fa-
mous Milwaukee vs. [a-
ple Leaf Case.

The Chairman Conveys to the
Association His Ruling on
the Matter.

Grain Rates to New Orleans
Considered by Western
Freight Men.

Rigid Regzulation on Carload
Freight--News Alcng the
Lines.

CHicAGo; Nov. 11.—Chairman Finley
issued a circular to-day beariug upon
the now famous case of the Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul Ralway com-
pany against the Chicago, St. Paul &
Kansas City. 'The circular says: This
decision was rendered under date of
Sept. 28, 1801, and laid down the follow-
ing general prineciple: **An excursion
rate is a reduced rate, and enabled the
persons using it to travel from a given
point to destination and to retura to the
initial point at less than he could pur-
chase a ticket at the one-way rate going
and repurchase a ticket at the one-way
rate ‘returning,’ ete.. ete.

It was asserted that this principle un-
derlay the interest of the parties with
respect 1o the execursion business be-
tween Des Moines and Dubaque, and
the complaints were dismissed. Appeal
to the association was entered by com-
plainant company, and at the Novem-
ber meeting of the association its appeal
was sustained. No appeal to arbitra-
tion having Leen taken within the pre-
scribed time, the determination of the
association becomes final and it is
deemed proper 1o convey to the assoei-
ation, after mature deliberation, our
ruling with resnect to the status of the
specific complaints involved,

We must regard the determination of
the association as having specifie refer-
ence to the above prineiple only, and as
no more reopening the case for further
procedure than would any other adjudi-
cated case be reopened when at some
subsequent period the prinzinle upon
which its determination rested might be
reversed under the agreement. Tais
ruling, however, 1s not intended to
countenance or sanction its operation as
a precedent to bar proceedings under a
subsequent original complaint with re-
spect 1o this or similar trafiie.

RATES ON GRAIN.

Claim That There Is Something
Wrong.

Crnicaco, Nov. 11.—I'he members of
the Western Freight association to-day
discussed grain rates from Missouri
river pomts to New Orleans. 1t is
claimed that there is something rotten
in Denmark, since over 3,000 ears of
grain have been shipped LY the New
Orleans route in two months, to the
aetriment of the directeast-bouad lines.
Consolation is derived. however, from
the report that a serious blockade of
cars has temporarily stopped the move-
ment of freight to the Southern port, so
that grain must now begin to seek other
outlets to the seaboard. The question
of rates to New Orleans and -Southern
points was referred to a conference
committec.

A RIGID RULE,

New Regulations for Consigning

: Carlead Freight.

CiicAaGo, Nov. 11.-—The freight com-
mittee of the Central Traffic association
completed its labors te-dayv and ad-
journed. It decided that the present
rule of the assceiation, whieli prohibits
the consigning of carload freight to
agents of railrcads for distribution
among several receivers, in order to
evade the less than carload rates,should
be extended so that receiving agents
should refuse to make svch deliveries
except npon correction of the iiling,
charzing the receivers the full rate ap-
plying to less than carload shipments.
