SILVERY SOUNDINGS.
The American Bankers' As-

sociation Discuss the
White Metal.

W. P. St. John Fires Off an
Argument Favoring* Free

Coinage.

Proposition to Cease Buying:
Bullion and Restore the

Old System.

The Farmers' Congress on
Silver, Railroads, Taxes,

Land and Liquor.

New Orleans, La., Nov. 12.— At to-
day's session of the American Bankers'
association the silver question had the
rightof way from the start* W. P. St.
John, of New York, paid his respects to
John Jay Knox, because in an inter-
view the latter said that trie silver
question was dead, and that Cleveland
would be tiie nominee of tiie Democrat-
icparty. Mr. St. John argued that tiie
results of tiie recent elections, were en-
couraging to free silver, and he doubted
if Mr. Knox. as a Republican, was In
the confidence of the Democratic party
as to its nominee. In his paper. Mr.
St. .John made the following proposi-
tion:

Cease buying stiver bullion and re-
store the ITuited .States coinage system
founded with the mint in17.»2 and only
abrogated iv 1873. That is. reopen the
mints to equally unrestricted coinage
for gold and silver. As the best method.
allow owners of gold and silver to re-
ceive legal-tender notes at coin value
instead of coin at their option, the notes
to be redeemed in either coin at treasury
option, but the secretary to redeem iv
bullion, at not less than the coin value'thereof, on request of note holders; a
moderate coinage to be prescribed, all
the remainder to be coined or not at the
secretary s discretion; all the gold
and silver bullion and coin resulting to
be held as dollar for dollar metallic re-
serve for notes outstanding; all treasury
notes of the aei (.1 1890, and gold and
sLyer certificates when received, to be
replaced by the proposed new notes se-
cured as provided and redeemable as
prescribed; the president of the United
suites to be required to proclaim our
adoption of the European coinage ratio

| for gold and silver when continental
Europe reopens her mints to silver: our
mints thereupon buying up our siiver
dollars then outstanding at a premium
of three cents each and replacing them
with silver dollars containing :J,oo grains
pure silver.

By such a provision of our statutes.a;.d without international entangle-
ment, we assure Europe against a llight
ofour silver dollars 'for recoinage at
their mints, and assure ourselves atrainst
such a contraction ofour current money
wheiM ver Europe reopens her mints lo
silver. As likely achievements of the
measure ifenacted entire. Mr. St. .John
says: "Itwould tend to unify the cur-rency Jby providing a single automatic
issue in lieu of any capricious issue of
circulating notes. These notes would
be redeemable in coin, our coin reserve
provided for them being at face amount
ot the notes. The bimetallic single
standard dollar of the United States
would for the present be coined of
either 37l.2s grains of pure silver or
\u25a0J:;.\h2 grains of pure gold, eaclr prop-
erly alloyed. The silver dollar would
be reduced and replaced by a dol-
lar coin containing 890 grains of
pure silver whenever important nations
of continental him pc reopen their
mints to silver. And the supplies of
cold and silver available will always
determine our volume of money. Mr.
St. John furnished statistics of produc-
tion, consumption and coinaire of silver,
showing present annual absorption ex-
ceeding present annual production, and
the treasury unable to continue obtain-
ii:a the amount now required by law at
the maximum price prescribed. Hence
the act of in'.ui willgradually, but irreg-
ularly, advance the price to $1 for 347 4grains. Therefore, tree coinage, by iix-
ing that as the minimum price at once
and thereby establishing even exchange
between the far East and Europe, will
greatly enlarge China's and India's ab-
sorption of silver annually. In conse-
quence, free coinage will diminish the
annual silver addition to our currency
compared with that addition under our
present law. and necessitate a material
increase in the world's production of
silver to meet the demands of trade for
money.

