Chicago Freight Men Not Old
Enough to Remember
Details.

Paresis of the Memory Para-
lyzes the Grand Jury
. Inquisitors.

A Freight Blockade Possible
on Account-eof a Secarcity
of Cars.

Michigan Furniture Men Are
Kicking on the Rates
Given.

Cnicaco, Nov. 13.—The federal grand
jury did not make much progress in its
investigation of the freight rate discerim-
inations at the session to-day. There
were only two wilnesses examined. and
these two gentlemen seemed to have
paresis of the mind as far as knowing
anything about interstate law violations.
W. H. Smith, freight agent of the Lack-
awanna hine, was the first witness this
morning. He was under fire about half
an hour, and declared he kuew abso-
lutely mothing; and, notwithstanding
the sharp questioning by both District
Attorney Milchrist and some of the
Jurors, Mr. Smith did not give one iota
of testimony that could be distorted
into the least semblance of a faet.

G. B. Spriggs, the jolly freight azent
of the Nickle Plate, aid not know any-
thing, eitier, although he was unarmed
and alone among the inquisitors for
three-quarters of arn hour. When he
was dismissed the jurors wondered how
it was that Mr. Sprigegs, who knew so
little, should be at the head of the great
Nickel Plate freizht system.

NOT ENOUGH CARS,

A Freight Blockade Is on at Chi-
cago.

Cnicaco, Nev. 13.—For the first time
this season a serious blockade ot freight
between Chicago and the Mississippi
river seems imminent. This is not so
much due to the surplus of business,
nowever, as to delayed grain inspection.
There was a time when grain could Le
sent direct to the elevator upon its ar-
rival and uanloaedd. but now agents go-
through thie vards and label two-thirds
of the cars as *hold.” They can hold
them for forty-eight hours. This has
been done extensively on the Burling-
ton, and now that road is sufferidg from
2 blockade in its Chicago yavdsthat has
foreced the freighit departments to stop
shipments until further orders. In the
meantime shippers out west are be-
ginuing to suffer for want of cars, and
the miuch taiked of car famine seems to
be in signt at last.

Kaxsas Crry, Nov. 13.—The ear
shortdgze is increasing. The Missouri
Pacific was short 600 ecars to-day, de-
spite its withdrawal from the New Or-
leans business. The road has decided
to refuse all shipments from connec-
tions unless the billing is received be-
fore or at the time the car is delivered,
so that it can be sent out immediately.
The Memphis is in bad shape, and has
been unable to reeeive freight from the
other roads for the past week or more.

KICKING ON RATES.

Michigan Furnitare Men Desire a
Change.

CinicAGo, Nov. 13.—A  delegation of
furniture manufacturers from Grand
Rapids. Mich., was in the city to-day,
and visited the general offices of a num-
ber of the Western railroads. The mis-
sion of the visitors' was to protest
against the application of Chicago rates
on furniture shipments from Northern
Wiscousin territory to the Missouri
river, while a higher rate is charged
from points cast of Lake Michigan, al-
though the distance via Chicago is no
greater. They claim that they are being
discriminated against, and that the
rates by way of Chicago or Milwaukee
to the Missouri river should be no
lower from Northern Wiscousin points
thau from Grand Rapids.

The same question came up about
three months ago at a meeting of the
Western Ireight association on a re-
quest uf the Chicago & Alton for au-
thority to make the same rates for all
manufacturers located at an equal dis-
tance from Chicago. This reauest was
coneurred in by the Chicago, St. Paul &
Kansas City railroad and other Western
roads, but Chairman Midgley ruled that
it was out of order, declaring that it
would be just as reasonable to say that
the sawe rats should apply from Cin-
cinnati. T'he rates from Northern Wis-
consin territory are made by the Chi-
cago & Northwestern and the Chieago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul roads. Other
Western lines are in favor of giving
equal advantagzes to manufacturers on
the east side ot the lake, but all propo-
sitions to thatend have been overruled.
They were unable to make any prom-
ises to the Grand Rapids people, and
the Jatter will now endeavor to carry
their point by addressing a complaint to
the board of commissioners of theWest-
ern Traflic association.

Possible Withdrawals.

CimcaGo. Nov. 13.—1% is currently re-
ported that the Wabash and the lllinois
Central railroads contemplate with-
drawing from the Western Passenger
association. The truth of the report is
uot admitted by the ofiicials of either
road. Both are direet competitors of the
Chicago & Alton, however, and some
people profess to have very good reason
for believing that such a move is being
sericusly considered by them,

AS VIEWED BY DUXN,

Basiness Recovering and a
Large Volume of Trade.

