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OEN OF DESPERADCES

Nineteen Safe Blowers, Burg-
lars and Thieves Pinched
in Chicago.

0ld Rogues and Young Crim-
inals, But All Are Badly
Wanted.

The Gang HMade a Desperate
. Resistance Before Being
Captured.

Thousands of Dollars Worth
of Stolen Property Found
and in Sight.

Cuicaco, Nov. 14,—Nineteen men
were arrested to-migint in  Farmer’s
saloon, corner Chinton and Madison

streets, It is said they belong to an or-
panized gang of sufe-blowers and thieves
that has been successfully operating in
St. Louis and Chieago. Considerable
stolen property was recovered by the
poiice to-night.

For several months the police have
been given information of depredations
committed in various parts of the city.

which ineluded almost every form of
theft, from simple pocket picking to

lLousebreaking and safe blowing. Dis-
patehes were also received from many
of the surrounding large cities of
similar occurrences and 1ndications
pointed to the existence of an organized
band, with this city as headquarters.
Capt. Mahoney detailed Deteetives
Welbasky and Wessler to work on the
case, and to-night their efforts resulted
in the capture of the gang and the
seeuring of positive evidence of their
guilt.
Besperate Old Cracksmen.

Capt. Mahoney felt elated over the
success of nis men to-night, but had lit-
tle to say concerning the arrests, inas-
much as the case is not yet fully com-
pleted. Two of the men arrested are
wanted for breaking the St. Louis jail,
and the others for larceny,busglary and
robbery. The burglaries with which the
men are connected aggregate thou-
ands of dollars. **I'he men themselves,”
said the ecaptain, *are no ordinary
ceriminals, but desperate men, old in the
business. The majority of them have
done time, and the others are well
kvown to my men. ‘They have operated
not only here, but in Peoria, St. Louis,
Cincinnati, Milwaukee and various
other places.”

The raid to-night
were the result of a clever sclieme on
the part of the police. Welbasky re-
ceived a letter from Minneapolis giving
information without which it would
have been almost impossible to pro-
ceed. Welbasky and Wessler associ-
ated with them Officer 2. Sulli-
van, the officer who gained admis-
sion to the anarchists meetings in
Grief's hall. Sullivan was dressed in
tie garb of a hod carrier and mingled
with the men unsuspected and entered
into all of their plans. At the oppor-
tune moment he notified Capt. Mahony
and the arrests followed. 'T'he thieves
were taken by sarprise but this did not
prevent them from making

A Besperate iResistance.

All nineteen were not in the saloon.
The oibher six were in a house not far
distant, No. 9% West Jackson street.
The six in the house were found in a
corner room on the second floor, and
when the oflicers appeared two of them
Jumped from the window to the ground,
where they were eaptured by officers
in waiting. A third, George Brown,
scrambled to the roof, and, revolver in
hand, for a time defied arrest. After
the wholesale eapture the detectives
visited several! rendezvous’ of the thieves
and recovered bundreds of dollars
wortih of stolen property, consisting
principally of elothing and jewelry.

The ofticers have information of where
€L000 worth of other stolen property is
stored and will take possession of it to-
morrow, Still cther places are to be
searched and more arrests sre expected
to follow. Thomas Kelly and George
Brown are said to be the leaders

and the arrests

of the gang which, it is said,
numbers forty-seven. The men

arrested to-night gave names as follows:

MRE. BAIRD OF MADEIRA.
The Accused Young Banker Is a
Man of Nerve.

SAx Fraxcisco, Nov. 14. — Young
Mr. Baird, of Madeira bank fame, under
arrest here charged with forgery of
baunk stock, notes and other papers to
the extent of £100,000,spent the forenoon
in the ofiice of the chief of police,
where a number of friends called upon
him. Baird was detained in custody as
a prisoner. en voute to Madeira, and
was spared the humilhation of being
placed behind the bars. Baird is twen-
ty-nine years old, and has been in this
state about four years. IHe presented
a natty appearance in the office of the
chief of police, and calmly de-
nies  any allegaiien of guilt made
against  him. A detective  who
had been in Baird’s company last night
for anumber of hours said to-day: *“If
Baird is guilty of a fraction of the
charges made against him, he will have
a hard job to clear himself. 1 econsider
hin;, however, one of the smoothest
articles 1 ever met.”

