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AMONG THE HORSES.

Requirements of Standard-
Bred Animals and Influence
of Blood.

Thoroughbred Cross Consid-
ered in Connection With
Trotting Capacity.

Obligations of Breeders Very
Pertinently Stated by
One Writer.

[nstances Proiring- the Popu-
larity of Trotting--Groud
of Etchings.

A horse or mare to be eligible to reg-
istration in the Eaglish or American
stud book must have seven uncon-
taminated crosses to the Barb, says
Albemarle, the well-known turf writer
in the New York Sportsman. This
gives 127 parts of pure blood out of a
possible 128,  Of the value of this blood
when injected into a cold pedigree there
has been much discussion, and yet it
seems strange that a difference of opin-
ion should exist regarding demonstrated
facts. We know that a common farm
mare bred to a thoroughbred horse will
produce offsprinz capable of being
made much superior as a work horse to
one of cold blood. The high courage
and endurance of the thoroughbred en-
able him to far excel a ‘*‘dung-hill,”
even in pecrforming the ordinary drudg-
ery of team work.

Why should not thorough bloed in-
jected judiciously beunelfit a trotting ped-
igree? The thoroughbred has been
Lred for many generations for excel-
lence of racing conformation, capacity
for great lung power, and for the mus-
cular development that shall enable a
performer to carry the highest rate of
speed for the greatest possible distance.
These are just the points in which the
trotter must excel, the only difference
in the essential requirements of a thor-
ough trotter and thoroughbred race
horse being in Lhe gait or mauner of
locomotion. The thoroughbred is fleet
of foot, and hasa capacity for speed
and endurance because the instinect
and muscular development has been

handed down implanted and in-
tensified by many generations
developed in the same methods.
The trotter receives his instinet and

capacity in the same manner. We see
foals in which the trotting instinet is so
strong that the trot seems the only
natural gait when the babies getina
hurry.

We know that the instincts of the
thoroughbred do not teach him to stick
to his pure trotting gait when he is hur-
ried. The naturali impulse then is to
run. When the trottinug instinet is
strong enough in a trotter it knows no
faster gait, especially if developed, and
if forced beyond the speed capacity of
that gait, it cannot run. and we call it a
tangled or stand-still break. Trotters
that are capable of running faster than
they can trot are rarely reliable when
pushed to the highest point of speed.

So faronly one trotter out of a strictly
thoroughbred mare has shown extreme
speed. Palo Alwo, however, has demon-
strated that even if he stands alone in
point of breeding he also stands at the
very head of the list, and a faster,gamer
verformer was never bred by any com-
bination of bloed hnes.

The direct union of trotting and thor-
ough blood forms too abrupt a uniting
of opposites to expect trotters in the
first generation except an occasional
one. With the thorough blood in the
second generation, however, very satis-
factory results have been obtained.
Look over the 2:12 list and see how
many of the performers carry a strong
infusion of thorough bleod.

Delmarch, 2:11%, is by Mambrino, 2:211,
dam by George Wilkes, grandam by a son of
Lexington, thoroughbred. N

Axtell, 2:12, is by Wilitam L, dam Lou, by
Mambrino Boy. grindam by son of Mambrino
Pilot. Wiiliam L1s out of Lady Bunker, by
Mambrino Patchen, and she out of Lady
Duun. by American Star. Mambrino Boy has
a strong infusion of thorough blood. and so
has Mambrino Pilot., With the entire com-
bination Axtell carries more than 25 per cent
of warm blood.

American Star was, perhaps, the first
horse largely or wholly thoroughbred
to ficure prominentiy in the pedigree of
Arotters.  Upon the blcod of American
Star Hambletonian got all of his direct
extreine speed. Outside of the Star
blood Hambletonian never sired a 2;20
pverformer. Lady Thorn, 2:181, was
probably the fastest trotter of her day,
if not at any time up to the time of Maud
S and Jay Eye See. She represented a
union of Mambrino Chief and the blood
of Gano, son of thoronghbred Eeclipse.
The blood of Bonnie Scotland has been
an important factor in successful trot-
ting pedigrees, and so has that of lLex-
ington, both taking kindly to the trot-
ting action. Indeed, Bonnie Scotland
has sired one, and perhaps two, 2:30
performers. Trotting breeders should
not lose sight of the fact that the thor-
ough blood that has been most success-
ful in producing great trotters is the
blooda that has been most sucecessful in
producing great racehorses,

TROTTIXNG IS POPULAR.
A Few Instances to Prove the As-
sertion.

