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FLORENCE IS NO MORE
One of America's Foremost

Actors Answers Death's
Call Bell.

The Last Impenetrable Cur-
tain Rung* Down on a Brill-

iant Career.

He Slept From the Field of
Life to the Shores of

Eternity.

(Jniver->al Reg-ret Expressed
For a Genial Man and a

Great Artist.

Philadelphia, Nov.m.—William J.
Florence, the actor, died at the Conti-
nental hotel in this city at 8:30 o'clock
this evening. Death came as a startling
BUrprise to those in attendance upon the
sick man. for the reason that his condi-
tion had been considered as improving
liuriiiKthe afternoon and early evening.<> lily Mr. Florence's sister-in-law, Mrs.
Barney Williams, of Brooklyn; his sis-
ter, Mrs. Norman Wiard. of Washing-
ton, and J)r. Patrick Donnellau were
withhim when he passed away.

He iiad been apparently getting bet-
ter, and the physicians had no idea that
the end was so near. Dr. Pancoast, who
had charge of the case, had left the
botel about 7 o'clock secure in the idea
that his patient was doing as well as
Eould be expected. His brother. Police
Inspector Conlin, left for New York at
3 o'clock with the same impression. Mr.
Florence was very weak during the day
From exhaustion and in the afternoon
was somewhat flighty. Towards even-
ing he slept most <«' the time, however,
and his death came so peacefully that it
may be said that

He Slept Away.

He made no utterance whatever, and
the first intimation the watchers had of
his death was that he ceased to breathe.
$lrs. Williams and Mrs. Wiard were
Very much prostrated by the death of
their brother. As all of*Mr. Florence's
male relatives had irone to their homes
in New York and Brooklyn, Proprietor
Kinesley, of the hotel, took temporary
charge of the affairs.

'Ielcgrams were sent in a!) directions
notifying relatives and friends that the
end had coiue. An undertaker was
Bummoned, and by midnight the work
of embalming the body had begun. Mrs.
Florence willleave England for New
York on Saturday. Until she can be
heard from no definite funeral arrange-
ments willbe made. The general be-
liefis that the dead actor will be in-
terred in Brooklyn, as most of his rel-
atives live there. Interment will
probably not take place until Mrs.
Florence's arrival Friday or Saturday of
next week.

Mr. Florence's fatal illness began last
Saturday night, lie had been com-
plaining during the week, but had per-
formed regularly. On .Saturday evening
after having played his part of Ezekiel
Homespun in "The Heir at Law" with
the Jefferson-Florence combination at
the Arch Street theater he gave a sup-

Jier at the Continental hotel in honor of
Hr. and Mrs. Eendal. boon after

the close of the festivities he
was taken ili and l>r. Pan-
coast who was called in,announced that
he was suffering from a severe atiaek
Of pneumonia, both lungs being affeet-
•d. Dr.Da Costa, the eminent physi-
cian, assisted Dr. Pancoast, and, inad-
dition. Dr. Patrick Donnellan, an old
friend of Mr. Florence, was cailed in.
'( he latter was with the sicli man almost
constantly.

Pbygfcfans Deeelved.
The bulletin issued by the physicians

this morning stated that Mr.Florence
was better. At1o'clock another bulle-
tin announced that be was slightly im-
proved. The last belle tin they pave out
reads: "Mr. Florence passed away
peacefully at 8:30 o'clock this eveuiue."
The fact of his death became generally
known about the time the theaters
dosed, and the spacious lobby of the ho-
tel was soon filled with theatrical people
who stood round in groups discussing
the sad event. A mes&age^f sympathy
was Miit to Mr. Florence by tlie Clover
club, which held its monthly meeting
tonight, reached the hotel after he had
passed away. ]t read: "TheClover
Hub sends to you its greeting of tender
and fraternal sympathy, expressing the
affectionate and sanguine hope that
your recovery and convalescence may
be so speedy that your illness, which is
to us today a present and deep grief,
willquickly be to youa vanishing mem-
ory."

Mr. Florence was nearly sixty-one
years ofage, having been born al Al-
bany. N. V.. July 26, 1831. His name
originally was Conliu, but as he had
adopted the stage name of Florence, he
legalized his right to the latter by an
act of assembly passed by the New
York legislature.

