LEVELED THE BARN.
The Old Bob-Tailed Cars and

Building- Go Up in
Smoke.

Loss Fixed at $10,500, With
the Railway Company

Fully Insured.

The Manitoba House Mystery
Cleared Up by a Coro-

ner's Inquest.

Whelan and Ryan Died From
an Excessive Drunken

Debauch.

Last evening between 10 and 11 o'clock
the car barn of the St. Paul City Kail-
road company, situated on the corner of
West .Seventh street and Lee avenue,
was. together with the contents, totally
destroyed by fire. Shortly after 10
o'clock police officer Coleman
discovered that the building was
burning in the rear, which fronts
on Tuscorora aveiuie. lie turned
inan alarm from the box oflthe corner
of the block. The fire department was
on the spot a few minutes after the
alarm was sent in, but on their arrival
the building was burning likea furnace,
the flames roaring aiurrily and pourinc;
out on all sides of the structure. Chief
Jackson soon hud streams of water
pouriui; on the ilnrnes from all
available ]>oints, and the Bremen
bravely approached close to the burn-
ing mass, though the heat was so in-
tense that any ordinary person could
not approach within fifty feet. The
structure, which was one story frame,
100 feet lonir by sixty le.et wide, was
tilled with the old bobtail horse cars
used by the company before the electric
cars were put into use. Everything tell
a prey to the fierce flames, the only
tiling not destroyed being a few
wheels. The lraine buiiding on the
east side oi the car barn, formerly used
for storing forage, was saved by the
work of the lire department.

Supt. Scott, of tiie City Railway com-
pany, staled that the los< on the build-
ing was ££,006, a-.nl on the twenty-three
cars 18,500. The amounts being fully
covered by insurance.

Sonic few weeks asro the rear of the
barn, together with five -cars, was
slichtly damaged -by a lire. \u25a0/. ;'.:;
it wits stated last evening that the

insurance on the.property of the City
Kailway.company in St. 'Paul, amount-
ing to ?700.000, expires today at noon.

A DHUXKKXDEBAUCH.

Coroner'H Verdict, ob the Deaths
of Whalon and ll,van.

Afterconsulting with the county at-
torney, Coroner Quinu decided yester-
day to hold an inquest on the bodies of
the two men, John Whalen and Ed
Ryan, who were found dead in their
beds in the Manitoba house on Thurs-
day morning. Deputy Coroner Darling
presided at the inquest ami County At-
torney O'Brien conducted the. examina-
tion of the witnesses. The jury con-
sisted of Charles Christian, .lames Kinir,
Lathrop Mussetter. ,]. 11. Burns, George
Roedler and diaries .Sawyer. After
viewing the remains at the morgue
the inquiry was conducted in
the municipal court room. All the
men who slept in the room at the Mani-
toba house, together with the two men
who tonic part in the fightat the Minne-
sota house, and who were arrested by
order of Chief Clark, were present.
The testimony of these 'men, together
with the proprietors and bartenders of
the saloons mentioned, went to show
that the men who died had been on a
prolonged drunken debauch, and on
\\ ednesday evening all parties were
very drunk. The story told by the '.won
as to the heavy drinking and* the light
Wednesday evening was the same as
published in the Gxoue yesterday.
Chief Clark and Capt. Cook cave evi-
dence as to the filthy and stiflingcondi-
tion of the room where the men died.
The most important testimony was that
of the doctors who performed the au-
topsy on the bodies Thursday evening.

Dr. Robert Wheaton testified to per-
forming the autopsy, together with Dr.Quinn, in the presence of Drs. Rogers.
Darling and Xanten. The examination
was most minute and careful. After
hearing the history of the men for a
time previous to their deaths, he ha 1 no
doubt but that the men died from nar-
cotic poisoning, that is, by a poison-
producing stupor: in other words, the
extensive use of alcohol in any form
had caused death. The bruises and
wounds on VVhalen, inflicted in the
light, were not sufficient to cause death,
lit- found no evidence of death from
violent cause, or by poison other than
alcoholic poisoning. All the doctors
present had agreed upon the same
point.

Dr.F. A. Xanten corroborated the
evidence of Dr. Wheaton, and had no
doubt in his mind but that death in
both cases was due to acute alcoholism.

The jury retired, and, after an ab-sence of five minutes, returned into
court and handed in their verdict to the
eil'-et that John Whalen and Ed Ryan
died from the effects of acute- alcohol-
ism.

Tdo six men arrested In connection
with the affair. James Whalen, Patrick
Wbalen, Ed Uleuon, Dan Tterney,
Frank Garrity and James Mnlyok. were
set at liberty by Chief Clark, the county
attorney being satisfied that there was
no necessity to hold them. They were
warned by the chief ot police "that if
they remained in the city they must be-
have themselves, and not indulge inany
drunken sprees or they woul I be ar-
rested. The inen.vylioareliard-workint;
fellows, whose chief fault rs the extreme
use of liquor, promised to do as re-
quested, and left the court at receiving
tl each as witness fees.

