Pricas Contin ue Upward on a
Favorable Stimulus in
New York Stocks.

Cmicaco, Nov. 21.—The Russian ukase has
come at last, but it had not the effect on the
Chicago wheat market that was anticipated.
Indeed the reportof the issue of this im-
perial mandate has been made so many
times and its appearance so confidently ex-
pected, that traders generally had taken it
for granted that the prohibition was but put
off a few days and the effect of the ukase had
spent to a great degree itself before its issue.
But continental, as well as Engiish, cables
came in higher, and this, together with an
unusual advance in the price of English
farmers’ deliveries and reported better buy-
ing at San Francisco, stacied the market to
advance the second time, and was mostly ac-
couuntable for the firmness which existed to-
day.

San Francisco was reported stronger at
$L14, fan advance of 3c per bu. France
was reported a gooa buyer there and the
Tuited Kingdom also reported as doing some
buying. The export clearances from four
ports for the week were 100 yackﬂces larger
of flour, and 78,274 bu of wheat larger than
last week. From both coasts the increase in
exports was 893,000 bu wheat and flour.
For twenty-one weeks the exporis are re-

orted 87,383,000 bush, against 40,000,000 bu

or the same period last year. The export

clearances yesterday from four ports aggre-
gated 566,000 bu wheat and flour. New
York reported twenty-eight boat loads taken
for export to-day.

Arrivals in the Northwest again liberal.
Receipts at Duluth were 528 cars, and Minne-
apolis 520 cars, a total of 1,045 cars, against
1,032 cars yesterday, and 420 ecars a year ago.
Local receipts were 378 cars, of which 92 cars
were of contract grade. Withdrawals from
store were 68,921 bu, Receipts at all ports
aggregated 1,382,832 bu, and shipments from
the same were 951,714 bu. The export clear-
ances from four ports were 22,200 bbls of
flour, and 466,576 bu of wheat. The opening
was about 8@%e higher than yesterday's
closing, but eased off about ¥@lec from
opening figures, then started upugain, prices
advaucing 1@lke, ruled irregular. and the
closing was %@ic higher than yesterday.

The corn market started strong at some im-
provement over yesterday's closing prices,
After about ten minates of active business,
the enthusiasm flattened out and duilness,
with, however, & very firm uundertone, was
the predominating feature for the remainder
of the day. November opened at 60c and
closed at 58c; yeai ranged from 46c to 47¢, the
opening being at from 468s¢ to 47¢, and clos-
ing price 465x@478c. May rested with a gain
of ke since yesterday.

The trade in oats for future delivery was
unusually light, the market being absolutely
featureless. There was a good demand for
cash oats. November opened steady at 33tzc,
advanced to 3ibge, fell back to 33%c and
closed e lower at that price. May started
at 3315c, sold up to 33l%e, receded to 7@ :3e,
and closed steady at 33c.

The provision market was aMicted with
dulluess and indifference on the part of the
traders, and in the absence of any strong
lead fiom any of the influential packers,

New York.

New Yore. Nov. 21.—The stock market
today continued to advance in the same way
it began yesterday, and while the important
gains of the day were not confined almost ex-
clusively to the generally inactive shares, the
whole list felt the stimulus and higher prices
are the rule all along the line. The buying
of the day was largely by commission houses,
and this ract was the peculiar feature of the
dealings wnich attracted most attention and
meeting with little or no organized resistance
outside of operations of the traders who have
as usual been left in the rise, the upward
movement had no serious set-back. The for-
eigners were not a factorin the dealings,hav-
ing smalil orders on either side of the market
and the stimulus came from domestic sources
entirely,

The opening was strong at gains extending
to 12 per cent over those of last night, and as
of late the trunk line shares monopolized
the greater share of attention. Erie especialiy
being the active feature of the dsy. The
grangers were not neglected, however, and
both St. Pauland Rock Island were largely
traded in, Northern Pecific preferred follow-
ing closely. The upward movement made
steady progress, and while the gaius iun the
general list were small throughout the indus-
trials were active and scored material ad-
vances,

Distillers was the leading feature, rising
from 568& to 59, while Cordage came in the
final dealings with a gain of Il%. Among
the active shares Nickel Plate second pre-
ferred was the most prominent, rising from
43 to 4434, but St. Paul & Duluth afterward
ehot ub from 3815 to 41. Northern Pacific
preferred was the strongest stock in the rez-
ular list and rose 1 per cent for the day. The
market made no change in its temper and
finally closed active and strongat the top
figures. Distillers being up 184 and Cordage
1 per cent.