William c. Cornwall, cashier of the
Hank of Buffalo, read a paper of which
the following is a synopsis:

This country is practically at sea on
j the currency question. Whether the, outcome willbe a collision and disaster

no one can say. The experiences with
continental currency, and more recently
with state bank issues during the
period of wild-cat bauking, have plant-
ed a prejudice in the minds of the
American people against any kind ot
bank not i>siies that are not especially
secured. Nevertheless we rind in Can-
ada a currency not so secure, and
yet absolutely sound. The growtii
of the Canadian .system was -low and
sure, rising step by step from a
specially secured circulation likethat of
our national bank notes to the present
broad and scientific method. There was
no concession to wild or compromising
schemes and ihe advance was from
good to better.

To-day the bank act, cornprisinc 100
clauses, thoroughly regulates the sys-
tem. In addition to many wise pro-
visions, the note issues are especially
cared for. The result, in a word, is
this: Every dollar in the Canadian
bank notes has over $9 on the
average and $5 at the lowest in
security back of it to make
it good. Canadian notes are thus
five to nine times as strong as national
bank notes. The branch system ot
banking inCanada distributes the idle
money gathered in one part of the. do-
minion to all parties who can use it,and
makes note issues profitable. As to
elasticity, the Canadians never know
what it is to go to an Ameri-
can money squeezer in the autumn.
Tallies for fear of stringency are. un-
known. Every thinking banker knows
that our own currency system is inade-
quate, unsatisfactory and dangerous. It
is time lor reconstruction by the most
skilled economical wisdom "which we
can call to our aid. .Scientific
and completely filling the require-
ments of the community is the Cana-
dian banking system now in successful
operation in a country very near us
under conditions largely resembling our
own. its arteries stretching over a vast
country and carrying the life-blood of
commerce to hamlet aud town and
metropolis, buiidine up a great pros-
perity among the sturdy people of our
sister nation.

ACTION' BY FARRIERS.

Approval and Disapproval of Sev-
eral Schemes.

Sedai.ia, Mo., Nov. I*2.

In the farm-
ers' national congress to-day the follo'v-
ina resolutions were presented and
unanimously adopted: Recommending
state control of live stock exchanges so
thai no live stock agent can be excluded
from such exchanges; recommending
the passage of a national law requiring
the stamping of artificial hog products:
demanding the passage'of a federal law
prohibiting gambling Infarm products;
indorsing the principle of reciprocity,
and the work already accomplished by
the world's fair directory.

The followingresolutions, previously
reported upon adversely by the com-
mittee, were rejected by the congress:
Deui&ndiug the free coinage of silver

dollars of the value of 100 cents each; I
demanding government ownership of
the railroads and telegraph; demand-
ing tliat tlie national revenue* be de-
rived from taxes upon imports which
come into competition with home man-
ufactures: demanding the federal pro-
hibition of the sale of intoxicating
liquors, and demanding the cession of
and lands to the vapous states ivwhich
the arid lauds arc situated.

State Farmers' Alliance to-day adopted
resolutions endorsing the Ocala plat-
form: demanding government super-
vision of railroad and telegraph lines:
the election of president, vice president
and senators by direct vote: making
issuing of free passes acriminal offense:

what it is; to prohibit alien ownership
of land: demanding equal taxation on
all kinds of property; prohiuitinc the
dealing in stocks and crams in futures,
and to prevent adulteration of food
products.

The committee appointed lo select
the next place of meeting reported in
favorof Lincoln, Neb., and the report
was adopted. The congress willmeet
on the second Tuesday after the national
elections in 1892.

Nov. 12.— At a meet-
ing of the executive com ir.ittee of the
council of administration of the (hand
Army of the Republic held here this
afternoon at which Gen. Palmer, the
Commander-in-chief, presided, Sept. 20,
15.)., was the date fixed upon for the
next annual meeting in Washington of
the grand encampment Asked about
his Confederate flair order. Uen. Palmer
said :"To me it.is inexplicable that the
rebel flae should have been displayed
at the unveiling of the Grady monu-
ment. Grady was abroad-minded man,
one who would never have counten-
anced sucii foolishness. Union veterans
in the South very properly fraternize
and afliliaie with,ami nave the kindliest
feeling for the men of the South who
have accented the result of the conflict.
A hero is always a hero, no matter what
his cause is, so long as he believes Init.
The war settled forever the question of
which flag was to wave in this country,
and the Southern men who were most
immediately interested accepted the
ultimatum. This latter day sentiment
is the work of thoughtless buys and
foolish women, assisted by a lew men
who, though oldenough to know better,
are rebels yet. The rebellion is over.
Let us hear no more of two flags inone
country."