New York., Nov. 13.—R. G. Drn & Co.'s
weekly review of trade will sav: Business has
entirely recovered from the disturbance
caused by the Maverick bank failure. Money
at New York has fallen again to 4 per cent on
call, and at Boston plenty is offering and
rates are steady. Trade is large in voinme
for the season, and in many lines especially
at the West, the largest ever known. But
margins for profits are narrow, and the ten-
dency of prices is not upward in that re-
spect. While breadstuffs advance. most
manufactured products tend 1o decline.
Records of morigages satisfied in Western
counties show that enormous sums are taken
for that purpose by farmers from their re-
ceipis, £0 that an unusual proportion of the
money pald for crops goes to cancel debts
created in past years. Doubtless this in part
explains the fact that the demand for vart-
ous manufactured products has not vet in-
creased so largely as was -expected, in view
of the great crops raised.

The 1ron output Nov.1was the greates
ever known. Itisa striking fact that only
304 furnaces are in blast. against 306 Oet. 1.
showing a substitution ot larger and better

works for those of less capacily aud old-

fashioned equipment. Unsold stocks have
largely inereased. particularly of coke iron,
and while the consumption is enormous, it is
clear that unless the expected increase
comes soon the depression in prices will
force some works to stop. Consl is dull; lake
copper is offered at 118gc. Holdings of tin
are heavy at 19.80c and lead is low at 4.10c.

Speculation during the pas: week has been
more active, wheat advancing 1%c¢ on sales
of 6,000,000 bu; corn advaneing 6e for spot,
but scarcely nigher for November delivery,
with sales of 21,500,000 bu, and oats are un-
changed. Receipts ot wheat at the West did
not abate, and at a rate of more than 8,030,000
bu for the week. while the export demand is
acdve. In October shipments, flour included,
equaled 19,007,400 bu wheat against 6,980,100
bu last vear. Pork products are unchanged,
exports falling behicd last year's. Oil is a
shade stronger at 60¢, but exports in October
were but 62,000,000 gallons against 8),000,000
last year, with much lower prices.

Heavy cotton movement from plantations
has again devressed price an eighth to §ig
cents, with sales of 400,000 hales here for the
week: exports in October were 442,000,000
pounds against 463,000,000 last year, with a
dechine of $750,000 in value. Reports from
other ¢ities show great hopefulness. At Bos-
ton trade is large involume: at Hartford
Jrade in dry goods and groceries is very fair;
at Philadelphia trade in dry goods is active:
at Cincinnati retail trade 1mproves inall
lines and jobbing trade for shoes;
#t  Detroit  manufactuers are busy;
at Cleveland the dry goods and shoe
trades surpass last year's, and hardware and
grocerfes are active ; at Milwaukee sales in all
trades are far in excess of last year. At Chi-
cago receipts of wheat and rye are three
times last vear's: of oatsand aressed beef a
third larger; of hides and wool a quarter
larger: of flour a fifth larger, and of barley
somewhat larger: but in cheese, butfer and
corn decrease appears, and a large decrease
in cured meats and lard. Sales of merchan-
dise greatly exceed last year's, and clearings
are the largest ever known,

At St Paul trade is active. At Minneapolis
lumber is strong and high, and the output of
fiour 200,000 bbis, vs. 179.000 last year. At
Duluth the lumber cut is the largestever
known and shipments heavy. At St Louis
trade is strong in shoes, clothing, drugs, oil
and minerais, with large demand for cattle
and cotton regions. At Kansas City the
movement of live stock and grain is heavy.
At the South cotton sales are very large, but
much is held because of low prices; the rice
movement is heavy at New Orleans and re-
ceipts of sugar large, with groceries fairly
active. Turpentine receipts are large at
Charleston and considerable improvement
is_lseen in trade at Savaunah and Jackson-
vilie.

The wool manufacturers’ trade is waiting,
but agents are exceedingly hopeful and trade
in knit goods is satisfaciory. The great sale
of carpets removes a threatened accumuia-
tion which has hung over the market. but
lower prices are quoted by some makers and
expectation from others. Cotton gouds are
in fair demand, but print cloths accumulat-
ing. Orders for boots and shoes are inereas-
ing, particularly trom the Seuth for men's
sp!1: and women's light grain boots, while
the West is rather backward.

Money markets are well supplied for legiti-
mate business, and there 1s a distinet im-
vrovement in collections as products are
marketed. The business failures occurring
throughout the country during the last seven
days number 21, as compared with a total of
226 last week. For the corresponding week
, of last year the flzures were 2i6.

The rumors of trouble in the anthracite
coal trade were still eircalated, but a shert
interest of some magnitude wasdeveloped in
the coal shares, and further seiling was
trightened off, resuliing in the development
of considerable demand for those shares at
advancing prices, and as their losses have
been very material in the last few days, their
gains to-day were proportionate. Following
them in strength came the industrials. espe-
ciaily sugar. cotton oil and distillers.
In the general railroad list, however,
considerable strengih was s en in the Van-
derbilts, Wheelinx & Lak2 L. -ie and Union
Pacific, the actuai earnings of tne last named
for September having exceeded the estimate.