The specific charge against Baird is
forgery of Return Roberts’ name as
president of the Bank of Medeira to 200
shares of stoek. It isalso elaimed that
Baira forged Roberls’ name to other
stock, which will aggregate 400 shares
CI more.

Frrsxo. Cal.. Nov. 14.—The transac-
tions of W, E. Baird, late vice president
andeashicrof the Bavk of Medeira, con-
tinue to come to light., While there were
originally only about 880 shares of bank

stock issued, there have already been

presented over 1000 shares of fraudulent
< stock. Maj. Bonebrake, of Los Angeles,
holds £11,000 worth of notes, nypothe-
cated with this bauk by Baird. Several
notes have been found which Baird had
raised to a hundred times their value.
Counterfeit $5 Notes.

LAaxcasTeR, Pa., Nov. 14.—Numerous
€5 counterfeit treasury notes have been
passed on business men in this city the
last few days. The engraving is good,
but the paper and printing very ordin-
ary. The note is a counterfeit of series
A, 1585, W, S, Rosecrans secretary, J.
N. Huston, treasurer. The portrait,
vignette, and other work on the note is
much inferior to the gennine. In the
little “United States” the *i” 1s not

dotted, although the

heavy shad.ng of
dot is there.

Fell Nineteen Stories.

New York's Water Supply Is
Alarmingily Low.

New York, Nov. 14.—Chief Engineer
Birdsall, of the Creton aqueduet, was
lookiug very blue when areporter asked
him about the water famiune. *“I'm
afraid we shall bave to drink beer next
week,” he said grimly. By Monday
many houses 1n the higher portions of
the city witl be without any water at
ail, as the pressure in the pipe is grad-
ually lessened, and the reserve supply
grows less. As long as thereis any
water, peaple will aceept the inevitable
philosophically, but by Moaday we ex-
pect a howl, for, unfortunately. we can-
not keep water from running down hill.
Monday the whole supply will run to

the lower districts when the taps
are turned on  in  the morning.
The outlook is most gloomy. The In-

dian summer has just vegun, and there
is little prospect of any rain for a week
or ten days. 1f there is no rain for ten
days, there will be a water famine,
that’s all. The present supply from the
Croton river is about 40,000,000 gallons a
day, aud this comparatively small sup-
ply will grow less as the drought
continues. ‘I'he reserve supply in the
small lakes has been nearly exhausted.
*1 am tryving to hold all the water [ can
in the Central Park and Forty-second
street reservoirs for use in ease of fire,”
said Mr. Birdsall, **but with the utinost
economy the water there is steadi ly fall-
ing and is now lower than ever before.
Men were  sent  out  vesterday
to turn off the water from ali
public and private drinking fountains
and open hydrants. All svrinkling of
the streets wiii aiso be stopped to-mor-
row. This alone will save about 200,060
gallons a day. The reduction of the
pressure will also save over 1,000,000
gallonsaday. “All that will save us from
a water famine now,” said Mr. Birdsall,
*will be a fall of two inches of rain.”
The breweries use about 20,000,000 gal-
lons a day. and they wiil probauvly be
thhe first to shut down if the worst
comes.” *The situation is exceedingly
serious,” said Commissioner  Giiroy,
“and 1 am anxious to impress that fact
upon th= people. 'Lhe danger has not
been overestimated. A good rain is now
our only hope. As for shutting down
the manufactories, of course that wiil
only be done as a last resort, because
of the nuwmber of persons that would be
thrown out of employment.”