In view of the talk that popular in-
terest in trotting races is dying out it is
proper to note that at lndependence,
lo., the attendance while being large
every day, ranup to over 18,000 one
day. At Lexington, Ky., the attend-
ance ranged from 10,020 to 15,000 each
day. At Terre IHaute, Ind., 12,000
turned out one day te see the trotters.
At White River Junction, Vt., 10,000
turned out, and at the little city of
Washington Court House, 0., $5,000
people were present on cach of the Jast
two days. Here, then, were five trot-
ting meetings that drew on their best
days from 10,000 to 35.000 spectators,
and yet at the biggest running events
of the year the best authorities admit
that the attendance has been small com-
pared to the 30,000 or 40,000 that used to
turn outa few years ago on the days
when the big events were 1o be decided.

This does not look as though the trot-
ter was growing unpopular, and the
wuth is that ten persons go to the trot-

ting races now-a-days where one used to
go a dozen years ago. At thattime
trotting races were confined to the
larger cities, but now every county has
its track and gives a meeting or two
each year. Itis noexaggeration to say
that during every week in the summer
months 200 trotting meetings were held
in the United States to possibly twenty
running meetings. Let those who are
prophesying the dying out of trotting
meetings in  popular favor consider
these facts before becoming too em
phatic in their statements.

BREEDERS' OBLIGATIONS.

Some Pertinent Observations on
the Subject.

There are a great many very respect-
able gentlemen who own stock farms,
who have very singular views as to their
obligations to their patrons, says anoted
tarf writer. There are men who cer-
tainly would not take to thimble-rig-
ging, or stacking cards, or any of the
“regular” professional methods of tak-
Ang another’s money, who take it none
the less dishonestly by shutting their
eyes to their obligations. Now, breed-
ers, just look at the mares sent to your
farms when they come and look at them
when they go away. If they go away
poor, when they came in good condition,
the chances are ten to one that they are

not in foal. I{ they came in good
condition and go away equally
healthy and strong, you have done
vour duty in this respeet and

the chances are a justaverage that your
patron has received his dues. If the
mare comes poor and goes away in good
condition, it is an advertisement to the
breeding world that you are an honest
mau, that you bhave done your duty in
the premises, and the chances are more
than the average thas the mare is in
foal. To reduce the matter to a few
words, it is improbable that a mare will
get with foal in a failing condition of
health. The chances are good it her in-
itial condition is maintained, while the
chances are excellent when the mare is
ina gaining condition. Every breeder
should have seales on his farm and enter
in a book the weight, and a note of the
condition of the mares when they come.
Be just to your patrons and your own
reputation, and be sure, when you send
back their mares, let it not be said that
they left 100 pounds or more of their sub-
stance on your farm in a short visit of
oune or two mouths.

LOOKING AHEAD.

Probable Reason for a Recent
Action.

With the coming of the world’s fair a
season of racing will open in Chicazo
such as has never before been seen.
From tne sprinz thaws to the autumn
snows immense crowds will pour money
into the boxes of any elubs that provide
the desired sport. Alraadythe Garfield
Park club has announced its intention
of racing throughout the season, and
its remarkable growth has already made
it too formidable a rival to b2 over-
looked. The prospeect is too riceh for the
Washington Park people to let the
fruition escapz them, and they with-
drew from the turf coungress, where
they would necessarily rest idle and re-
spect the dates of half a dozen other
clubs while Garfield Park gathered in
the money day after day, with the
president of the turf congress in its
Judges’ stand. In consequence, the .
golden harvest of 1893 will not ba reaped
by any one clab.