Jefferson Almost Overcome.
Gbaxd Rapids, Mich., Nov. 19.—

•'My (;.)d! you don't tell me," was the
exclamation which fell from the lips of
Joseph Jefferson when informed by a
reporter this evening that his compan-
ion and bosom friend, .). Florence,
Was dead. Mr. Jefferson seemed at first
jilmost overcome by the sudden an-
nouncement, but, recovering his com-
posure, continued :

"Are you sine it is true?" The dis-
patch upon which the information was
based purported to convey only a rumor
aud Mr. Jefferson was informed accord-
ingly. He at once started for the news-
paper ollircs, hoping against hope that
the evil news might be false, lie spent
the greater part of the remaining hours
oi' the r.iizht reading the dispatches re-
latingtohis friend as they came from
the wire and relating incidents of Mr.
Florence's career.

Mr. Jefferson, among many other in-
cidents, dwelt specially upon Mr. Flor-
ence's i;u«a*roas private benefactions.
•'One faeVMit little Known," said he,
"is that Mr. Florence was the
founder o! the Order of Mystic
SShriners. In religion he was a true
Catholic and member of the Knights of
St. Patrick. When bidding me farewell
at J'hih (is. '•];!. Mr. Florence said:
'Good-bye, o.'d bey; I'll soon catch up
with you.v From all reports we surely
thought he woulddo so, and his death is
a great shock to us. You may say that
our engagement at Detroit tomorrow
night will certainly be deferred out of
regard to his memory."

Renounced a Throne.

SMUGGLERS 1 PROFITS.
Supervising" Agent Tingle, in

His Report, Uncovers the
Source.

The Heavy Duty on Opium Is
Prohibitive of Legitimate

Trade.

How the Canadian Govern-
ment Is Gathering inRich

Profits.

Chinamen Also Swelling the
Dominion Revenues by a

Head Tax.

Washington. Not. 10.— A. K.Tingle,
supervising special agent of the treas-
ury department, in his annual report to
the secretary of the treasury, shows
that during tlie past fiscal year the spe-
cial agents seized goods to the value of
1143.238. and recovered 1225,690 on ac-
count of seizures, fines, duties, etc He
tdves several instances of fraudulent
importations, and refers to the difficul-
ties under which the agents conduct
their operations. Mr. Tingle says:

The work of the office has not been
accomplished without some irritation,
and, in instances, criticism in the pub-
lic press, inspired doubtless by those
whose invoices have been called in
question as well as by merchants of un-
questioned integrity who have unad-
visedly given complaints of agents
of foreign manufacturers seeking ad-
mission of their eoods at fictitious
values, to the manifest loss of revenue
and injury to honest trade. Itis, un-
fortunately, true that public officers, on
account of such opposition and criti-
cism, sometimes shrink from the per-
formance of a plain duty. A serious
question is the great difficulty under
present conditions of enforcing the

Law* Against Smugglers

who make the Dominion of Canada the
base of their operations. The number
ofofficers for preventive duty upon this
long line of frontier does not exceed
twenty, and the present customs appro-
priation will not admit of any material
increase of this force. it is ap-
parent that their efforts to prevent
smuggling are in a large degree
futile. A similar condition of affairs'
exists upon the long boundary line be-
tween the United States and Mexico.
The district of I'uget sound, comprising
many islands within a few miles of
British territory, and a long line of
water front, furnishes facilities for
smuggling him! the clandestine intro-
duction of Chinese, against which the
customs officers have vainly contended.

1 am reliably informed that during
the last year 125,000 pounds of crude
opium were imported and manufactured
at Victoria, making about 70.000 pounds
of the prepared article for smoking
purposes, and that nearly every pound
of it was smuggled into the United
States. Itis more profitable totake the
risk of an occasional capture and con-
fiscation than to pay the enormous duty
offl2per pound, which is prohibitive
of legitimate importations, and is the
essential basis of

The Simiirsler'R Profit.
Reduce the duty to ?4 per pound and

his occupation willbe gone. The pres-
ent arrangement benefits the Canadian
government, which collects 81 per pound
upon the crude opium used in the man-
ufacture of the prepared article. Our
tariffact of 1800 admits crude opium
coutainiag 9 per cent of morphia free.
bat imposes aduty of $12 per pound
upon opium of a lower grade, such as is
used in the preparation of the drug for
smoking purposes, the same rate as is
imposed upon prepared opium. The
practical effect Of this is that the rev-
enue formerly derived from imported
opium is turned toCanada and the smug-
triers. It were better to declare all
opium free of duty than to leave the
present laws on the statute book. The,
enormous profits in opium smuggling,
due entirely to the high duty, have in-
duced the employment of large capital
and a great numer of bold, skillful men
to engage in the illicit traffic, made so
alluringby existing laws.