The remains of Wlialen and Hyan
will be buried today at tlu- expense of
the county, though Whalen's brothers
said they would try and raise money for
his funeral.

GAIiVINEXONERATED.

The Charges Against an Officer
For Using His Club.

Mayor Smith yesterday held an In-
vestigation ofthe charges against Of-
ficer Galvin for unwarranted" use of his
club on Martin.Ganz. Judge D. A.J.
Baker testified to seeing the officer ar-
rest Ganz, who kicked the officer in the
stomach and foucht desperately. Be
did not think the officer used suf-
ficient force in subduing the
man. He only struck him two
moderate blows with the club. George
McGuiggan, a plumber who also saw
the arrest, cave evidence as tothe re-
sistance offered by Ganz. He kicked
the officer in the stomach as the latter
was "pulling the patrol box.'' Ganz
fought desperately, and the officer
struck himonce on the head and once
on the body with the club. In the rough
and tumble fight the oflicer broke his
club by striking the curbstone. When
the patrol wagon arrived Ganz contin-
ued to fight and kick,and was with
difficultyplaced in the patrol wagon.
He heard Ganz say "You of a .
I'llcut your guts but."

The ladies who scade the charges
against the officer failed to appear.

Lieut. Schweitzer testified that he had
known Gati? for twenty-live years. lie
had been known to the police since a
boy as a thief, and had been arrested
many times forassaulting his parents,

and his father one time was confined to
bed for a week owing to the injuries
thus inflicted. Gain once told witness
that lie had nearly killed an officer with
a knife ina small town in the state, and
it cost him $GUO to get out of trouble.
Two and a half years ago witness, was
called to a house of ill-fume to arrest
Ganz, who had terrorized all the in-
mates. He had a heavy revolver in his
outer pocket, and hud his hand on.it
when put under arrest, ilis character
was infamous, aud he was known to the
police as a desperado who would not
hesitate to use a knifeor slung-shot.
He had been out of the reformatory on
parole, having been sent there for
burglary fora term of live years. De-
tective timber also gave Ganz a bad
character, and six weeks ago, while he
was under arrest, he had said to wit-
ness: "Iwill do up any of a
of an officer who ever tries to ar-
rest me."

M.W. Sawyer also gave evidence as
to-the resistance made by Ganz when
arrested, and Officer Gibbons as to the
fight going on when he arrived in the
patroljwagon, and the difficultyof tak-
ing Ganz to hendquartes.

At the close of the testimony Mayor
Smith fully indorsed Officer Galvin on
his conduct, and exonerated him from
all charges preferred.

TEACH TO TAIiK.

The Forthcoming Annual Meeting
ofKducutionalits.

The general and sectional meeting of
the winter session of the Minnesota
Educational association, to be held in
St. Paul on Dec. 23, 29, 30, willbe of
more than ordinary interest to all con-
cerned in educational matters in this
state. The general sessions of the asso-
ciation will be full of interest, begin-
ning with the opening address by Presi-
dent Goodhue. which will be followed
by the revision of the consti-
tution and by-laws; after which
there will be a free par-
liament to fill the remainder of the
session. The subject tor the next ses-
sion will be: "The place English
should hold and how it should be
taught; in district schools; in lower
grades in city schools; in the high
school;- in the college and university."

The county superintendents willmeet
withSupt. Kielileon the morning ana
afternoon of the 28th and discuss re-
ports from the field and from the sum-
mer schools. In the evening President
Cuapman will srive the annual address,
to be followed with a discussion of
"How map districts be educated to ap-
preciate and support better schools;
ought not the state to require of its
teachers a higher standard of scholar-
ship; and how may our system of ex-
ainininir teachers be improved?"

Monday evening the high school sec-
tion will present a declamatory contest,
to be participated in by pupils of the
state high schools. At th« other ses-
sions of the section the followingsub-
jects will be considered: "The best
method! of teaching Latin and modern
languages in high schools, colleges and
universities." The subject of German
in the butn schools will be discussed
and an outline of work presented. This
will be followed on Wednesday by a
paper' on "Training ot the Will,"by
Dr. John E. Bradley, which willbe dis-
cussed ina round table talk by those
most interested.

The primary section willdiscuss three
papers, one on drawing in the public
schools, and two on natural science.
History and methods of natural science
and a plan of lessons in natural science
for the common school outlined and ax-
plained. W

A REPLY TO GRiBBLE.
Judge Kelly's Answer to the

Complaint Against Him
by an Attorney.

The Conduct of Mr. GribWe
Viewed in an Unenviable

Light.

Montgomery Initiates the
Court in the Mysteries of

an Opium Joint,

And Is Acquitted of the
Charge of Visiting- Such a

Place.