The Post says: The bear faction being
now to a large extent out of the market, the
bulls are on trial to see whai they ean do
with prices. The market was favorable to
them this morning, notwithstanding the
early sales by room traders to realize their
profits on yesterday's advance. There was
considerable weak ness in Lackawanna, the
only alleged reasoun for which is disappoint-
ment in the coal trade over the milder
weather, and in New York Central the se!l-
ing orders fairly matched the buying de-
mand. But in the grangers there was a
steady improvement in prices: not an enthu-
siastic buying, but on good lprotessioual sup-
port. with an agreeable salting of commis-
sion house orders.

The best authorities in the street agree that
vesterday’s advauce was an experiment by
the professional bull operators to test the
feeling of outsiders. Hence it is likely that
their operations will be cautious, especially
when the short interest is wholly eliminated.

Condition of Trade the Other
Side the Atiantie.

Loxpox. Nov. 22.—Discount was in falrde-
mand during the past week at 3 per cent for
three mounths and 2% for short. The gold
movements during the week were unimoor-
tant. The rate of American exchange re-
mains rather above a poiut warranting gold
remittances from here.

The syndieate will now
dissolve after dividing a considerable amount
of profits, having actuaily resold the unis
sued stock to the Russian treasury at a price
ubove their contract rate, though below the
Fuhli(ﬂissne price. This transaction by re-
ieving the syndicate of a lock-up of eash
amounting to £5,000.,000, probaby prevented a
crash in Paris. This change in the situa-
tion rapidly cheered up the mar-
kets. Alihough the position on the contin-
ent is still bad, an immediate catastrophe is
averted. Consequently operators are breath-
ing more freely and act with greater confi-
dence. In the departinentof foreign seecur-
ities Russian 4s rose 41z, Spanish and Portu-
guese bonds L2, Brazilians 2, and Chilians 1ts,
These temporary advances, however, were
chiefly due to speculative influences. Ameri-
can railway securities were inactive tili the
close of the week. when business brightened
up in this department of the market owing

to the recovery in the toreign de-
partment. Dealings yesterday were re-
markably lively. The news of the
prohibition of wheat exportation from

Russia gave a fresh impetus to buying.” On
the “‘street” business was especially active
for Saturday, and every kind closed at an ad-
vance for the day.

Section L. That section 4 of Ordinance No.

The Board of Fire Commissioners of the City
of St. Paul, shali have power,by and with the
consentof the Common Council, upon appli-
cation. to grant a permit for the storage and
‘sale of such articles as are mentioned in the
first section of Ordinance No. 1521; provided,
however, that no such permit shall be
‘granted until such building shall have been
inspected by the Bosrd of Fire Commission-
ers, or any person acting under their author-
ity, and certified by them as fire-proof and fit
forthe storage and sale of such articles as
‘mentioned in the first section of this ordi-
nance;

That Section 5 of Ordinance No. 1521, en-
titled **An ordinance to regulate the storage,
handling and sale of petroleum, gasoline,
naphtha and other dangerous liquids,” be
amended so as to read as follows: Any per-
son or persons. firm or corporation having
within the City of St. Paul a fire-proof build-
ing or warehouse exclusively used for the
storage of such articles as_are named in the
first section of Ordinance No. 1521, and prop-
erly ventilated for that purpose, may apply
to the Board of Fire Commissioners of said
city for a permit to use such building forsuch
purpose; and if such permit shall be granted
by said Boara of Fire Commissioners and
the Common Council. they shall state therein
the time or the period in which said building
chall be used for such purpose, which time
shall in no case exceed one year. And dur-

ng the time such permit shall remain in
force, the parties usinz such building or
warelhiouse shall not be subject to the gro-
visions of the first section ot Ordirance No.
1521, provided that any person or persons,
firm or corporation may be granted a permit
by said Board of tire Commissioners to store
not exceeding 25 gailons of gasoline in a
galvanized iron tank, to be set on a platform
raised at least 18 inches above the ground,
and so as to give free circulation underncath
said tank. and to be made with 17-gauge
galvanized iron with double lap-soldered
seams. The opening for filling said tank to
be not more than 1% inchesin diameter, and
to be made of iron t;;!pm;z with iron serew
cap, said pipe to be flanged on the insid@of
said tank and soldered. Provided further,
that any person or persons, firm or corpora-
tion may be granted a permit by said Board
of Fire Commissioners to store not exceed-
ing 5) gallons gasoline in an iron tank, to be
made of iron not lighter than No. 12 boiler
iron, with riveted and corked seams; the
opening for filling said tank to be not more
than 14 inches in diameter, with iron serew
cap and plug. Said tank shall be removed
and detached fron® all other buildings at
least 10 feet, or such further distance as may
be deemed advisable by the said Board ot
Fire Commissioners, or any person acting
under their authority, who shall have the
power to determine finally whether said
tanks, buildings and warehouses are con-
structed and located in accordance with the
provisious of this ordinance.