John .Jay Knox then took the floor.
and said that he fully agreed with Mr.
St. John in some of his remarks. After
citing certain facts and sriviiiir figures.
he said that some time ago the Mexican
dollar was to be found in nearly every
bank in this country, but to-day where
were these coins? They had been sent

| !>aek to Mexico in payment ol goods, be-
ing accepted ;it their face value, less
transportation to Mexico. Why was
thi>? Because the Mexicans have the
advantage offree coinage. We have a
dollar which will not 0e accepted in
Mexico tor its face value, and yet this
country has a credit which is unsur-
passed by any country in the world.

Mr. St. .lohn replied that it was a
mistaken idea to compare the United
States with Mexico, because all of the
latter'a products were beneath the soil.
But though she need not coin a cent ail
her gold and silver would naturally go
away troin her, while in this country
all her products were above ground.

Mr. .Johnson, of Birmingham, made a
few remarks expressing his satisfaction
in regard to Mr. St. John's stand in
favor of a fair currency. He said it was
a race between white metal and the
colored metal, and he did not want to
see the colored metal put ahead of the
white metal, lie announced himself in
favor of reciprocity and against arti-
ficial laws which admitted one product
and excluded another.

Col. Piatt's retirement from active
journalistic work he has resided quietly
at his elegant country home in
Logan county. He was called from
this retirement in 1888 at the
urgent, request ft Mr. Cleveland to
found Belford's TYee Trade Monthly
Magazine in New.York. After one year
at that work he returned to Ohio and
engaged upon an extensive biographical
history of (Jen. George 11. 'Thomas,
which was almost completed at the time
of his death. His latest work for the
press was a series of letters to the
Cleveland Plaindealer on the issues and
candidates of the late campaign; which
attracted wide attention. Col. Piatt
was born in Cincinnati, June 19, 1819.
He prepared for the law and was ele-
vated to the common pleas bench at avery early age. His subsequent public
career needs no recapitulation." As a
journalist and editor of his paper 111
Washington he worked a revolution in
certain ways of the profession and
Rained a reputation that is world wide.
Col. Piatt has been twice married andhis second wife, for many years an in-valid, survives him. The funeral will
be held Sunday.

WHEAT DROPS AGAIN.
Chicag o Trading Opened High

and Strong, but Closed at
a Loss,

Caused by Nervous Dealers
Attempting to Unload on

the Rise.

All Cereals Suffer More or
Less, but Hog Products

Advance.

Insignificant Changes inQuo-
tations on Wall Street

Markets.

Chicago. Xov. 12.—The wheat martet
opened strong 10-day, but soon became quiet,
unsettled a d nervous. Early in the day re-
ports of cold, weather in the wheat belt,
stronger cables and good E astern buying,
combined with the expected Russian ukase,
all tended to give the market an impetus and
there wasa gradual rise untila material ad-
vance was materialized. This material ad-
vance, however, had the unfortunate effect
of causing a score of nervous traders to at-
tempt to unload while the market was mo-
mentarily at the tide, aud free selling quickly
brought a decline, which more than swept
away the advance of the earlier hours. The
Michigan crop report notes an increased
acreage sown to wheat.and reports condition
at 9l, agaiust 105 last year.

The Cincinnati Price Current says the
-.vheat crop was improved by recent rains.
The export clearances from four ports ag-
prcsated 353,000 bu wheat and flour, and, in
addition, New Oilcans shipped SS.OOO bu.
Freight room was engaged here for 370,000 bu
of wheat. Arrivals in the Northwest were
smaller. Receipts at Dolalh were 531 cars,
and Minneapolis 3"Jt5 cars, a total of 858 cars,
against |,089 cars yesterday, and 607 curs a