THE MAVERICK FAILURE,

Latest Statements Regarding the
Bank's Methods.

Bostox, Nov. 14.—At least three-
fourths of the bank books are already
in at the Maverick bank. They will be
made up as rapidly as possible and
then the first dividend will ve de-
clared. It transpires that it was
not Bank Examiner Magruder, but As-
sistant Examiner Ewer, who sent in the
August report of the Maverick's condi-
tion. This report was, however, made
upon lines laid down by Mr. Magruder
when he examined the institution last
January, guided. moreover, by the
consultations which the two offi-
cers had had upon the subjeet.
What Mr. Magruder’s letter book will
show in addition to this report no one
who is able to state seems willing to do
so, but it was the correspondence upon
which Mr. Magruder relied to clear his
own skirts of any imputation of neglect.

Col. Jonas H. French has executed a
mortgage for $£30,000 on his house on
Commonwealth avenue in favor of John
Stetson, his bondsman. Comptroller
Lacey, on receiving the August report
of the examiner, with the letter call-
ing attention to the directors’ loans,
immediately wrote to Mr. Potter that
the next examination of the bank must
show a big reduetion on his loan aec-
count. Mr. Potter promised that his re-
duction in the loan to the directors
would be made and during the last week
the Maverick did business its loawu ac-
count was reduced £1,500,000.

WUST BEND OR BREAK

All Germany Is on the Qui
Vive for the Opening of
the Reichstag.

Tremendous Ccnflict Possible
Between the Kaiser and
Bismarek.

The Subject Greater Than His
King Is in No Mood for
Trifling.

Bavarians Object to Emperor
William’s Style--§oody
Kaiser Franz.

BerLIN, Nov. 8.—The reichstag will
resume its sittings Tuesday next. The
report that Prince Bismarck had taken
up his residence in Berlin for the ses-
sion of the reichstag is untrue. It is
not yet known when the prince will ap-
pear in the house. His bealth requires
carelul attention, and he will undertake
a parliamentary campaign only when
assured of his ability to do so by his
physician. -

As tle day for the openring ap-
proaches interest increases in the ap-
proaching conflict between the kaiser
and Bismarck. That there will bea
conflict nobody doubts, and there is a
half-suppressed feeling that it may
proceed to extremities, Although out
of power, Bismarck is to-day the most
influential man in the German empire.
The kaiser is aware of this, and he is
aware that

A EBlow at Bismarck

would be widely resented. IHe bitterly
hates the ex-chancetlor. who returns
his hatred with unveiled contempt. The
kKaiser has several times spoken of
bringing Bismarck under personal
discipline, but desisted when he saw
that even the most sycophantie of his
courtiers received the suggestion with
dread.

But now there is a general feeling,
more suggested than expressed, that the
anlagonism is about to reach a erisis,
and that the man who made the empire
will exasperate beyond measure the
young man who wears the crown. It
is understood that DBismarck’s chief
assault will be upon the commer-
cial treaties. Everybody is asking
whether Bismarck will reveal any of
the causes that led to his withdrawal
from the cabinet. There is good au-
thority for saying that he will not hesi-
tate to enter upon this subject; but will
await some invitation or provocative
utterance on the part of his opponents.
I'he applications for cards of admission
have been so numerous that a maltitude
have had to be refused.

WHAT THE KAISER IS

in His Own Mind Doesn't Suit the
Bavarians,

BerciN, Nov. 15.—The munieipal
council ot Munich have questioned the
burgomaster of the city as to the truth
of the report that Emperor Wiiliam, on
his recent visit to Munieh, inseribed his
name in the golden book of the city,
adding the words “supreme lex regis
voluntas.” The statement was ad-
mitted to be true by the burgomaster.
The Davarian press protests strongly
against the assumption by his majesty
of prerogatives never conceded to a Ba-
varian sovereign, and the organs of the
Freisinnige party profess to find in the
incident an illustration of the despotic
ideas of the emperor which contact with
parliament must correct.