EQUINE ETCHINGS.

There is mueh less talk now than tor-
merly on the subject of quitters among
trotters, whole families then coming in
for such characterization. Among
those thus blackened were the Happy
Mediums, but when they come along
and step like Nancy lHanks, the talk
ceases on the subject, and the need for
quitting is greatly lessened, though it
should not be forgotten that the dead
game Dictator blood is there aiso.

Allerton’s shozs weighed just five
ounces in front and three behind when
he reducad his mark to 2:09. H2 wears
only such boots as prudence suggests
for protection azainst possible aceident,
and none from nacessity. He is checked
ounly to his natural position, and waars
no blinds. He can trot his best elip
without pulling a pound on the bit.

In Queensiand, Australia. the herse
market is away down. A sound, well-
broken animal can be bought for &5.
Farmers in the interior cannot afford to
seud horses to Prisbane for sale because
ordinary stock will not bring more than
$1.75 per head. They shoot them in-
stead. And, what is still more start-
linz, they pay at the rate of 62 cents per
head for having them shot.

A short-bred horse without speed is
of very little value, but if he can mareh
like a race horse and win his races at
the last end of them he will soon find a
buyer. Men breed in certain lines only
to reduce the chances of getting a turf
performer or stock horse of great value.
Still, at times, a radical outeross pro-
daces a phenomenon, Palo Alto being
the most prominentaxample.

The fast horse is not always the great
race horse. Ability to rep=at heats in
close order is the article that is wanted
in the trotting and pacing world. Speed
will win heats frequently, but with en-
durance as running mate it brings the
money. A brushy horse is an admira-
ble article to parade, but a very poor
representative when the company is
fast and the heats are split.

Speaking of novel attempts and ef-
forts to get near the two-minute mark,
how would it do to hook a pair of trot-
ters or pacers on each side of a runner
and cut them loose? The three should
£o a very fast mile. rigged that way
with a strong. low-going galloper to
pull the bulk of the weight, and at the
same time they would enjoy all the ad-
vantages derived from performing in
double harness.

Don’t start your horse off with a eut
of the whip, says an old horseman.
Speak to bhim and then, if he is slow,
touch him lightly a reminder. A few
lessons of this kind and he will be
prompt about getting away, but not too
hasty, as is apt to be the case if he has
been started with a severe cut.

It is said that General Harding, the
once well known race horse, is to be
trained again. As a two-yvear-old in
1883 he woun nine races out of ten starts,
among them oeing the best of the West-
ern stakes.

A telegraphic bid has been received
by Senator Stanford offering £60.000 for
Arion, 2:10%, but a reply that was re-
turned was to the effect that £60.000
wouldn’t buy one-half of Arion. C, W.
Williams, Independence, lo., owner of
the trotter Axtell, has offered $25,000
for the privilege of breeding ten mares
to Arion in 1893, or in the colt’s four-
year-old forin.

M. Walz, of Perham, Minn., has just
purchased of Henry H. Budgett, pro-
prietor of the Prospeet Hill stock farm,
Long Prairie, Minn., the three-year-old
registered Percheron stallion, Apollo,
9710, sired by Burg 4444 (2241), dam
Favorite 4436 (4206), by Avanta 1965
(912). Consideration, $1,500.

It is beginning to look as if the kite-
shaped track will frown down on all of
the croakers. With the world’s records
for stallions and mares, as well as the
one, two and five-year-old records of
the world, it is in the swim to an alarm-
ing extent.

There is a true ring to a race record.
1t is one of the kind that carries with it
the stamp of merit, and paves the way
to future success. \When a horse has a
race record, and carries it as a winner
and not by a serateh, he ean be consid-
ered one of the right kind.

Itis amusing to read the wants of
some pzople. A Minneapolis man has
advertised for a pair of voung horses
that will road twelve to fourteen miles
an hour. He won’t find them in a hurry.
A first-class roadster is about as scarce
an article as belongs to the entire horse
kKimgdom.