But the smuggling ofopium is not the
on ly alarming consequence following
the opening up of the railways through
Manitoba, the Northwest territory and
British Columbia. The various acts of
congress having for their object the ex-
clusion of Chinese laborers from the
United States ar^ practically nullified
by the clandestine introduction of
Chinese com ing direct from China
throrgh the Dominion ot Canada. The
system of the Canadian Pacific Railway
company lands Chinese at Vancouver by
the thousands.

Canada's Profitable Tux.

The Canadian government collects a
head tax of $50 oneach Chinese person
and gives hima certificate which enables
his return to {Canada without payment
of the tax the second time, should he be
detected in entering the United States.
The courts in several cases have given
the construction that Canada and not
China was the country whence these
Chinamen tame, within the meaning of
the law. The effect of this is that Chi-
nese persona once returned to Canada
again enter the country, and repeated
instances of this kind have occured.
Thus the object of the Chinese restric-
tion act is practically defeated.

The necessity for a revision of the
customs laws, and particularly for the
reorganization of customs districts, with
a view to the abolishment or consolida-
tion of districts in which little or no
customs business is done, is shown by
the business of the several districts
during the last fiscal year. Inthirry-one
districts and potts no duties were col-
lected, and in forty-three of them the
expenses exceeded the receipts. The
decay of commerce in many of the old
customs districts,coupled with the rapid
growth of the Northwest and the need
for the creation of new ports and dis-
tricts upon the coast as well as frontier,
would seem to demand new and com-
prehensive, legislation upon the subject.

GEX. GRANTS TOMB.

Advocates ofRemoval to Washing-
ton Are Zealous.

Washington, Nov. 19.— The effort to
remove the body of Gen. Giant from
Riverside to Arlington National cem-
etery willbe renewed at the coming ses-
sion of congress. Ever since the failure
of the attempt in the last congress, the
friends of the removal have been quietly
but actively and 2ealously at work;
some of the objections then raised have
been overcome, and considerable confi-
dence is expressed that the attempt this
winter will be cfowned with success.
That there is a strong sentiment in
favor of the movement amona; the vet-
erans of the Union armies, as well as
among the officers of the regular army
who served in the War of the Rebel-

lion, is manifest. Tins sentiment is
bounded by no sectional lines, but it is
especially strong among the survivors
of the Western armies which Grant led
to victory, and at whose head he laid
the groundwork of his fame.

The veterans of those armies, as well
as of the Confederate armies of the
South, must feel that his body ought to
repose in Arlington cemetery, which, so
long as the republic shall exist, willbe
cared for an<| beautified by the govern-
ment, aud this feeling is shared by the
survivors of tlie Army of the Potomac,
whose later triumphs and grandest
achievements were won under his per-
sonal direction and leadership. They
urge that Grant was of the nation and
that the nation has a paramount right,
as well as a duty to possess and care for
his tomb and builda worthy monument
to his memory. But ihe advocates of
the removal of Gen. Grant's tomb to
Arlington are not disposed to halt
there: they maintain that all the great
military chieftains and leaders of the
Union armies

be laid beneath the towering oaks and
ureenside of Arlington, within view o(
the capital of the nation which they
sought to save and perpetuate.

The state's stror.g
point was that the crowd which went
after Mr. Brandborg did so with
the intention simply of arresting him
for hitting a man named Timroth and
not to revence themselves on him for
the blow. Mr. Peterson, a former friend
of Biamlborg, testified that Brandborg
had told him after the trial that Ole An-
derson's death served him right for be-
ing such a fool as to come up to him in
the way he did; also that Brandborg
said he selected his club with the inten-
tion of preventing anybody who came
after him from using such a club them-
selves. Ihe opening speech by Attor-
ney Woodward for thedefendant is con-
sidered a very strong effort. The evi-
dence of the defense thus far has been
devoted to showing that it was a drunk-
en, violent crowd which surrounded
and chased Brandborg and lhat he was
justified inprotecting himself as he did.

MORPHINE IN WHISKY

Slides Two Wisconsinites Over
Into Eternity.