John D. O'Brien and William Louis
Kelly Jr. have prepared the answer of
Judge William Louis Kellyin the action
against him brought by Edwin Gribble
for $10,000 alleged damages to his repu-
tation as a lawyer. > In the answer
Judge Kellydenies all allegations ofthe
complaint not admitted in the answer.
Itis admitted that the defendant has
been a judge of the Second judicial dis-
trict court since March 15,18*7. Itis
also admitted that Gribble was admitted
to practice, law prior to July IS. 18'JO,
but denies that he was an attorney-at-
law in uood standing, or authorized to
practice law incourts of record in.the
state between July 10, 1800, and April
20, 1891. The answer asserts that the
acts complained of by Gribble were of a
judicial character and done in the
capacity of one of"the judges of.the dis-
trict court and not otherwise. On Sept.
13, 18110, at a special term of the district
court Gribble had attempted to present
the cause of Gordon vs. Gordon for
hearing by the defendant. The hearing
of the plaintiff was refused in the

-
per-

formance of the duty as a judge, but
without wrongful or malicious intent,
but with the purest of motives in open
court with the purpose of elevating and
purifying the practice of law by ex-
cluding therefrom, even though .tem-
porarily, the plaintiff, who had before
that time been adjudged by Judge
Hooker, of the Fourth judicial district,
unworthy to hold and exercise the high
dignity of an attorney and counsellor-
nt-law. The answer sets up the part that
Judge Frederick Hooker. sitting on the
district court bench in Minneapolis had
on July lO.lsyo.suspended Edwin Gribble
from practicing before that court until
the expiration of the October term,
IS'JO, of the supreme court of appeals.
The order of suspension declared that
such course was pursued because Grib-
bie had been guilty of deceit and wilful
misconduct. Judge Hooker certifiedhis
proceedings In the matter to the su-
preme court, which had the effect to
suspend him until April,1881. Gribblo
applied to the supreme court for an
order directing Judge Kelly to show
cause why he should not permit Gribble
to practice law in his court. On Nov. 1,
IBBU, the supreme court dismissed the
order to show cause, and the suspension
was in force until the end of the Octo-
ber term of pie supreme court, which
was inApril,.IS'U.

James Montgomery's Experience

quitted on an indictment for visiting an
opium joint with the

"
purpose of "hit-

tinj:Uuipipe;" Montgomery is an in-
tellieent Englishman, whu has evidently
seen much better days. He has been a
newspaper man and a theatrical maig-
ager in liis time. Lately. however, he
has been earning a livelihood by serv-
ing night lunches from a v.agoii in the
streets. Several witnesses appeared
against Montgomery at the trial, one of
them being: Wilfirfni Hubbel, a repre-
sentative of a wholesale tobacco house.
Another is a man named Perkins, both
of whom were in the den the night of
the raid.

When on the witness stand, at the re-
quest of his attorney} W. 11. McDonald,
Montgomery regaled the court and jury
with an intelligent description of the
modus operaudi in preparing the opium
for the pipe. According to his story
there an: two grades of opium in use".
The best trade is received usually from
Sun I'ranciseo. The second eriide is
prepared by Chinamen, which is made
lrom a Kata purchased at the drug
stores and mixed with a refuse from the
bowls u£ pij>es used by other smokers,
and which is scraped from the pipe .
with a bent wire. The opium to be used
for smoking is usually about as thick as
Clue, and is dealt out on a playing card
by the Cninaman. If the smoker pre-
pares the opium for smoking without
assistance, lie stretcher himself upon a
bunk on his left side, supporting his
body on his left elbow, leaving the
right hand free to manipulate the
opium and holding the longpipe with
its bowl near one end in the left hand.
A piece of bent wire, the size of a knit-
tiiitr needle, and which fits into the hole
in the opium pipe, is held in the right
hand. With this a ball of opium, the
size of a pea, is taken from the semi-
finid mass on the card and held over the
Same ofa lamp until it expands to the
size of a walnut— the needle being con-
stantly revolved by the fingers. When
the moisture is absorbed from the opium
itis rolled on the bovv!of the pipe or on
the thumb of the left hand. It is then
reduced to about the size of the end of a
led pencil, and is made into the j
form of a cylinder by the roll- '
ing. The pipe is held with the
bowl near the lamp until the whole gets
warm. The end of the needle is then
inserted into the hole of the bowl and
the ball of opium dropped into the bowl.
Ifthe operator is an expert the opening
in the ball of opium will fall directly
over the hole in the bowl which com-
municates with the pipe. The hole in
the bail of opium and the pipe cor-
respond in size. The bowl is then
turned down and applied to the flame
and the opium is ignited. The subject
then inhales the fume? by placiug his
mouth to the end oftlie pipe. It tak*s
an expert from four to ten minutes to

roll a pill,but only a few seconds tv
smoke it. A man often passes hours in j
opium smoking, and ifhe pays for itat !
Chinese rates it is very expensive.

While waiting for "the jury to come !

opium-smoking to a group of attorneys
and others ivan intelligent manner. He
said it quickens the perceptive faculties
for a time or eases pain, but the effect?
are very deleterious in the end, and,
there is no known cure for the habit I
when once formed.

willnot livea great while longer. After
his acquittal he seemed despondent and
out of sort?.