KAISER FRANZ BROODS,

He Talks of Russia’s Loan in Pessi=
mistic Strain.

Viexxa, Nov. 14.—Emperor Franeis

Joseph to-day, in receiving the Polish

deputy, Jaworski, said that the famine

in Russia was rather dangerous
now. It ~was true, he added,
that Russia  had not finished

her armaments, “but,”* he reminded
the deputy *the recent loan has fur-
nished Russia with the means of ac-
tion.” In spite of this somewhat alarm-
ing utterance. the statements subse-
quently made by Count Kalnocky, the
Austrian premier, to the same deputy
were couched in very pacific terms.

CHINESE REVOLT.

China Inactive, France Rampant,
Eritain Backward.

SmavNcuAr Nov. 14.—A most serious
revolt broke out Nov. 10 near Foo Choo,
one of the treaty ports and eapitol of the
province of Fo-Kien, on the Min river.
The rebels had for a time full
sway and marched in forece upon
Tehwey, sacked the town of everything
valuable, burned a number of houses to
the ground, killed several people, and
at last advices were resting after their
labors preparatory to sacking other
towns. The Chinese authorities at
Foo Choo were reported to Dbe
contemplating “energetic measures” for
the suppression of this revolt. The
same state of sullen silence prevails in
government circles. It looks very mmuch
like a lull before the storm, diplomatie
orotherwise. The English admiral has
uo authority from his government to
enter upon any general hostilities
against the Chinese, his duty be-
ing confined to taking necessary
steps for the prevention and punish-
ment of outrages. "The French admiral,
however, is in favor of beginning an at-
tack at once,and would do soif he could
get the English to join him. The French
appear to apprehend that if they should
begin a war alone therest ot the, powers
might leave them to fight it out,thus in-
volving danger for Tonquin.

Germans Leaving Rsasia.

St. PETERSBURG, Nov. 14—A large
number of the German colonists who
located in the country along the Volga
river have become discontented with
the condition prevailing in Russia and
many of them have determined to give
up their holdings and leave the couniry.
Already a large number, attracted by
the accounts they have seen of the Unit-
ed States, are leaving for that country.

A Kingdom for Love.

Berniy, Nov. 14, — Baroness von
Waldesee, the morganatic wife of Louis,
duke of Bavaria, is dead. The baroness
was formerly Fraulein Mendel, and
until her marrlage was one of the best
known artists on the Munich comic
stage. To marry her the duke re-
nouneed his right to the succession to
the duchy in faver of his brother
Charles,

Caught by Corn.
BerLIN, Nov. 15.—The war depart-
went has coacluded its experiments
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with American corn, and has decide ito
recommend the us2z by the army jof
bread made of equal proportions of corn
and rye. It is believed that the depart-
ment of the interior will follow this ex-
ample. Hon. William Waltér Phelps,
the American minister here, anticipates
that in consequence of this decision the
German markets will be thrown open
for the admission of many millions of
bushels of American grain.

GLADSTONE WINNING.

His Candidate Returned in a
Former Solid Tory Stronghold.
Loxpox, Nov. 14.—The election to

fill the vacancy in the house of com-

mons for the South Moulton division of

Devonshire was held yesterday, and

resulted in a victory for the Liberal

candidate. The returns are as follows:

1,650,

This great Liberal gain of 2,901 votes

and the return of a Gladstohian to

fill the seat previously occupied by a

Unionist has caused great rejoicing

“among the supporters of the Liberal

leader. Many messages and letters have
been sent to Mr. Gladstone congratu-
lating him upon the success of Mr.
Lambert. The victory has set the Lib-
erals wild with joy, and they claim
it forebodes the return of Mr.
Gladstone to  power by a fair
working majority at the next
general  election.  The  dissenting
Liberuls on the other hand are crest-
tallen over the news, Both parties had
the best speakers obtainable. One
peculiarity of their audiences was that
they maintained a runuing commentary
on the speeches, which was sometimes
embarrassing to friends as well as foes.