Gen.Wellington, the brother to Sunol,
who has been making a season in Ken-
tucky, recently became standard by
performance, trotting to beat 2:49, and
doing the distance in 2:30 flat. As
Woolsey, another brother to Sunol, is
the sire of one of this season’s 2:30 per-
formers, the dam of the California filly
is entitled to rank among the great
mares.

Perhaps the greatest race of the year
was the 2:28 contest at the meeting at
Saginaw, Mich.,, won by Prodigal,
brother to Patron, 2:142{. 1t has gone
on record as the fastest seven-heat per-
formance ever seen, and no more stub-
bornly fought battle ever took place be-
tween trotters.

Lady Suffolk was the pioneer of the
2:30 list, and entered the charmmed cirele
in 1849. In the forty-two years that
have intervened 2:30 has been beaten
by 4,613 trotters and 1,251 pacers. The
old gray mare is without descendants.

The market appears to be far from
supplied with coach horses of the best
class. Coach horses, matched or other-
wise, bring prices that pay well their
producer. Itis from among the trotters
that the cheicest in this line are now
obtained.

Beatrice, the dam of Patron, 2:141{,
and Prodigal, 2:17%, is now not only
the dam of a pair of the fastest trotters
credited to one mare, but also the dam
of the fastest pair of stallions in the
produce of any mare.

The transfers of horseflesh are esti-
maced to amount to €2,000,000 in Ver-
mont the past year, and horse raising
now iakes precedence of all other ani-

NEW SILVER COINS.

They Will Be First-Water
Beauties in All Essential
Particulars.

Patterns Decided On by the
Directors of Uncle Sam’s
Mint.

The Very Delicate and Care-
ful Work Done by tha
Designer,

Making the Models and the
Dies--Turning Out Sil-
ver Coins.

Wasbhiogton Star.

Silver change of new design will soon
jingle in the pockets of the people. Pat-
terns for the quarters, dimes and fifty-
cent pieces, as they are to be, have
been practically accepted by the treas-
ury department. Some alterations of
detail remain to be made, but they are
trifling. A Star writer saw yesterday
medallions representing the faces and
backs of these coming coins. They
were in plaster of paris,and each twelve
inches in diameter, bzing casts from
originals in wax produced by the en-
graving force at the Philadelphia mint.

Permission to examine them was only
given on condition that no deseription
whatever should be given in print of
the desizns. All that can be said here,
therefore, is that they are very beauti-
ful. The reverse,which like the obverse,
will be the same for all three coins, is
a novel conception, and most strikingzly
artistic. Both back and face have
met with certain minor eritieisms, al-
though in the main they are highly ap-
proved at the treasury. In order to as-
certain whether these critieisms are
good ones, Director of the Mint. Leech
has ordered fac-similes of the medallions
to be made in Philade!phia with the al-
terations sugzested. The latter will be
duly compared with the others, and a
choice will be made finally in accord-
aance with what is judged to be the

est.

Making ithe Models.

51t wasonly by making these medallion
mode!-§on so large a scale that it was
possil@ to secure the exquisite fineness
of exe&ation in the dies for the coins.
The designer first mixed a quantity of
beeswax with a certain proportion of
resinous gum and a small quantity of
the best vermiilion, melting them to-
gether and combining them thoroughly
by stirring. Gum is essential for
giving the material a harder consist-
ency, while color renders it easier for
the artist to see what he is producing.
Next he poured out the mixture into
cold water. and when it was cold
kneaded it like dough until the ingredi-
ents were mingled into a homogeneous
mass. Then he drew on aslate an out-
line of the medallion to be made, and
within it built up adisk of the thickness
desired.

Ou this disk he executed on a large
scale a relief model of the face or back
of the coin. The work was done mostly
with little tools of boxwood, but it is
quite usual for an expert in this line to
grow one of his thumb nails very long
and employ it indelicate portions of his
task. Itis a sensitive organ of touch,
and often will express his intention bat-
ter than an instrument that has to be
hela. In delineating hair a brush of
fine bristles serves best to give the
effect.