I\in.NELA.vi)i:u, Wis., Nov. 19.—Two
men who last evening finished up along
drunk by going to one of their homes
and emptying a pint bottle of whisky
which contained twenty grains of mor-
phine, died from the dose this morning.
One of the!':, named William Houston,
was a a man of family, and the other,
Darned William brown, was a single
man, boarding at Houston s house. The
morphine was purchased at a local drug
store yesterday by Mrs. Houston, who
states that she has been addicted to the
ilrus"s use for years. She dissolved the
twenty grains in ;lpjnt of whisky and
set it on a shelf, where her drunken
Husband and his companion found it.
Immediately upon iinding the bottle
empty this morning she undertook to
rouse the two men, but one was already
•load and the other soon expire.!. Hous-
tonand Brown came here this summer
from Michigan. They wore employed
in the saw mills, and were both veiv
much addicted to the flowing bowl. A
coroner's jury will thorougi? investi-
gate the case after the post mortem,
which is now being held.

LOVE PROMPTS HATE.

Sensational Shooting Affairat the
Carver, Minn., Depot.

Ciiaska, Nov. 19.— What will result
in a horrible murder, followed by the
suicide of the murderer, took place at
Carver last evening. When the south-
bound 8 o'clock passenger train from
Minneapolis pulled into Carver, Charles
Fitzner, a young man well known iv
this neighborhood, got offthe train, and,
meeting Andrew Stohl on the platform,
said: "Now I've got you, and lam go-
ing to kill you!" While speaking he
drew a BS-caliber revolver and fired at
Stohl twice, one shot taking effect iv
the face, inflictinga fatal wound. Fitz-
ner then fired two shots at himself, both
bullets entering his forehead near the
eyes, from which wounds he died inan
hour.

The only witness to the tragic affair
was a drayman, who corroborates the
above story. Andrew Stohl was em-
ployed at Carver as an engineer in the
railroad pumping station, and Charles
Fitzner was formerly foreman on the
section. The two men were both of
good character and standing in this
community, and have always until a
few days ago been the best of friends.
The real cause that led to this awful
crime is a mystery, but it is supposed
that some love affair is at the bottom of
it. Itis Impossible to state the severity
of Mr. StohFs wound, as the bullet has
not yet been located. The whole affair
is shrouded in mystery, Neither can
Mr. Stohl, who is highly respected, ae-
couiit for it.

Twin City Delegation Passes

Through Chicago and Speeds
Toward the Capital.

Wisconsin's Committeeman
Casting Sidelong: Glances

at the Flour City.

Detroit Asserts That It Can
Take Care of the Conven-

The Whole Field Sized Up by
a Correspondent at

Washington.

Chicago, Nov. 19.—One hundred
leading citizens of St. Paul and Minne-
apo is arrived in this city at 8:30 this
morning on a special train over the
Chicago, St. Paul & Kansas City road
and left at 10:30 over the Baltimore &
Ohio for Washington, to urge the selec-
tion of Minneapolis as the place for
holding the national Republican con-
vention in 1892. The delegation includ-
ed most of the leading citizens and of-
ficials of the state ot Minnesota, and
great confidence was manifested in the
success of their mission.

PAYXE'S SECOND CHOICE.

The Wisconsin ManFavorably In-
clinetl to Minneapolis.

PAROCHIAL METHODS.

Episcopal Clergymen Discuss the
Question.

"Washington, Nov. 19.—The third
day's session of ths Episcopal congre&s

was devoted to the general subject of;
"New and Old Parochial Methods.";
Rev. Dr. Shinn, of Newton, Mass., read:
the first essay, and Rev. Dr. E. {
A. Bradley, of Brooklyn, followed,
on the subject. He said at present the
church In America had only a frag-'
mentary financial system. It is ter-
ribly deficient Inrespect to money mat-
ters. Itwas a false idea, he thought, !
and a mistake to try and make the
service of the church entertaining. By
and by the resources of our church peo-
ple to entertain their congregations
willhave become exhausted. This will
naturally lead to the opening of theaters
on Sunday. This will be the logical
consequence of the great and growing
entertainment feature of our churches.
Rev. Langdon Stewardson. of Worces-
ter, Mass., took the ground that the dis-
tinction between the old and the new
parochial methods was best seen in the
simplicityof the former as compared
with the complications, of the latter.
Much of the organization with-
in the church today, accord-
ing to Dr. Stewardson, so far
from promoting spiritual growth,
is a positive detriment and drag upon
the religious work of the church. Rev.
E. S. Tindes, of New Haven, made a
plea for the modern methods, bavins
their foundation, as they do, upon the
successful, though simpler, methods of
the past. He protested against the
indiscriminate and sweeping condemna-
tion of all church societies.