Mr. Buller and his friends assert that
his defeat was in a measure due to the
Tory leaders, who imported a rampant
Orange clergyman from lreland to aid
the Unionist cause. This elergyman so
persistently rubbed his audiences the

wrong way., and made such flag-
rantly absurd statements that his

hearers, in perfect good temper, ban-
tered and heckled him  ‘LThis made him
more abusive, and his friends lost their
temper, so that in the end the meetings
he addressed broke up, but without the
slightest violence. The issue. they now
say, was distinetly a contest belween
Liveralism and Toryism.

INSUKGENTS GAINING.

Revolt in Rio Grande do Sul
Seemingly Successful.

R1o JANEIRO, Nov. 14.—It is asserted
that much discontent exists among the
people of San Yaulo. The censorship
exercised over all telegrams is stricter
than ever.

Loxpox, Nov. 14.—Gen. Astrogilda,
who is in command of the Naiddonalist
forees in Rio Grande do Sul, has occu-
pied several strategetic points, and has
prepared to meet the dictator’s troops
should they really mean to try and sub-
due that province. It is believed, how-
ever, (that the northern province of
Minas-Gerares and other provinees will
soon be heard from in the dictator’'s
rear, and that this may alter his present
plans considerably. ‘The people gen-
erally are enthusiastically supporting
the Natiopalist army, and are fréely
contr.buting food and fodder.

Varraraiso, Nov. 14.— News has
been rec-ived here to the effect that the
revelt against Fonseca in the state of
Rio Grande do Sul has been so far eom-
pletely suczessful. 1In a fight in which
5,000 men of ail arms were engaged it is
reported that  the  government troops
under  General Isadore Gonzales
were defeated, and the insurgent cav-
alry started on a move toward the north,
1t is also reported that Gov. Castille, of
Rio Grande do Sul, has decided to join
the insurrectionary wmovement. ‘I'he
revolt now involves all the towns of the
state, with the excepiion of Porto Al-
legro. Of the endire navy, only the

gunboat Camden has taken up the cause |

of the revolution. ‘The balance of the
navy has remained faithtul to the die-
tator.
———
BARBAROUS BUTCHERY.

Patriotic Chilians Slaughtered
and Mutilated.

VALPARAISO, Oct. 15.—The Chilian
Times prints the following details of
the butchery at Lo Canas: A few days
before the 18th of August last about
fifteen young men, most of them pelong-
ing to the first families in Santiago,
agreed to forin themselves into a body
to assist the constitutional army. so
soon as it should arrive at Valparaiso.
Aug. 17 nearly all of them met on Lo
Canas’ estate, belonging to Don Carlos
Walker Martinez, which is situated ten
or twelve miles from Santiago, their
object being to fall upon the
capitol and raise the people to take it,
in case of the dictator’s troops being
withdrawn to act against the constitu-
tional army. Unfortunately, there was
not wanting a wretched traitor, who be-
trayed them to the dictator. In posses-
sion of the information supplied by the
wreteh in question,the dictator immedi-
ately took steps to wreak vengeance on
the young and ardent patriots, who had
assembled on the Lo Canas estate, and
considered themselves to be so secure
that even the most ordinary precau-
tions of safety were considered unnec-
essary. At 2a. m. a force consisting
of seventy-five cavalry and seventy-five
infantry, the latter being mounted be-
hind tbe former, left Santiago quieily
tor La Canas.

IN PERFECT PEACE.

Brazil's Foreign Minister Thus

Describes the Situation.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 14.—Senhor Men-
donea, the Drazilian wminister, this
morning received the following cable-
gram from the minister of foreign rela-
tions at Rio de Jauneiro.