When the original model had been
produced in this. way an electrotype
was made from it in metal. The plas-
ter images shown by the director of the
mint were marely reproductions of such
electretvpes, From the electrotypes
the die for the coin is made by a very
simple process. A ' wmachine does it
with infinitely more accuracy than hu-
mwman hands could. The contrivance is
on the same principle as a ‘“‘oanto-
graph” for drawing.\Wiile a blunt point
is guided by the hand over every curve
and sinuosity of the medallion, another
point tipped with a diamond and rapid
revolving gnaws away the surface of a
steel disc precisely the size of the coin
that is to be. 'T'he mechanism is so ar-
ranged that the diamond point grinds
out on a small scale an exact reproduc-
tion of the medallion. Whatever is
coarse in the latter becomes beautifully
fine in the diminished copy.

Making the Dies,'

Of course, this little copy in steel is
in relief, like the medallion—in fact. a
cameo. The die must be an intaglio.
Therefore, the cameo. which is of hard
metal, is Jaid upon a piece of soft steel,
and the two are squeezed together with
an enormous pressure. \When they are
taken apart the design is impressed per-
fectly in iutaglio upon the soft steel.
I* only remains to harden the latter by
tempering, and thedie is alreaay for
use. Eaeh “blank” of silver as it is
turned out at the mint—a simple disk
of the requisite size—is placed beneath
a huge stamp. On the under side of the
stamp is the cie for the obverse of the
coin, while on the “anvil” is the die for
the reverse. Between the two the
piece of money receives in an instant
the treasury imprints whieh make it
good for about 25 ver cent more than its
material is actually worth at present
market rates for silver.

As soon as the medallions now in the
hands of the director of the mint have
been fully approved they will be atonce
returned to Philadelphia and repro-
duced in the shape of dies. This will
not require many weeks, and so it may
be expected that within a very tew
months the new quarters, dimes and
fifty-cent pieces will be circulating
throughout the country as smallchange.
One will necessarily find more satisfac-
tion in spending these beautiful coins
than is to be derived from squandering
silver pieces of the present unlovely
designs. No models will be attempted
at present far the new dollar piece that
is contemplated. Mr. Leech prefers to
wait a while and find out how his first
effort takes with the people.

Turning Out Silver Colns.

The process of turning out silver
coins from the raw material is a very
interesting one. At the mint the metal
arrives directly from the mines throngh
the United States assay offices. It is
first disolved in a big tank with nfrie
acid, precipitated from which in a pure
state it looks like so much pla3ter of
paris. Pressed into thick round blocks,
it zoes to anothar room to be melted in
black lead erucibles among hot coals.
Incidentally to the melting 10 per cent
of copper is mixed with it, such being
the proportion of that baser nfetal in all
Uhited Statescoins. In a molten state
the precious fluid is poured into iron
moulds, from which it comes out in the
shape of bricks

These bricks, rendered pure by the
processes described, are sheed into
thick strips, which are rolled thinner
and thinner until they are preecisely the
thickness of the coins required. Then
the strips are passed beneath punches,
which rapidly punch out of them dises
that are destined to be vieces of money.
Each punch cuts out 100 dollars or 200
dimes every minute. The blanks thus
made are washed and then milled, the
latter process simply giving toeazh coin
its raised edge. Next they are softened
by being heated red-hot in an oven so

Eiglty Coins a Minute,

Finally, on cominz out of the oven,
they are stirred with scoops in a chem-
ical bath, from which they are shoveled
into a evlinder full of sawdust, looking
white and just like so many celluloid
poker chip3. Atter being revolved in
the eylinder they are beautifully bright
and shinyand only remainto be stamped
with Unele Sam’s designs. The dies
strike off eighty 2oins a minute, print-
ing both sides at once, and, at the same
time, corrugating the edges prettily.
Women with deft finzers feed the blanks
to the machines, which automatieally
dispose of one while they receive
another, dropping the completed
coins into boxes beneath. All that is
ieft to be done is the counting of the
money, which is performed with mar-
velous celerity by girls, who think noth-
inz of reckoning the pieces at the rate
of $3,000 a minute.