Brazilian Minister, Washington: I am In
receipt of your telegram of yesterday. News
of secession in Rio Grande or any other state
is untrue; we are in perfect peace. Telegram
from capital of Rio Grande published in
to-day’s Diario Official says: ‘Board eom-
mercial association, representatives of
trade and people went > the gov-
ernor's house and asked Gov. Castilnos
in view of the circumstances of the state,
due to causes known to him, to resign office
in order to avoid material couflict. Gov.
Castilnos resigned aud a provisional junia
was organized. Tranguility re-established
and public opinion satisfied, CHERMOXNT.

Minister Mendonea feels that the
above telegram justifies the confidence
he had had in the mainterzance of peace
in Brazil.

OF RCAANTIC TINGE.

Plausibl> Story of Finding
the E.fects in a Wrecked
Schooner.

Happy Sequel to 2 Romance
That Is Stranger Than
Fiection.

An American Girl Installed as
a Baroness by a German
Count.

MoNTREATL, Que., Nov. 14. — Ant1
quarian W. W. Snaith has obtained
conclusive evidence that trunks found
on the schooner Mare Victoria, which
was wrecked at Bie, about 150 miles
below Quebee, in the autumn of 1864,
were the property of J. Wilkes Booth,
the assassin of DPresident Lincoln.
During that autumn several tranks
marked **J. W. B., New Providence,”
were shipped on board the schooner
Marc Victoria at Quebee. How they
reached Quebec, or by whom they were
shipped, or where the vessel was bound
for, or on what mission, Is enveloped in
mystery, but the Mare Victoria sailed
from the port of Quebee without going
through the usual formalities of clear-
ing at the custom house, for her name
does not appear among the shipping
records at that port, thereby giving
good grounds for the suspicion that the
service she was engaged in demanded
secrecy.

After events gave proof of this and
led to the belief that she intended to
run the blockade of the South or make
for the Bahamas, but the schooner was
wreeked at Bie. Frowmn these preecau-
tions it would appear that Booth (in
anticipation of the marder of Lin-
coln), had secretly sent his theatrical
wardrobe through Canada, and had
shipped through a Canadian port in ex-
pectation of finding it to hand in one of
the Southern states when he succeeded
in the object which he had in view,.and
that the conspiracy to assassinate Pres-
ident Laincoln was calculatéd wmonths
before, *

Selling the Effects.

During the following summer (1865)
there appeared in the Quebee Morning
Chronicle of July 17 an advertisement
stating that on the following day there
would be sold at auction various effects

landed from the schooner Mare
Victoria, consisting of dry goods,
theatrical costumes, swords and
various othcr * articles. Smith

was engaged in business in Quebec at
the time, and, having a penchant for
the collection of relies and other eur-
ios, attended the sale and purchased
part of the wardrobe. George Rankin
also purchased a variety of things from
the stock of articles offered for sale, it
was thougnt at the time for his brother,
McKee Rankin, the actor. The follow-
ing notice of sale appeared in the
Chronicle of July 19, 1865:

“The theatrical wardrobe of the late
Joling\Wiikes Booth, recovered about a
month ago from the wreek of the
schooner Mare Vietoria at Bie last
autumn, was dispused of by decree of
the vice admiralty court by publie aue-
tion yesterday forenoon. Amongst the
wardrobe, which, unfortunately has

4 been injured by salt water, there was a

splendid collection of theatrical clothes
in fine silk velvets, silks, sat-
ins, ermine and ecrimson, and
also hats, caps, plumes, boots, shoes,
ete. Inswords and pistols there was a
case or trunk packed with a large vari-
ety and there were some very beauti-
fully mounted ones among them. Com-
petition on the whole was very spirited
and several articles were soid at high
prices. The amount realized for the
wardrobe in its damaged state was about
£500. The original cost cannot have
been less than £15,0C0.

FICTION OUTDONE HERE,

An American Girl Installed as a
German Baroness,

Brrrix, Nov. 15.—The case of Mrs.
Katherine Robinson and Miss Ida Green,
who have been suing for the estate of
the late Baron von Barnekow, has just
been decided in favor of the claimants.
Miss Green, the court decides, is
eutitled to call herself the Baroness von
DBarnekow and receives the whole of
the Baroa’s property after his debts are
paid. Years ago Baron Kjell von Bar-
nekow, an officer of the German army,
after a life of dissipation,fled to America
and after a varied career, became a
runner for a hotel in San Francisco un-
der the alias of Fred Green. While
emploved in this capacity he became ac-

uainted with a girl named Galligan.
‘he couple lived together, though not
legally married, but after the birth of
a daughter the baron yielded to the im-
portunity of the girl and married her,
thereby, under the laws of Cali-
fornia, making his daughter, though
born out of wedlock, his legal
issue. ‘T'he baron soon resumed his dis-
sipated life, neglecting and finally
deserting his family. Iis wife applied
for and was granted a divorce. Baron
von Barkenow subsequently returned
to Germany, falling heir to the family
title and estates.

Without obtaining a divorce he mar-
ried wzain. In -1887, just before s
California wife secured her divorce, he
died. His second marriage was natur-
ally illegal. Without knowing that her
husband was dead, Mrs. Green ob-
tained a divorce and later on married a
sailor named Robinson. A sister of the
baron, Countess von Moltke, wife o§ a
major in the army, a near relative of
the field marshal, suspecting the truth,
instituted a search which resulted in-
the finding of the former wife and the
child of the baron. and led to the es-
tablishment of their claims as the legal
heirs to a large, though heavily incum-
bered estate.

ADLER'S COLLAPSE.

Creditors File Suits Fast and in
Droves.
CircAGco,Nov. 15.—Aboxt thirty suits,
based upon claims aggregating in the
neighborhood of $125,000, were begun

in the state courts to-day against
Louis  Adler, the cloak man-
ufacturer who failed last evening.

Most of the suits brought are in attach-
ments, and garnishimment writs were
taken out against the Bank of Com-
merce, which holds a chattel mortgage
on all of Adler’s property. Following
is a list of the plaintiffs having claims
over £10,000: Wilham Iseling & Co.,
£12,000; Raritan Woolen Mills company,
£10.000; Huzo Meyer, $20,000: Leo Koch
& Co., $10,000; Victor Achiles & Co.,
£20,000: Hardt & Lingoes, §10,000: Spiel-
man & Co., $13.000. Attorney Levi
Mayer, representing the Bank of Com-
meree, said to-day the bank’s claim
amounts to $42.500 for moneys loaned

during the regular course of busi-
ness to Adler, who for many years
was a depositor at the Dbank.

Mr. Levy added this statement: It
was deemed preferable to take a chattel
mortgage rather than close up the debtor
through the sherifi’s office, for the reason
that a greater sacritice would be made if
the sheriff were in possession. Adler is
given twenty days to pay off the bank.
Meanwhile the creditors may come to his
rescue, and by paying off the mortzage
enable the assets to be equally distrib-
uted among all the creditors. The lia-
bilities, so far as [ can learn, are from
£3500,000 to £350,000. Assets, if properly

handled, will be equal at least if
not in_  exeess of the liabili-
ties.””

BRIGE IN NO DANGER,

He Will Be Sworn in Next
Month in Spite of Repub-
lican Howling.

His Credentials Are Regular
and There Is No Way of
Keeping Him Out.

How the Republicans May
Proceed Later on in Try-
ing to Steal the Seat.

Their Efforts to Oust Him Are
Certain to Fail in the
End.

WasHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 14.—It has
been understood all along in politieal
circles that if the Republicans carried
the Ohio legislature there would
promptly follow a demand by theirmore
unscrupulous partisans for setting aside
the election of Mr. Brice to the United
States senate. At the same time the
opinion of the most shrewd and experi-

enced politicians has been that such a
movement would be a total failure.
Mere provineial partisans know little of
the temper and traditions of the United

States senate. In the semi-revo-
Iutionary period following the
civil war such a violent step as

this might perhaps have been inaugu-
rated, and even ecarried to the point of
success, but at thiz time seunators of
both parties are opposed to setting dan-
gerous- precedents which are liable to
react upon themselves in case a change
in the party complexion of the senate.
T'he effort to coerce Mr. Sherman into
taking the initiative in such a proceed-
ing is based upon a total ignorance of
the custom and méthods of the senate.
Mr. Briee will take his seat when the
senate shalt convene on Dee. 7 next.
His credentials, in due form. were fiied
by his predecessor, Mr. Payne, on May
22, 1890, wi.thout objection from any
quarter, and the name of Mr. Brice was
regularly entered
On the Senate Rolls.

Had there been a speciai session of
the senate last Mareh, Mr. Brice would
then have been sworn in. He has, ae-
cording to the law and the uniform cus-
tom, been paid his salary fro:m the 4th
of March, 1801, to the preseant time by
Hon. Anson G. McCook. the Republican
sectetary of the senate. As no other
person can possibly appear to elanm the
seat, Mr. Brice will zo forward and be
sworn in according to the immemorial
custom of the senate on the very first
day of the session. It isa matter of
the highest privileze, and wiil take pre-

cedence of all other business. An ob-
jeetion from any  quarter would
be puerile and wholiv ineffectual.
According to -the established court-
esy of the senate, the senior
senator from Ohio, Mr. Sherman,

waould conduct hiscolleague to the front
of the vice-president’s desk to be sworn
in, but if for any reason Mr. Sherman
should omit to do this, any other Sena-
tor could go up with Mr. Brice, or he
could go by himselt. The escort is only
an act of grace and is not of the es-
sence of the proceeding. Neither Mr.
Sherman nor any other Republican sen-
ator could objeet to Mr. Brice being
sworn without formal evidence of a
disqualication, and even if this were
adduced the regularity of the creden-
tials would be decisive of the prima
facie case. Mr. Brice would thus take
his seat and participate in all the acts
and privileges of the body, such as vot-
ing, debate and service on committees.
If at some future time any person

shonld think fit to assail Mr. Brice’s
title to his seat, he could forward a
memorial to that effect to Mr. Sherman
or to any other senator, or to the vice
president, upon paying the proper post-
age, and the paper would then be pre-
sentea to the senate and referred with-
out debate probably to the committee on
privileges aund elections, to be acted on
in due time. If the Ohio legislature,
when it convenes in January, should
deem it worth while to go into this line
of business, its memorial could be sent
to the vice presidentor to Mr. Sherman,
and it would be the duty of either to
Iay it before the body. If it should be
sent to Mr. Brice, he as an Ohio senator
would also present the memorial. In
any case it would zo at once to
the committee on privileges and
elections, as a matter of course.
It would here be considered and all its
allegations weighed, and due report
made to the senate. But it would be a
great mistake to assume that the decis-
ion on the question of expelling Mry.
Brice would turn on mere party lines.
When the effort was made by certain
Ohio politicians
To Displace Mr. Payne,

anumber of Republicans, headed by
John Logan and Mr. Evarts and Mr.
Teller, and others of equal prominence,
refused to support the proceeding. The
effort of these baflled conspirators to
read Senator Logan and his associates
out of the Republican party for thus ris-
ing above party proved an ignominious
failure. The same conservative spirit
will doubtless be manifested on this

oceasion. In addition to this, it
may be sftated that the Repub-
lican majority in the senate is

more apparent than real, as any one
who will review the votes on the cele-
brated force bill will readily discover.
The Republicans may well congratulate
themselves if it shall appear that there
are disclosed next session no other
divisions in their ranks than that on
the question of stealing a Demoecratic
seat. It does not yet appear that any
of thelr senators would be willing to
